Trustees to consider
bond issue, student
drug testing Monday

Forsan Independent School
District trustees will consider
bringing a $4.9 million bond
issue to voters and discuss insti-
tuting-a random drug testing pol-

icy for students
involved in extra-cur-
ricular activities at
their meeting
Monday night.
“We’ll be making
the final presentation
to the board about the
bond issue,” said
Superintendent
Randy Johnson.
“More than a year ago, we began
the research. We put together a
facility committee consisting of

staff anci community.

“We’'ve gone out for cost com-
parison,” he continued. “We’'ve
had a report from an architectur-
al and engineering group and
from a bond finance company. It
is going to be our recommenda-
tion that the board go ahead with
the bond election.”

If approved, the bond will add a
little more than 20 cents per $100
valuation for each taxpayer, said
Johnson, who added the school
district’s homestead exemption

and other considerations are not
figured into that cost at this
time.

The money will be used to pay
for extensive upgrading to facili-
ties across the district, including
the purchase of new air-condi-
tioning units and remodeling of
the high school/junior high sci-
ence lab.

“We're excited to bring the vot-
ers a bond election that will pos-

Perry calls for state agencies,
universities to trim 5 percent

HOUSTON (AP) — Gov. Rick
Perry on Friday defended calling
for state agencies and universi-
ties to reduce their baseline bud-
gets by 5 percent for 2006-07, say-
ing it’s in taxpayers’ best inter-
est.

This week, Perry’s office and
the Legislative Budget Board told
agencies to submit plans for
spending state-collected general
revenue at 95 percent of current
levels.

“I think it is in the best inter-
est of the people of the state -of
Texas that pay for state govern-
ment to take a look at your bud-
get. Go back and start at zero.

Come to the
Legislature and
defend your expendi-

d tures,” Perry said
before attending a ser-
vice at a Houston
church in honor of
the Juneteenth state
holiday.

Before the 2003 leg-
islative session, agencies were
told to submit budgets that cut
spending by 12.5 percent as law-
makers tried to solve a nearly $10

The veep’s ticker
isn’t in the pink of
health. He can bow
out of the race grace-
fully, saying he’s
doing so for health

reasons, and then DEBRA
spend his golden SAUNDERS
years as a venerable

GOP icon who sacri- mem—

ficed his privileged position for
the good of the party.

McCain would draw voters to the
GOP ticket. The Arizona senator
has a reputation as a maverick
who nonetheless can work with
politicians on the other side of the
aisle; he appeals to voters outside
the traditional Republican base.
Democrats like McCain.
Independents like McCain. OK,
some Republicans don’t like
McCain, but they like Bush, and
that should be enough.

Morris Fiorina, a political scien-
tist at Stanford and the Hoover
Institution, is working on a book
which argues that American vot-
ers aren’t as polarized as polls sug-
gest. He believes the real polariza-
tion prevails among political elites
and the extreme candidates parties
nominate. While many political
scientists see the country as hope-
lessly polarized, Fiorina believes
that centrist candidates can break
the gridlock and win elections.

To Fiorina, there’s no question
that McCain would help either
ticket. :

Democrat John Kerry reportedly
asked McCain to be his running

mate, but McCain said no. McCain
was right to do so. Feminists
would have hounded McCain until
he renounced his anti-abortion
position. If he did so, McCain
wouldn’t be McCain, revered for
putting principle first. If he didn’t,
he’d drive lefty votes to Ralph
Nader.

But McCain could run with Bush
and be true to his own politics.
Fiorina liked the idea of a
Bush/McCain ticket because
McCain has a reputation as a
problem solver — whereas Bush is
seen to many as “stubborn” and
“ideologically rigid.”

The best part is: Admitting
McCain into the Bush inner circle
would signal a needed change in
the Bush White House — and the
Bushies wouldn’t even have to
admit it.

What is Dubya’s biggest short-
coming? His demand for extraordi-
nary loyalty has isolated him, so
Bush is surrounded by people who
think the same thoughts and see it
as their duty to keep the inner cir-
cle orthodox. Secretary of State
Colin Powell provides the excep-
tion to the rule, but he is the
exception. (He'd be a good veep
nominee, too.) As Bob Woodward’s
“Plan of Attack” makes clear,
there has been insufficient debate
within this administration, when
the president might have benefited

~ from hearing different voices.

Bush, of all people, should real-
ize how hyper-loyalty can hurt a
candidate. In 1992, advisers to
Bush pere were intent on locking
other people out of their exclusive
club. But politicians don’t win by
being exclusive. They win by wel-
coming other viewpoints and con-
stituents into the fold. Alas, the
Bushies were so successful in
keeping rivals out that they kept
good people from getting in. Lucky
for Bill Clinton.

The two biggest obstacles to my
proposal are of course Bush and
McCain, who don'’t particularly

like each other even if their frosty
relations have thawed to the point
that McCain is stumping for Bush
this weekend. *

McCain already has declared he
won't be a vice president. But if
Bush promises to give McCain a
role in setting defense policy,
McCain might see a chance to do
good, improve conditions for
America’s fighting forces while
achieving America’s political and
military goals in Iraq — and be
the lead GOP choice in 2008.

As for Bush, he should know
that humility is good for the soul.
Appealing to McCain’s better
nature also would allow Bush to
expand a skill set — charm — that
he too long has reserved for
Democrats only. And it would
show the country a Bush willing
to think outside the box inside
which he has been sheltered for
too long.

Fiorina sees the real dividing’
line in America as a schism
between politicians who want to
solve problems and politicians
who don’t.

McCain clearly belongs in that
first class. He has worked with
Democratic senators, and he has
bucked his party when he believed

- it was in the nation’s interest.

I believe Bush sees himself in
that first class as well. But many
voters don’t see that man. They
instead see a man who can’t break
away from his advisers and who
puts personal friendships and loy-
alties ahead of the national inter-
est.

And George W. Bush needs their
votes to win re-election.

How much reform should Bush risk

" uring the pause in pre-
.maturely frenetic elec-
| | J tion campaigning forced
Beee?®' by mourning for Ronald
Reagan, senior policy advisers to
George W. Bush pondered two
serious questions: What domestic
policy initiatives
should President
Bush pursue in a sec-
ond term? Which of
those should he cam-
paign on this year?
The answers will

soon be debated

inside the White

House over how

much reform Bush ROBERT
should risk. Political Novak

advisers are cautious
and policy advisers
bolder as they ponder
these areas: Social Security,
Medicare and taxes. Most likely,
the president will advocate Social
Security reform during this year’s
campaign, wait for a second term
to reform taxes and not venture at
all into Medicare’s troubled
waters.

The broad strategic question is
whether Bush should seek a sec-
ond term strictly as a “war presi-
dent” fighting terrorism, the one
area where current polls show
him well ahead of John Kerry.
While the political team wants to
stick to the anti-terror agenda, the
policy team considers it vital for
the Bush presidency to confront
issues that he was expected to

address in a first term but did not.

These are the decisions that only
Bush himself can make.
Medicare is the issue he almost
surely will forgo. Senior adminis-
tration officials privately admit
that last year’s prescription drug
bill was a disaster substantively

and politically. The golden oppor-
tunity for Medicare reform was
squandered. Although the need for
basic change along market-based
lines persists, nobody has the will
to revisit this issue any time soon.

Social Security is another mat-
ter. The need for change is press-
ing, and the basic element of
reform has been decided: private
retirement accounts. But that will
not be enough. Means-testing is
needed to‘remove from the rolls
rich old Americans who don’t
need the federal stipend, many of
whom long ago exhausted their
contributions to the system. That
change would demolish the fiction
that this is a genuine insurance
system rather than government
welfare.

The big political problem is cost.
Transition expenses for private
accounts amount to $1 trillion
over 10 years. A more radical
reform, however desirable, will
cost even more. The difficult argu-
ment against Democratic opposi-
tion will be that these costs even-
tually must be incurred by the
federal government, if not now,
then later.

Bowed down by the war on ter-
ror and cautioned by conventional
political wisdom to tread softly,
Bush has hardly mentioned Social.
Security this year. But successful
Republican candidates braved this
supposedly lethal issue to their
advantage in 2002, particularly -
among young voters receptive to
changing a system they think will
never benefit them. Bush faces
conflicting advice over how much
or how little he should pursue this
course against Kerry.

Tax reform is much more com-
Rl:cated and dangerous. When

publicans seized control of

Congress in the 1994 elections for
the first time in 40 years, radical
restructuring of the Internal _
Revenue system was near the top
of everybody’s list. Yet, a decade
later, the GOP has not even debat-
ed — much less chosen between —
a flat tax and a national sales tax.
Bush ignored the issue in the 2000
campaign and throughout his first
term.

The obstacles to true tax reform,

posed by both the liberal establish-

ment and the Washington lobby-
ing cartel, are formidable. Policy
difficulties to be untangled are
massive. Although the end of an
intrusive tax system detested by
millions promises rich rewards,
no plan is ready for Bush in the
2004 campaign. It is an issue for
his second term, but one that
senior advisers believe he must
address then.

When President Franklin D.
Roosevelt announced “Dr. New
Deal” had given way to “Dr. Win
the War” upon U.S. entrance into
World War II, his historic aggran-
dizement of the federal govern-
ment was in place. Except for his
signature tax cuts, George W.
Bush's first term has averted the
risky battles required for institu-
tional reform. The president has
shown in his invasion of Iraq his
willingness to take risks, and he
now is being urged to do the same

on the domestic level if he is elect-

ed to a second term. If he loses
this election, these issues will not

be addressed for another decade or

more.

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The tires sing, the wind hums, the radio rocks

The Road.

Do you hear the power
of those words, all those
songs pouring into your
head like the dusty
stream from a grain silo?
Are you suddenly tangled
up in blue on the lone-
some highway to hell
with white-line fever? Of
course you are. Because
life is a highway and
every day is a winding
road. In fact, why don’t
we do it in the road?

Well, we do. Americans
took to the highways in
record numbers over
Memorial Day weekend
— according to the AAA,
some 36 million traveled
more than 50 miles for the
holiday, defying unprece-
dented fuel prices. The
summer peregrination is
in full force.

And yet, The Road is
disappearing. Fading
from popular music is the
body of imagery, the poet-
ic conventions that evoke
the Mythic American
Road. Where are the
songs written in the
cadence of white lines
and the key of singing
tires, like Willie Nelson’s
“On the Road Again”?
Where are the songs
about fugitive romance,
like Kris Kristofferson’s
“Me and Bobby McGee”;
about journeys of self-dis-
covery, like Simon &
Garfunkel’'s “America”;
songs of asphalt adven-
ture ("Take It Easy,” writ-
ten by Jackson Browne,
memorably recorded by
the Eagles)?

These songs are part of
the pop-music canon for a
reason. Americans are
pilgrims, historically and
— until recently, perhaps
—  spiritually. From
Lewis and Clark to Tod
and Buzz and Thelma and
Louise, movement and
mobility have always
been framed.in metaphys-
ical terms. Life on the
road is morally superior
to settled domesticity.
The Road is a crossroads
of self and space, where
aimless wandering has a
purpose and the empty
horizon is full of promise.
This is the big-sky uni-
verse of Whitman and
Steinbeck and Kerouac
and Hunter S. Thompson
(just don’t let him drive).
It’s the wind-blown home
of fugitive souls such as
Robert Johnson and
Woody Guthrie and Bob
Dylan and Bruce
Springsteen and countless
others.

“As I rolled on, the sky
grew dark

“I put the pedal down,
to make some time

“There’s somethin’ good,
waiting down this road

“I’'m pickin’ up whatev-
er’s mine.”

— Tom Petty, “Running

Down a Dream”

Songwriters and musi-
cians have had plenty of
real-life experience to
draw on. “Musicians have
always been the first ones
to be run out of town,”
says T Bone Burnett, who
put together the sound-
track for “O Brother,
Where Art Thou?” — a
picaresque film loosely
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based on Homer'’s
“Odyssey,” which might
be regarded as the origi-
nal road song. “To a musi-
cian,” Burnett says, “the
road is home.”

Of course, some of the
greatest road songs are
not about the road at all
— any more
Kerouac’s “On the Road”
or the driving scenes in.
Nabokov’s . “Lolita” are
about transportation
infrastructure. AC/DC’s
“Highway to Hell” is a
fist-pumping anthem of

dysfunction. Aretha
Franklin’'s “Freeway of
Love” a song that

bounces like a car on the
expansion strips on the
210 East — is a classic
double-entendre:

“We got some places to
see

“I brought all the maps
with me

“So jump right in ...
Ain’t no sin

“Take a ride in my "
machine.”

It’s the imagery of the
road that’s so appealing.
And it’s this very imagery
that is fading away.

Take the Google onramp
to the information super-
highway and do a search
for “road songs.” You will
soon come across the
Federal Highway
Administration’s road-
song list. Compiled by the
agency’s self-appointed
and — he is anxious to
emphasize — unofficial
musicologist, Richard F.
Weingroff, the list com-
prises almost 800 songs
that mention roads or
highways. When it came
to picking out road songs,
Weingroff had pretty high
standards. “I didn’t want
a lot of rock songs about
the weary travel of the
road,” he says. Weingroff
also brought a bureau-
crat’s sense of propriety.
“In a lot of songs the road
is a metaphor for drink-
ing ... and soon.”

On Weingroff’s list you
will find the usual sus-
pects: the Allman
Brothers’ “Ramblin’
Man”; The Who's “Going

than

‘anachronistic
‘train travel.

Mobile” and the ever pop-
ular and bombastic “Born
to Be Wwild” by
Steppenwolf. The pan-
theon of rock gods is well
represented. “At first I
was just listing songs I
liked,” the fortysome-
thing Weingroff admits
sheepishly. Also included
are standards such as
Bobby Troup’s “Route
66.”

What’s interesting in
Weingroff’s list is the
near absence of songs
from the past decade.
There are a few, to be
sure, such as Fastball's
1998 hit “The Way,” a
song about the mysteri-
ous disappearance of an
older couple who aban-

doned their kids to take a.

road trip. But others only
prove the rule. The Stone
Temple Pilots’ “Interstate
Love Song” actually cre-
ates its lovelorn land-
scape around the
image of

Frank X. Brusca’s
www.route40.net Web site
has a similar compendi-
um of road songs, helpful-
ly organized by rubric,
such as “bus songs”
("Promised Land” by
Chuck Berry, for
instance) or “truck songs”
("Willin™ by Little Feat,
or the loony novelty song

“Convoy,” by C.W.
McCall). Brusca’s list
includes all kinds of

music, from Texas swing
to jazz, blues and radio
rock. Yet, just as in
Weingroff’s list, fresh
road songs are scarcer
than cappuccino
machines in East Texas.
Even country music has
grown increasingly
immobile and domestic,
its imagery hemmed in by
suburbia. Shania Twain’s

crossover monster “Still

I've traveled
every road in this here
land!”) or Merle
Haggard’s “White Line
Fever”:

“I wonder just what
makes a man keep push-
ing on

“What makes me keep
on hummin’ this old high-
way song

“I’ve been from coast to
coast a hundred times

The last Grammy-win-
ning country song that

Regardless of the list
you consult — and there
are plenty — it seems
apparent that songs of the
road are running on
empty.

“The romance of the car
and the road is receding
in the face of the world
we now live in,” says
musician and composer
Burnett. “The idea that
there’s this great frontier
and we’re going to go
someplace and it’s going
to be better. The frontier
is closed off to us now.”

music, the road has never
been better. The cabin of
the average compact car
today is many decibels
quieter than the best lux-
ury cars of a few years
ago. Carmakers have
formed alliances with
audiophile stereo manu-
facturers and the results
are rolling concert halls.
So why have songs run off
The Road?

Perhaps because the
roads themselves are less
interesting. With the cre-
ation of the Eisenhower
Interstate Highway
System in the 1950s, the
smaller, rural-threaded
highways, the roads of
national memory and

experience, became obso-~

lete: Highway 61, the way
north for poor Southern

blacks; Route 66,
Steinbeck’s “Mother
Road,” heading west

toward California. Frank
Lloyd Wright once said
Route 66 was “a giant
chute down which every-
thing loose in this coun-
try is sliding into
Southern California.”
These two highways have
figured in scores of songs
and more than a few
movies.

It’s a bit harder to work
up a good lyric about a
boring concrete flume
like . Interstate 5.
However, there is a two-

volume collection of
songs called “The I-10
Chronicles” featuring

music by vagabond souls
such as Ry Cooder, John
Hiatt and Warren Zevon,
and spanning the road’s
musical geography, from
country, rock, folk, con-
junto and blues.

If there is one quality
above all that defines a
good road song, it’s “long-
ing,” Burnett says. “For
getting away from home,
or getting to home.” This
is ithe homesick ache in
songs Such as “Six Days
on the Road,” a gear-jam-
ming ode to love, or
Golden Earring’s smol-
dering “Radar Love.”

“I’ve been drivin’ all
night my hand’s wet on
the wheel

“There’s a voice in my
head that drives my heel

“And my baby calls that
she needs me here

“It’s half past four and
I'm shifting gear.”

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Saudi officials say al-Qaida leader killed
after dumping body of American hostage

RIYADH, Saudi Arabia —
Saudi TV broadcast pictures
Saturday of four bloodied bod-
ies that authorities identified as
the reputed leader of al-Qaida
in the kingdom and three other
militants killed in a gunbattle
after dumping the mutilated
body of an American hostage.

The al-Qaida cell allegedly led
by Abdulaziz al-Moqrin fulfilled
its threat to kill engineer Paul
M. Johnson Jr., beheading him
and showing grisly photos on
the Internet on Friday. The
slaying drew a chorus of con-
demnation from around the
world, with even one of
America’s staunchest foes,
Syria, calling it a “shameful
crime.”

The death of al-Mogrin, 31,
would be a coup for Saudi
Arabia’s government, which
has been beset by a wave of
attacks on Westerners that has
unsettled citizens and foreign
residents.

The airing of the pictures
appeared to be a rebuttal to a
posting don an Islamist Web site
Saturday denying al-Moqrin
had been killed and saying the
claim was “aimed at dissyading
the holy warriors and crdshing
their spirits.”

On state-run national televi-
sion, a Saudi announced said
four men killed by police after
being cornered at a Riyadh gas
station included al-Moqrin, the
kingdom’s most-wanted terror
suspect.

A picture showed the face of
an apparently dead young man,
clean-shaven except for his
mustache and resembling past
pictures believed to be of al-
Moqrin. Al-Ekhbariya, an all-
news Saudi satellite channel,
showed a full photograph of the
same corpse, covered with
blood. '

A trickle of blood ran from
the mouth of another of the mil-
itants pictured, and the teeth of

a third appeared smashed.

A U.S. official who spoke on
condition of anonymity Friday
had confirmed al-Mogrin’s
killing, while a Saudi official
said forensic tests would con-
firm its identity.

Johnson was the latest victim
of an escalating campaign of
violence against Westerners
that is aimed at driving foreign
workers from the kingdom and
undermining the ruling royal
family. Osama bin Laden, al-
Qaida’s leader, was stripped of
his Saudi citizenship more than
a decade ago after becoming
increasingly critical of the
monarchy. .

Johnson’s severed head was
shown on a Web site Friday
after his wife went on Arab
television and tearfully pleaded
for his release.

After news of Johnson’s death
was released Friday, a witness
reportedly saw his body

dumped from a car just outside
Riyadh and informed police of
the car’s license number.
Police were said to have
stopped the car at a gas station
in Riyadh’s al-Malaz neighbor-
hood and a fierce gunbattle
erupted, during which the four
militants died. Al-Ekhbariya
broadcast footage of the station
showing blood on the street and
on merchandise inside.
“Security forces managed last
night in confrontations with a
group of terrorists to kill four
of them, the top being
Abdulaziz Issa Abdul-Mohsin
al-Moqrin, who claims to be the
leader of the gang that con-
demns people as infidels,” the
state-run TV announcer said,
reading from a statement attrib-
uted to the Interior Ministry.
The official Saudi Press
Agency carried a similar state-
ment. It identified the three
other militants killed as Faisal
Abdul-Rahman al-Dikheel,

Turki bin Fuheid al-Muteiry
and Ibrahim bin Abdullah al-
Dreiham.

According to the SPA state-
ment, al-Dikheel, also on the
kingdom’s list of the 26 most-
wanted militants, was involved
in a number of killings and
apparently was featured in
video footage of Johnson’s
killing. It said Al-Muteiry was
among the militants involved
in a May 29 attack in_the oil
hub of Khobar that killed 22
people. Al-Dreiham was linked
to the Nov. 8 suicide bombing
at Riyadh housing compounds
that killed 17.

Johnson, 49, who had worked
in Saudi Arabia for more than a
decade, was kidnapped last
weekend by militants who
threatened to kill him by
Friday if the kingdom did not
release its al-Qaida prisoners.
The Saudi government rejected
the demands.

Local women stage grassroots effort
to provide soldiers letters, needed items

For three local women,
the war in Iraq is as close
as the United States Post
Office.

Tammy Kennedy,
Angela Lee and Roseann
Joy, whose son, Lance
Cpl. Jason Birmelin with
Echo Company in the
United States Marines,
organized Love From
Home, a non-profit, grass-
roots effort to provide
mail and needed items to
the men serving in Iraq.

And they are asking for
community support.

“Jason has
told me there
are soldiers in
his company
who receive
no mail from
home, no
packages,
nothing, and
he says receiv-
ing letters is
very important to their
moral,” Joy said.

“What we're doing is
getting the word out and
asking the community to
donate articles the sol-
diers are needing and to
donate toward covering
the cost of shipping these
items to the soldiers in
Iraq,” Kennedy said.

Simple things that most
Americans take for grant-
ed make a tremendous
difference in the quality
of life American soldiers
have in Iraq, she said.

“They need g
things like sun
screen and
socks — lots of
socks. Also zip
lock bags,
which they use
to keep their
wallets and
cameras and KENNEDY
things in, to
protect them from the
sand,” Kennedy said.

In the 140-degree heat,
military-issue wool socks
are too hot to wear. And a
lack of water requires the
soldiers to dispose of the
socks daily, because there
is not a place for the sol-
diers to wash clothes, Joy
said. 7

“The soldiers there
share everything and
they talk about every-
thing. That’s their family
now. They’ve been hit by
bombs twice and lost
some men. My son has
changed. He’s a man
now,” Joy said.

Several area businesses
have agreed to be collec-
tion points for any items

donated. They are C&M
Garage, StarTek, Home

Hospice, Allan’s
Furniture and the Big
Spring Herald.

“Whether
someone agrees

We're hoping to
find a church or other
facility to allow us a place
to bring the items when
we package them each
week. It takes several
weeks for the packages to
reach Iraq, but we know
the soldiers really appre-
ciate them,” said Lee,

Some of .the. items . the

1 soldiers need beside socks

and sun screen include
foot powder and baby
powder, disposable
razors, snacks and candy
that will sustain the heat
and not melt, used books
and magazines, hand san-
itizer, waterless shampoo,
disposable wipes, gum
not wrapped in foil, tooth-
paste, tooth brushes,
deodorant, lotion and
shaving cream.

Also needed is toilet
paper and tissue, cough
drops and throat lozenges,
pain relievers such as
aspirin, ibuprofen or
acetaminophen, cotton
swabs, feminine products
for women soldiers, pens,
envelopes, paper, single-
use .cameras, tobacco
products, sunglasses, bat-
teries, which must
remain packaged, duct
tape, super glue, flash-

lights with a
red lens and
bungee cords.

“We have to
be careful
what we send,
because they
have to meet
the Iraqi laws.
Plus, the heat
restricts cer-
tain things we send,”
Kennedy said.

Travel-size items are
often ideal, Lee said, and
only non-aerosol cans and
food without pork prod-
ucts may be received.
And Kennedy said pen
pals are also needed to
write the soldiers.

“They haven’t had
access to a post office, so
stamped envelopes are
really welcome,” Joy said.

She added that with her
son in Iraq, she doesn’t
listen to the news now,
but relies on Web sites to
keep her up-to-date on the
status of the war.

“It was really hard
when he first left, because
I was so used to talking to
him every day and then
he shipped out and I
heard nothing for several
months. Now he gets to
call every few weeks, and
that’s better,” she said.

All the women agreed
Love From Home is one
way they can actively
support American sol-
diers. Privacy laws pre-
vent publication of the
soldier’s- names, but the
wonmien said they are
determined to see every
soldier receive a Love
From Home package.

“Whether someone
agrees with the war or
not, all we're asking is for
help supporting our men
and women who are
ordered over there, fight-
ing for us and fighting for
our country,” Kennedy
said.

And Lee added, “Most of
them are just kids. It’s not
enough for me just to
show my patriotism. I
want to do something and
I hope others in our com-
munity will help us.”

regarded as a sideline
business. In February,
Viacom said it would
take a $1.3 billion charge
to reflect Blockbuster’s
declining value.

Blockbuster is prof-
itable, but investors
worry about competition
from cheap DVDs sold by
giant retailers such as
Wal-Mart Stores Inc. and
rent-by-mail DVDs from
Netflix Inc. Last month,
Blockbuster announced
its own monthly sub-
scription plan to let store
customers rent up to
three movies at a time
with no return date or
late fees.
