Everyone is urged to “show their 
true colors—a bright and sparkling 
red, white and blue.”

According to men at the local 
grain elevators, no wheat is ex­
pected to be harvested earlier than 
two or three weeks from now. 
Judging from these statements, the 
wheat harvest will begin about one 
week later than last year.

Prospects for a good grade of 
wheat are high, especially in the ir­
rigated varieties. Some damage has 
been done to the wheat due to re­
cent small hail, but none has been 
seriously damaged. Farmers are 
now hoping that hail doesn’t ruin 
the wheat crop as it did in some 
areas over the county last year- 
insects have not been a serious 
threat.

Friona-Dimmitt area reports in­
dicate harvest should be underway 
about June 20. Above average 
yields are expected from the re­
maining 145,000 acres to be har­
vested due to irrigation and recent 
rains.
Department of Agriculture Report

The United States Department of 
Agriculture reported the shortest 
wheat crop in Texas since 1925 is 
indicated as April passed without 
effective moisture over the Plains 
Country. A crop of only 11,184,000 
bushels, or about one-fifth of aver­
age, was in prospect on May 1. 
Only 1,398,000 acres, or about one- 
third of the seeded acreage are 
expected to be harvested this year. 
Last year, wheat was harvested 
from 3,252,000 acres and the 1944- 
53 average was 4,524,000.

The USDA reported in its May 16 
bulletin that surviving dryland 
wheat in the northwest, which was 
at the point of abandonment, was 
helped some by scattered showers, 
but rains came too late to save the

Memorial Day Was 
Minus Accidents

The Memorial Day week-end in 
Parmer County proved one of the 
quietest on record, with no traffic 
casualties or accidents of conse­
quence occurring.

Only wreck of the week came 
after the holiday, with patrolmen 
Tuesday morning answering call 
to a collision on Highway 70 about 
2 miles southeast of Farwell.

Involved were Phillip Eugene

Some $1,000 dam­
age was inflicted on Smith’s car, 
and about $600 damage resulted to 
the Studebaker.

bulk of the dryland crop on the 
High Plains and in parts of the Low 
Plains. In the northwestern low 
rolling plains, cross timbers and 
blacklands some wheat was ripen­
ing. Rains came too late for such 
acreage but should fill heads which 
are now in the milk or dough 
stages. Irrigated wheat on the 
High Plains continued to make 
good development. Combinng oats 
started in southern blackland coun­
ties. Yields are light. A substan­
tial oats acreage may be baled or 
grazed because of light grain yields 
and uneven maturity.

Santa Fe Crop Report
General rainfall has blanketed 

nearly the entire drouth-stricken 
Southwest during the past month- 
Beginning in the second week of 
May, amounts ranging from one 
and one-half to five inches fell over 
practically the entire region, while

some areas received as much as 15 
inches in locally heavy downpours. 
This has been one of the most ef­
fective moisture periods in the 
Southwest since 1951. Only con­
tinued effective moisture will 
break the drouth, but the recent 
moisture period will go far toward 
alleviating its severity and provide 
time and moisture to establish ef­
fective vegetative cover on bare 
ranges and fields.

After deteriorating s t e a d i l y  
throughout the winter and early 
spring due to drouth, insects, hgh 
winds and freeze damage, the con­
dition of the 1955 winter wheat 
crop will show substantial improve­
ment as a result of the recent rain­
fall. The benefits of this moisture 
will be light in much of Texas and 
southern Oklahoma where the 
wheat acreage was already near 
maturity by the time the rain 
started; however, in the more

In our local irrigation situattmr,

82 wells completed and 36 permits 
issued. Bailey Countv issued 31 
permits and had 48 wells complet­
ed. In Castro County. 52 wells were 
completed and 52 permits issued. 
Deaf Smith County had 23 wells- 
completed and 25 permits issued.

In a recent bulletin issued by 
the Underground Water Conserva­
tion District a survey was prepared 
from records of the State Board of ~

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AUSTIN. — Beer was tapped for 
-the big pay-off as the Senate rolled 
out a new tax bill—expected to 
pour $108,000,000 in new money 
into the treasury in, two years.

On the 137th day of an overtime 
session, the Senate passed a many- 
changed version of the House tax 

-hill. It left the last say to the 
House and hoped for a quick wind- 
UP'

The bill is expected to produce 
$62,000,000 during the next two 
years, for the general revenue fund. 
It carried a bookkeeping re-alloca­
tion feature which will give this 
fund $3,000,000 more from current 
taxes. Thus it offered the House 
$9,000,000 more than the $56,000,- 
000 required to unblock the record 
billion and a half dollar appropri­
ation bill, It provides about $44,- 
000,000 in the biennium for high­
way purposes.

Three round pennies will carry 
the brunt of the burden of the new 
tax structure—one cent more on 
gasoline and cigarettes and a new 
levy of a penny a bottle on beer.

In this, the sixth main version of 
a money bill, the Senate swung 
hack to the House’s proposal of one 
cent on gasoline and cigarettes. 
But the Senate substituted a whop­
ping $16,000,000 a year additional 
tax on beer for the House’s $1,000,-
000 a year on beer and wine deal­
ers’ license fees.

Final passage was voted 18 to 13.
Stripped out of the Senate-passed 

tax bill were House proposals for 
# levy on cigars, snuff, and tobacco. 
Added was a token one-twentieth 
of a cent levy on “dedicated” na­
tural gas—long-term exclusive con­
tracts, payable by the long pipe­
lines—and expected to produce $2,- 
000,000. Gas pipelines were put 
under the intangible assets tax.

Dropped were Senate proposals 
for manufacturing taxes and gross 
receipts taxes on department 
stores, hotels and motels. Rejected 
by the Senate was a gross receipts 
tax on the metals and chemicals 
industries.

Sen. Grady Hazlewood, slender, 
graying member from Amarillo, 
emerged with the winning com­
bination to unblock the long and 
confused Senate fight for new reve­
nues.

At Friday’s session, Sen. Ottis 
Lock of Lufkin, who termed him­
self the ’’coerced sponsor” of the 
tax measure, offered a new “ in be­
tween” plan which salvaged part of 
Governor Allan Shivers’ original 
recommendations and made conces­
sions to an, obdurate House-

Lock proposed a 1 1/2 cent in­
crease on gasoline, halfway be­
tween the two cents the Governor 
wanted and the one-cent the House 
voted; and 1| 1/2 cent on cigarets; 
along with a 25c per $1,000 fran­
chise tax levy on corporate stocks. 
It would bring in the needed $56,- 
000,000 to the general revenue 
fund, he said.

But Senator Hazlewood came up 
with his substitute and it was fa­
vored, 22 to 9, over the Lock plan.

The final vote put both House 
and Senate on record for a one-cent 
only increase on gasoline, making 
the entire bill more palatable for 
.House concurrence.

Beer industry leaders, who had 
-successfully fought off a proposed 
$1.30 per barrel ncrease in the 
House and also in Senate commit­
tee (which would have raised the 
total rate to $3.30, or to lc per bot­
tle suddenly found their industry 
«addled with a tax of $5.30 a bar­
rel—or an additional lc per bottle 
tax.

was statutory grounds for post­
ponement until 30 days after the 
end of a session.

Both the trial judge and the dis­
trict attorney criticized the law 
forcing such postponement.

Rep. Dolph Briscoe, Jr., of 
Uvalde, author of a series of bills 
to clean up the veterans’ land ad­
ministration, immediately put in a 
bill to restrict employment of leg­
islators. Briscoe’s bill would limit 
the automatic postponement privi­
lege to legislators hired within one 
week after a case or indictment 
was filed—or to cases where the 
Legislator was the only attorney 
representing a defendant.

Short Snorts
Governor Shivers vetoed a bill 

raising speed limits on all highways 
from 60 to 65 miles and hour and 
to 70 miles on four-lane divided 
highways. It would increase traf­
fic deaths and accidents, he said.

In all the turmoil of the tax 
deadlock the House took time out 
to pass a constitutional amendment 
resolution to create mosquito tax 
districts.

A badly slashed Trinity river Au­
thority bill passed the Senate. A 
feature was inserted to allow down­
river users additional water above 
their old “normal flow” rights, 
without paying for it.

Rep. J. O. Gillham of Brownfield 
won House passage of his bill to 
raise college registration fees from 
$25 to $50 a semester. But it was. 
modified to exempt students work-* 
ing 20 hours or more a week. Sen. 
Jimmy Phillips of Angleton prom­
ised to fight it until adjournment 
if taken up in the Senate-

Sen. William H. Shireman of 
Corpus Christi abandoned his bill 
requiring lobbyists to register. Op­
ponents amended it until he said it 
affected public officials more than 
lobbyists.

Rep. J. E. Cox’s “unfair sales” 
bill passed the Senate after it had 
been watered down until opponents 
said it was unconstitutional—but 
meaningless even if valid. The 
Conroe representative’s bill was re­
stricted to grocery stores. Its pro­
hibition against selling below cost 
also prohibited a merchant from 
limiting sales or refusing to sell his 
entire stock to competitors at the 
advertised price. This would en­
able competitors to buy the bar- • 
gain merchandise before house­
wives had an opportunity to take 
advantage of the advertiser’s spe­
cials.

To the People of the 18th District: 
SMALL PROJECTS

On yesterday, the House passed 
a bill known as the Small Projects 
Bill. This bill is designed to pro­
vide a means by which small com­
munities can, through proper or­
ganizations, finance water projects 
costing not more than 10 million 
dollars, by one of three methods:

1. Borrow up to 5 million dollars 
from the Federal Government.

2. If the project costs more than 
5 million dollars, the community 
can borrow up to 5 million dollars 
from the government if they can 
finance the difference between the 
5 million dollars and the cost of 
the project up to 10 million dollars 
by private financing.

3. The projects can be privately 
financed. In that event, the com­
munity organization would be en­
titled to a grant from the federal 
government of the same amount 
that they would get for flood con­
trol, fish and wildlife and recrea­
tion, if the project were completely 
federally financed.

The third method of financing is 
the one that was proposed by me 
in an amendment that we adopted 
in committee. It provides the meth­
od of participation by a local com­
munity on a free enterprise basis 
that has been lacking in the past.

The bill is similar to the one that 
passed the House last year and died 
in the Senate. The former bill ap­
plied only to the 17 western reclam­
ation states which are included 
under the jurisdiction of general 
reclamation laws. The present bill 
included all 48 states, plus Alaska 
and Hawaii. The program was to 
be administered by the Secretary 
of Interior, who has all of the tools , 
to administer such j, ©Mgranfc mqsfc;; 
efficiently and-7fmh:%ie l^ast pos­
sible cost. However, some of the 
eastern states did not want to be 
under the Department of Interior 
and pushed through an amendment 
placing them under the Secretary 
of Agriculture. This amendment 
included Texas under the Depart­
ment of Agriculture. # I voted 
. against this amendment because, 
from all accounts, Texas has had

very little success in obtaining 
much consideration from the Sec­
retary of Agriculture. In my opin­
ion, the entire water program 
should be under one department. 
Which one that is does not make 
a great deal of difference, But I do 
not think that one program should 
be administered by two separate 
and distinct departments.

The bill is one its way to the Sen­
ate, and I hope will be speedily 
acted on there. It fills a much 
needed gap in the water projects 
legislation of this country.
SALK VACCINE

The Salk vaccine hearings before 
the House Interstate and Foreign 
Commerce Committee, of which I 
am a member, will probably be 
concluded within about ten days. 
The pressure is beginning to build 
up for and against the government 
having anything to do with the dis­
tribution or control of the vaccine. 
Some want the Federal Govern­
ment to see that every child gets 
proper inoculation. Some take the 
position that it is none of the Gov­
ernment’s business and that gov­
ernment regulation is socialistic. 
Some day that this is definitely a 
government responsibility and that 
the vaccine should be furnished by 
the Government, distributed by the 
government, and that every person 
should be required to be inoculated.

It presently appears that the 
general program will be a mixture 
of many suggestions. Legislation 
will provide government control, 
distribution will probably be 
through state health authorities, 
money will be appropriated to 
make the vaccine available to all, 
and no one will be compelled to 
be inoculated.

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The “Cotton Insect Situation in 
Texas” report will be more depend­
ent on information from individ­
uals this year than ever. Survey 
crews as used last year to inspect 
individual fields in the principle 
cotton growing areas of the state 
wiii not be available; therefore, 
we must have the help of all peo­
ple interested in cotton production 
over the state in order to continue 
to make the report effective.

The “Cotton Insect Situation in 
Texas” report will be released on 
Tuesday of each week beginning 
the first week in May; cooperators 
are urged to begin mailing their 
reports as soon as cotton is up to a 
stand. Special reports will be re­
leased for the Rio Grande Valley 
area as in the past; however, for 
the first time special reports will 
be released from Lubbock each 
week for the Plains area. These re­
ports will be continued as long as 
necessary.

Self-addressed cards requiring no 
postage will be furnished all co- 
operators- These cards will serve 
for early-season as well as late-sea- 
son infestation reports. Infestations 
may be recorde das light, medium 
or heavy on all insects; however, 
actual counts on fleahoppers, boll- 
worms and boll weevils will be 
more helpful if you can give them. 
When the insect situation is found 
to be about the same over a given 
area, general conditions for one or 
more counties may be given on this 
card. When general conditions are 
given, indicate in remarks the area 
covered and the number of fields 
inspected. Additional report cards 
will be mailed to you when you 
write “send more cards” on your 
last report.

The following suggestions are 
given so that the reports will be 
based upon common standards.

THRIPS: Walk diagonally across 
the field, inspecting many plants 
at several representative places, 
using the following as a guide:

Light—When the newest unfold­
ing leaves show only a slight 
brownish tinge on the edges with 
no silvering on the underside of 
these or older leaves and only an 
occasional thrips is seen.

Medium — When the newest 
leaves snow considerable browning 
along the edges and some silvering 
is evident on the underside of most 
leaves and thrips are found read­
ily-

Heavy—When silvering of leaves 
is readily noticeable, the terminal 
buds show injury, general appear­
ance of plant is ragged and de­
formed and thrips are numerous.

FLEAHOPPERS: While walk­
ing diagonally across a field for 
other insect records, inspect 33 
terminal buds approximately 50 
feet apart fro meach of the two 
corners and 24 terminal buds at the 
center of the field, or inspect 100 
terminal buds at several represent­
ative spots over the field for the 
fleahopper record. Count both 
adults and nymphs found in the 
top 3 or 4 inches of the cotton 
plants and record the total num­
ber. When using light, medium 
and heavy, use the following as a 
guide:

Light—Estimated 1 to 10 flea­
hoppers per 100 terminals.

Medium—Estimated 11 to 25 flea­
hoppers per 100 terminals.

Heavy—Estimated 26 or more 
fleahoppers per 100 terminals.

of the plant) of 100 cotton plants 
and record the number of worms 
found as the percent bollworm in­
festation or examine 100 consecu­
tive squares and bolls at each of 
several representative points in the 
field and record the number of 
damaged ones as the percent dam­
age.

When using light, medium or 
heavy, inspections should be made 
in several representative points in 
the field using the following guide:

Light—When only a few small 
squares show injury.

Medium—When injured squares 
and bolls are readily noticeable 
over most of the field-

Heavy—When numerous injured 
squares and bolls are noticed over 
the field.

BOLL WEEVILS: Reports of 
boll weevils on cotton before fruit­
ing begins should be made on the 
basis of the number of weevils per 
100 feet of row. After plants a.e 
squaring freely or have produced 
as many as 3 squares per plant, 
boll weevil reports should be based 
on punctured squares. The 100 
squares examined should be 1/3 
grown or larger and an equal num­
ber should be picked from the top, 
middle and lower branches of the 
plants while walking diagonally 
across the field or from several 
representative spots within the 
field. Squares from the ground or 
dried-up squares hanging on the 
plant should not be counted. Both 
feeding and laying punctures 
should be counted and the percent 
of punctured squares recorded in 
the proper space.

When using light, medium and 
heavy, the following should be used 
as a guidee:

Light—When only an occasional 
green square is found to be punc­
tured. (Less than 25 percent.)

Medium—When flared squares 
are readily noticeable while walk­
ing through the field. (25 to 40 
percent infestation).

Heavy—When numerous flared 
squares are noticed over the field. 
(Over 40 percent infestation.)

L E A F W O R M S :  Inspections
should be made in several repre­
sentative points in the field and the 
following used as a guide:

Light—When 1 or only a few 
larvae are observed per field.

Medium—When 2 or 3 leaves are 
partially destroyed by ragging, 
with 2 to 5 larvae per plant.

Heavy—When ragging of leaves 
is extensive with 6 or more larvae 
per plant, or if defoliation is com­
plete.

OTHER INSECTS: Observations 
should always be made for insects 
such as spider mites, aphids, stink 
bugs, pink bollworms, grasshoppers, 
lygus and other plant bugs and 
others as field inspections are 
made. This information should be 
put on the blank for “Other In­
sects or Remarks” on the card.

Do not go to excessive trouble 
to find out whether or not the field 
has been poisoned, the poison used 
or when, but this information will 
be helpful if it is known-
