Helicopter 
crash kills 
general,
6 soldiers

BRUCEVILLE-EDDY (AP) -  Rock 
and Delia Eiche live close to • 
President Bush’s ranch, so they’ve 
gotten used to hearing helicopters 
flying above their house.

The sounds they heard early 
Monday were different.

“ It sounded like a big tree crack­
ing, like something from Paul 
Bunyan,” said Delia Eiche. “Then I 
heard the explosion.”

“ I knew it was the tower,” her hus­
band added. “My first thought was 
that the damn thing was falling.”

The loud, sharp noise they heard 
was an Army Black Hawk heli­
copter from Fort Hood striking steel 
support wires on a TV transmission 
tower and then plummeting to the 
ground.

Everyone aboard the aircraft — a 
brigadier general and six other sol­
diers, all from the 4th Infantry 
Division — died in the fiery crash 
about 30 miles northeast of Fort 
Hood.

The helicopter was flying through 
thick fog that obscured all but the 
lowest few hundred feet of the 1,800- 
foot-high tower, the Eickes said.

In addition, the red warning lights 
that normally mark the tower for 
aviators had been knocked out in a 
storm last week.

An investigation team from the 
U.S. Army Safety Center at Fort 
Rucker, Ala., was sent to the scene 
to determine the crash’s cause.

The soldiers on the UH-60 Black

But when they are dis­
charged into the commu­
nity, they depart with 
several outfits chosen 
from The Fashion Shop — 
a Big Spring State 
Hospital clothing store 
stocked by the hospital’s 
volunteers and Activity 
Therapies Department 
employees.

Patients browse the 
shop’s shelvies and racks, 
choosing articles of cloth­
ing as a necessity and 
part of their treatment 
plan.

“Many take great pride 
in their selections,” said 
Julie Thompson,, BSSH 
ATD employee. “And as a 
benefit, they take the 
clothes home with them

when they leave.”
For many years, the vol­

unteers have picked up 
small duffel bags at 
garage sales and donated 
them to the security 
department for patient 
use.

“ It was really quite sad 
to see patients going out 
and getting on buses with 
plastic garbage bags. We 
would like to see them to 
go with real luggage,” 
said Suzanne Markwell, 
Luggage for Patients 
chairperson.

The supply of duffel 
bags recently reached low 
levels, and the volunteers 
devised a plan to provide 
the bags at low-cost.

Courts, parole board mulling fate of condemned woman
HUNTSVILLE (AP) — Condemned inmate 

Frances Newton counted on the federal 
appeals courts and a request before the Texas 
parole board to keep her this week from 
becoming the fourth woman put to death in 
Texas in nearly a century and a half.

Newton. 39, is set for lethal injection 
Wednesday evening for the April 1987 shoot­
ing deaths of her husband and two childrpn, 
slayings prosecutors said she committed to 
collect $100,000 in insurance benefits on poli­
cies she recently had purchased.

An appeal seeking a delay in the punish­
ment was dismissed Monday by the Texas 
Oourt of Criminal Appeals. A  simUar appeal 
remained before the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals in New Orleans.

Newton also asked the Texas Board of

Pardons and Paroles to give time for the case 
against her to be investigated, something she 
and her lawyers insist never was done prop­
erly before she was tried for the shooting 
deaths of her husband, Adrian, 23, and their 
children, Alton, 7, and Farrah, 20 months, at 
their Harris County apartment.

“I didn’t murder my husband and my chil­
dren and I wasn’t going to plea bargain for 
anything', and I still won’t,” Newton told 'The

Associated Press in a recent interview at the 
Mountain View Unit near Gatesviile, where 
the state’s nine condemned women are 
imprisoned.

Newton was offered a life prison term 
before her capital murder trial in exchange 
for a guilty plea, a deal she said she rejected. 
Under guidelines at the time, she could have 
been nearly eligible for parole by now.

Her appeals attorneys, arguing she could be 
innocent, want time to conduct new ballis­
tics tests on the .25-caliber pistol prosecutors 
said was the murder weapon and chemical 
analysis on the clothing she. was wearing 
April 7, 1987, the evening of the slayings. 
They also argued her trial lawyers were

Opening statements set in first 
triai reiated to smuggling deaths

HOUSTON (AP) — Jurors were set to hear opening 
statements Tuesday in the first trial related to the 
deaths of 19 illegal immigrants, whose May 2003 jour­
ney turned into the nation’s deadliest smuggling 
attempt.

The panel of 10 women and four men — chosen on 
Monday — is expected to hear prosecutors allege that 
Victor Jesus Rodriguez, Claudia Carrizales de Villa 
and Fredy Giovanni Garcia-Tobar were part of a smug­
gling ring that tried to transport a group of more than 
70 immigrants inside a tractor trailer.

Packed inside the nearly airless trailer, the immi­
grants began succumbing to stifling temperatures that

authorities estimate reached 173 degrees during their 
trip from South Texas to Houston on the evening of 
May 13, 2003.

Early the next morning, the trailer was abandoned at 
a truck stop near Victoria, about 100 miles southwest 
of Houston. Authorities found 17 immigrants dead 
inside the trailer. Two others later died.

Fuel cell project by Dow, GM to expand
HOUSTON (AP) — Engineers at a Texas Gulf coast 

chemical plant have produced electricity from a fuel 
cell using hydrogen that is less than 100 percent pure.

An expanded test is planned following results from 
the fuel cell being used since February at Dow 
Chemical Co.’s complex at Freeport.

Officials of the chemical company and partner 
General Motors said Monday the test will now involve 
a four-cell pilot plant that could grow in the next 18 
months to 2 years to the point that 1 megawatt of

power is generated.
“ In the first phase of this project, we collectively 

learned a lot atout generating power from byproduct 
hydrogen via fuel cell technology, and now we’re ready 
to build on what we’ve learned,’’ Gordon Slack, Dow’s 
global business director for energy and climate 
change, told the Houston Chronicle in Tuesday’s edi­
tions.

Charges filed against former energy traders
HOUSTON (AP) — Five former natural gas traders 

from three Houston-based companies have been indict­
ed on federal charges of reporting bogus trade data to 
industry publications, which is used to calculate gas 
price indexes.

Three men named in indictments unsealed Monday 
worked at El Paso Corp., where five former traders 
already have pleaded guilty to reporting fake trades.

Hawk were on their way 
to the Red River Army 
Depot in Texarkana to 
check out equipment 
being readied for use in 
Iraq when the helicopter 
went down around 7 a.m., 
said Lt. Col. Jonathan 
Withington, spokesman 
for the Fort Hood-based 
4th Infantry.

Names of the crash vic­
tims were not immediate­
ly released by the mili­
tary, but a military offi­
cial at the home of Brig. 
Gen. Charles B. Allen on 
Monday night confirmed 
to The’ Associated Press 
that Allen was aboard the 
helicopter and had been 
kiUed.

He said Allen’s wife was 
grieving, and that the 
family was waiting for 
children to arrive from 
out of state. The official 
asked not to be identified.

Allen, 49, an assistant 
division commander for 
the 4th Infantry, joined 
the Army as a lieutenant 
after receiving a bache­
lor’s degree in history 
from Cameron University 
in Lawton, Okla., in 1977. 
He was promoted to 
brigadier general last 
year.

In his 27-year military 
career, Allen was sta­
tioned at several U.S. and 
overseas military posts 
and also worked at the 
Pentagon. He earned a 
master’s degree in busi­
ness administration from 
Central Michigan
University.

Brad and Becky 
Christmas of Wagon 
Mound, N.M., were noti­
fied Monday that their 
son, Capt. Todd 
Christmas, was also 
among those killed, said 
family friend Patti 
Goetsch, who answered 
the phone at the family’s 
ranch.

Christmas, 26, had just 
returned to Texas after 
spending Thanksgiving 
with his family, she said.

Goetsch said the Texas 
A&M graduate, who 
joined the Army in 2001, 
served a year in Iraq, 
whpre he received the 
Bronze Star. She said he 
had been based at Fort 
Hood since the spring.

“He was doing what he 
loved,” she said. “He was 
a career military man. He 
was proud to serve his 
country.”

Rock Eicke, who lives 
about a quarter-mile from 
the crash site, called 911 
right after the crash and 
then went to the impact 
site with McLennan 
County constable Ken 
Brown. The helicopter 
and grass around it were 
still burning.

He said he saw one vic­
tim about 100 yards from 
the Black Hawk’s wreck­
age and three others clos­
er to it.

As Eicke was walking 
away from the scene to go 
home, “ it started dawning 
on me how serious it all 
was.”

The main part of the 
fuselagd went down in a 
field about 200 to 300 
yards from the tower, 
Brown said. He said he 
saw the tail section, parts 
of the rotor and other 
helicopter parts between 
the tower and the field.

The helicopter hit sever­
al wires stabilizing the 
broadcasting tower owned 
by Waco-Temple-Killeen 
television station KXXV, 
said Jerry Pursley, the 
station’s general manag­
er. The tower itself was 
not hit, he said.

The tower’s lights 
stopped working last 
week after strong storms 
hit the area and the sta­
tion notified the Federal 
Aviation Administration, 
Pursley said.

FAA spokesman Roland 
Herwig said the agency

sent a notice on Nov. 24 to 
a computer database 
checked by pilots before 
they fly for information 
on potential hazards. 
Hundreds of such notices 
are issued every week 
around the country, and 
they typically stay posted 
for 15 days, he said.

The crash occurred at 
the highest point in 
McLennan County, with 
30 different towers within 
a five-mile radius of 
where the helicopter went 
down. Sheriff’s Deputy 
Shannon Mitchell said.

incompetent' and failed to 
properly investigate the 
case.

Prosecutors have 
opposed the requests, say­
ing the claims raised no 
new issues and were 
resolved at her trial.

In Huntsville, prepara­
tions began for Newton’s 
lethal injection.

Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice spokes­
woman Michelle Lyons 
said prison officials were 
informed Newton wanted 
no last meal served to her 
Wednesday afternoon in a 
small holding cell just 
outside the death cham­
ber. She also designated 
her parents, two sisters 
and a brother, along with 
a spiritual adviser, to wit­
ness her death.

Newton was to be 
moved at an undisclosed 
time about 140 miles from 
Gatesville to the Goree 
Unit south of Huntsville, 
where Tshe will be allowed 
visitors early Wednesday. 
Later that day, she’ll be 
taken to the Huntsville 
Unit in downtown
Huntsville.

The only change in the 
death house routine
would be the addition of 
women corrections 
staffers, Lyons said.

“Usually there are no 
females back there,” she 
said.

Newton would be the 
24th Texas inmate execut­
ed this year, equaling the 
total of executions in the

state last year. A record 
40 were injected in 2000.

She would be the third 
woman in modern times 
executed in Texas, where 
336 prisoners have been 
put to death since 1982, 
and the first black woman 
in the state executed.

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Tale of a cat burglar in paradise

May we have faith in you. Lord, and see where it takes us.
Amen

A i^hen Luther and Maria 
■  /  Distler discovered
■ /  m /  their Montclair, Calif., 
W  W home had been bur­

glarized in August, they learned 
that the Oakland Police 
Department cdhldn’t 
do much for them 
unless they could 
provide the name of 
the burglar. The 
department provided 
a list of flea markets 
and pawnshops 
where they might 
find the stolen jewel­
ry — items, they 
later observed, that 
had survived the 
Holocaust but not 
Oakland’s crime 
wave and the Oakland P.D.

The retired couple could have 
grumbled and given up. Instead, 
they decided to play detective. “ In 
order to change a community, you 
need active participants,” Maria 
explained as we sat at their dining 
table Thursday morning.

To the Distlers’ surprise, they 
found some of their jewelry at a 
flea market by the Berkeley BART 
station. With the help of a BART 
police officer, they got the name 
and driver’s license number of the 
man who sold the items to the 
flea-market vendor. “We were so 
excited,” Maria noted.

The excitement soon turned into 
consternation. As early as Sept. 4, 
the Distlers tried to share the 
name they found, but the lone offi­
cer assigned to burglaries in the 
Oakland Police Department failed 
to return their calls — until they 
left a message weeks later warn­
ing they were about to go to a City 
Council member.

They then got a phone call and 
soon learned that the name they 
provided belonged to a man with a 
burglary record. Silence and inac­
tion followed.

In the meantime, a rash of cat 
burglaries had become the talk of 
the East Bay hills. Many hill 
homeowners believed Oakland 
police didn’t take their crime 
wave seriously. (For their part.
the Distlers think Oakland police

would have been less responsive if 
they were African Americans who 
lived in the flats.)

On Oct. 28, the suspected cat 
burglar “made a mistake,” as 
Luther Distler noted.

What mistake? He went to 
Orinda.

Orinda police were alerted by 
citizens to a suspicious prowler. 
With the help of residents, police 
dogs and helicopters, they appre­
hended one Derric Craig Lewis — 
the very man whose name the 
Distlers had tried to give to the 
Oakland P.D. Orinda responded to 
the burglaries “like television 
cops,” Luther said with a smile.

Why not Oakland? As neighbor­
hood watchdog Stephen Fox com­
plained to the Montclarion news­
paper, many residents called 
police only to See no fingerprint­
ing and little follow-up.

Lewis has yet to be tried, and it 
is not my intent to convict him in 
this column. The point, rather, is 
to berate Oakland City Hall for 
failing where Orinda succeeded, 
even though Oakland residents 
were up in arms over the police’s 
failure to move against this crime 
wave. And some residents fear the 
crime spree may not be over, that 
there may be more than one bur­
glar. Oakland Police Chief Richard 
Word told me he agrees that Lewis 
may not be “good” for all the 
recent cat burglaries.

The Distlers don’t want to be too 
critical. “You get what you don’t 
pay for,” Luther noted. They feel 
the city can’t solve this problem if 
residents aren’t more involved and 
that citizens, not just government 
have to be part of the solution.

The Distlers are not happy that 
their story likely will make 
Oakland residents trust Oakland 
P.D.less.

Which begs the question; Where 
was Oakland Mayor Jerry Brown?

We talked Friday, and Brown’s 
knowledge of the story was not 
what it could have been. Ite kept 
saying that the police “got” the 
guy. apparently unaware that 
Orinda arrested Lewis. The 
mayor’s response: “What’s your 
point? Thin^ happen. The police 
are not perfect They make mis­

takes.”
Brown noted that he called the 

department brass after he learned 
of the Distlers’ story. Brown also 
complained about shortages in 
police staffing and the serious 
crime problems the city faces. 
There have been “five homicides 
within three blocks of where Ann 
and I live,” he said. Credit Brown, 
at least, that he’s living in the 
part of Oakland that would love to 
have Montclair’s problems instead 
of violent crime.

That said. Brown could have 
been quicker, and he should have 
known more about this story. “ I 
wish you would ask (outgoing 
Police Chief Richard) Word to see 
exactly what happened,” Brown 
said.

It was his last official day on the 
job. Word said, as he lamented, “I 
don’t have the resources to go out 
on every burglary” ; his priority 
had to be on “violent crime.”

And: “Trust me, we catch quite a 
few more burglars than the 
Orinda P.D.” According to state 
records, Oakland arrested 349 
adult burglars in 2002, almost one' 
a day, compared to two adult bur­
glars in Orinda.

I sympathize, but Oakland police 
might have had fewer crimes on 
their roster i f  they had talked to 
the Distlers on Sept. 4 or shortly 
thereafter.

It says something when an elder­
ly couple can find the name of the 
man who sold their jewelry, while 
Oakland police didn’t bother to 
look.

Jerry Brown has now set his 
sights on running for state attor­
ney general. I f  this is his idea of 
acc^table law enforcement, i f  this 
is his idea of good police work, 
then he is not ready to be the 
state’s top lawman.

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Another clash over medical marijuana reaches Supreme Court

WASHINGTON -  The 
Supreme Court ques­
tioned whether state med­
ical marijuana laws 
might be abused by peo­
ple who aren’t really sick 
as it debated on Monday 
whether the federal gov­
ernment can prosecute 
patients who smoke pot 
on doctors’ orders.

The stakes are high on 
both the government level 
— 11 states have passed 
medical marijuana laws 
since 1996 — and the per­
sonal.

In the courtroom watch­
ing the argument was 
Angel Raich, an Oakland, 
Calif., mother of two who 
said she tried dozens of 
prescription medicines to 
ease the pain of a brain 
tumor and other illnesses 
before she turned to mari­
juana. She and another ill 
woman, Diane Monson, 
filed a lawsuit to protect 
their access to the drug

after federal agents con­
fiscated marijuana plants 
from Monson’s yard.

Their attorney, Randy 
Barnett of Boston, told the 
justices that his clients 
are law-abiding citizens 
who need marijuana to 
survive. Marijuana may 
have some negative side 
effects, he said, but seri­
ously sick people are will­
ing to take the chance 
because the drug helps 
them more than tradition­
al medicines.

The justices refused 
three years ago to protect 
distributors of medical 
marijuana from federal 
anti-drug charges. They 
are confronting a more 
personal issue this time 
— the power of federal 
agents to go after sick 
people who use home­
grown cannabis with 
their doctors’ permission 
and their states’ approval.

A  defeat for the two 
California women might 
undermine laws passed

by California and 10 other 
states and discourage 
other states h:om approv­
ing their own.

A  loss for the govern­
ment, on the other hand, 
could jeopardize federal 
oversight of illegal drugs 
and raise questions in 
other areas such as prod­
uct safety and environ­
mental activities. A  Bush, 
administration lawyer 
told the justices they 
would be encouraging 
people to use potentially 
harmlhl marijuana if they 
were to side with the 
women.

“ If they’re right, then I 
think their analysis 
would extend to recre­
ational use of marijuana, 
as well as medical use of 
marijuana, and would 
extend to every state in 
the nation, not just those 
states that made it law­
ful,” said Paul Clement, 
acting solicitor general.

Justice David H. Souter 
said an estimated 10 per-

cent of people in America 
use illegal drugs, and 
states with medical mari­
juana laws might not be 
able to stop recreational 
users from taking advan­
tage.

W orld  briefs
U.S. death toll In Iraq 
nears highest for any month

WASHINGTON (AP) -  Fueled by 
fierce fighting in Fallujah and 
insurgents’ counterattacks else­
where in Iraq, the U.S, military 
death toll for November is 
approaching the highest for any 
month of the war.

At least 134 U.S. troops died in 
November, according to casualty 
reports available Tuesday.

The worst month was April when 
135 died as the insurgence flared in 
Fallujah and elsewhere in the so- 
called Sunni Triangle where U.S. 
forces and their Iraqi allies lost a 
large measure of control.

On Nov. 8, U.S. forces launched 
an offensive to retake Fallujah, and 
they have engaged in tough fight­
ing in other cities since then, More 
than 50 U.S. troops have been 
killed in Fallujah since then, 
although the Peafagon^has not pro­
vided a casualty countJar Fallujah 
for more than a week.

From the viewpoint of the United 
States and Iraqis who are striving 
to restore stability, the casualty 
trend since the interim Iraqi gov­
ernment was put in power June 28 
has been troubling. Each month’s

death toll has been higher than the 
last, with the single exception of 
October, when it was 63.

Bush visiting Canadian 
prime minister In Ottawa

WASHINGTON (AP) -  President 
Bush’s trip North of the border 
will be akin to a polite dance 
where he’ll try to avoid missteps 
that could create more anti- 
Americanism in Canada. For his 
part, Canadian Prime Minister 
Paul Martin will want to avoid 
looking as if he’s bending to U.S. 
will on trade and security issues.

After years of bickering. Bush is 
hoping to patch up relations with 
Ottawa when he arrives Tuesday 
on the first official visit to Canada 
by a U.S. president in nearly 10 
years. Relations between the two 
nations got off to a rocky start 
when Bush chose Mexico instead 
of Canada as the first country he’d 
visit. Trade disputes — a key topic 
of discussion — and the war in 
Iraq further soured the friendship.

Martin, Canada’s former finance 
minister and a wealthy shipping 
magnate, however, has repeatedly 
expressed a desire to rebuild U.S.- 
Canada relations, which cooled 
under his predecessor, Jean 
Chretien. The dialogue became 
even more strained when Chretien

decided against sending troops to 
Iraq — a decision supported By 
more than 80 percent of Canadians.

"Under Chretien, relations were 
terrible,” John Hulsman, research 
fellow in foreign policy at Heritage 
Foundation, said of the former 
prime minister whose aide called 
Bush a “moron” in November 2002.

Court considers whether Title 
IX covers retaliation claims

WASHINGTON (AP) - - T h e  
Supreme Court is considering 
whether a landmark gender equity 
law protects an Alabama high 
school coach who complained 
about unfair treatment of his girls’ 
basketball team, a case testing the 
scope of women’s athletic rights.

The coach, Roderick Jackson, 
lost his job in 2001 after repeatedly 
asking the Birmingham Board of 
Education to provide his team a 
regulation-size gym with basket­
ball rims that weren’t bent — just 
like the boys’ team had.

He then sued to get his job back 
permanently along with lost wages 
under the Title IX law, best known 
for promoting women’s athletics. 
Justices were hearing arguments 
Tuesday on whether that federal 
statute covers people who blow the 
whistle on gender bias, regardless 
of their sex.

Justice Stephen Breyer 
said the government 
makes a strong argument 
that as many as 100,000 
sick people use marijuana 
in California, and “when 
we see medical marijuana

in California, we won’t 
know what it is. 
Everybody’ll say, 'Mine is 
medical.’

“Certificates will circu­
late on the black market.

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Miller gives abrupt resignation as Howard coach

Howard College is in 
search of a new women’s 
basketball coach after 
head coach Lorin Miller 
officially signed a letter of 
resignation Monday.

Miller said several rea­
sons led him to the rather 
abrupt decision and a lot 
of them were within this 
year’s team.

“The timing is not good, 
but it is never good when 
something like this hap­
pens,” said Miller. “ I 
don’t like going out as a 
quitter, but I just thought 
the team needed to go in a 
different direction. They 
need a new voice because 
what I was telling them 
wasn’t being heard. And 
the ones that did hear me 
really didn’t hear me.”

Miller hadn’t really con­
templated this decision 
for long, but went into the 
season thinking this 
would be his last year. 
And after two devastating 
losses in Kansas over the 
weekend. Miller knew it 
was time to go.

“ I thought this could be 
my last year and then the 
music stopped when i saw 
us play in Dodge City this 
weekend,” added Miller. 
“The decision to coach at 
the start of the year was 
solid, though.”

'The problems for Miller 
all started when star for- 
ward/center Charmaine

Callahan returned to her 
home country of 
Germany to update h e r . 
student visa. She is not 
expected to return until 
after Christmas, but there 
is a chance she may not 
return at all.

“'The chemistry of the 
team was tweak^ a little 
bit after Charmaine left,” 
said Miller. “The fresh­
men kind of looked to her 
for leadership and when 
she left for home they had 
nowhere to look.”

Then other internal 
problems with the team 
began to surface, which 
Miller said later effected 
the team in a negative 
way.

“A small group of play­
ers eventually got more 
concerned with them­
selves and their futures 
and that had a negative 
effect on the team,” added 
Miller. “The person in 
charge — which was me 
— needed to see that and 
my vision wasn’t clear. I 
just didn’t see what the 
real issues were.”

Miller said the team’s 
current losing streak had 
a little bit to do with the 
decision.

The  ̂ Hawk women 
enter^ the Dodge City 
Classic over the weekend 
with three straight losses 
to conference teams in 
the WJCAC Tournament 
and then had a less than 
impressive win against

the Hardin Simmons 
junior varsity team last 
Monday.

The team then played in 
Kansas — Jhe state where 
Miller carhe from before 
taking over at Howard — 
and lost badly in two 
games. They were defeat­
ed by Dodge City 103-50 
before losing to Pratt 
Community College 93-80.

“The losses in Kansas 
were devastating to me 
because I had several sup­
porters there watching us 
play and I knew several 
other people in the area,” 
said Miller. “I let the emo­
tion of all that get to me a 
little bit.”

The decision shocked 
several people at Howard, 
including Miller himself.

“ It’s a shocking experi­
ence,” said Miller. “I am 
even taken away by my 
own actions because I 
have never done anything 
like that before.”

The team will be taken 
over by head men’s bas­
ketball coach Mark 
Adams while the school 
begins a search for a new 
coach. Jason Sautter, the 
men’s assistant coach, 
will also assist Adams in 
helping with the women’s 
team.

“Coach Miller has done 
an outstanding job, both 
on the court and off,” said 
Adams. “Howard has lost 
a good coach and Lorin 
will truly be missed.”

sacks and three take­
aways.

Fellow rookie Joey 
Thomas blasted Isaac 
Bruce (nine catches, 170 
yards) on the Rams’ first 
possession, and Carroll 
picked up the loose ball 
and ran 40 yards' for his 
first career touchdown to 
give Green Bay a 7-0 lead 
it would never relinquish.

It was the Packers’ first 
recovery of an opponent’s 
fumble since Sept. 19 
against Chicago.

“ We go three-and-out 
and then those two rook­
ies make a great play and 
get seven points,” Favre 
said.

The Packers capped the 
rout when Darren 
Sharper forced Bruce to 
cough up the ball in the

final minute, and Michael 
Hawthorne returned it 34 
yards for the score.

Carroll was thrilled to 
get more than a bit part 
in Favre’s memorable 
milestone.

“When you get drafted 
by Green Bay, the first 
thing you think of is play­
ing with Brett Favre,” 
Carroll said. “When I go 
home, the first question 
people ask me is, 'How 
does it feel playing with 
Brett Favre? What did he 
say in practice? How is 
he?’

“He is not like other 
people in the NFL.”

That’s for sure.
Favre’s record streak of 

starts moved to 219, 
counting playoffs, and is 
almost 100 more than Ron 
Jaworski’s previous NFL 
quarterback mark of 123.

The Rams have had 13 
quarterbacks in that 
span.

The latest, Marc Bulger, 
threw for more yards — 
448 — against Green Bay 
than any quarterback 
ever had, completing 35 of 
53 passes, but he was 
overshadowed by Favre,' 
who was an efficient 18-of- 
27 for 215 yards.

St. Louis (5-6) missed a 
chance to tie Seattle atop 
the NFC’s woeful West 
with its fourth loss in five 
games.
