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School board elections to move on faster track this year

Candidates for school board 
elections will find the pace a bit 
quickened this year.

Because o f changes instituted 
by the Texas Legislature in 
2003, the deadline for filing 
school board candidacies has' 
been moved, Big Spring 
Independent School District 
trustees learned during their

monthly meeting Thursday.
Big Spring ISD w ill elect two 

trustees this year, in places 1 
and 3. The incumbents in those 
respective seats, Irene 
Bustamante and Alan Partee, 
both said they intend to run for 
re-election.

Changes caused by the legis­
lature generally mean that can­
didates for school board elec­
tions must file earlier than in 
previous years.

The deadline for filing for a 
place on the ballot was moved 
fi:om the 45th day to the 62nd 
day prior to the election, which 
this year w ill be held May 7.

According to information pro­
vided by Business Manager 
Sandra Waggoner, the first day 
a candidate can file for election 
is Feb. 7, while the filing dead­
line is March 7. Write-in candi­
dates have until March 14 to 
file.

Candidates must be at least 18 
years o f age, a registered voter 
and a resident of the district in 
which they are going to repre­
sent, the information stated.

The last day to register to vote 
in the board election is April 7.

“ It ’s possible, but it 
would be very, very d iffi­
cult,” said Corey Wood. 
“Just getting the informa­
tion (from SMS to the pre­
vious program) would be 
very time-intensive.”

In front o f a packed 
house o f concerned teach­
ers, students and parents, 
trustees heard even more 
evidence that the SMS 
package, designed to 
streamline the process of 
scheduling, reporting 
grades and student tran­
scripts, has instead 
caused major problems in 
those areas, at least at the 
secondary school level.

Those problems have 
become so bad that 
reports cards, which will 
come out today, are 
“ guaranteed” to have 
errors on them. Wood 
said. Also, high school 
staffers are working extra 
hours to ensure that 
grade transcripts, vitally 
important for high school 
seniors seeking admit­

tance into college, w ill be 
available on time.

One high school senior 
was so distraught over 
the problem that she 
began crying soon after 
beginning her address to 
the board.

“ We have had it 
instilled in us since we 
were small not to procras­
tinate,” Felicia Rios said.

“Unfortunately, we’re 
being forced to procrasti­
nate in trying to get into 
college ... The problems 
are affecting us tremen­
dously.”

Jack Tonn spoke for 
several o f his fellow high 
school teachers when he 
said that problems with 
the software are adversely 
affecting his ability to do

his job.
“ We know we’re going 

to get report cards out 
(Friday), but we don’t 
know what kind o f shape 
they’ll be in,” Tonn said.

During a break in the 
meeting, Tonn said teach­
ers’ frustrations with the 
software have only 
increased as the school 
year has gone on.

“After six or seven 
months, we’ve been 
patient enough,” he said. 
“ We started using this 
system last summer, and 
immediately began hav­
ing major problems.”

Addressing the report 
card issue. Big Spring ISD 
Director o f Technology 
Corey Wood told trustees 
that some .errors were 
inevitable..

“ 1 can guarantee you 
that report cards being 
printed (Friday) w ill have 
mistakes on them,” Wood 
said, adding that the only 
good news in that area is 
that the problem is con­
fined mainly to the junior 
high and high school. 
Local elementary schools 
have encountered only 
minimal problems deal­
ing with SMS.

Chancery has sent three 
software patches to the 
school district since 
December, but those have 
solved only minor glitch­
es in the overall program. 
Wood told trustees.

Board Vice President 
Irene Bustamante said 
that the district should 
look very carefully at 
changing its software 
package.

“Maybe now is the time 
to do something differ­
ent,” she said. “We should 
put Chancery to rest, and* 
start looking for another 
program.”

porch. It was brutal.
“My w ife wanted to go 

out the front door and try 
to help the dog, but my 
God... i f  she had, she 
would have been torn 
apart as ..well. The worst 
part was my daughter 
saw it all. It was her pet 
and she saw what hap­
pened.”

Brown said a friend of 
the fam ily managed to 
kill one o f the attacking 
dogs with a firearm, but 
that doesn’t lessen the 
fear that the remaining 
dogs may soon turn on a 
human victim.

“ How can I send my 
daughter out to the bus 
stop at 7 a.m. when 1 
know these dogs are run-, 
ning free? What i f  they 
attacked my wife while 
she’s getting out o f her 
car? It almost feels like 
you’re trapped in your 
home,” said Brown.

Sheriff Dale Walker said 
the attack is under inves­

tigation, but stalled due to 
an injury the investigat­
ing deputy, Rachel 
Horton, sustained while 
taking pictures o f the 
attack scene.

“Deputy Horton appar­
ently tripped over some­
thing while she was 
investigating the scene,” 
said Walker. “She hurt 
her ankle quiet badly and 
had to go to the emer­
gency room at Scenic 
Mountain Medical Center 
for medical attention.

“Unfortunately, because 
o f her injury, she hasn’t 
been able to complete her 
report. We’ll have to have 
the report before we can 
decide what action to 
take.”

Walker said the dogs 
allegedly belong to Ben 
Crawford, who lives at 
9715 Jay Road.

“ We’ve had numerous: 
complaints against Mr. 
Crawford’ in  the past,” 
said Walker. “He has a 
number o f dogs on his 
property, and while some 
of them are in pens, we’ve 
gotten many complaints 
about them running loose

as well. We’ve had to have 
them picked up once 
before and he paid to get 
each and every one of 
them from animal con­
trol.

“ The only time the 
county can intervene in a, 
situation like this is if  the 
dogs are injured, sick or 
vicious. I f  the informa­
tion I ’ve received so far is 
accurate, then these dogs 
are vicious. However, 
without the deputy who 
saw the dogs, i f  she did in 
fact see them, I have no 
way o f knowing which 
dogs to have picked up. 
We simply have to wait 
on the report.”

Walker’s appeal for 
patience in the matter 
didn’t sway Brown.

“ I f  the deputy is afraid 
to get out o f her car 
because o f the dogs, does­
n’t that tell you some­
thing?” asked Brown. 
“These dogs are big and 
they’re vicious. They’re 
dangerous, and i f  they 
can do that to a dog, 
imagine what they could 
do to a person. Isn’t that 
enough to have them

picked up?”
Crawford did not return 

phone messages left for 
him at his residence.

A s political parties have
declined in power, so has 
the importance of the 
party chairmen.

What a party stands for and 
what it aspires to, which most
people pay attention ............— .
to only during presi­
dential campaigns, is 
not determined by 
the party chairman, 
but by the candidate 
•for president.

So what does a 
modern party chair­
man really do?
Primarily three 
things: raise money, 
be a public 
spokesperson for the 
party, and take care 
of sundry “housekeeping” chores 
to keep the party active and up-to- 
date.

Even though the current 
Democratic Party chair, Terry 
McAuliffe, got whacked pretty 
hard because the Democrats failed 
to win the presidency, the House 
or the Senate last year, much of 
the criticism is undeserved.

First, at a time when there was 
no presumptive Democratic nomi­
nee — i'.e., before John Kerry 
started winning primaries — 
McAuliffe did try to make the 
party more inclusive and more 
moderate, by urging Democratic 
candidates to soft-pedal gun con­
trol as an issue and reach out to 
what we now call Red State voters.

But once it was clear Kerry was 
going to be the nominee, it was 
Kerry’s job to pick an agenda and 
sell it to the American people, not 
McAuliffe’s. (Similarly, is 
McAuliffe really to blame for the

loss o f seats in the House and 
Senate, or the candidates them­
selves?)
I McAuliffe is also criticized for 
‘̂ front-loading” the primary sched­
ule, which led to Kerry’s early 
coronation as the presumptive 
nominee. In other words, some 
Democrats now complaip 
McAuliffe gave them a lame candi­
date.

But not only was McAuliffe uni­
versally praised for front-loading 
at the time, it is hard to see how 
drawing out the process would 
have changed the result. Once 
Kerry won Iowa, there was a stam­
pede by Democrats in state after 
state to unite behind him. (Kerry 
lost only three primaries, one each 
to John Edwards, Wesley Clark 
and Howard Dean.)

McAuliffe also futfilled his three 
prime duties: He raised a ton of 
money, he was good on TV, and 
he modernized the party’s comput­
er system so at least the DNC 
knows how to get in touch with 
Democrats now.

Today, there is a scramble to 
replace McAuliffe. On Feb. 12, the 
DNC w ill meet and the approxi­
mately 440 members w ill vote.
Last week, I wrote that Howard 
Dean was seriously considering 
running, though I could not figure 
out why.

This week, it is nearly certain 
that he is running — and I still 
can’t figure out why.

If you become party chairman in 
2005, you cannot run for president 
in 2008. (At least. Dean has 
pledged not to do so.) So why does 
Dean, who has a huge e-mail list, 
a proven ability to raise money on 
the Internet, the experience o f one 
presidential campaign under his

belt and a loyal cadre of followers 
not want to run for president in 
2008?

Well, I guess he believes he can 
transform the party. But as presi 
dent, you can transform the nation 
and the world.

The only sensible explanation 1 
have heard is that Dean never 
really wanted to be president in 
the first place. He didn’t really 
want it in 2004 -  he ran to 
increase public awareness of his 
issues — and he doesn't want it in 
the future.

OK, nothing wrong with that.
But can Dean really win an elec 
tion where the voters are hardcore 
party regulars?

Obviously, he thinks so, but 
there is also an emerging 
Anybody-But-Dean coalition with­
in the DNC that w ill try to stop 
him.

Some prominent Democrats have 
approached McAuliffe about stay 
ing on in the job. I can't say with 
certainly that MeAulifte would 
win — some think it is time for 
big changes in the party, and 
changing the chairman would lie 
the first sign of that — but he 
would have a better chance than 
some who are now running.

I am also told he is not interest 
ed in staying on, however, unless 
the party is hopelessly deadlocked

Which it could be. With 
Democrats, anything is always 
possible.

“Sometimes, words have 
consequences you don’t 
intend them to mean,”

were doing. And those 
words had an unintended 
consequence. It kind of, 
some interpreted it to be 
defiance in ihe face of 
danger.

On July 2, 200.J. two

months after he had 
declared an end to major 
combat in Iraq, Bush 
promised U.S. forces 
would stay until the cre­
ation o f a free govern­
ment there.

Inaugural Committee

GAZA CITY, Gaza Strip (AP ) -  Israel 

signaled Friday it will hold off on harsh 
retaliation for a bombing and shooting 
attack by Palestinian militants that 
killed six Israeli workers at a Gaza 
cargo crossing, giving newly elected 
Palestinian leader Mahmoud Abbas a 
chance to rein in violent groups.

Thursday night’s shooting rampage at 
the Kami crossing, Gaza’s main life­
line. marked the militants’ first major 
challenge to Abbas, who has spoken out 
against violence and has said he would 
try to negotiate a truce.

Three Palestinian gunmen were 
killed in the attack, and three armed 
groups claimctd responsibility, includ­
ing Hamas and the A1 Aqsa Martyrs’ 
Brigades, which has ties to Abbas’ rul­
ing Fatah movement.

Israel and the United States have said 
they Would judge Abbas by his actions.

However Israeli Justice Minister 
Tzipi Livni suggested Friday that Israel 
would give Abbas, widely known as 
Abu .Vlazen. more time to deal with the 
militants. !n order to try to prevent 
the next attack, we have to try and 
strengthen Abu Mazen as a leader, 
based on the assumption that he can 
control the terror groups.”

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MLB helps integrity, cracks down on steroids issue

AP Sports Writer

SCOTTSDALE, Ariz. -  
Saying it wanted to 
restore confidence in the 
game, baseball rolled out 
a tougher steroid-testing 
program Thursday that 
includes penalties for 
first-time offenders and 
random, year-round 
checks.

“ I ’ve been saying for 
some time my goal for 
this industry is zero toler­
ance toward steroids,” 
baseball commissioner

Bud Selig said.
A  first positive test 

would result in a suspen­
sion o f up to 10 days, a 
second positive test a 30- 
day ban, a third positive a 
60-day penalty, and a 
fourth positive test a one- 
year ban.

Is there any NFL playoff 
game this weekend other 
than the one in New 
England?

three Super Bowls and 
five straight games over 
the record-breaking quar­
terback.

Yes, there are eight 
teams left in the playoffs 
and three other games 
this weekend. They are 
outside the spotlight, 
though.

“We just worry about 
lis,” says Atlanta coa:ch 
Jim Mora, whose Falcons 
(11-5) are the NFC’s sec­
ond-seeded team and face 
visiting St. Louis on 
Saturday.

“Eventually we will be a 
blip on the radar screen. 
We certainly want to 
make sure we’re on the 
radar screen for the right 
reasons if  we ever do get 
above ground.”

True enough. If there’s 
a second game gaining 
attention, it’s not for the 
right reasons. It’s-because 
Randy Moss pretended to 
moon Green Bay fans 
after scoring a touchdown 
last week for the Vikings, 
who play at Philadelphia 
in Sunday’s early game.

Even Pittsburgh — 
which had the NFL’s best 
record at 15-1 and 
unveiled the most suc­
cessful rookie quarter­
back ever in Ben 
Roethlisberger — has 
been carrying a low pro­
file as it waits for the Jets 
in the opening game of 
the weekend.

Those gam e^u ild  up to 
late Sunday afternoon for 
Colts-Patriots.

The rematch o f last 
year’s AFC title game pits 
Manning, who broke Dan 
Marino’s single-season 
record for touchdown 
passes with 49, against, 
Tom Brady, who doesn’t 
have greqt statistics but 
has two Super Bowl rings.

The comparisons: 
Manning is Marino, who 
set tons records but never 
won a Super Bowl. Brady 
is Joe Montana, who was 
so cool and collected and 
won four championships.
. But that’s a bit decep­
tive — Manning is only 28 
and has plenty of time to 
accumulate hardware.

“ I still ̂ consider myself 
to be a ybung quarter­
back, believe it or not, 
even though quarterback 
years are kind of like dog 
years,” he says. “ I ’m in 
my seventh year and I ’m 
known as kind o f an old 
man as far as quarter­
backs go in the N ^ . ”

Bryant, the NBA ’s sec­
ond-leading scorer with a 
28.2-point average, was 
injured when he landed 
on Ira Newbie’s right foot 
while going fo r ’ a 
rebound under the 
Cavaliers’ basket with 
5:39 left in the first quar­
ter. , Newbie was called 
for a foul on the play. 

‘Crunching and instant 
irobbing” is how Bryant 

described his immediate 
feeling.

“He went up for the 
rebound and I kind of 
nudged him a little bit by

Super shot oT04
Phil Mickelson’s 18-foot putt for 

birdie on the 72nd hole of the '
( Masters, to win by one stroke over 

Ernie Els, was the super shot of 2004.

“One-putt Utt**
In the category of “it couldn’t have 

happened to a nicer guy” is the new­
found fame of Stan Utley, tour player 
and short-game guru.

Utley, never a big winner on tour, is 
becoming a sought-after putting and 
chipping instructor. He holds the 
record for putts for nine holes in a 
PGA Tour event with 6, and led the 
tour in the putts-per-round category 
in 2003 with 27.6.

He espouses arc putting — opening 
and closing the club face like a door 
on a hinge—a la Ben Crenshaw and 
Brad Faxon (not bad putters them­
selves). Utley has coached Jay Haas 
so well that Haas is postponing his 
full-time entrance onto ̂ e 
Champions Tour even though he has 
passed the magic qualifying age of 50.

Utley was one of the presenters at 
the recent PGA Teaching and 
Coaching Summit and joked that, 
“Maybe it (his success) was God’s 
way of saying, ‘Wow, you need a job 
after playing bad all those years.’” 
Note that players seek him out for the 
short game, not the ftiU swing.

Practice witha purpose
The secret to golf for a profes­

sional player is found “in the 
dirt,” a quaint way of saying 

that to be good you’ve got to practice.- 
Pros spend most of the day on the 

practice tee because golf is their job. 
But if you’re like most golfers, your 
life simply doesn’t allow such large 
chunks of practice time. You must 
find a way to use what practice time 
you have wisely
• A decent swing is within your 
grasp if you can do two things: (1) 
steal the odd 30 minutes now and 
again for practice, and (2) have a def­
inite goal in mind for those 30 min­
utes.

It does you no good to simply 
dump a bucket of balls on the 
ground and fire away When you’re 
not engaged in a goad-directed activi­
ty, your mind wanders, making it 
much too easy to tinker yourself 
right out of a good golf swing.

There are four basic goals for any 
practice session, and you can use 
them in any combination, depending 
on how much time you have or what 
type of mood you’re in. Just make 
sure to use at least one goal per ses­
sion.

full throttle unless you’ve done some 
stretching and hit a few balls at half­
speed.

• 2. Fundamental Practice:
Every golfer has to work on the ftm- 
damentals, such as grip, stance, pos­
ture, aim and alignment. Even 
experts like Tiger Woods need to 
hone the fundamentals at the start of 
every season to make sure that no

imperfections have crept into their 
form.

• 3. Target Practice: The third 
goal is focusing exclusively on hit­
ting to a target. Prior to striking any 
ball in this type of practice, you 
should work through your entire 
pre-shot routine, including the very 
powerful element of visualization. 
This tvpe of practice is the vital link

. that helps you take your game from 
the range to the course.

The rule of thumb is that when 
you’re practicing mechanics, no tar­
get; when you’re practicing target, 
no mechanics. In the second photo. 
I’m practicing hitting to a target, so 
my entire focus is on the flag. I’m 
thinking about where I want the ball 
to go, not how I’m going to get it 
there.

• 4. Practice Playing. You actual­
ly play a round of golf right there on 
the practice range, using your imagi­
nation to lay out the course, going 
through your pre-shot routine, and 
hitting the shots required given the 
situations you create in your mind. 
More than a few tour players do this 
prior to teeing it up in a competitive 
round.

THE GOLF DOCTOR

Be the master of your swing
When you’re trying to build a swing, 

you can’t let the ball be your master. 
This is what happens when you make - 
changes in your swing based on the 
ball flight of your last shot.

When the ball is your master you 
make random alterations, changing 
something that’s wrong to something 
that’s right and vice versa, never know­
ing the difference. 'The cycle continues

on ad infinitum, condemning you to 
tinker with your swing forever.

Instead of this constant tinkering, 
you should establish a model swing, 
break it up into manageable chunks or 
tasks and learn your swing one chunk 
at a time. Your evaluation system then 
must be based on how well you match 
the model, not on how well you’re hit­
ting the ball. _i— ^

This attention to task performance is 
the hallmark of a good learner. It’s also

why lessons are so important. The 
instructor can rate you on how well you 
perform a particular task so you won’t 
be controlled by the ball flight.

Once you’ve built your swing, then 
the ball flight becomes the teacher, i.e. 
the ball flight allows you to diagnose 
what’s right and wrong with your 
swing. But while you’re learning, 
ignore the ball flight and work on the 
task. It’s hard to do, but you’ll learn 
much more effectively

TEEING OFF

A good 
teacher 
isn’t hard 
to find
There are many good golf teach­

ers who are happy to help you 
hone your game. Finding one is 
not difficult, but it does take a bit of 

research.
Before you take a lesson, you 

should verify your potential teacher’s 
professional status; for example, is he 
or she a member of any organizations 
that certify teachers, such as the 
PGA, LPGA or USGTF (U.S. Golf 
Teachers Federation)?

Beyond the credential, you should 
interview your teacher before jump­
ing in with both feet. Find out how 
many years he has been giving les­
sons and how often he teaches. Does 
he have experience teaching a student 
at your level, and does he have a cer­
tain method of instruction that can 
be easily explained?

If you do schedule a lesson, ask 
what his plan is for improving your 
swing — short term and long term. • 
Any instructor worth his or her salt 
will be glad to share this type of infor­
mation with you.

In addition, ask if video will be 
used in the lessons. Teachers who use 
video do a much better job of 
instructing than those who trust the 
naked eye. There may be some teach­
ers who are just as good with or with­
out video, but I haven’t found them 
yet.

If your teacher tells you that he 
doesn’t need all these new-fangled 
“bells and whistles,” find a new 
teacher, just as you would a ditch a 
doctor who made fun of MRI technol­
ogy. It’s not that your Instructor needs 
to use video at every lesson, but he 
should have it available when he 
needs it.

When you finish your session, be 
sure to ask how long an incubation 
period there will be before you see 
positive results. Of course, this time 
frame will depend on several factors, • 
such as how much time you have to 
practice between sessions and what 
kind of change you’re working on.

In any event, the teacher should be 
able to give you some sort of mean­
ingful time frame for your learning. 
And then, based on the results (or 
lack thereof within the allotted time), 
you can make another decision: 
Should you stick with this teacher? 
Remember the definition of insanity 
— finding something that doesn’t 
work and sticking to it.

ASK THE PRO

Q : Whenever I play my back 
hurts, especially on the back nine 
I’m 65 years old and in good shape 
except for my disc problem. Is there 
anything I can do? — George, from 
the Web

A l It’s no ftm playing golf with a 
bad back, but depending on your 
problem there are ways to swing 
around it. The key is to avoid the 
reverse-C position where your back 
is bent backward through impact.

A 12-ounce club swung at 100 miles 
an hour has an effective weight of 
about 30 pounds. Bending backward 
while swinging such a heavy weight 
can puU a mu^e or squeeze a disc 
until it herniates — and that spells 
pain.

It’s better for your back if you 
swing into ̂ ur follow-through with 
a more upright spine anî e. Swing 
more around your spine with arms 
that never rise above your shoultters.

Let your arms and hands stay 
close to your body and feel as if you 
are approaching the ball fh>m inside 
the ta i^  line, with level hips so 
your trail side doesn’t dip or tilt as 
you come through the golf ball.

As always, before you try any of 
the above, consult your physician.
