Mr. H iatt and three men on th is  
staff are leaving Wednesday, Aug­
ust 31, for the Tenth N ational 
Training Conference of over 2,70(5 
Boy Scout executives, full-tim e pro­
fessional leaders of the organiza­
tion, to be held a t the University 
of Michigan, Ann Arbor, Mich.,, 
from September 2 to 9.

A ttending the conference w ith  
Mr. H iatt from this area are: H arry  
DeLashm utt, Jr., and W. M. Teague 
of Amarillo, and O. D. Ferguson o f 
D alhart.

Before sta rting  for the confer­
ence, Scout exeutives th roughout 
the nation have been evaluating  
successful methods and techniques 
to m ake effective the new program . 
There are six m ajor study areas ins 
the fields of Adm inistration, P ro ­
gram  Enrichm ent, F inancial Sup­
port, Membership, Manpower an d  
P lanning and Use of Tools. E ach  
m ajor subject has been developed 
by 90 local Boy Scout Councils 
among all of the twelve Scout re ­
gions into which the nation is di­
vided.

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The portion of Castro County 
within the boundary of the High 
Plains Underground W ater Con­
servation D istrict covers about 
540,000 acres of land.

The underground reservoir in the 
Okallala form ation beneath the 
area w ithin the district contains 
approxim ately 15,900,000 acre-feet 
of ground w ater in storage avail­
able for pumping.

The map in plate 1 shows the 
thickness of the w ater-bearing 
s tra ta  between the w ater table 

and the redbeds in 1938 before an 
appreciable am ount of w ater had 
been pumped from  the reservoir. 
The map in plate 2 shows the de­
cline of the w ater table from the 
spring of 1938 to January , 1955.

Early Migration Of 
W aterfowl Seen

AUSTIN. — The m igration trend 
among the prelim inary flights of 
southward bound birdlife seems a 
little ahead of schedule this fall, 
Game W arden Tom Waddell of 
Eagle Lake reported to Austin 
headquarters of the Game and Fish 
Commission.

Waddell, veteran  field observer 
down in the Colorado County con­
centration area, said the first cool 
spell reached the fringe of the Gulf 
Coast area about ten days early 
and had a proportionate effect on 
m igrants.

Among the ducks, blue wing 
teals and pintails arrived on the 
average tim e and in norm al num ­
bers but the fleet green winged 
teal came in unusually large num ­
bers yet a t about the usual time.

Assorted song birds moved in, 
bunched up and got ready for fur- 
their southward movement strictly 
on schedule, said Waddell, who has 
kept com parative records on wild­
life movement for m ore than 30 
years.

And he noted th a t live oak acorns 
started  falling ten days earlier this 
year than  last and the buck deer 
began rubbing velvet off their 
horns 14 days earlier this year. 
“So fall looks a little early,” he 
concluded.

The volume of w ater rem aining 
in the underground reservoir was 
determ ined by subtracting the vol­
ume of m aterial unw atered since 
1938 from the to ta l volume of sa tu ­
rated  m aterial in 1938 and m ulti­
plying the rem ainder by the co­
efficient of storage of 15 percent.

These data show th a t 17,200,000 
acre-feet of w ater was in storage 
available for pumping in 1938, and 
th a t 1,300,000 acre-feet of w ater 
has been removed from  storage 
since 1933. In o ther words, 7.6 
per cent of the volume of the avail­
able w ater has been removed from 
storage since 1938. Approximately 
850,000 acre-feet or about 65 per 
cent of the volume of w ater re ­
moved from storage was pumped 
during the 5-year period from Jan ­
uary, 1950, to January , 1955.

The approxim ate quantity  of un­
derground w ater in storage, avail­
able for pumping, beneath an in­
dividual farm  may be determined 
by multiplying the num ber of 
acres in the farm  by the thickness 
of the w ater-bearing stra ta  un­
derlying the farm  and then m ulti­
plying by the storage coefficient of 
15 per cent. Suppose the farm  
consists of 320 acres and has 200 
feet of w ater-bearing s tra ta  un­
derlying it, then 320 acres x 200 
feet x 0.15 equals 9,600 acre-feet 
of w ater available for pumping 
An acre-foot of w ater is the quan­
tity  required to cover one acre to 
a depth of one foot, and it is also 
equal to 43,560 cubic feet or 325,829 
gallons.

An individual may use this in ­
form ation to determine, w ithin rea­
sonable limits, how long the quan­
tity  of underground w ater in stor­
age beneath his farm  will last at 
any annual ra te  of withdrawal. 
This assumes, of course, th a t his 
neighbors pump a comparable 
am ount of w ater per acre on their 
farms.

These maps and studies of this 
type are parts of the regular hydro- 
logical w ork in progress by the 
staff of the W ater D istrict. Simi­
la r maps and inform ation will be 
prepared, as rapidly as practicable, 
for all the counties within the 
W ater D istrict. Maps of Deaf 
Smith, P arm er and Castro Counties 
are now available.

Now th a t dove hunting season is 
here, we hope you will not shoot a t 
birds resting on electric line in­
sulators! Every, year in hunting 
season, we replace electric line in­
sulators which have been shot with 
rifles or shotguns. The most unfor­
tunate part of this practice is th a t 
m any times insulators cracked w ith 
rifle or shot gun shells continue to 
operate days or weeks la te r when 
the rain  comes along and then the 
power line is shorted out.

As an example of the  damage 
th a t shooting insulators by un­
thinking hunters can do, Saturday 
afternoon a t 3:35 o’clock, Septem ­
ber 19, our lineman was called and 
informed th a t a circuit was out 
southwest of Summerfield. In fact, 
we got calls from almost everyone 
in th a t area who had telephones, 
which included among others, the 
O. T. P atterson  family, M ary 
Schlab, J. R. Southward, Mrs. Flip- 
pin, Loyce Carmichael, the Gree- 
sons and the Eulers . W ith all of 
this trouble reported, the men also 
found th a t the Black area was out 
of service.

The men closed the breaker and 
it stayed on about tw enty minutes, 
which led them  to believe th a t 
lightning had caused the trouble. 
A fter the second failure, the line­
men were dispatched to patrol the 
entire line and on Sunday morning, 
afte r fourteen hours of searching, 
they found th a t someone had shot 
insulators south of Mrs. Flippins 
place. In fact the shot insulators

were all along the line. This is OftS 
example of w hat careless shooting 
can do to service in the ru ra l areas. 
We only hope th a t all you people 
who were out of service Saturday 
night and Sunday will start out 
a fte r the insulator shooters, as they  
are the only ones th a t can help you 
avoid such outrages.

During this same S aturday night, 
we were called to the Bovina area 
and four miles north  of Bovina, 
where we eventually found fouf 
shot insulators.

Between the J. T. Guinn place 
northw est of Friona, and the E. M. 
Jack  farm , the hunters really  h it 
the jackpot in th a t they found nine 
insulators th a t had been desroyed 
by hunters, e ither through maliC' 
iousness or carelessness.

Please! Mr. H unter, if you a re  
going to be out with a gun, use a 
little common courtesy and do not 
shoot a t anything on a power line 
as you will probably cause a num ­
ber of your neighbors to be out of 
service for an indefinite length of 
time. In  addition, rem em ber that 
it often costs as much as $200.00 to  
fine one insulator th a t has been 
shot.

If you think 
parity  percentages should be de­
pendent on supply and demand by 
a reasonable formula, then vote 
w ith the m ajority  on that, and 
th a t will be the county policy. If 
you like the idea of producing on 
all but ten  or fifteen per cent of 
your acreage, and planting w hat 
you w ant to, you m ay favor the 
“Land F ertility  Bank” program, 
presently supported by F arm  Bu­
reau. But w hatever you want, 
come and say so. T hat is the only 
way your representatives can know 
w hat you w ant them  to work for. 
And you can be sure they are w ork­
ing on these things when they 
would like to be spending the time 
on their own farm , producing.
