Néxt election, in 1956, will find
Parmer County residents voting
for a new county elective office,
that of County Tax Assessor and
Collector. »

In a special election this Tues-
day, the new office was authorized
by one of the narrowest margins
in local voting records. 97 affirma-
tive and 81 against. Friona sanc-
tioned the division by a slim 21-
19 vote, with Farwell polling the
heaviest ballot, 54 for, 23 against
the measure.

Other unofficial returns were:
Black 6 to 1 in favor, Lazbuddie
7 to 1; Rhea, 11 to 2; Lakeview, 5
to 2; Bovina 10 to 7; and Okla—
Loma Lane tied 2 to 2.

From standpoint of the few bal—
iots cast, this election also might
set a record in per capita expense
for a special election.

The new office calls for a four
year term, same as that of the
skeriff. Mr. Lovelace will hold both
positions until the 1957 term be—
gins, »

Salary for the new office Las
not been set at this date.

From standpoint of some crit—
ics, the election might have been
uncalled for, inasmuch as Texas
law provides for automatic divis—
ion of the offices upon a 10,000
population figure being reached in
a county. Some observers estimate
the Parmer population at that fig—
ure, or more, at the present time.

Cool
days over a three-week period then,
coupled with almost nightly show=
ers, had considerable bearing on the
grain crop development.

Though the grain now piled on
the ground near most elevators is
a spectacular sight to passers-by,
the bulk of course is in storage in-
the elevators that can provide well
over 10 million bushels storage for
the immediate area.

AUSTIN. — Texas, and possibly
the nation, may have a new politi-
eal group—the “moderates.”

Sen. Lyndon Johnson started it
when he commented that he was
neither a liberal nor a conserva-
tive, but that he was a “moder-
ate.”

Since then the term has cropped
up in increasing frequency in com-
ments by leading figures over the
state.

Governor Shivers has announced
that he plans a tour into other
states to urge selection of a “mod-
erate” Democratic candidate for
President.

With a Johnson-for-president
move gaining momentum, Shivers
commented, when asked if Sen.
Johnson fitted the middle-of-the-
road pattern, that he seemed “more
moderate than extreme.”

The Governor emphasized that he
will not be working for any specific
candidate on his tour. He also has
no view, he said, of trying to form
a ‘“coalition” of Southerners; as
has been suggested. “I hope to
get into the Wiest, #he Middle West
and possibly the East,” he szid.

Harmony in' the Texas Demo-
eratic Party moved slowly. Speak-
er Sam Rayburn, leader of the lib-
erals, has demanded a state dele-
gation pledged to support the party
nominee,

Governor Shivers, conservaiive
leader, has opposed an advance
pledge to suppport “any nominee.”

Rayburn, however, has spoken
approvingly of Lt. Gov. Ben. Ram-
sey, recently named national com-
mitteeman with the hope of bring-
ing the two factions together.

Meanwhile the conservative
Democratic State Executive Com-
mittee has launched a drive to get
3,500,000 persons to pay poll taxes

for a big
turnout next year. It expressed
hope for 30,000 delegates at the
convention set for May 26 in Dal-
las.

Rival liberalists have charged
that the State Committee has
“frozen” hotel space in Dallas with
the design of keeping the liberals
away.

More Deer Likely
To be Shot in Texas

AUSTIN, Oct. 2. —-Harvest of
between three and five thousand
antlerless deer in six Hill country
counties may be authorized on the
basis of plans now underway, szid
the executive secretary of the
Game and Fish commission.

Slightly more than three thous-
and head of antlerless deer were
taken last fall when this method of
reducing deer overpopulation was
given emergency status in Mason,
Llano and Gillespie counties.

This year the special harvest has
been approved in those three coun-
ties. Commission action has paved
the way for the antlerless hunts
in Medina, Kerr, and Blanco coun-
ties, subject to final approval of
county commissioners’ courts.

“These special harvests are dic-
tated by sou.d game management
policies in the face of ‘overpopula-
Jation of deer on drought stricken,
over-grazed ranges,” said the ex-
ecutive secretary. “Removing sur-
plus deer in these counties this fall
will be another step toward bal-
ancing the herds and will mean a
higher survival rate next winter.
We know that this action improves
the vigor of individual animals and
generally improves deer hunting in
the long run.”

Hunters will ge the special per-
mits from landowners. The limit
will be two antlerless deer or one
buck deer and, one antlerless deer.
Hunting lease cost is expected to
range from $10 to $25, depending
on prices set by landowners for
hunting privileges . Dates for the
special hunts in all counties affect-
ed will be from December 2 to 11
inclusive.

“Our reports indicate the deer
generally are in good condition up
to this time,” said the executive
secretary. “Feed temporarily is
adequate and the venison made
available under these special har-
vests should be. choice.

“Although the driver has a spe-
cial obligation to the pedestrian
just mentioned, he also has an ob-
ligation to every other pedestrian
and driver he meets in traffic,” Mr.

Boys’ Ranchers lay 8-inch tile which connects the 26
buildings at America’s First Boys’ Ranch, Amarillo, Texas,

to a central disposal unit.

The new system will eliminate

the many septic tanks at the Ranch which require frequent
cleaning and will provide for future buildings.

America’s First Boys’ Ranch,
Amarillo, Texas, becomes a city.

A new sewer and disposal plant
under construction at the Ranch
will give the boys all the facilities
of a city including gas, lights, water
and the sewer system.

When the Ranch started 16 years
ago there were no utilities on the
location, once the site of historic
old Tascosa and later the headquar-
ters for the Bivins ranch. Rancher
Julian Biving gave the old Court-
house and the original 120 acres in
order to give a home to America’s
homeless and unwanted youngsters.

There was no fuel and the wood
for heat and cooking was brought
by mule and wagon from the river-
bed. The dry cottonwood limbs
were dragged up to a buzz saw on
the banks of the Canadian river
where they were cut into firewood.
Butane was later used, but this
could not . be supplied in large
enough quantities as the Ranch be-
gan to grow to care for more boys
and the Ranch made plans to try to
get a gas line. The Shamrock Oil
and Gas company and the Phillips
Petroleum company agreed to pipe
the gas to the Ranch from -their
nearest gas line 8 miles from the
Ranch.

In early years the water system
at_the Ranch consisted of a natural
flowing spring and a pressure pump
and it was necessary. for nae of the
boys tb stay at the pump when it
was running to keep it gbing. A
smalk water to"werwvas mwved in

from the Dalhart Air Base and
within a few years the Ranch had
outgrown it also. Movie Star Bob
Hope gave a benefit show in Ama-
rillo and the proceeds went to build
the boys an adequate water tower,
which still supplies the Ranch with
its water supply. The boys have
their own high line to furnish elec-
tricity and now with the new sew-
age disposal system the boys have
all the comforts of city life at a
minimum charge.

The boys are doing away with
the septic tanks that each building
has maintained as they have to bes
cleaned and repaired often and will
build one central plant. The boys
are busily'digging the ditches from
each building to the one unit, lay-
ing the tile sewer lines and. con-
structing the block cement disposal
plant. They are always proud of
their new additions at the Ranch
and they have a large part in plan-
ning and carrying out all parts of
the program.

COLLEGE STATION. The
next few weeks may be considered
as the critical period so far as prus-
sic accid poisoning in livestock is
concerned, says Dr. C. M. Patter-
son, extension veterinarian.

Prussic acid is a chemical which
forms in members of the grass fam-
ily, especially Johnson and sudan
grasses and the sorghum group, fol-
lowing wilting. The old belief,
points out Patterson, that second
growth sorghum grazing is par-
ticularly dangerous is not necessar-
ily true. For, he says, the only
difference between second growth
and first growth grazing is that
there are apt to be young, rapidly
growing lush sprouts at this time of
the year when frost and drouth can
cause wilting. If the second growth
is not wilted, it is no more danger-
ous than first growth material for
grazing. -

Patterson does say that caution
should be exercised in putting live-

stock on susceptible plants follow;
iﬂg frOSts_ :

Farmers and stockmen should be
familiar with the symptoms of
prussic acid poisoning so that a
veterinarian can be summoned as
soon as the first indications of
poisoning appears. Time is import-
ant for even with early warning
some animals may be lost. The
first signs of prussic acid pgisoning
are rapid breathing and a stagger-
ing gait. Bloating doesn’t neces-.
sarily precede or go along with
prusic acid poisoning.

Since prussic acid is a volative
material, it is safe, says Patterson,
to graze frosted or wilted fields
within five to ten days following
the cause of wilt. After the mazte-
rial has resumed normal growth or
has cured out following frost, it is
again safe for grazing and fields
should be utilized, says the veteri-
narian.
