“We will probably look
at boosting the top down-
load speeds,” said Abel.

“One of the.things peo-.
ple should remember is
this isn’'t an overnight
thing. It will be at least
six to eight months
before we take over —
probably sometime in
April or May of next
yvear.” ‘

With this transaction,
Cebridge will become the
eighth largest cable oper-
ator in the country, serv-
ing more than 1.3 million
customers in a tight geo-
graphical area, concen-
trated in the central and
southern United States.

The women came
together to form the guild
in a variety of ways, some
meeting at fabric depart-
ments, others coming
through word-of-mouth.
When the group first
formed, there were 36
members. Some have
moved away; some have
passed away.

The quilt show
Saturday, which is a pre-
sented every two years, is
dedicated to the late Betty
Addy and the late Willie
Campbell.

“We're all like longlost
sisters; this really is a sis-
terhood. You will never
meet a stranger at a quilt-
ing,” Clark said.

And Maples, a life-long
quilter who moved to Big
Spring from California,
said once she found the
quilting guild, she decid-
ed “Big Spring really isn't
so bad.”

While the women may
have specific details
about the fabric selected
and the patterns they pre-
fer, other details are
missing, such as how
many quilts they have
made or how much .one
quilt costs.

cause damage to the envi-
ronment. Those special
handling requirements,
have strained the budgets
and resources. of waste-
disposal personnel
throughout the state, he
added.

“Some people aren't
aware of how much lead-
is actually contained in a
computer monitor,” said
Darden. “Also, things like
cell phone batteries and
other  electronic items
can contain very haz-
ardous materials, so they
need to be handled differ-
ently.”

Darden said statistics
show that 1.5 million new
computers are bought
annually in Texas, with
only 162,000 of the old
units being recycled.

“That leaves more than
1.3 million old computers
that can be assumed to be
either stored or sent to
landfills every year (in
the state),” Darden said.

Keep Big Spring
Beautiful and the city
will set up two collection
points Saturday, with one
at the west parking lot of
City Hall on Nolan Street

and thesecond at the
municipal landfill —
from 9 a.m. until 1 p.m.

The collected “e-waste”
will then be taken to
Midland on Nov. 15.
There, a contractor will
take the products to be
either refurbished or
recycled, Darden said.

People disposing of
their old computers are
urged to either remove or
destroy the hard drives
before turning the units
over for collection.

“We will ask people to
sign a paper releasing us
from liability in case
they've left sensitive
information on their hard
drives,” Darden said.

Eléctronic products will
not be the sole focus of
the re¢ycling day. Darden
said officials also will
accept paper products
and plastic grocery bags,
specifically those from
either Wal-Mart or HEB
grocery stores.

| era of ‘Borking’ must end. ...
Every nominee deserves a
fair hearing before the judi-
ciary committee and an up-or-
down vote on their nomination ...”
“The politicization of judicial
nominations must end,” they will
surely argue, “lest the most highly
qualified potential candidates

"refuse to let themselves be consid-

ered.”

“A presndent has a
right to pick whomev-
er he wishes,” they
will say, “whether or
not you agree with
the nominee’s ideolo-
gy.”

“Requests for the
working papers of a
nominee should not Susax
be used as an excuse ESTRICH
to hold up the confir-
mation process.”

The American people are tired of

our playing politics with the judi-
cial nomination process,” they
will loudly proclaim.

“They,” of course, will be the
conservative backers of the presi-
dent's latest nominee to the U.S.
Supreme Court, Samuel A. Alito
Jr. of the Third Circuit U.S: Court
of Appeals.

It's not that these dxguments are
necessarily wrong. Most people
probably agree with them. I'm
sure I'd be making them if Hillary
Clinton were president. The prob-
lem is that “they"” were the ones
who did all these things — with
great success — to Harriet Miers
in the last three weeks.

Conservatives were gloating last
week at their triumph in Kkilling
the Miers nomination before the
public ever got a chance to weigh

WND i ”
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in and openly gushing this week
at the president’s choice of her
replacement. For those on the
right, it was practlcally a perfect
storm.

But not quite. Because in the
process of destroying Miers, con-
servatives sacrificed every princi-
ple they will now invoke to sup-
port Alito, a nominee who would
otherwise provide an apt occasion

_for ending the era of Borking.

Alito is, in many respects, just
the sort of person who deserves to
be on the court if politics and ide-
ology didn’t count for so much. He
is extremely smart and honorable,
competent and careful, decent and
dignified. He has very fancy cre-
dentials and plenty of appropriate
experience, and gets high marks

for judicial temperament and abili-

ty. In pre-Bork days, he would
have sailed through, as he did

——When he was nominated for the
«court of appeals and confirmed by

unanimous consent.

His nomination might have
served as an occasion for conserv-
atives to argue that it was finally
time to recognize that politics
belongs in presidential elections,
not in judicial confirmaticns.

But how can you argue that ide-
ology should not be a barrier to
confirmation when everyone
knows that it was ideology, pure
and simple, that formed the bt~ <is
for the opposition to Harriet
Miers? It was the right that was
doing the politics against her, col-*
lecting money to run ads on televi-
sion, playing the obstructionist
cards against her. They were the
ones demanding her White House
papers — as Democrats will no
doubt demand Justice Department
papers from Alito, Knowing it

(] -
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might block her confirmation.
How do you argue for the right to
a hearing and a vote when it was
Republicans who were pushing for
Miers to withdraw before she was
granted either?

Conservatives can’t argue
against “Borking” after they were
the ones who “Borked” Miers.
What goes around comes around.
This fight is their just deserts —
unfortunately for Judge Alito, and

~ the rest of us.’

The biggest substantive issue in
Alito’s case is likely to be abortion
and, more particularly, the judge’s
view that women could be
required to tell their husbands
before they have an abortion, even
if they fear doing so — a decision
Sandra Day O’Connor reversed.
An argument can be made that a
nominee’s views on abortion
should not determine whether
they are fit to serve as a justice,
but those who were determined to
deny Harriet Miers a seat on the
court because they weren'’t certain
how she would vote on abortion
can hardly make that au,,ument
with a straight face.

Conservatives were saying today
that, in a few weeks, no one would
remember Harriet Miers' name.
Maybe not. But the arguments
made to defeat her will almost cer-
tainly live on, in other hands —
and those who made them may
live to wish they hadn'’t.

The question that none dare ask

n the day the U.S. mili-
tary death toll in Iraq
reached 2,000, the presi-
dent made a speecﬁ.

I watched it on TV, and then I
read the transcript. The same
thought occurred to me both
times: It may be time for a White
House correspondent to ask the
Question That None Dare Ask.

Some bloggers have
asked it. But, as far
as I know, no White
House reporter has
ever asked it of the
president.

It is a sensitive
question, and one
that may make the
president angry.

But after his speech RocGer
last Tuesday to the SIMON
Joint Armed Forces
Officers’ Wives
Luncheon, I think the pr esxdent
has begged the Question.

The speech was not extraordi-
nary. It was yet another well-writ-
ten, well-delivered repetition of
why we are in Iraq and why we
ate going to stay there. (CNN got
so bored, it broke away before the
president was finished.)

But two parts of the speech !
caught my attention:

Bush attacks Osama bin Laden
for deluding his followers into
becoming suicide bombers. “He
assures them that this is the road

to paradise,” Bush says, “though
he never offers to go along for the
ride.”

The audience laughed. and you
have to admit, it's a pretty nifty
line.

The rest of the speech is very
serious. Bush thanks the officers’
wives for the sacrifices they and
their “loved ones in uniform”
have made in the war effort.

“All of vou understand that sac-
rifice is essential to winning war,”
Bush says, “and this war will
require more sacrifice, more time
and more resolve.”

So these are the two points: that
leaders should not ask followers to
do that which they, themselves are
not willing to do, and that sacri-
fice is “essential” to winning the
war in Iraq.

So what is the Question That
None Dare Ask?

Cindy Sheehan put it this way
when she was camped outside
Bush's Texas ranch in August, try-
ing unsuccessfully to get a meet-
ing with him: “(Df the cause is so
noble, when are you going to send
your daughters over there and let
somebody else’'s son come home?”

Given the president’s speech this
week, 1 think that question is
worth asking, though not quite the
way Sheehan put it. The Bush
twins are adults (they are 23), mil-
itary service i1s voluntary in this
country, and it is not tHe place of
the president to “send” his daugh-

ters to Iraq.

And even though the two made
themselves public, political figures
by actively campaigning for their
father’s re-election in 2004 (you
may remember their little talk at
the Republican Convention), I
think they should be allowed a
degree of privacy that the presi-
dent is not entitled to.

Whether they want to serve in
the military is their business. But
the question is: Has the president
ever discussed with them the idea
of enlisting and making the “sacri-
fice” that he asks others to make?

If so, what did he say? And, if
not, why not?

I think those are fair questions
because they involve only the
actions of the president and not
his children.

Normally, what a president dis-
cusses with the members of his
fantily should be private.

But when on the one hand Bush
attacks hypocrisy, and on the
other he urges others to sacrifice,
then that discussion — or the lack
of it — should be public.

Carrera’s speed, graceful
lines are way over the top

A new Porsche Carrera
isn’t a car, it’s an event.

The rear-engined
German sports car is a
shrine on wheels, a living
testament to the great
Ferdinand Porsche, father
of the VW Beetle and one
of the auto industry’s for-
mative geniuses.

The 911 Carrera was all-
new for the 2005 model

.year, and there are only

minor changes for 2006.
It's the 10th model in the
line since the original 911
debuted in 1965.
Improvements from the
previous generation,
which went on sale in
1999, include more power-
ful engines, an entirely
new interior, a substan-
tially revised suspension
and a reworked exterior
that returns to the classic
round headlight look of
previous 911s.

I tested a 911 Carrera
coupe with a sticker price

of $88,010 and a 911
Carrera S convertible that
stickered at  $99,100.
Prices for the 2006
Carrera coupe start at
$71,300, with the more
powerful S model starting
at $81,400. Convertible
prices start at $81,400, and
the S model goes for
$91,400. All prices exclude
destination charges.

Only some rattles and
loose interior trim Kkept
either from a four-star
rating.

Both cars are gorgeous
and fast.

The classic 911 profile is
such a perfect design that
it only becomes more
graceful and sinuous with
each new iteration of the
car.

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" Libby pleads not guilty in CIA leak inquiry

WASHINGTON (AP) — Vice President Dick
Cheney'’s fcrmer chief of staff pleaded not guilty today
in the CIA leak scandal, marking the start of what
could be a long road to a trial in which Cheney and
other top Bush administration officials could be sum-
moned to testify.

Libby entered the plea in front of U.S. District Judge
Reggie Walton, a former prosecutor who has spent two
decades as a judge in the nation’s capital.

Once the charges were read and the judge asked for
~ his response, Libby said: “With respect, your honor, I

plead not guilty.” .

Libby, who is recovering from a foot injury, leaned
his crutches against a podium from which lawyers
normally question witnesses or address the court. He
stood with his recently expanded legal team at the
table reserved for the defense during trials as the
charges were read. A short time later, they left the
courtroom. : .

Cheney'’s top aide signaled his determination to fight
the charges after Friday’s grand jury indictment,
which has provided more fuel to the political debate
over the White House’'s possible misuse of prewar
intelligence on Iraq. Libby bolstered his defense team
this week with two well-known criminal trial lawyers,
Ted Wells and Williamr Jeffress.

Confessed killer of 9-year-old girl set to die

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — Condemned Killer Melvin
Wayne White doesn’t want to die but figures the state
is doing him a favor if he’s executed tonight.

“I look at it as relief, just to get out of here,” White,
55, said last week from a tiny cage in the visiting area
of death row, where he was sent for the 1997 abduction,
sexual assault and fatal beating of a 9-year-old West
Texas girl. “I've got to live with this for the rest of my
life. It's not an easy deal to do.

“If they put me to death, it's going to be the easy way
out. The hard way would be to have me live here with
that.”

White blamed a drinking problem that started when
he was a young teenager for the slaying of Jennifer
Gravell, who lived in his neighborhood in Ozona,.
about 200 miles west of San Antonio.

“I messed up, that's all there is to it,” he said.

White's scheduled lethal injection would be the 16th
this vear in Texas and the first of four set for over the
next two weeks in the nation's busiest death chamber.

Federal appeals court says parents

not sole providers of kids’' sex education

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — A federal appeals court
Wednesday dismissed a lawsuit by parents who were
outraged that a school district had surveyed their ele-
mentary school-age children about sex.

The three-judge panel of the 9th U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals rejected the parents’ claim that they have the
exclusive right to tell their children about sex.

In upholding a lower court ruling against the par-
ents, Circuit Judge Stephen Reinhardt said “no such
specific right gan be found in the deep roots of the
nation’s history and tradition or implied in the con-
cept of ordered liberty.”

The appeals court noted that other courts have
upheld mandatory health classes, a school system'’s
condom distribution program and compulsory sex ed.

The rarents had sought unspecified damages.

An attorney for the parents, Erik Gunderson, said he
was considering an appeal. Dennis Walsh, attorney for
the Palmdale school district north of Los Angeles, said
the survey was part of a legitimate effort aimed at
helping students. i

The district dropped the survey in 2002 amid com-
plaints from parents. It was given to children in the
first, third and fifth grades as part of a program to
gauge early trauma and help youngsters overcome bar-
riers to learning.

Among other things, the students were asked how
often they thought about sex.

Man sues Home Depot after

using glue-covered bathroom toilet

BOULDER, Colo. (AP) — Home Depot is defending a
lawsuit filed by a man who claims the chain’s
Louisville store ignored his cries for help after he fell
victim to a prank and was glued to a toilet seat.

Bob Dougherty, 57, of Nederland, said he became
stuck to a bathroom toilet seat last year after some-
body smeared glue on it.

“They left me there, going through all that stress,”
Dougherty told The (Boulder) Daily Camera. “They
just let me rot.”

His lawsuit, filed Friday, said Dougherty was recov-
ering from heart bypass surgery at the time and
thought he was having a heart attack. A store employ-
ee who heard him calling for help informed the head
clerk via radio, but the head clerk “believed it to be a
hoax,” the lawsuit said.

Home Depot spokeswoman Kathryn Gallagher said
she could not comment on pending litigation.

The lawsuit said after about. 15 minutes, store offi-
cials called for an ambulance. Paramedics unbolted
the toilet seat, and while wheeling a “frightened and
humiliated” Dougherty out of the store, he passed out.

The lawsuit said the toilet seat separated from his
skin, leaving abrasions.

“This is not Home Depot’s fault,” he said. “But I am
blaming them for letting me hang in there and just
ignoring me.” :

“Do you think you could call that friend and set up a
meeting,” then-DeLay staffer Tony Rudy wrote to fel-
low House aide Thomas Pyle-in a Dec. 29, 2000, e-mail
titled “Gale Norton-Interior Secretary.”

Rudy wrote Abramoff that same day promising he
had “good news™ about securing a meeting with
Norton, forwarding information about the environ-
mental group Norton had founded, according to e-
mails obtained by investigators and reviewed by The
Associated Press.

Barry leads Rockets past Kings

HOUSTON (AP)
Houston Rockets coach
Jeff Van Gundy called
Jon Barry at home on
Tuesday and delivered a
terse, motivational speech
over the phone.

If Van Gundy keeps get-
ting these Kkinds of
results, he might be call-
ing more of his players.

Barry scored 24 points,
outscoring Houston stars
Yao Ming and Tracy
McGrady and leading the
Rockets to a 98-89 win
over the .Kings on
Wednesday night.

Van Gundy told Barry
he was disappointed in
the veteran guard's effort
at recent practices. Barry
agreed and said the call
shook him out his dol-
drums.

“I needed a kick in the
butt and it was good,”
Barry said. “I don't want

him to call me every
other day, but t's the
effort I need to pl¥y with.

I told him that wouldn't
be a problem.”

Barry grabbed a micro-
phone before the game
and gave his coach some
good:natured ‘ribbing,
saying he hoped the fans
had the same “optimism
and enthusiasm” for the
season that the notorious-
ly critical Van Gundy
had.

Van Gundy laughed,
then told Barry the dia-
tribe would cost him five
minutes of playing time.

“l would've had 30-
something, but he yanked
me out of there a couple
of times,” said Barry,
acquired in a December
2004 trade for Tyronn
Lue.

For one night, Barry
was the complement to
Yao and McGrady the
Rockets have been seek-
ing since acquiring
McGrady in June 2004.
Houston's All-Star duo
were their usual produc-
tive selves against the
Kings.

McGrady had 23 points
after sitting out Houston'’s
last two preseason games
with tendinitis in both

knees and Yao added 22
points and 10 rebounds.

But it sure was nice to
have Barry scoring, too.

Barry sank 8 of 10 shots,
including a pair of 3-
pointers. He also went 6-
for-7 from the free throw
line.

Bonzi Wells had 22
points and a career-high
18 rebounds and Brad
Miller added 21 for
Sacramento.

The Kings led early as
the Rockets faced a famil-
iar problem from last
year — foul trouble for
Yao. The 7-foot-6 center
picked up his second foul
just four minutes into the
game and Miller convert-
ed a three-point play for
an 11-4 Kings’ lead.

Yao went to the bench
and McGrady walked gin-
gerly to the sideline five
minutes later.

McGrady ‘wore a black
wrap around his left leg,
and said he played in
pain.

Rookie guard leads Jazz to
win in Utah over Mavericks

SALT LAKE CITY (AP)
Although he didn't
start in his NBA debut,
Deron Williams had a
nearly perfect finish.

Utah's rookie point
guard had 18 points and
three assists, and played
the entire fourth quarter
while the Jazz rallied to
beat the travel-weary
Dallas Mavericks 93-82
Wednesday night.

“I just feel comfortable
being in those type of sit-
uations,” said Williams,
the third overall selection
in the 2005 draft. “I've
been in them a lot in col-
lege and I don’t see why it
should be different now.”

The last game Williams

.played in that counted

was the NCAA champi-
onship, when North
Carolina beat Williams'
Illinois team for the
national title. He made
his first NBA shot — a 3-
pointer — in the second
quarter Wednesday and
beat the third-period
buzzer with a 61-foot shot
that sparked Utah’s come-
back. .

Williams also had just
one turnover.

“He played OK. It was
‘his first game, and he
knew what he was
doing,” Jazz coach Jerry
Sloan said. “He played in
control and sometimes he
got a little confused, but
we expect that. I thought
he played pretty well.”

Mehmet Okur led the
Jazz with 27 points and
pulled down eight
rebounds.

He scored nine straight
during one stretch of the
fourth quarter, convert-

ing a three-point play and
hitting two 3-pointers —
including one he just
threw toward the basket
to avoid a shot clock vio-
lation.

“It was a lucky one. I'll
be honest with you. I saw
the shot clock and just
threw the ball up,” Okur
said of his turnaround,
fadeaway 3-pointer. »

Dallas was coming off a
111-108, double-overtime
win at Phoenix on
Tuesday night and wilted
late in the fourth quarter.

“They were more physi-
cal. They rebounded
stronger and they had a
presence about them-
selves and we didn’t,”
Dallas coach  Avery
Johnson said. “I think we
battled. I don’'t want to
make any excuses and
say we ran out of gas or
anything like that. This is
the NBA.” ,

Jason Terry led the
Mavericks with 21 points,
but scored just two after
halftime. Dirk Nowitzki
scored 16 and Josh
Howard added 11 for
Dallas, which grew frus-
trated toward the end.

Nowitzki was called for
a flagrant elbow about a
minute after he thought
he was fouled on a missed
layup.

“I just was boxing him
out and he didn't like it,
so he turned and showed
me he didn't like it,” said
Utah’'s Matt Harpring,
who went down' to the
court on the elbow by
Nowitzki with 1:20
remaining.

Harpring made one of
the two free throws and
the Jazz followed with a
field goal to go up 90-80
with about yone minute

left.

Andrei Kirilenko had 10
rebounds, six blocks and
five assists for Utah.

Keith McLeod. started at
point guard for Utah and
finished with 10 points,
but watched the rookie
Williams lead the Jazz
from the end of the third
to the finish of Utah's
first victory over Dallas
since January 2004.

Williams was 7-for-14 in
his first game, including
three 3-pointers. He saw
the clock was about to
expire at the end of the
third quarter and put up a
shot from about halfway
between the Dallas 3-
point line and midcourt

and banked it in at the .

buzzer.

“Everyone needs a little
luck in their life,”
Williams said.

With Dallas up 75-73 in
the fourth quarter,
Williams beat the shot
clock on a 3-pointer with
Keith Van Horn in his
face to give the Jazz the
lead. Williams went
inside on Utah's next pos-
session, driving the lane
and getting an under-
handed layup around
Nowitzki to put Utah up
78-75.

“He played under con-
trol. He hit some big
shots, but we'll see him
again,” Terry said.

Doug Christie got Dallas
to 81-80 with 4:20 left, but

France said the policies
could be announced within weeks,
and until those come it's infpossible
to draw firm conclysibns on how
such a cap might work and whether it
will be entirely fair.

It would be an equally poor idea
to reject team limits based simply on
the initial questions the concept rajs-
es.

NASCAR is right to be worried
about the trend toward multicar oper-
ations. For starters, the sanctioning
body doesn’t want to lose any power
it holds to run the sport.

If four or five car
owners wound up owning
five and six teams apiece,
that kind of consohdation
of resources could lead to
a consohdation of power.
That's the same road
other racing series have
stumbled down toward
disaster in the past 25
years

But as tinny as the note struck by
the team-limit concept might be, it
sounds just as right to say thg Nextel
Cup Senies would be better off, in the
long term, with 12 well-funded. well-
operated two- or three-cirteams than
it would be with six five-car teams

Aidecade ago, many people in the
sport believed two-car teams would-
n't work, much less four- and fjve-
car teams. Roush and Hendrick had
the vision to see they could, and
they've worked wiligently to make
that happen. They're enjoying the
rewan\:ls.

When Hendrick formed his All-
Star Racing and brought it to the Cup
series in 1984, he had one team and
no sponsor. Roush started in 1998
with just Mark Martin.
