“ It all comes down to 

having a lot of really good 
friends you can count 
on,” said Lockhart. “You 
have to have a lot of sup­
port from the people 
around you to make it 
through these elections.”

Having served the past 
two years on the city 
council. Jumper said the 
timing couldn’t have been 
better for him to run for 
the county judge seat.

“ I won’t have to vacate 
my seat on the city coun­
cil to run for County 
Judge because I only have

about five months left on 
my council term,” said 
Jumper. “As tong as it’s a 
year or less, 1 don’t have 
to step down, and 1 really 
don’t feel it would have 
been fair to do that to the 
voters that put me on the 
council.”

Robin Ruiz, an APS spokesperson, said participat­
ing in the program is quick and easy, and could be 
the difference between a happy holiday and another 
blue C' . i tinas for some of the community’s elderly 
and disabled residents.

All you have to do, Rui'' explained, is go to Western 
National Bank and pick out a star. The stars will 
have the client’s first name and requested gift. Each 
gift that is purchased needs to be returned to the 
bank at 607 S. Scurry.

And it doesn’t take much money to help out, since 
most of the gifts requested cost less than $10 — things 
that a great many of us simply take for granted and 
wouldn’t really think of in terms of Christmas gifts.

“We’ve had several asking for flashlights,” Ruiz 
explained. “There’s also a very big demand for blan­
kets, clothes and slippers. They don’t cost a lot of 
money, but it’s money these people living on a fixed 
income simply don’t have.”

Sadly, many disabled people and the elderly too 
often fall through the cracks of the state and federal 
systems designed to help provide for their care.

Ruiz notes that the elderly and disabled population 
is the fastest growing in the state.

We get comprehensive rhetoric

oth sides say they have 
' the soluticms, and bpith 
call their ideas on how to 
fix the nation’s broken 

immigration system “comprehen­
sive.”

In fact, they love 
using that word.

The difference is 
that liberals and 
ipoderates want 
“comprehensive 
reform,” while the 
radical right wants 
“comprehensive 
enforcement.”

It means that one 
side believes the 
problem is solved 
simply by bashing on illegal immi­
grants while the other side 
remembers that we are dealing 
with human beings.

'Those who favor “comprehensive 
enforcement” are backing the 
True Enforcement and Border 
Security Act of 2005, a measure 
introduced in the House by Reps. 
Duncan Hunter, R-Calif., and 
Virgil Goode, R.-Va.

Depending on which side is talk­
ing, it is either the best plan ever 
presented for ending illegal immi­
gration or the most draconian,

‘ inhumane measure ever con­
ceived.

V I believe the latter.
This measure would not only 

builL a sophisticate security 
fence along the 2,000-mile border 
with Mexico and add more border- 
patrol officers, but includes a col­
lection of terrible ideas — includ­
ing requiring state and local 
authorities to enforce immigration 
laws and denying citizenship to 
the U.S.-born children of illegal 
immigrants.

The measure is emphatically 
supported by the F^eration for 
American Immigration Reform 
(FAIR), the nation’s leading immi­
grant-bashing organization.

‘:if you support ending illegal
immigration, you will want to sup-

p<n*t this comprehensive and effec­
tive enforcement strategy,” said 
FAIR president Dan Stein.

And that, by itself, should raise 
a few eyebrows. Stein is one the 
nation’s leading immigrant scape- 
goaters. t

On the other side, those who 
favor “comprehensive reform” say 
illegal immigration can only be 
controlled with more humane and 
realistic strategies, such as creat­
ing legal channels for workers to 
enter the country for jobs, reduc­
ing family reunification backlogs 
and allowing the nation’s 11 mil­
lion illegal immigrapts to earn 
their legalization without having 
to return to their homelands. They 
tend to favor the bipartisan legis­
lation introduced by Sens. John 
McCain and Ted Kennedy.

Curiously, while the House is 
moving to pass draconian 
“enforcement” measures before 
Christmas, the Senate is preparing 
to tackle reform measures early 
next year.

“The House approach to fixing 
our broken immigration system 
and gaining operational control of 
our borders will fix nothing” 
declared a statement by Angela 
Kelley, Deputy Director of the 
National Immigration Forum, a 
pro-immigrant organization. She 
said the House leadership “seems 
desperate to pass some sort of bor­
der security measure as an early 
Christmas present to the restive 
restrictionist minority with the 
Republican party.”

She said House leaders “seem 
unconcerned or unmoved by the 
fact that 20 years of similar unilat­
eral measures have driven illegal 
immigration further underground, 
increased the dangers, costs and 
deaths associated with cross-bor­
der smuggling, and coincided with 
the largest increase in illegal 
immigration in American histo­
ry.”

Kelley said those interested in 
truly fixing the broken immigra­
tion system and securing the bor­

ders are “much more optimistic, 
that workable solutions will 
emanate fl*om the Senate early 
next year.”

It all seems comprehensively 
confusing, especially for the 
miuority of Americans who know 
we have an immigration problem, 
but don’t know how to fix it or 
who to believe.

But perhaps not. Perhaps the 
immigrant bashers are only a loud 
minority in the House.

When they go home for 
Christmas, after bashing on immi­
grants for awhile, perhaps GOP 
congress members will find that 
their constituents are not as 
vicious as they are.

According to a new poll. 
Republican voters do not favor an 
enforcement-only approach to ille­
gal immigration. On the contrary, 
the poll found that 71 percent 
would be more likely to vote for 
Congress members who support 
allowing illegal immigrants to 
become temporary workers with a 
path to citizenship.

Conducted by Tarrance Group 
for the Manhattan Institute on 
Oct. 2 5, the poll of 800 “likely” 
Republican voters found that only 
56 percent would support an immi­
gration reform proposal that 
would create a temporary worker 
program without a path to citizen­
ship.

This means we should not judge 
the Republican Party by it’s intol­
erant cover. It means that real 
immigration reform could be 
achieved within the next year, 
especially if Republican voters 
find a way to convey their wisdom 
to their restrictionist representa­
tives in the House.

That program is cele­
brating its 50th year.
Students are inter­
viewed for several 
hours before being 
accepted into it and 
must show a high 
degree of maturity 
and sincerity about 
making their living — — -
in the ranching industry.

The course is limited to 34 stu­
dents. Once in, it is six hours of 
learning every day for nine 
months.

Attendance at every session is 
mandatory. In addition, the stu­
dents travel close to 9,000 miles in 
Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas vis
iting successful ranches and feed

lots. They are exposed to total 
resource management, involving 
rotation grazing, environmental 
concerns and varied uses of the 
land such as leased hunting.

John Merrill is a big believer in 
education for ranchers.

“Ranching requires more differ­
ent kinds of knowledge than any 
other enterprise that I ’m aware of 
or have seen,” he says. “With that 
knowledge and working with 
nature all day every day, I can’t 
imagine a more gratifying and 
soul-fulfilling experience.”

John has been in ranching all 
his life.

His great-grandfather came to 
Texas from Georgia in 1856.
During the Civil War his grandfa­
ther left the academy he was 
attending to fight for the South.

After the war he came back to 
Texas and became a trail driver, 
making six trips up the trail. In 
1872 he settled down near Glen 
Rose and established the XXX 
Ranch.

John still uses that brand today.
'The first director of the ranching 

program at TCU died in an auto 
crash.

When John went to the chancel­

lor’s office to urge the continuance 
of the program, the chancellor 
asked John to take it over.

John said he couldn’t do it; that 
the only thing he had ever taught 
was a Sunday school class. But the 
chancellor was an engaging fellow 
and made John consider taking 
the position.

John said he would take the job 
if two conditions were met: One, 
he would continue to ranch; arid 
two, if a student missed one Class 
he would be kicked out.

The chancellor said, “ It’s a deal.”
John taught honesty, integrity 

and self-discipline right along with 
ranch knowledge.

“ It has been a joy,” says John.
He was presented his Golden 

Spur award in Lubbock’s Civic 
Center, which was filled with peo­
ple who respect and appreciate his 
influence on ranching. A number 
of his former students were in 
attendance.

I had the privilege of producing 
a video on Merrill that was shown 
during the awards ceremony. In 
his acceptance speech, he said, "I 
know of no higher calling than 
that of providing food and fiber to

“We’re really not expecting that 
many main breaks due to the cold 
weather,” said Boiles. “As long as 
the temperature warms up 
gradually, we should be OK. 
However, if the warmer weather 
comes back quicker than we're 
expecting, we could certainly see a 
lot of main breaks irt the city.”

While there is little area residents 
can do to prepare for or avoid a 
break in the city’s main water 
lines, Boiles said there’s are steps 
they can take to avoid the same 
type of situation on their property.

“We’re really hoping people will 
take proper precautions as the 
temperature drops,” said Boiles. 
“That means leaving your hot and 
cold water dripping just enough to 
keep the pipes from freezing, as 
well as insulating any exterior 
pipes or fixtures.

“We also suggest people take old 
newspa|)er or towels and stuff them 
in their meter boxes to help keep 
them from freezing. The boxes are 
underground, but they still sit in a 
void, so they are susceptible to the 
freezing temperatures and could 
burst.”

While the final outcome of the 
city’s Water D&C “Code Blue” is 
ultimately up to Mother Nature,

T
he roustabouts
had seen the 
hawk land in the 

mesquite near the oil rig 
and became concerned on 
the second day when the 
hawk began crying.

They told their opera 
tion manager that some­
thing was wrong with the 
bird; that it had not 
eaten.

He cautioned them that 
if they tried to catch it, 
they would have to sneak , 
up on it, not walk up to 
the tree and scare it away 
as they had previously 
done.

When the manager 
returned three days later, 
the men had been suc­
cessful in their effort to 
catch the hawk.

However, the only con­
tainer they had for the 
bird was a reinforced 
white plastic bag, which 
they hung on the rig, 
since a puma was known 
to come near the site.

The manager placed a 
call to us to meet him 
with the bird late that 
evening as he drove back 
to Abilene. Several hours 
later he called again.

He had discovered that 
the bag with the hawk 
had been hanging on the 
rig for eight to 12 hours 
and that the men had 
wired its legs together 
before stuffing it in the 
bag.

Getting the wire off the 
bird was difficult and the 
manager was furious. 
The odor coming from 
the bag was overwhelm­
ing.

“ It’s not gangrene as 
you thought,” we told 
him upon meeting him 
later that night. “That’s a 
healthy hawk you’re 
smelling.”

The bird appeared to be 
thin and the left leg had a 
brown mark from the 
wire.

The bird’s tail was coat­
ed with droppings which 
indicated it had been eat­
ing. The next day, the leg 
and foot began to swell.

A call to our vet caused 
concern about circula­
tion problems from the 
tight wire. The following 
morning the swelling was 
down due to a small open­
ing in the skin which had

allowed lluid to drain 
from the leg.

Rushing the hawk to 
the Lubbock wildlife cen­
ter, we learned the bird 
had struggled so much 
against the wire it had 
caused a hairline frac­
ture in the leg, thus the 
cause for swelling.

The leg could be set and 
the bird would be 
releasable in the spring.

Unforeseen was another 
problem. The hawk had 
pulled on the wire so des­
perately that the tip of its 
upper beak broke off. 
Fortunately, the beak 
will grow back.

In talking with the 
manager further, we 
informed him that the

migrating bird was a 
Harris hawk, and the 
first-year young are o o t »  
rious for being tame.

Like many youngsters 
of various species, it 
would cry for food, 
because if a parent would 
bring it a meal, it was 
easier than finding one 
for itself.

The hawk had cast a 
pellet which definitely 
indicated it had dined on 
mice and rats.

The manager summa­
rized the hawk’s situa­
tion. “It never needed to 
be rescued in the first 
place.”

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The Date Which Will Live in Infamy
President Franklin D. 

Roosevelt declared 
December 7, 1941, “ a 
date which w ill live in 
infamy.”

At 7:55 a.m., Japanese 
planes attacked Pearl 
Harbor, a harbor on the 
southern coast qf the 
Hawaiian island o f 
Oahu.

The United States 
lacked air patrol, and 
ships and planes were 
not in safe territory to 
defend against the 
attack. Vessels and bat­
tleships were sunk or 
damaged, aircraft 
destroyed, and more 
than 2,000 people killed.

The day after the 
attack on Pearl Harbor, 
the U.S. declared war 
on Japan and entered 
World War II.

The attack occurred at 
the height o f tension 
between Japan and the

United States.
America supplied 

more than half of 
Japan’s resources, like 
iron, steel and oil. 
Japan wasn’t in control 
of its own raw materi­
als.

In 1940, Japan joined 
Italy and Germany’s 
conquest efforts and 
expanded into northern 
Indochina.

In retaliation, the U S. 
placed an embargo on 
resources like steel, 
iron and scrap metal to 
Japan. Then, Japan 
seized Indochina in 
1941. Roosevelt retaliat­
ed by closing the 
Panama Canal to 
Japanese shipping and 
placing an embargo on 
oil.

A settlement was 
under negotiation, but 
war was imminent.

President Franklin D. 
Roosevelt’s Address

Yesterday, December 7, 
1941 —  a date which will live 
in infamy —  the linited 
States ot America was sud­
denly and deliberately 
attacked by naval and air 
forces of the Empire ot 
Japan.

The United States was at 
peace with that nation and, 
at the solicitation of Japan, 
was still in conversation with 
its Government and its 
Emperor looking toward the 
maintenance of peace in the 
Pacific. Indeed, one hour 
after Japanese air 
squadrons had commenced 
bombing in Oahu, the 
Japanese Ambassador to 
the United States and his 
colleague delivered to the 
Secretary ot State a formal 
reply to a recent American 
message. While this reply 
stated that it seemed use­
less to continue the existing 
diplomatic negotiations, it 
contained no threat or hint ot 
war or armed attack.

It will be recorded that the 
distance,, ot Hawaii from 
Japan makes it obvious that 
the attack was deliberately 
planned many days or even 
weeks ago. During the inter­
vening time the Japanese 
Government has deliberately 
sought to deceive the United 
States by false statements

and expressions of hope tor 
continued peace.

The attack yesterday on 
the Hawaiian Islands has 
caused severe damage to 
American naval and military 
forces. Very many American 
lives have been lost... 
Always will we remember 
the character of the 
onslaught against us. No 
matter how long it may take 
us to overcome this premed­
itated invasion, the 
American people in their 
righteous might will win 
through to absolute victory.

I believe I interpret the will 
ot the Congress and ot the 
people when I assert that we 
will not only defend our­
selves to the uttermost but 
will make very certain that 
this form of treachery shall 
never endanger us again.

Hostilities exist. There is 
no blinking at the fact that 
our people, our territory and 
our interests are in grave 
danger.

With confidence in our 
armed forces —  with the 
unbounded determination of 
our people —  we will gain 
the inevitable triumph —  so 
help us God.
^1 ask that the Congress 
declare that since the unpro­
voked and dastardly attack 
by Japan on Sunday, 
December seventh, a state 
of war has existed between 
the United States and the 
Japanese Empire.
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
