In the textile Industry It 
bleaches th© best quality of linen j in 
the petroleum Industry it removes 
(doom from lubricating oils; In the 
leather Industry it enters the final 
step in the manufacture of patent 
leather.

For the sterilization of wafer for 
public supply, the manufacture of 
various beverages, and through Its 
bactericidal action In the preservation 
of food, the ultra violet ray flnda wide 
nae. Artificially generated ultra-vio­
let la also used In the food Induatry 
to Increase the vltatnln-l* content of 
foods and. in some cases, to improve 
flavor, while varloua pharmaceutical 
preparations are likewise subject to 
artificial ulfm-vlolet radiation In or­
der to secure certain specific prop­
erties.
