OUR RELATIONS WITH JAPAN ;

The United States seems to be drifting more and |

more toward war with Japan. The drift is given flare and
color by such reports as those recently spread in many |
American newspapers transforming a border clash in- th('}
Chinese province of Jehol, affecting a 10-mile front, into|
a major drive by Japan into new Chinese territory and to-|
ward Siberia. |

But this is the coloring only; there is ::nmvlhing'i
more substantial below that the average man doesn’t see.
We recently heard, to the accompaniment of miany alarm-
that Tokio has adopted its largest military budget in
years, totaling more than a quarter billion dollars. We hear
little, but Japan hears much, of the fact that the United
States now has before it a military budget of more than
three-quarters of a billion dollars, representing a 30 per |
cent increase over the fiscal year which closed last June;
and likely to be increased further by ample grants from |
the PWA. '

We announce the early independence of the Philip-
pines, but our naval chiefs solemnly assure us that we will
cotinue to be responsible for the military protection of the
Islands. The American island of Wake, 2,300 miies west of"'
Hawaii and directly north of the Marshall Islands which |
Japan took from Germany in the World War, has just been |
turned over to naval department control. It is said to be
uninhabited. The Japanest naturally see in this the makings |
of an American naval base.

Congressman Hamilton Fish asserts that the Japa-
nese, due to their determined drive for industrial effi-
ciency, have taken 75% of the Philippine textile trade
from us, and that the same thing is happening in Cuba
despite our recent reciprocity arrangement with that
country. He foresees a further invasion of our markets
unless we hasten the formulation of trade agreements
which will prevent it.

Thus the forces of war are at work. Economic
friction is growing, and the public mind is being prepared.

Neveriheless, we have barely one-fourth the trade
interests in the Far KEast that Great Britain has. France
has as much at stake; the Netherlands proportionately
more. Our trade with Japan itself is worth more to us than
that with all the remainder of the Far East.

Thus, ignoring all consideration of humanitarian
principles and the eventual cost of war, there is no logical
reason why the United States should come to conflict with
Japan. If there are issues at stake they are issues that
concern the entire Western world as much as they do us.
And they are issues which should be susceptible to peacea-
ble adjustment between powers intelligently led.

If we insist on Britain and France participating in
such adjustment, let the fact be known that we will not
fight their war in the Pacific. We can be sure that Japa-
nese statesmanship will demonstrate the desired amount
