Following the consideration of

the meaning of Missions and the
Missionary Baptist church in name
and in practice we will think on
the question of the present pro-|
gram of Texas and Southern Bap-
tists in the matter of Missions. |
First of all we will hark back to
the scriptures and see just what
the principle and practices of the|
early New Testament churches
were. From Rome the Apostle|
Paul wrote to the church at Phil- |
lipp! and thanked them for their|
“—fellowship in the gospel from |
the first day until now.” (Phil. 1:5) |
In closing the letter he refers to
the fact that they gave liberally
of their means to make it possible
for him to carry on from place to
place preaching the gospel. (Phil.
4:15 f1) In the eighth chapter of
Becond Corinthians he calls the|
attention of the Corinthian church |
to the fact that the churches of,
Macedonia (which churches were|
Thessalonica, Phillippi and Berea)
gave liberally in their c:mdititm‘
of poverty to the spreading of thet
gospel thrnugh@:t Europe and:
elsewhere (II Cor. 8:1 f). In thei
tenth verse of this same chup‘.er'
he refers to the fact that this Cor-|
inthian church had started out a
missionary course but had slack-
ened their efforts and in the 11th
verse he urges them to get busy
and finish the job and keep on at
the task. In the 16th chapter of
I Corinthians he speaks of having
given instruction to the churches
of Galatia both in the matter of
how and when to give and in the
matter of money for missions
which he would collect from them
(vs. 3) and take to its place of use.

In short the plan used in the
New Testament days was a plan
of sending money regularly for
mission purposes, for the preach-
ing of the gospel thruout the civ-
ilized world. Paul went to every
important center of Europe and
