1 urn writing thi.s at ii time (Fri­
day, April 26th> when it is impos­
sible for me to give you a report 
on several very important matters 
which will probably have been 
settled before this is printed.

For instance, it is now expected 
that the Hou.se, and probably the 
Senate will act early next week 
on tiie conference report on the 
Agricultural Appropriation Bill.
As you know, this bill has been 
passed in both Hou.se and Senate, 
but the Senate included funds to 
continue the partity payments, the 
tenant home purchase program un­
der the Jones-Bankhead Act, and 
the “ Food .Stamp” program of 
distribution of surplus commodi­
ties. These items were not includ­
ed in the House bill. I fell that 
they are each of vital importance 
and that each one of these items 
should be retained. We expect a 
very bitter fight, however, as so 
many of the members from the 
industrial areas don’t realize just 
how desperate the conditions of 
our farmers has become. I had 
hoped that the conference commit­
tee (composed of members of both 
House and Senate) would agree on 
the Senate amendments and bring 
the report back in a way that in­
cluded these items in the bill. In­
stead, it is understood that they 
are going to put each one of these 
items up for a separate vote. This 
will make it even more difficult 
for us to get justice for the far­
mers because it will be possible to 
(jmit any one or more of these 
Items and still vote for the bill, 
but we are determined to make 
the best fight possible. Personally,
I fell that if we fail to provide 
money for the continuation of the 
parity payments we shall have 
broken faith with our people who 
reduced their crop relying on the 
government to, at least, partially 
recompose them through these 
parity or price adjustment pay- 
ment.s.

.Another circumstance that is ex­
pected to make the passage of the 
“parity” payments the more dif­
ficult is the fact that the House 
is just now considering a series of 
amendments to the Wages and 
Hours Act for the purpose of giv­
ing some relief to agricultural pro­
cessing plants. This bill was taken 
up yesterday. The debate is still 
in progress. The vote will not come 
until Monday. The American Fed­
eration of Labor as well as all of 
the leading farm organizations 
have agreed that the present act 
must be amended so as to cor­
rect the condition which has de­
veloped as a result of the Depart­
ment’s silly interpretation of the 
phrase “area of production” as 
used in the present law, and to try 
to give some lea-way to the hours 
of work of the people employed on 
regular monthly jobs. There is, 
however, a group of Representa- 
tive.s from the great cities who are 
opposed to any amendment to the 
Wages and Hours Act whatever, 
and it is likely that they will as a 
result of the fight over the pending 
bill be even more than ever dis­
posed to deny our farmers a lit­
tle help even though it is only a 
small part of the amount they fee l! 
should be spent on relief in their 
cities.

Early this week the House felt 
the repercussions of the European 
war and passed a new Army Pro­
motion Bill. This measure has for 
its purpose the increase of the 
trained officer personnel of the 
Army and to bring new blood and 
younger men into the key posi­
tions in the Army. It make pro­
vision for the promotion of of­
ficers to important posts before 
they become advanced in years.
It recognizes that a properly train­
ed man of forty makes a better o f- ' 
ficer than an old man, and it is 
recognized that we have the faci­
lities and ability to train our offi­
cers so that they can accept re- 

1 sponsibility at earlier ages. I felt 
that the bill was desirable and in
line with a sound policy.of nation-* '*

al defense, and hence supported it.
Wednesday of the past week was 

devoted to memorial exercises in 
the Hou.se for the members who 
have died during the past year. 
The House sets aside one day 
each year for this purpose and 
pays very proper and impressive 
tribute to its departed members. 
This year there had been sixteen 
deaths. As the work of Congress 
and the strain on the members in­
creases the mortality becomes 
greater—most of tlie deaths being 
the result of some sort of collapçe 
—generally heart failure.

It is ns yet împossible to predict 
the adjournment date of Con­
gress, but everybody here likes 
to t'ucs.s at it. As adjournment ap­
proaches all activities here are 
speeded up. Everyone wants to 
get action on some special mea­
sure so that there are generally j 
more vi.sable results during the 
last few weeks of the session than 
at any other time. However, it must 
be remembered that it would be 
impossible to pass this legislation 
during the closing weeks if there- 
had not been long days of commit­
tee work earlier in the .session.
