A.A.A. Announces 
Regulations For 1941 
Parity Payment

The provisions under which pro­
ducers of cotton and w heat may 
earn 1941 parity paym ents were 
announced by the A gricultural 
Adjustm ent Administration on 
Septem ber 13, 1940. Paym ents will 
he made to eligible producers from 
a fund of $212,000,000 appropri­
ated for this purpose.

The 1941 parity  provisions are 
e.ssentially the same as those in | 
effect for the 1940 Program. A; 
producer who participates in th e ! 
1941 AAA Farm  Program  will be I 
eligible for paym ents if: (1) the! 
1941 planted acreage of the com -' 
modity for which paym ent is 
made does not exceed the farm 
acreage allotm ent for such com­
modity, (2) he plants within the 
total of the acreage allotments of 
cotton and wheat established for 
his farm  in 1941, (3) he does not 
offset his perform ance by over-1 
planting these commodities on any 
other farm, w herever located, i n ' 
which he has an interest. |

As provided in the Agricultural 
Adjustm ent Act of 1938, the 1941 ■ 
parity paym ent rates for the five 
commodities w ill be based on the 
am ount by which the returns from 
the 1940 crop of each falls below 
the parity  income. The rate for 
any crop can not exceed the 
am ount by which the 1940 acreage 
farm  price is less than the parity  
price and will be as nearly equal 
to parity as the available funds 
permit. Rates will be announced 
later when the inform ation upon 
which they are  based is available. 
In 1939 and 1940 the rate of pay­
m ent and the average farm price 
combined could not exceed 75 per 
cent of parity.

As in the two previous years, 
parity paym ents will be made on 
the norm al yield of the farm acre­
age allotm ent determ ined for each 
commodity under the 1941 pro­
gram.

To date 3,770 1940 Cotton P ari­
ty checks, totaling $115,907.15 
have been received by the County 
AAA Office. About $15,000 more 
is expected which will complete 
the parity payments.

Farm ers who have earned their 
total soil-building allowance have 
been notified tha t their 1940 Agri­
cu ltural Conservation Applica­
tions for Paym ent are ready to be 
signed. A large num ber of these 
have been subm itted to the State 
office for computation of pay­
ments. These checks are expected 
this month.

Farm ers who have not earned 
their total soil-building allowance 
are  prohibited from signing their 
applications for paym ent until af­
te r December 1, 1940. These fa r­
mers have un til November 30 to 
complete terracing, cedar cutting, 
etc., which will earn their estab­
lished allowances.
