Engine: Right-hand engine is
one in which, when looking from
the output shaft end toward the
engine, the shaft is seen to rota-
te clockwise. Left-hand engine is
one in which, when so viewed, the
shaft is seen to rotate anti-clock-'
wise.

Empennage: The tail surfaces of
an airplane,

Factor of Safety: In airplanes a
certain condition of loading is as-
sumed and the members designed
to withstand the desired number of
times this loading. The common
factor of safety for airplanes is 7.

Fairing: An addition, or tail,
added to a piece to give it a stream-
line cross section.

Fairlead: A tube through which
wire are led, to give them a cer-
tain direction.

Falling Leaf: A descent in which
the machine, by stalling performs
an alternating forward and back-
ward, or right and left motion, af-
ter the manner of a falling leaf.

Ferrule: A wrapping or bind-
ing, generally of wire or metal
sheeting.

Finess Ratio: The ratio of the
depth (chord) of a body measured
in the direction of the wind to the
span (spread) measured across the
wind.

Fins: Small planes on aircraft to
promote stability; for example ver-
tical tail fins, horizontal tail fins,
skid fins, ete.

Flight Pat: A path of the center
of gravity of an aircraft with re-
ference to the air.

Flipper: See Elevator,

Float: That portion of a landing
gear of an aircraft which provides
buoyancy when it is resting on
the surface of the water.

Flying Boat: An airplane whose
body is a combined fuselage and
boat-full.

Flying Position: The position of
an airplane on the ground which
approximates its position in hori-
zontal flight,

Fuselage: A long streamlined
body, serving as the main struc-
tural unit of a machine.

Fusiform: Stream-line.

Gap: The distance between the
projections on the vertical axis of
the entering edges of an upper and
lower wing of a biplane.

Glide: To descend without pow-
er.
Glider: A form of aircraft simi-
lar to an airplane, but without any
power plant.

Gliding Angle: Eee ‘“Angle”.

Guy: A rope, wire, chain, or
rod attached to an object to guide
or steady it, such as guys to wings,
tail, or landing gear.

Hangar: A shelter for airplanes,

Keel Plaine Area: The total ef-
fective area of an aircraft which
acts to prevent skidding or side
slipping.

King post: A bracing strut, at-
tached by guy wires or other
braces to the surface which it helps
to support.

Kite: A form of aircraft without
other propelling means than the
towline pull, whose support is de-
rived from the force of the wind
moving past its surface.

Kite Balloon: An elongated type
of captive balloon having tail cups
to keep it headed into the wind and
deriving increased lift due to its
axis being inclined to the wind.

Lamination: The process of glue-
ing and bolting layers of wood to-
gether to give additional strength
and to prevent splitting and warp-
ing.

Landing gear: The under struc-
ture of an aircraft designed to
carry the load when resting on or
running on the surface of the land
or water.

Lateral Stability: See Stability,
lateral,

Leading Edge: See Edge.

Leeway: The angular diviation
from a course over the earth, due
to cross currents of wind.

Length: The greatest dimension
of an airplane in a fore and aft
direction.

Lift: The component of the forc-
es due to the air pressure of an
aerofail, resolved perpendicular
to the flight path in a vertical
plane.

Lift Bracing: See Stay.

Lift-drag Ratio: The ratio of
the forces of the lift to that of the
drag of an aerofoil or airplane; a
measure of efficiency. Commonly
expressed L-D.

Lifting Capacity: See Capacity,
lifting.

Load, Light, or Dead: Comprises
the structure and essential acces-
sories of an airplane complete in
order for flight, including water
in radiators, instruments, tanks,
gasses and armor, but not those
items included under Useful Load.

and Britain, and was directed
against this country. For the first
time in 117 years, the United
States is confronted by a hostile
alliance of old-world powers.

Not since 1823, when President
Monroe, through an agreement
with Prime Minister Canning of
England,
Monroe Doctrine, has an alignment
of European powers been directed
against this country.

At that time, a combine consis-
ting of Prussia, Austria, France
and Russia-——commonly known as
the Holy Alliance—sought to re-
impose the soverignty of Spain
in the New World, chiefly over the
parts of South American and Cen-
tral America which had achieved
their independence through revolu-
tions in the first two decades of
the nineteenth century.

What we must realize now is
that this country is isolated in the
world without friends, excepting
beleagured Britain, whose future
existence is by no means assured.

What about South America? you
might ask. Will we not always
have the support of our neigh-
bors to the south?

The answer to this is that our
friendship with the Latin Americas
is one built upon economic de-
pendence and common strategic in-
terests. Once the United
were projected into a position of
inferiority rather than domination
our Latin *“friends” would bolt for
the other side with the speed of
Texas jackrabbits

Few of the Latin American re-
publics actually have republican
forms of government to corres-
pond with the government of the
United States. Most of them are
dictatorships founded upon econo-
mic oligarchies rather than upon
ideology as in Europe.

It is almost incomprehensible
that a nation with the potential
power and prestige which the Un-
ited States posses should stumble
a morass of diplomatic de-
fets which easily could leave it
isolated in a hostile world
