Since the AAA program has a 
direct eff t on every farm er and 
ranchmai. . i Coryell County, great 
care should be taken in electing the 
men who v . . l  ; ii ii i ter that p ro­
gram in the co-.:itv during the 
coming year.

T hat’s the advise N. Foote, chair­
m an of the county ACA committee 
gave to AAA cooperators this 
week. Community meetings will 
be held on December 13, a t 2:00 
p. m. in the 7 communities of the 
county.

In the community meetings all 
farmers and ranchm en cooperat­
ing with the AAA have one vote 
each. A delegate and alternate del­
egate to the county convention to 
be held the following day will be 
elected, the three-m an community 
committee and two alternate com­
mitteemen.

At the county convention a t­
tended by the delegates from the 
several communities, the 3-man 
county committee and two alter­
nate committeemen will be elect-

cd.
The community committeemen 

have specified duties to perform, 
including assisting the county 
committee in determ ining acreage 
allotment goals, norm al yields and 
other agricultural facts; informing 
farmers concerning the purposes 
and provisions of agricultural pro­
grams; and assisting in arranging 
for and conducting meetings.

Broader adm inistrative powers 
are given to the county committee. 
A few of the com m ittee’s duties 
as determining farm acreage allot­
ments, normal yields, productivity 
indices and other agricultural 
facts; preparing budgets; super­
vising and directing activities of 
community committees; reviewing 
and certifying various forms; con­
ducting hearings and investiga­
tions; generally supervising the 
work in the county office; and as­
sisting and working with the state 
committee.

Community meetings, which all 
AAA cooperators should partici­
pate in, will be held at the follow­
ing places in Coryell County the 
afternoon of December 13, the 
chairman said: Oglesby, Gatesville, 
District Court Room, Turnersville, 
Piu'mela, Slater, Antelope, and 
Flat.

American aid to Britain is an edi­
torial carried by the Louisville 
C ourier-Journal, entitled “The 
Lotus-Eaters of 1940”, which is 
reprinted here because its reason­
ing parallels that expressed in the 
two preceding articles of this col­
umn;

“America has had time to recov­
er from her descent into the opium 
dens of politics. But she seems to 
have caught the drug habit; she 
shrinks from returning to the cold 
ugliness of life.

“ It was fun to tu rn  our back on 
the world blizzard, to behave for 
a time as if nothing m attered but 

I the fairy-tale wickedness of Roose­
velt or of Willkie. But during our

the machinery for the m urder of 
England. The enemy is ruthless, 
untiring, filled with a vicious zeal. 
He owns Europe and most of A f­
rica, and his friends have the up­
per hand in Asia, what he began 
in the spring of ’40 he intends to 
finish in the spring of ’41. We 
alone can surely stop him; but we 
cannot be certain of success unless 
we go “all out” at once.

“The American people decided 
long ago that they would like Bri­
tain to win. That division, with the 
small results that have followed it, 
is not enough. We must now de­
cide that we insist on a British 
victory, come w hat may. If we 
reach that pitch of determ ination 
today.

w a r , if we insist on clinging to 
that ambiguous unworthy phrase. 
Most of us know that war, in the 
modern H itlerian sense, is being 
waged against America, and that 
America must fight back or be 
ruined. Whom are we afraid of, 
tha t we dare say these things out 
loud, unambiguously, and at once? 
Instead of the soft song of the ap­
peasing lotus-eaters, America needs 
a voice like John Milton’s to cry 
unceasingly;

“There is no rest for anyone who 
faces reality today, no peace, no 
abiding pleasure. ’Those who cry 
for peace when peace is impossible 
are the modern lotus-eaters, the 
peacemongers who may yet suc­
ceed in drenching our land in 
blood. There is no reason why w ar 
need come to these shores; bu t the 
peacemongers are doing their best 
to bring it here, the silly lotus- 
eaters who dream  tha t all is well 
because our last allies have not 
yet bled to death.

“Fate gave us the chance to pro­
tect America thousands of miles 
away, on the cold North Sea and 
in the mist above the British Isles. 
Fate offered us as allies a noble 
people. But our peacemongers ask 
only for “long rest or death, dark 
death or dream ful ease’.

“Second, we can repeal the 

Johnson Act, a law th a t was passed 
on the lying assumption tha t we 
got into the last w ar to recover 
our debts, and which is preserved 
on the outrageous hope that only 
love of cash could move us to 
strong action today.

“With those laws out of the way 
our chances to help Britain would 
be increased many fold. We could 
begin giving <not selling) the goods 
with which Britishers are helping 
to save our world. We could begin 
using American ships to take to 
the British Isles the machines 
without which the w ar must go 
against us in the spring.

“Third, we could use American 
warships to convoy boats across 
the full extent of our declared 
'neu trality  zone.’ Or we could 
convoy all the way to British 
ports.

“Fourth, we can make easy the 
enlistment, in the armies of the 
British Empire, of large numbers 
of American aviators and mechan­
ics. Twenty thou.sand such v’olun- 
teers, in Britain or the near east 
by next spring, might turn  the 
tide of w ar and save our world 
from years of agony.

“Fifth, we can promote some 
form of understanding among the 
English-speaking peoples, an al-

Charles G. Dawes, vice president 
under Coulidge, became famous 
when his alarm clock allegedly 
failed to go off and he arrived at 
the Capitol too late to change a tie 
vote,

Charley Curtis will only be re­
membered because of his social war 
to place bis half-sister ahead of Al­
ice Longworth at dinner. And Jack 
Gamer will go down in history be­
cause of his private refrigerator and 
bis covert apposition to Roosevelt

None of these vice presidents was 
an active worker for the head of 
his administration; many of them 
deliberately hindered It

Now, however, for the first time 
In recent history, we have a vice 
president who will be a right hand 
of the P resident Wallace was 
trained under Roosevelt and can be 
counted uikmi to be a great asset 
not a deterrent.

Behind that irate outburst from 
the New England Shoe Manufactur­
ers association at the army's new 
method of buying shoes was an un­
told story of how a group of busi­
ness men working for the govern-

mant saved the taxpayers about
$6,000,000.

I The manufacturers were indignant 
I that the army, under Defense com
! mission guidance, had scaUered its 
I orders for 4.000.000 pairs of shoes 

Instead of giving this Juicy business, 
I as in the past, to a few big firms.

But by this new method the army 
I was able to obtain shoes at $1.30 a 

pair less than they cost during the 
World war.

A group of business executives 
working devotedly in the procure 
ment division, in thé past six monthi 
not only have saved the goverr.meni 
several hundred millions on defense 
supplies, but have not disturbed 
market conditions or caused cun 
sumer prices to zoom. The shot 
deal was only one item In this re 
markable record, but it is a typical 
one.

Because of the long battle in con 
gress over the Selective Service act. 
the army was not sure until the very 
last moment whether it would need 
shoes for 400,000 regulars, or for
1.000. 000 additional draftees. So it 
was September 16 before Brig. Gen. 
Clifford Corbin of the quartermas­
ter corps rushed to the Defense com­
mission with his requirements The 
procurement aces were all ready for

j him.
For weeks they bad quietly sur­

veyed the shoe industry. They knew 
the capacity of every plant, from 
the giants capable of turning oui 
thousands of pairs a day to the 
smallest factory in a Boston loft 
Also, they had carefully studied 
World war experience, when the 
price of shoes had sky-rocketed as < 
result of the placing of big orderr 
with a few firms.

So, discarding the army's systenr 
of asking for bids on the entin
4.000. 000 pairs, the commission ex 
perts quietly asked every reputable 
manufacturer in the industry for i 
price on the number of shoes hi 
was capable of producing. The re 
suits of this wily trading were re 
markable.

During the World war, the army 
paid $4 a pair for shoes. Througl 
the procurement division's methoc 
of negotiated contracts, distributee 
among 25 factories from New Eng 
land to St. Louis, the army was abli 
to get its 4,000,000 pairs of régula 
tion shoes at $2.50 a pair.

Note—Chief of the procurement di 
vision is quiet-spoken Donald Nel 
son, the former Sears, Roebucl 
dynamo.
