HE RODE W ITH  W ILD  NO LAN,
A  veteran o f the Crimea, a survivor 

of the glorious charge o f the Light 
i Brigade at Balaklava, William Ilib- 
bert by name, died yesterday morn­
ing in his bumble homo at No. 616 
Sixth aveuue of pneumonia, after an 
illness o f one week. Mr. llibbert 
was a native o f Nottingham, England, 
and reached bis sixty-tifth birthday 
the day before bis death.

A t the age o f 20, tired with the 
patriotic ferver at that time, llibbert 
enlisted in the Royal Enuiskilleu 
Dragoons, serving with them through­
out the Crimean campaign, and be­
ing discharged as a Corporal at the 
expiration ol his term o f enlistment.

He came to this country over 20 
years ago. He was twice married, 
and leaves a grown-up daughter, Mrs. 
Fanny Antil, by his first wife, at 
Nottingham. His second wife, whom 
he married in New York 10 years 
ago, survives him. The funeral will 
take place on Tuesday.

During the Columbian naval 
demonstration a year ago. Admiral 
Sir John Hopkins o f the English 
Navy, on learning that a hero o f 
Balaklava lived in this city, sent a 
noncommissioned officer to see Hih- 
hert and invit«> him to visit the 
British fleet. llibbert was received 
in the Admiral’s cabin and was given 
the freedom o f the flagship. The 
warrant officers w-ere directed to 
pay him especial attention.

Hihbert’s last illness was very 
pathetic. On the day before his 
death, his birthday, be seemed a little 
better, and sat up in his shabby bed, 
propped by pillows. His worn eyes 
were pleased with the bright sunlight 
that had come at last, after days of 
storm. His mind wandered hack 
over the exciting sceuccs o f his life 
and he was glad to welcome a 
sympathetic visitor.

A il day long he sat upright, prop­
ped with pillows, in his shabby bed. 
Every now and then ho brushed hack 
the disheveled hair lung and white, 
from his wan forehead, and mopped 
away the big drops o f prospiration 
that gathered there.

He gar.ed out o f the window, and 
did not move for a long time; tlien 
stared about the humble furnishings i 
o f the room, at some odd color prints 
on the wall—prints such as could he ! 
bought in any junk-shop for half a i 
dollar— then pursing up his lips and 
shaking his liead as though to shako 
it free o f recollections, ho said lo a 
visitor;
“They couldn't kill me in battle, 
but I’m about done now. There’s a 
grippiu on me here,” and he put bis 
baud to his throat, “an’ I baveut got 
any ]>aiu, on’y I'm so weak. This 
pneiuiiony kills, they say.”

Then be struck with a dog leash a 
feeble blow at the great red cointorter 
with which his wife had covered him, 
and added:

It’s too had, but i’ts got to come 
some time. It might as well ho now,
I never expected to be this old.”

OIA>RY IN OHSCl'RnV.
The plain place which Hibhert 

called home, the place where he had 
laid down to die, is the top floor o f a 
building Just below Thirty-first street 
in Sixth avenue. For years he had 
gone up and down the dark narrow 
stairway there, to and from bis work 
stocking making. Ho was to the folks 
who saw him just a plain, white-heard- 
ed old man with a keen eye and 
quiet ways. They never knew that 
that eye o f the old man’s had looked 
through smoke into the belching 
mouths o f the Russian cannons at 
Balaklava, and that under his un­
pretentious old coat he wore the 
precious medal which told he was one 
o f the 74 heroes who came back out 
o f that awful charge o f the Light 
Brigade.

He never displayed the treasure 
which any soldier in Britian would 
give his arms for. He |ust went on 
knitting in Parker’s shop on the floor 
below and on Saturday nighu carry* 
In f hie eaminge, about $90 a week, 
up to his ftrugal wife. They used the 
hall (or aaort o f klichen and
waehroom and fenernl storehonaa, 
and ware praCtf eomihctnble tbara.

For 
an hour and a half aRer that nobody 
knew what was happening, except 
that we was runnin’ right into bell, 
as the poem said. Three miles away. 
It looks like a lifetime journey, and 
the men began to fail away as the 
shells yelled an’ tore among us. Every 
time oue toppled ot! bis horse around 
me,I thought I was goiu’ next. The 
man who expected to come out o f 
that would have been crazy. The 
four men next to me, in front, behind 
and on both sides, were killed aud as 
I spurred ou alone I saw a shell 
coming straight towards me, straight, 
straight ‘Hibhert ye're gone’ said I. 
But I give just one {ah o’ the spur 
into that mare, and she leapt like a 
shot. 8bo swerved, I should thiuk, 
about a dozen feet, and the shell took 
her nigh hind leg. I went tumbling. 
When I picked myself up there was 
a horse without any rider. 1 got 
into the saddle, aud went ou with the 
rush. It was terrible.”

As the old man went on with his 
story his face took ou color, and his 
wife, tears in her eyes, came over and 
said. “ Please don t let him talk so 
much.”

EXPORTS OF PRO D IXE .

The exports o f produce from the 
United States during March included 
nearly 16 million dollars in provisions, 
nearly 14 millions in cotton, ,S 1-2 
millions in petrolieum, and 12 1-2 in 
brcadsluffs. The total o f these four 
items was 4.̂  1-2 millions, against a 
little more than 44 millions for 
March o f last year, a gain o f 6 millions 
in the exports o f cattle and provisions 
more than making amends for a de­
crease o f 1 1-2 millions In cotton and 
1 S-4 millioas in breadstiiffs. The 
exports of cotton for seven months 
and o f the three other items for the 
first nine months o f fiscal year amount 
to 446 millions, being a gain ot nearly 
nine millions over the figures for the 
corresponding time one year 
previonsly. The totals for the longer 
time show a gain o f 26 millions in cot­
ton, with a loss o f 19 mUlion in bread- 
stuffs and a gain o f 2 1-2 millions in 
cattle and provisions.—Chicago 
Drover's Journal.
