tel the representatives of the var-
ious groups interested cotton
and run to and from the floor of
the House and vote on various
measures that are being consider-
ed there. I is a very unsatisfac-
tory way to carry on business, but
it seems that it is the only way
we can get all these activities
into the time we have. The House
Committee on Agriculture has

named a special sub-committee to
study post war agriculture nrob-
lems. I am a member of this sub-
committee. We recognize that cot-
ton presents probably the most
serious, problem of all crops. Even
during the war we have been
able to maintain the price of cot
ton only by use of a government
oan. It has been impossible to
export cotton and apparently will
continue to be Impossible to ex-
port cotton without a govesnment
subsidy unless we are willing to
let the price drop so low that our
farmers will be utterly ruined.
We don’t want to let the income
of our farmers go down to levels
tixed by the world price of cot-
m.* Yet we know that foriegn
suyers are not going to buy Ameri
san grown cotton at substantially
iigher prices than they have to
»ay for foriegn grown cotton, and
American spinners are not go-
ng to pay more for cotton than
he cost of ravon where the two
ire comretitive. Tnridentally. it
s now estimated that we are us-
ng enough ravon and similar svn-
hetic fiber richt here in the U. S.
o take the place of annrovimate-
y a million and a half bales of
ofton already, nd the use is in-

creasing. The higher the price of
cotton, the faster synthetics take
the home market, as well as the
faster the foriegn nations increase
their production of cotton and of
synthetics. On the other hand, we
all know that the price of cotton

so low now that our farmers |

are ctill the lowest paid group of
our people. We simply cannot fur-
ther reduce the income of our
Texas cotton farmers, yet it is ex-
tremely doubtful if it will be pos-
sible for us o get the Federal gov-
ernment to continue to make up
the differance between what cot-
ton sell for on an open market
and what it must bring in order
otgive the producer a fair living.
