Booby Trap
In public speeches, in p\iblished 

articles and in this column since 
early January, 1944, I have been 
calling attention to the “booby 
trap” in America’s wartime tax 
laws. Now, as our fighting men 
press harder upon Berlin, the in- I 
dustries that support them are I 
drawn closer to the trap. Most war ! 
contracts will be voided on V-Day I 
but taxes and payrolls must still 
be met. !

Corporations pay income tax each ! 
year on the previous year’s earn- | 
ings. Just as personal income taxes | 
were paid prior to 1944. In 1946, 
firms will be taxed on 1945’s earn­
ings. But if war ends (terminating 
war contracts) this year, 1946 will 
be the year of change-back, of 
costly sales and few. Problem: How 
to hire more men and pay 1943's 
taxes with small earnings or none?

Apple-Pallshing 7
Any time a voice is raised in the 

interest of American business, any 
time a writer suggests that cor­
poration tax laws need revision, 
somebody accuses him of apple-pol­
ishing or grinding the axe of big 
business. But right is ttw  right. 
Prosperity in America depends on 
full employment; full employment 
depends on business expansion, and 
business expansion depends on wise 
tax provisiona.

Firms that have used their war- 
year profits expanding production 
for victory are not to be blamed. 
’They are solvent. They will have 
adequate working capital due them 
under the present law after their 
Refund Bonds are cashable and 
after their Carry-back credits on ex­
cess profits taxes are allowed. But 
when will this be? As the law is 
written now, years will pass before 
the money comes.

Practically the entire w a te r­
shed of the Colorado is in the 

I United States, but the lower 100

, Mexicans a re  dependent on the 
j Colorado for w ater to irrigate 
I some very  valuable lands in^Low- 
I er California. This w ater is now 
I furnished to Mexico w ithout any 
treaty  from the w ater impounded

through a C alifornia owned canal,

I and C alifornia has been collecting 
a substantial fee from  th e  Mexl-

furnish any of the w ater in the 
Colorado an dis actually in much 
the same position as Mexico in re ­
gard to the use of the w ater that 

' falls far upstream. However, all 
of the upsteram  states (except 
Nevada, which like California, con 

j tributes no w aterihave suported 
! the treaty  to give Mexico a .share 
of water. California has vigorous­
ly opposexi the treaty.

I Texas is vitally interested be­
cause the .sijme treaty  divides the 
watiT of the Rio Grande. Most of 
the w ater of the lower R io'Grande 
originates on the Mexican side. 
Should Mexico stop this water, it 
could completely ru in  the lower 
valley. One-ninth of the  value of 
al Icrops in Texas is accounted for 

I by the production of the lower val 
jley. Therefore, those of us from 
Texas a re  especially interested in 
the ratification of this treaty . Sen­
ator Connally is leading the fight 

jfo r ratification.

j W hile we in Texas have a self- 
I ish interest in seeing this treaty 
ratified, there is also the m atter
