Dear Friends:
There have been two outstand­

ing party votes in the House this 
week. The first was on the m at­
te r  of continuing an appropria­
tion of about two million dollars 
for the support of a Veterans’ 
Employment Placement Service, 
and the second was on the method 
of handling our national debt— 
w hether to reduce taxes and curry 
the debt at its present level or 
w hether to begin to pay a sub­
stantial am ount on the debt while 
national income is high.

In the first case, it seems to me 
to be very poor economy to break 
down the agency that has been set 
up to help the veterans get jobs. 
I know th a t jobs are ra ther easy 
to get righ t now, but even now, 
m any veterans are finding it hard 
to get adjusted in reg.tlar produc­
tive civilian employment. Should 
we suffer with any kind of de­
pression, the need for this work 
would be greatly  increased. 1 
think tha t it is good business for 
the governm ent to try  to help 
these veterans get work rather 
than to pay them  unemployment 
compensation. It was shown ra th ­
er conclusively tha t this program 
was actualy saving much more in 
compensation than  it was costing 
and at the same tim e it was surely 
making m uch better citizens of 
our re turned  soldiers. I, there­
fore, voted w ith practically all 
the dem ocrats, to retain  the work.

The republicans ai-e, however, 
pledged to m ake some kind of 
showing of reductions in govern­
m ental expenses. They, therefore, 
voted not to appropriate the funds 
for this work. Even this was 
hard ly  as senseless as the so-called 
savings of $800,000,000 that they 
claimed to have m ade in the Treas 
ury  appropriation bill. This "sav­
ing” was effected simply by re ­
fusing to appropriate the money 
to pay tax  refunds which were ap­
proved and which everyone ad ­
m itted were w ar debts of the gov­
ernm ent. Even the republicans 
said they would pay them later— 
but in the m eantim e, they bear 
€%  interest. Inasmuch as this is 
fa r m ore than  the ra te  at which 
the governm ent can borrow mon­
ey, and is in fact far more than 
most of the large tax payers to 
whom these paym ents will be 
m ade can earn, it  seems possible 
th a t this procedure is simply in­
tended to benefit a few large tax 
payers a t the expense of the gov­
ernm ent. C ertainly it is 'a fraud 
to claim any actual reduction in 
the  budget as a result of this m a­
nipulation.

The tax bill which the House 
passed yesterday does not quite 
sink to the level of deception. 
C ertainly it is intended to give 
substantial relief to large tax pay­
ers while it gives very little re­
lief to the small taxpayers As was 
pointed out in the debate, this bill

will give an increase of ju st I7r 
in the take home pay of the man 
who earns $1200 per year. This 
is exactly $ 1.00 per month or two 
bits per week, but for the man 
who has an income of $ 1 ,000,000 
per year, it will mean an increase 
i ntake home of 69.2%. While I 
am firm ly convinced tha t we 
should m aintain our income tax at 
a rather high level during this 
period of high national income 
and thereby pay as much as pos­
sible on the national debt now, 1 
also recognize that there are peo­
ple in the very low income group 
who are entitled to tax relief as 
a means of enjoying a minimum 
existence under our present higher 
costs of living. Therefore, it 
seems to me that such tax reduc­
tions as can be made should be 
effected by increasing the exem p­
tions of low income ^itizens.

If we are to give tax relief, let’s 
begin where it is most needed. 
Surely any tax on a single man 
who m akes only $600 per year or 
any tax  on a family th a t makes 
less than  $100 per month is more 
burdensome than a m uch hgher 
rate on the m an or family that 
makes well above a living. While 
we are considering taxes, we 
should consider the debt we owe. 
When will we pay it? I think we 
should pay as much as possible 
while we have the money; and 
surely H si ra ther rash to try  to 
determ ine the am ount of tax  re­
duction th a t is advisable until we 
have seen the total of the appro­
priation bills. We do not yet know 
within m any billions of w hat we 
will spend this year. I, therefore, 
voted with the most of the demo­
crats to send this bill back to the 
Committee w ith instructions to 
hold it until the appropriations 
bills are passed and then to con­
sider more equitable relief for the 
low income brackets.
