Although work progressed rath­
er rapidly on both the Floor of 
the House and in the Committee 
this past week, everyone’s major 
interest was fixed on the spv 
problem and the varietl explami- 
tions offered our government. 
A’ery few question the necessity 
of these flights, but most everv- 
OTie here wonders why wo should 
say anything at all, and c.s|>eciallv 
why the President should publicly 
state we are going to continue 
these activities. It looks o me 
we have talki'd too much.

Tlie Agriculture Committee 
continued to work on the details 
of a general farm bill, but on mv 
motion laid it aside long enough 
to consider and rtqvort a continua­
tion on the .Mexican Ddxrr Bill. 
I s[X)iisoicd the original Bracero 
Bill and I feel that experience 
shows clearly that it has gone a 
long way toward eliminating the 
evils of the old “wet back” system 
and at the same time has provid­
ed a needed supply of fann lalxir 
without in any wav hurting A- 
mcrican workers. 3\’c will, how­
ever, probably have difficulty 
passing the l>ill through the House 
as many people completely mis- 
uiuh'rstand the measure and think 
of it as a bill to authorize “wet 
back-s.”

Weeil fxxU ami n»ck piles are some 
very likely pla<-es you’ll catch those 
hiiikers but many a time you’ll have 
troiihle with weeils ami snafpi if you’re 
not usiiiK a wee<lless rig.

It sometimes Iiap|>ens that your 
favorite <leep-ruiming hire iliH-sn’t 
<-ome evpiipiKsI with a weedle.ss rig. If 
this is the case take your eyes away 
from the television .set fora minute ami 
do a hit of rigging yourself.

.Aotiially, there i.sn’t much to do to 
make a wee« Mess lure from your favor­
ite artifi<iul bait. JiLst connect a rulpher 
hami to the eye t>f the htxik and slip Ihe 
other end over the liarh. If you have 
a ilouhle hook just slip the rubber 
haml through the eye and slip the ends 
of the riihlier Imnd to the barb of their 
resi>e<tive hooks. It won’t keep the 
fish from l>eing hooked hei-ause when 
they .strike the rubber band slips from 
the harh.

One thing you have to rememlx-r 
about hooks, says tlie Kvinnale Koal- 
ing KuumlatJon. There is no single 
hook that suits all situations. Hooks 
come in different siaes and sbaiies. 
Hooks with long shanks are usually 
used for tying streamers and othsr 
artificial l>ait or for live bait when 6sb- 
ing walleye or n«>rthem. Short-shanke«! 
hooks arc used for panfi.sh and certain 
short-hiHliesI flies.

What type of hook a fisherman ases 
is a matter of preference. Sirv* anglers 
feel that an offset hook—one with the 
point l>ent nut of a flat plane, books 
fish l)e.st. Others contend that the flat 
bend—one with the whole hook in one 
plane, is the best.

The shn|>e of the hook, the sine of the 
wire, ami the type of barb to use is 
a matter for debate among all fisher- 
nien, Wliafever hfK>k you pr»-fer lie
