“I've tried every one of those blame
fishing theories and if you ask me
they're for the birds.”

Yet thousands of anglers are thor-
oughly convinced that one or more of
these theories are fact and not fiction.
During the next few weeks 1 will tell
vou u little of what I know about these
theories but the conclusion wilt be left
up to you.

The Temperature Theory is one that
is being marketed to a great degree to-
day. A veteran guide of Wisconsin
lakes swears by it and says he has
caught fish in waters that have been
“fished out.”

Cold water species, trout, salmon,
etc., usually prefer water that ranges
between 32 and 59 degrees Fahrenheit.
The other group, the warm water
species, perch, bass, northern, walleye,
ete., prefer water up to 70 degrees.

There are hundreds of theories avail-
able to all fishermen. If all of these
theories, or even two or three of them,
were combined there would be a seven

to ten or more degree range in tem-
| perature where these fish are said to
I feed.
