Cleveland, 0 .—A skyrock­
e tin g  automotive population 
and inadequate sa fe^  facili­
ties on our nation's highways 
will push our already gloomy 
annual traffic toll to epidemic 
proportions within a few years 
unless preventive measures are 
taken now, experts warn. •

The National Safety Council 
predicts possibly 70,000 traffic 
ceaths in 1975 unless the pres­
ent trend can be halted.

“One area where this trend 
•can be reversed is in nighttime 
•fata lities,” according to J. 
Parker Heck, educational di­
rector of the Street and High­
way Safety Lighting Bureau 
here.

“Over 50% of all traffic fa­
talities occur at night, when 

■ traffic volume is only one-third 
as heavy,” the Bureau spokes- 
.man said. “The nighttime traf-- 
fic fatality rate is two and one 
half times that in daytime.

‘̂Evidence indicates th a t

some 9,000 of the yearly traffic 
deaths are the direct result of 
darkness and could be elimi­
nated or drastically reduced 
by the installation of adequate 
street and highway lighting at 
critical locations,” he said.

 ̂The Bureau reported conclu­
sive evidence showing a posi- 

,'tive correlation between street 
lighting and traffic accidents 
and fatalities. In nearly every 
case, figures showed a marked 
reduction in nightime traffic 
accidents where adequate 
street lighting was installed.

“With the steadily growing 
number of automobiles on the 
roads, the traffic situation is 
getting progressively worse,” 
Heck pointed out. “Driver edu­
cation and safety features on 
cars will help, but the road­
ways themselves must also be 
made as safe as possible. This 
is the area where lighting can 
make a definite contribution.”

Pancake Party

All you need is griddle and guests — and with little to-do, you 
can turn your home into a Pancake House. If guests include men 
or children, or both, let them flip their own flapjacks lor more 
fun. Griddle at one end of the table, with pitcher of batter . . . 
coSee and juice at the other . . . toppings in between.
Offer a variety of toppings, at least three. That’s what makes 
pancakes a party. Lots of bacon, too. Or a meat and sauce com­
bination with tiny sausage balls swimming in hot maple syrup. 
More coffee perking in the kitclien, and that's it. Now for some 
basics and flourishes.

BASIC RECIPE FOR 
PANCAKES

2 cups Bisquick 
1 egg

cups milk
Beat ingredients together with 
rotary beater vmtil smooth. 
Grease griddle, if necessary. 
Turn pancakes when bubbles 
appear and before they break. 
Makes about eighteen 4-inch 
pancakes.
For thinner pancakes, add more 
milk. For thicker pancakes, 
add more Bisquick . . .  To keep 
them hot, place between folds 
of towel in warm oven. Or 
place pancakes separately on 
rack in very low oven with 
door open. Don't stack . . . 
Then to doll them up, try these 
luscious toppings.

5 ounces) cherry pie filling into 
another bowl.

Or, Fruit-patch Delight: Set 
out a bowl of sweetened fresh 
raspberries (or thawed frozen 
raspberries) and a pitcher of 
Orange Sauce (below). Just 
pour sauce over a small stack 
of pancakes and spoon on rasp­
berries. Orange Sauce: Com­
bine cup butter or mar­
garine, 2 tablespoons sugar and 
% cup orange juice; heat to 
boiling, stirring constantly. 
Makes about Yz cup.

Serve honey butter, too. Whip 
% cup soft butter with cup 
honey until fli^y . . .  To spice 
up the coffee, add a dash of cin­
namon before brewing . . . And 
your pancake party is casual 
but unusual.

ROUTINE SERVICE , 
PREVENTS PROBLEMS

Routine maintenance will prevent 
mid-season perform ance problems, 
reports Bill Spaeth, manager of en­
gineering at Evinrude Motors.

Spaeth outlined six things you 
should put on your maintenance 
checklist: (1) boat bottom; (2)J
spark plugs; (3) fuel system; (4) 
propeller; (5) lubrication; and (6)] 
electrical system.

Salt water boatmen should pay 
i  special attention to marine growths 

on the hull. They can cut perform­
ance by as much as 50 percent. If 
your boat is in fresh water, don’t 
have a false sense of security. Grime 
and marine growths can also be •  
problem. Scrub the hull periodically,' 
or wash it down after each boating 
trip.

Erratic performance, hard starting 
and mis-firing can usually be traced 
to fouled spark plugs. They should 
be removed, cleaned and re-gapped. 
Your owner’s manual will mve you 
the correct setting for the plug gap. 
If fouled plugs are a recurring prob­
lem, make sure you are not using 
an oil-rich fuel mixture.

If the plugs are all right, check the 
fuel system — tank, lines and car­
buretor. It should be free of gummy 
deposits. To clean it, use a solution 
of acetone or lacquer thinner. All 
fittings should be tight,

Your owner’s manual is a handy 
guide to engine lubrication. Follow 
the directions to the letter and use 
the recommended lubricant.

All electrical wiring, fittings and 
controls should be inspected. Loose 
fittings should be tightened; frayed 
wires should be replaced. A battery, 
used to power electrical equipment 
or for an electric start outboard, 
should be fully charged. Qean the 
battery terminals to insure a poeitive 
contact and flow of current

P O R P O IS IN G
This rhythmic up-and-down motion 
of the bow usually occurs at o r  
near top spead. Porpoising can b e  
eliminated quite simply in most 
cases, according to the Mercury 
outboard boating authorities.

First, try moving weights forward,, 
a bit at a time, to see if this helps. 
Moving the gas tank or anchor, or 
changing seating positions, may do 
the job. Next, try experimenting 
with different motor tilt positions. 
Sometimes porpoising is caused by 
deformation of the hull bottom. 
That portion of the hull on which 
the boat planes should be a straight 
line when viewed from the side.

Internal stiffeners can sometimes 
be installed to straighten out 
bulges, hooks or warps.
