ARCHEOLOGIST EXPLOF

A world renown marine archer'o- 
pi«t is defying murky waters, dead y 
jellyfish and marauding sharks i.i 
an expedition in Jamaican waters.

The object of the search is P o 't 
Royal, once the brawling, bawd>, 
buccaneer capital of this Caribbean 
island. It was swallowed up in two 
ntinutes, with the loss of 2,000 lives, - 
hy eprthquftkes and a tidal wave in
1692. „  ,

The water in the Port Royal area 
is cornparatively shallow, most of it 
less than 2S feet in depth. This per­
mits use of a portable air compressor 
that floats on the surface, in place 
of more cumbersome and heavier 
SCUBA tanks. The unit, called the 
Aquanaut, and  manufactured by 
Evinrude Motors, consists of twin 
compressors nrounted on a flotation 
collar. It is powered by a small r«90- 
line ?ngine. Air is fed directly to 
two divers via 25-foot vinyl air h ^ s ,  

A team of six divers, headed by 
Robert F. Marx, have already re- 
claimed slate roof shingles, cannon 
balla, pewter dishes, rare onion 
bottles, pieces of eight and other mis-̂  
cellaneous artifacta. ‘

The d i v i n g  condition* are the 
’worst he has ever experienced, re- 
porU Marx, “The water is extremely 
murky, with visibility as low as two 
or three Inches. Jellyfish are an ever 
present haxard. If they come in con­
tact with certain part* of the head 
or nock, they can be lethal.

“Diving efforU are further com­
plicated by beds of sea urchins on 
the ocean floor. Their poisonous 
needles break off in the skin and 
cause severe pain for sevpral. days.

“The most nerve-wracking experi­
ence of all,” according to Marx ‘is 
when divers encounter sharks. 
to the poor visibility, they are within 
bite-siy.e ranee before we tau »co 
tbem.”
