POSTMASTER URGES USE OF 
CORRECT ADDRESSES

TIM THOMAS IN 
CRITICALCONDITION

Postmaster Hal Anderson to­
day urged the citizens of Gates­
ville to be sure to use the 
correct address on their let­
ters and packages going to ser­
vicemen overseas to avoid ser­
ious delays in delivery.

Mail not containing 
this number is imcorrectly ad­
dressed.

He said that last year more 
than 9 million pieces of mail 
were delayed in delivery. Of 
this number 31/2 million pieces 
failed to include the complete 
5 digit APO or FPO number 
in the address. This improper-

ly addressed mail and to be 
sent to a military location 
directly where time comsum- 
ing searches were made to de­
termine the proper addresses.

“ As the Christmas mail vol­
ume going overseas is expected 
to increase up to 30 percent 
or over 4 million pounds above 
last year , every precaution 
should be taken by friends and 
relatives of servicemen to ad-' 
dress the letters and packages 
properly to assure rapid de­
livery to its destination” ,Post- 
m a^er Anderson said.

1 here are for essential ele­
ments to an overseas military 
address. They are: 1. The Ser­
viceman’s identity - grade, full 
name and service number. 2. 
His military unit - complete
3. Gateway post office - New 
York, San Fransisco or Seattle
4. Airó or FPO. A digit number 
where any of these elements 
is missing, the letter or pack­
age will be delayed in delivery.

PRIEST FRIEND
stonewall, Texas (AP) -  The 
Re v .  W. Schneider would 
scarcely be known outside 
Fredericksburg and Stonewall 
and. the Texas Hill Country were 
it not that he also is the P res­
ident’s priest-friend.

“ Mr. President, why are you 
so kind, so good, so concerned 
about me?’’ the priest said he 
asked Lyndon B. Johnson.

“ The President’s answer was 
‘My people on the ranch and 
in Stonewall, they all like you, 
and I like you, too. You are 
a good man,”  the priest re­
called.

The conversation took place 
on Air Force One after Father 
Schneider and the President at­
tended the funeral in Germany 
of former German chancellor 
Konrad Adenauer.

The short, balding, German- 
accented Roman Catholic priest 
had conducted a mass in the 
German language for Adenauer 
years before when the chancel­
lor visited Texas with the - 
Vice President Johnson.

Chancellor Adenauer told me 
how much he enjoyed meeting 
you, “ began Johnson’s letter to 
Father Schneider inviting him 
to accompany him to the German 
stateman’s funeral.

The priest keeps stowed away 
carefully his momentoes of the 
trip and of another historic 
event for him, an audience with 
the Pope which he said the Pres­
ident helped arrange.

On his arm he wears an alarm 
wristwatch, inscribed “ Father 
W. Schneider from his devoted 
friend President Johnson.”

The height of his ambition, 
he says, is not to be a P res­
ident’s friend. “ It is still my 
priesthood.*^  ̂That’s what I know 
what I love.”
