Sewers, here are some tips 

on handling wash - wear, dur­
able press and synthetic fiber 
fabrics.

Use the finest needles avail­
able for the sewing machine, 
and the sharpest dresmaker 
pins. These go in smoothly 
and thus have less tendency 
to cut and weaken the fibers 
of the fabric. Make sure, too, 
that all “ findings”  are wash - 
wear to match fabric. Since the 
idea is to skip ironing after 
laundering, every little detail 
must come out of the washer 
and dryer as smooth as the 
garment itself.

Proper sewing machine ad­
justment is all important. If 
in doubt, test the tension on a 
scrap of the material. Cut a 
six - inch square, then fold 
it over exactly from corner to 
corner so ttiie base of this 
triangle is a true bias fold. 
Now stitch a seam on the ma­
chine, a quarter inch from the 
fold and pull the bias until the 
seam breaks.

With proper tension, both 
the threads should break at 
the same time. If one thread 
breaks first --  either from the 
bobbin or spool -- it is too 
tight.

To test whether the stitch­
ing stays smooth and flat or 
puckers, wash a fabric scrap 
and examine it when dry. Then 
you will know for sure if the 
machine needs adjustment.

As tlR April days grow warm­
er, the list of gardening things 
to be done immediately, grows 
steadily longer. Although the 
vegetable garden and a few re­
liable perennials may take up 
the largest part of your gar­
den, you will want to leave 
room for as many annuals as 
possible. Annuals fill in the 
spaces between , newly set 
shrubs, take away the bare look 
of a new house and provide the 
renting householder with a gar­
den as lovely as the permanent 
resident.

Since annuals complete their 
entire life-cycle in one season 
they are rapid growers and 
usually prefer to be planted to 
a permanent location. Beds

should be dug deeply, with as 
much organic matter such as 
compost or peat moss added 
as possible and the soil thor­
oughly worked until finely pul­
verised. It is better to plant 
the seed in rows so the tiny 
new flower plants are not mis­
taken for weeds. When a fur­
row is  made, water can be 
poured along it before plant­
ing the seeds to aid prompt 
germination. Covering annual 
seed too deeply is  often the 
cause of failure to germinate. 
Very fine seed should not be 
covered at all, but patted very 

into the soil. Seeds a
little larger carf be lightly cov­
ered and la rg ^  seeds should
be covered jusf enough so they 
can’t be seen am the soil firm ­
ed over them. When plants 
are about three Inches h i^ ,  
they must be thinned according 
to directions on the packet. 
This is best done on a drizzly 
day if possible, if not, water 
the row well before beginning. 
If you just can’t bear to throw 
away the extra plants, they can 
generally be transplanted to 
another part of your garden if 
they are well watered and pro­
tected from hot sun and wi» 
for a few days. By carefu 
selection the annuals in your 
garden will provide summeti 
long color to the flower beds, 
lovely fragrances and an atxui- 
dance of cut flc))vers for the 
house.
