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Pejitio Ulcer 
Tendency Found

A few years ago there was much 
controversy between physicians and 
surgeons as to which was the host 
treatment for ulcer of the small in- 1 
testine— peptic ulcer. Plrysicians 
were able to show that by resting 
the stomach as much as possible, i 
by use of soft foods and preientlng 
formation of too much acid digestive 
juice, many cures were obtained. 
Surgeons, on tit* otlier hand, ad­
vised o n*w opening from stomach 
to small intesune.

Recently a physician discussing 
peptic ulcer with a (prominent sur­
geon, head of a surgical service in 
a large hospital, was surprised to 
hear th* surgeon say “1 don't op­
erate on as many cases of peptic ul- J 
cer ns I did some years ago, as you 
medical men ar* curing and pre­
venting tins coqdiUpn. Of course, 
when meim'M’ frpatrhent nrfls, I still 
operate and also have to operate 
when an ulcer has healed but has 
left a mass of schr tissue blocking 
the passage of food from the stom- 

(ach to stball intestine *’
The reason that more cures ar* 

being obfntned by medtema, and 
fewer operations are being per­
formed. is thnt both physicians and i 
surgeons now realize that it is rot 
the ulcer that needs to b* treated 
but the patient himself.

No Treatment All-lnrlustve.
Dr Joseph Daly, Toronto, In the 

Canadian Medical Association Jour­
nal, state* that it is now admitted 
that no treatment is suitable for alt 
peptic ulcers. “ The physician no 
longer aims to treat tbe ulcer but to 
direct the management of the pa­
tient who has an ulcer diathesis 
(predisposition or tendency to ul­
cer) and the surgeon confines his ef­
forts to correcting the complications 
that arise during the course of the 
diycoae "
