Caprock, the second semi-
dwarf or ‘‘shorty’’ wheat de-
veloped by Texas A&M Univer-
sity plant breeders, will be
available to Texas growers
after the 1969 harvest,

TAMU'’s Sturdy wheat, the
first hard red winter variety
with short stature, was released
to growers in 19666, Dr, I,
M, Atkins, Small Grains Seec-
tion Leader at A&M, said more
than 200,000 acres of Sturday
are already being grown in Tex-
as and Oklahoma,

Caprock and Sturdy, along
with many other high y{eldlng,
high quality varieties, werede-
veloped in the Texas Agruicul-
tural Experiment Station wheat
research program, Atkins said,
Among these are Tascosa, Cad-
do, Crockett, Quanah and Mil-
am, giving growers adapted
varieties for all sections of
the state, Tascosa alone is
now grown on more than 1
million Texas acres,

Caprock and Sturdy are sis-
ter strains developed by TAMU
Plant Breeders Atkins, Dr, K,
D. Porter, K, A, Lahr and Da,
O, G. Merkle in cooperation
with the U, S, Department of
Agriculture, The varieties
were produced from a cross
made by Atkins in 1951, Sub-
sequent breeding and selection
wer- done at Denton, Chﬂlicothe
and Bushland,

‘“Development of a new wheat
variety often takes 12 to 15
years to test and release, "
Atkins pointed out,

He said Caprock is best
adapted to irrigated areas of
the Texas High Plains, where
it has out-yielded Sturdy by
about 10 bushels per acre and
weighted a half pound higher
in test weight, Both do equally
well in the Rolling Plains, but
Sturdy yeilds better in Central
Texas,

Plant characters are nearly
identical in Caprockand Sturdy,
Both have short, strong straw
which will stand under heavy
grain loads, Many of the head
spikelets have three or four
grains per spilelet or ‘‘mesh,”

Plants of the varieties

shorter than tall wheat types
previously grown,

In large scale {plantlngs last
year, two fields of Sturdy made
78 bushels per acre, Atkins
said, Eight fields, totallmg
604 acres, produced more than
80 bushels per care, and one
300-acre field, 69 bushels an
acre,

“When we fully learn how to
use these new wheats, we may
be able to produce 100 bushels
per acre under some con-
ditions,’’ the agronomist said,

Studies by Pat A, Rich at the
Texas A&M University Agri-
cultural Research Station at
Denton show that shorty wheats
like Sturdy and Caprock use
fertilizer more efficiently than
do tall wheats, Plant food ele-

‘mepts are used to produce grain

instead of straw,

Excessive straw, Atkins ex-
plained, is sometimes a dis-
posal problem in preparation
for the next crop.

Crop management studies at
the Texas Research Foundation
near Renner also have shown
that TAMU’s Sturdy produces
top wheat yields,

Caprock and Sturdy are suit~
able for production of bakery.
flour, Sturdy was approved by
the Crop Quality Council after
testing in 25-bushel seed lots,
Atkins pointed out, Caprock is
equal in all quality characteris-
tics to Sturdy,

Biggest organized plan in
Texas history--to fight crime-
is in the approval stage, with
early approval anticipated,

Plan was submitted last
month to the U, S, Depart-
ment of Justice by Governor
Preston Smith’s Criminal Jus-
tice Council,

With approval will g $1.1
millon in action grants to state
and local units of government
for brand new approaches to the
war on crime,

An initial planning grant
of $830,350 started the action,
and 3255,000 more was freed
for the purchase of riot con-

trol equipmeat, If this pro-
gram is successful and contin-
ued, $11 million more in fed-
eral aid will go to Texas in
federal fiscal year 1970,

Plans of cities and regions
were cleared through the Crim-
inal Justice Office for inclu-
sion in a statewide approach,
Experts in crime prevention,
apprehension. trials, sentenc-
ing, correction  pardons and
parols participated in the draft-
ing of the overall program,

Work proceeds under federal
Omnibus Crime Control and
Safe Streets acts of 1968,

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ROADBLOCK TO PROGRESS

One of the most serious threats to both private
and commercial construction is a measure now be-
ing considered in Congress. It is the so-called situs-
picketing bill (H.R.100), which would virtually
“immunize’ secondary boyecott and picketing ac-
tivities.

In a statement to a congressional subcommittee,
the National Association of Manufacturers said the
proposed legislation would intensify “the already
excessive power of the construction unions by ex-
panding the impact area of labor disputes, contrary
to present labor policy.”

A further breach in the barriers against secondary
boycotts will add significantly to the imbalance of
the bargaining table and can only increase industrial
strife and inflationary wage settlements.

In 1968 the median wage increase for the con-
struction industry was approximately three times
that in all other industries. The proposed legislation
would enable unions to create even more chaos in
the construction industry.

Today commercial construction expansion is
needed to create more jobs, and private building
should be accelerated greatly to provide more
homes. Passage of the situs-picketing bill would
seriously hamper these worthy objectives.

I announced last March that

The administration is now
laying the ground work to re-
open arms control talks with
the Soviet Union, and I believe

The Safeguard system re-
commended by the President
calls for initial deployment of
ABMs to protectour land-based
retaliatory  inter-continental
ballistic missiles, Our ICBMS
play a major role in our capa-
bility to deter the threat of an
enemy nuclear attack, by pre-
senting an equal counter-threat
of our own imma=diate and de-
vastating retaliation,

The Soviet Union is now de-

oying a number of gigantic
CBMs called the SS-9, The
size of these weapons indicates
that they are designed to attack
our ICBMs with the hope of
neutralizing them inside their
underground silos, The SS-9
is so huge that it would be
wasteful to launch it against a
populated area, A whole city
can easily be wiped out with a
much smaller weapon,

Senate debate on the ABM
will begin in earnest sometime
after the Independence Day
week-end recess,

I believe the eventual Senate
vote will endorse the Presi-
dents’ request for the Safeguard
system, but only by a narrow
margin--maybe one or two
votes, 1 believe the Senate en-
dorsement will be followed in
the House of Representatives
by a much wider margin of
victory,

There has been considerable
discussion recently of another
aspect of nuclear capability
which is likely to gain much
more attention during the ABM
debate,

That is the Multiple Indepen-
dently-targeted Re-entry Ve-
hicle, know by the acronym
MIRV.

MIRYV isa productofadvanced
technology which presents some
extremely diffucult issues,
MIRV allows a single attack
missile to deliver several nu-
clear bombs, one on each of
several targets, The larger
the missile, the more indivi-
dually-targeted nuclear bombs
could be delivered by the mis-
sile, When perfected, MIRV
can be expected to increase
the destructive capability of a
nuclear attack several times
over,

Also, MIRV tends to thwart
intelligence estimates of an
enemy attack bility, As
you know, the Soviets have long
resisted our efforts to insure
on-the-site inspections in con-
nection with any arms control
agreement, Our intelligence
gathering capaility has been
rapidly increasing over the past

several years, however, and I
had hoped that these capabilities
might soon reach the stage
where on-site inspections would
no longer be necessary,

Chairman W, R, (Bob) Poage,
D-Tex,, of the House Commit-
tee on Agriculture declared
today that present farm price
support programs must be con-
tinued substantially unchanged
or else American consumers
ultimately will have to pay more
for the food and clothing they
buy,

In an address to the Hearne
Rotary Club, the Central Texas
Congressman pointed out that
only with supports have pro-
ducers been able to finance the
necessary use of modern farm
techniques, equipment and
items such as insecticides and
pesticides,

With these aides, he con-
tinued, farmers have been able
to produce with such efficiency
and abundance that the Ameri-
can consumer now uses only
17.2 percent of his disposable
net income for food, as com-
pared with 25 percent by con-
sumers in Western Europe and
40 percent to 50 percent by
Russians, After observing that
some major crops now bring the
producer only about half what
he received for them 20 years
ago, while prices he pays for
various items that go into pro-
duction have doubled and tre-
bled, Poage said:

“‘Is it not clear that the far-
mer must therefore either con-
tinue to receive substantial
government aid or that he will
produce less and the consumer
will pay more?

“But millions of our urban
people and hundreds of their
Representative s in Congress
don’t understand these simple
economic facts, They at least
seem to believe that they can
have their cake and eat it too,
They seem to think that we can
keep farm prices below the cost
of production, and that some-
how the farmer will be able
to go on buying tractors, truck,

fertilizers and poison,”’
Unless there is a freeze on
wages, prices, profits and in-
terest, thus denying Americans
of the opportunity of self im-
provement, the farmer must be

given a way to pay for his
increased production costs, the
Committee Chairman said.

He declared the present farm
program is ‘‘far from perfect’
but is the best yet devised to
balance production with de-
mand, stabilizing the economy
and helping consumers as well
as producers,

““Certain Congressmen have
urged that all farm payments
be limited to $20,000 per far-
mer, and the House votedover-
whelmingly to enforce such a
cut,”” Poage added,

If this stands up in the Se-
nage, we will be faced with a
situation where most large pro-
ducers simply won’t be able to
afford to go into the farm pro-
grams, If they stay out, how
do we achieve the needed bal-
ance between production and
consumption?

“Of course, we could make
more drastic cuts in the acre-
age of the very small farms--
the very people for whom the
Eastern politicians shed such
copious tears--but I doubt that
we could ever enforce enough
cuts on the small producers to
give us the needed balance -
and certainly we don’t want to,

“Actually, it would but des-
troy our farm programs just
as completely as it would de-
stroy the slum clearance pro-
grams of the cities to say
that we could not buy any pro-
perty where we were going fo

y one landlord more than
gg0,000 for his property,”’

Emphasizing the perplexity of
the farm legislative problem,
Poage noted that urban district
Congressmen so dominate the
Congress that they determine
what becomes law, He noted
that of the 435 Members of
the House, only 31 are from dis-
