Precinct #4 includes all area
north of Main Street from the
east city limits to the Leon
River on the West, Precinct
#3 includes the area south of
Main Street in side a line west
on Main to seveiithStreet, South
of Seventh to College, east on
College to Foust Street south
on Foust on South Street east
on South stteet to Live Oak,
north on Live Oak to Bridge,
east on Bride to High 36, and
south on 36 to FM 107,

(All area inside the loop is
included in Precinct #3, By
imagining you were driving ac-
cording to the above instruc-
tions , if you live to the left
of the street inside the loop,
yo u would be in Precinct #3
It is a shame it is so compli-
cated,)

in West Gatesville, west of the
Leon River and all area west

cords and file refund claims
for broad spectrum antibiotics
purchased during the years1954
through 1966,

August 16, 1969, is the dead-
line for mailing a notarized
claim to the Clerk, United States
District Court, P, O, Box 745
Bronx, New York, 10451,

Texas consumers will re-
ceive a share of $100 mil-
lion offered by five large drug
manufacturers in settlement of
multiple civil antitrust actions
filed against them by Martin
and the Attorneys General of
other states,

Forms may be picked up at
the County Clerk’s office in
each Texas county, Many news-
papers are also printing copies
of the form which can be used

by consumers,

The drugs involved are Aure-
omycin, Terramycin, Achro-
mycin,  Mysteclin, Panalba,
Panmycin, Polycycline, Steclin,
Tetracyn and Tetrex,

If a person fails to file a
claim, it will constitute author-
ization to use the money re-
covered in his behalf for the
benefit of all consumers in a
manner directed by the Fed-
eral Court,

‘““Thousands of Texans are
eligible to make claims and
I hope they willavail themselves
of the opportunity,” the At-
torney General said, “‘The
form is a simple one, provid-
ing for estimates of the total
dollar amount a consumer pur-
chased and the names and ad-
dresses of the drugstores where
the purchases were made in
the years 1955-1966,

No. 6, - Authorizing remov-
al of = constitutional interest-
rate ' limitations on certain
bonds subject to limitations im-
posed by the legislature,

No. 7 - Poviding for pay-
ment of assistance to surviv-
ing spouses and minor chil-
dren of governmental officers,
employees and agents, includ-
ing members of organized fire
departments and certainorzan-
ized police reserve units; who
have hazardous duties and are
killed in the performance of
those duties,

No, 8 - Authorizing the leg-
islature to provide for addi-
tional loans to students at in-
stitutions of higher education
under The Texas Opportunity
Plan,

No, 9 - Providing for annual .

sessions of the Texas Legis-
lature,

What relationship they have with parents is very little, They
see each other on a daily basis, but only from five to seven
in the evening, These visits are kept private between parent
and child, but the visits are strictly for recreation, All prob-
lems the child has is taken to the metapelet or to the kibbutz
education committee,

There may be some good in this child care plan, still being
used, but I fail to see it,
