Today, tax reform is a ma-
jor subject all over America,
Here in Washington, the Sen-
ate Finance Committee is now
conducting hearin’s on tax re-
form proposals, »

Most of these proposals deal
with special interestprovisions
in the tax laws, There are many
loopholes which need closing,
but there is also a greater need
to - provide real tax relief for
the average wage earner of this
country, Most of the discussion
is over closing loopholes, or
over which tax exemption is a
loophole and which is not, But
there has been little discussion
s0 far of genuine tax relief for
the people,

To provide some of this
needed relief, I have introduced
an amendment to the tax bill
which passed the House of Repr-
sentatives and is now pendingin
the Senate,My amendment would
increase the personal exemp-
tion on income taxes from the
present $600 a year to $1,200 a
year,

It wasdisappointing to me that
neither the House of Represen-
tatives bill nor the President’s
tax proposals included any in-

crease in the personal exemp-
tion, 2

An increase in the personal
exemption would mean that
many poor families would not
have to pay an income tax, As
things stand now, a family of
four with a yearly income of
$3,400 a year is considered in
the poverty bracket, Yet this
same family of four must pay
an income tax,

An increase in the personal
exemption is essential if we
really want tax reform, It is
the surest and quickest way to
give the middle income and the
low income taxpayer relief from
their heavy burden of taxes,

The government is taxing
people who are not making
enough money to provide them-
selves witha minimum standard
of living, Through our taxlaws
we take away from these people
money they could use to buy food
or clothing then we turn around
and set up a program to see that
they get food,

An increase in the personal

Tower Favors
Draft Revision

I believe we have been in
need of revision of our military
draft laws for some time, and I
am pleased to be able to re-
port to you now that major re-
form in our selective service
system is in sight,

I proposed draftreform leg-
islation last year and intro-
duced my proposal again at the
first of this year, Last spring
the administration asked Con-
gress to pass legislation quite
similar to that which I had
introduced,

While the press of other leg-
islative business in Congressis
likely to prevent passage of a
draft reform bill this year, I
welcome the administration’s
recent decision to proceed with
plans to revise our selective
service system through execu-
tive order,

The administrative branch of
our federal government has al-
ways had the power to make
changes in our selective ser-
vice system but has until re-
cently been hesitant to act,

In brief, the administration
appears ready to institute es-
sentially the same changes I
put forward when I introduced
my bills,

In addition, the administra-
tion has also expressed a de-
sire to establish a lottery to

rovide a system of random se-
ection among those young men
of prime eligibility when the
number of such young men ex-
ceed our nation’s military man~-
power requirements,

I am not opposed to a lottery
system but current legislation
prohibits the administration
from establishing: such a sys-
tem without Congressional ac-
tion even though it is free to
make the other desired changes,

Secretary Laird has said that
if Congress fails to act to re-
move the restriction against a
lottery system this year, the
administration will institute a-
nother selection method allow-
able under existing law which
the administration calls the
Moving Age Group,

Under this system, each
young man would experience
prime vulnerability to the draft
for a 12-month period beginnin
at age 19 or uﬁon expiration o
a student or other type of defer-
ment, During the first year of
operatiion, men classified 1-A
who are 20 through 25 years of
age would also be included,

Draftees would then be selec~
ted each month from among
those who are then experiencing
their 12 months of prime vul-
nerability,

Each month, the individuals
who have been in the prime vul-
nerability pool the longest time
would be selected, But also,
each month the day of the month
used for determining the exact
12-month period of prime vul-
nerability would be changed ad-
ministratively, Thus a degree
of change would be injected into
the system without the actual
use of a lottery,

As you can tell, the Moving
Age Group system is complex
and would be difficult to admin-
ister, It wouldbe much simpler
to institute a fair method of
genuine random selection from
a pool in which each individual
would remain for onlyone year,

Due to the protracted period
of time required for Senate pas-
sage of the military procure-
ment bill earlier this year, the
Senate Armed Services com-
mittee, of whichlam a member,
is only just now getting ready to
begin sessions on the military
construction authorization bill,
This means the committee will
have no time this year for an
exhaustive study of a draft re-
form plan,

The House, however, mayact
this Kear to afProve legislation
which would lift the existing re-
striction against establishment
of a lottery system by executive
order, If the House passes leg-
islation confined only to the re-
moval of that restriction, the
Senate Armed Services Com-
mittee would be able to act on
it quickly and seek Senate ap-
proval as well,

I am hopeful that this limited
legislation will be passed by
Congress this year,

It is of primary importance of
course that our draft system be
revised as soon aspossible to at
least limit the period of prime
vulnerability to a single year,
and I welcome the administra-
tion’s announcement that it will
establish the revision early next
year by executive order if nec~
essary,

The current draft system for- .

ces our young men to remuin
susceptible to the draft for 25
long as seven years, Thisspan
of years prohibits our young
men from planning their futures
with certainty exactly at the
time in which they are facin
the most momentous choices 0
their lives,

I believe that a young man
should be able to plan for his
education, to plan for the start
of his career, and the beginning
of married life - free of the fear
of sudden and drastic alteration
due to military induction, Now
that is why I so strongly favor
limiting the time of prime draft
vulnerability from seven yea:s
to one,
