LEARN TO WATER
WITHOUT THE WATER

SK1

You can learn to water ski with-
out getting wet, according to Tom
Dorwin, former midwest champion
and advisor to Evinrude Motors.
v Porwin recommends the “dry-
land technique” as the fastest way
for. beginners to learn this thrilling
and. challenging water sport. The
technique simulates actual skiing,
giing you the feel of skiing and
instilling confidence in your ability
4 get up on skis.

With the help of a friend, prefer-
ably an experienced skier, you can
léarn the basics in a few minutes.
A)-you need is a pair of water skis
amd a tow line.

Take a few deep knee bends
fofe. you begin. It will loosen up
your muscles and sharpen your
sense of balance.

Next, put on your skis. Ski bind-
ings are two pieces of molded rub-
ber, The front piece is stationary;
the. heel piece slides forward on
runners for a snug, comfortable fit.
If you are near the water, you can
wet the bindings and your feet. Your
feer will slide into place easier when
wet.

‘Grasp the tow line handle while
your instructor holds onto the tow
line. He should be about six to eight
feet away. Lower yourself into a sit-
ting position. The skis should be
positioned about six inches apart
your knees together and arms out-
stretched. If done correctly, the tow
line handle will be in front of your
knees. This simulates your starting
position in the water.

Now, have your instructor pull
you into the (lan(lmg position. I\ccr
your knees slightly flexed. The feel-
ing is the same you will experience
when an outboard boat pulls you
to the surface.

Don’t try and stand up. Let your
instructor do all the work. Repeat
the process several times.

fishing. These coolers serve the pur
pose both for drink and food. It is
natural that they would keep bever-
ages cool, but they do more than
that with food.

For instance, the most common
snack aboard a boat is sandwiches.
Unlike the soggy sandwiches in the
school lunch bucket, those from a
cooler have crisp lettuce and firm
tomatoes, Meats, cheeses and other
materials used to prepare snacks can
also be kept fresh and cold in the
cooler.

Breads, cakes or cookies should
be kept in tight containers and then
placed in the cooler where they will
stay fresh and retain their flavor.
But keep them in a water-tight
container so they don’t’ absorb the
moisture of the cooler,
