ing the 2006-07 school
year.

This was the second
year for the drug testing
program, which was insti-

Volunteer firefighters
keep blaze to 350 acres

A discarded cigarette
apparently proved to be
all the fuel needed to
ignite a grass fire that
consumed 350 acres
northwest of Big Spring

Thursday.
Howard County
Volunteer Firefighters

were called to the scene of
the blaze, approximately
nine miles west of Big

Spring, early 'I‘hursday‘

afternoon.

Volunteer Chief Tommy
Sullivan said that it
appears that a motorist
on Highway 176 discarded
a cigarette along the road-
way, causing the fire.

Seven volunteer fire-
fighter units were quickly
on the scene and ended
up battling the blaze for

more than three hours,
Sullivan said.

No injuries or signifi-
cant property damage
was reported.

As bad as the fire was,
it could have
been much
Worse,
Sullivan said.

“Conditions
are just right
for grass
fires,” he said.
“If we hadn’t
been able to
get units out
there really fast, we
would have been in trou-
ble.”

Firefighters were assist-
ed in their efforts by the
presence of several oil-
field roads in the area,

The number of positive
tests, which represented 3
percent of all drug tests
administered in the dis-
trict last year, was
enough to convince offi-
cials to tighten the penal-
ties for first time offend-
ers earlier this year.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Senate passed an
emergency spending bill
Thursday that would
reimburse Texas coun-
ties for hurricane costs
and pay for National
Guard troops on the bor-
der.

The 98-1 vote sends the

The
House passed the bill
Tuesday. Most of the
money will go to the war
in Iraq and other over-
seas military operations.

Texas lawmakers react-
ed angrily in February
when Bush’s request did
not include money
specifically for hurricane
relief for Texas, which
absorbed hundreds of
thousands . of evacuees
from Hurricane Katrina
in August and took a
direct hit from Rita less
than a month later.

Teacher incentive pay
was mandated by the
Texas Legislature in its
recent education finance
reform bill. Two pro-

As a result of their status, these
individuals are entitled to say any-
thing they want, not just as a mat-
ter of free speech, which no one
would dispute, but with full
immunity from criticism. Their
actions and statements cannot be
challenged, no matter how ludi-
crous, no matter how destructive.

The New York Times columnist
Maureen Dowd said as much
when she wrote that it's “inhu-
mane” for Bush not “to under-
stand that the moral authority of
parents who bury children killed
in Iraq is absolute” (cited by
Coulter, p. 127).

Sorry, but that presumably well-
meaning statement is just flat
wrong, and wrongheaded. If it
were true, we could delegate
authority over the nuclear “foot-
ball” to grieving parents of sol-
diers killed in action and let them

unleash our ICBMs (intercontinen-
tal ballistic missiles) on suspected
terrorist strongholds. Forget “col-
lateral damage,” their moral 4
authority is absolute.

Let’s start out with the truism
that Cindy Sheehan and the 9/11
widows are entitled to an abun-
dance of sympathy because of
their losses. Perhaps they should
even be given some slack for say-
ing offensive things in the height
of their grief.

But what about when they delib-
erately and repeatedly inject them-
selves into the public vortex by
issuing vitriolic, malicious slander
against the president of the United
States, such as calling President
Bush a terrorist, or embracing for-
eign, America-hating dictators like

"Hugo Chavez? Do Americans have

a right to call them on it? Can
Sheehan or the “Jersey Girls” say
anything, no matter how detri-
mental to America’s image or
national interest, without fear of
contradiction?

Should we nod with feigned
approval at the irresponsible state-
ments of Congressman John
Murtha or Senator John Kerry
because they were in combat?
Conversely, should those with no
military background be foreclosed
from the public debate on the war,
as “chicken hawks”?
Preposterously, liberals answer
yes to both questions.

But the more important point is:
Liberals don’t really believe that
the opinions of veterans or family
members of war victims are enti-
tled to deference or “absolute
moral authority.”

As usual, the liberals’ outrage is
highly selective. It is not the peo-
ple or their circumstances that are
sacrosanct, but their liberal posi-
tions. Liberals accorded none of
their precious war-hero deference
to John O’Neill and the Swift Boat
Veterans for Truth. Indeed, they
called them liars - when they
weren’t — and much worse. They
have savaged combat-decorated
Marine Ollie North. They have no
use ‘or retired generals supporting

Defense Secretary Donald
Rumsfeld. Not on their lives would
they defend 9/11 widows or moth-
ers of war victims in support of
President Bush's war effort.

Nor is it harshness, offensive-
ness or insulting tones that bother
them; otherwise, they’d have to
denounce 90 percent of the
Democratic Party’s leadership for
the vicious slander they’'ve hurled
at George W. Bush for six years or
at Justice Clarence Thomas. They
would excommunicate from their
movement cartoonists for their
racist depictions of Secretary of
State Condoleezza Rice. They
would condemn Michael Moore
and the entire lineup at Air L
America. And they would be out-
raged at the defamatory drumbeat
against Ann Coulter herself and
portray her as a victim. One
major newspaper called her book
“pornography,” a. magazine called
for her to kill herself, a major
news anchor said she had tram-
pled on something “sacred,” and
New York Daily News featured
her on the cover as “Coulter the
Cruel.”

Coulter’s comments pale in com-
parison to the nastiness that rou-
tinely comes out of liberals’
mouths about conservatives, as
when Sen. Harry Reid called
President Bush a liar and Alan
Greenspan a hack. So please,
spare us the indignation.

What really bothers most liber-
als is not Ann Coulter’s tone, but
the substance of her criticisms.
You dare not challenge liberal
orthodoxy; otherwise, you are fair
game for the very kind of mis-
treatment, abuse and intolerance
they profess to.decry in others. All
of which further proves the thesis
of Ann’s book: Liberalism is a reli-
gion whose sacred tenets may not
be challenged; for some, it might
even be a cult.

Moms rush in where Bush fears to tread

en scientists finally
discover a cure for

Whom might we thank, at least
in part, if and when these great
advances are made?

I nominate two New York momes:
Susan Solomon and Mary
Elizabeth Bunzel. Spurred by their
sons’ juvenile diabetes, these
ladies managed to round up a
dream team of top-notch scientists.
Then, last month, they opened the
country'’s first independent, non-
profit stem cell research lab. The
lab is dedicated to precisely the
kind of cutting-edge medical
research Bush brought to a near
standstill five years ago, leaving
sick people and their loved ones in

the lurch.
“It’s as if someone said, ‘We can
treat your cancer — but only with

"the drugs that were available in

August, 2001,”” says Solomon of
the executive order signed by
Bush.

That order banned federal fund-
ing for the study of new human
stem cell lines. (Stem cells are
cells so young and unformed that
they have not yet differentiated
into the cells that will form, say, a
heart or a pancreas. Scientists
study their growth to see at what
point a disease develops. They also
hope to grow these cells into
healthy replacements for those
damaged by illness or injury.)

It all sounds very promising. But
the Bush ban has had what Harold
Varmus, president of Memorial
Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center,
calls a “chilling effect.”

Some grad students started
avoiding the field, says the Nobel
laureate, knowing that they would-
n’t be able to get federal grants.
Some institutions did the same. °
The dampening effect was so great
that even in New York, a city of
more than 25,000 scientists,
Varmus estimates there are only
30-50 labs studying new stem cell
lines.

This was driving the two moms
crazy.

“We looked at each other and

said, ‘This is ridiculous!”” recalls
Solomon, who quit her media con-
sulting job to start the New York
Stem Cell Foundation.

After she and Bunzel figured out
the big names in the field, they
started inviting them to confer-
ences. The idea was to rekindle
excitement about a field in danger
of stagnating.

“These interactions were
extremely effective,” says Varmus.
So were the moms. “We called

everyone we know,” says
Solomon, and hit them up for
money. It took less than $10 mil-
lion to open the lab that now
serves as a safe haven for scien-
tists — in an undisclosed location.

Call it an underground railroad
for stem celi research.

The lab’s first project?
Understandably, it’s a study of dia-
betes. The moms deserve that
much. After all, they have given
the city, and science, and all of us
who will ever be touched by ill-
ness, so much more.

No thanks to Bush.

‘Big Ben’ released from hospital, should be fine

- Steelers quarterback
suffers minor injuries
after cycle accident

PITTSBURGH —
Steelers star Ben
Roethlisberger was

released from the hospital
after being treated for
facial injuries from a
bloody motorcycle acci-
dent two days earlier.
Roethlisberger left
Mercy Hospital
Wednesday night a little
before midnight. It was
unclear where he went,
team spokesman Dave

Lockett said.

A second round of tests
again showed no brain
injuries, although the
quarterback has a concus-
sion, broken jaw and nose
from : the accident in
which his motorcycle col-
lided with a car at an
intersection Monday
morning.

Roethlisberger got out
of his bed to greet visitors
Wednesday, less than 48
hours after being admit-
ted to the hospital only a
few blocks from the crash
site.

Players who visited said
he is upbeat, and they are
convinced he will be back

quickly and with no
diminished skills.
Counting the playoffs, the
Steelers have a 274
record with
Roethlisberger at quarter-
back and have advanced
to two AFC championship
games and won a Super
Bowl during his two sea-
sons as a starter.

His release was kept a
secret from the
Pittsburgh media, which
has stationed reporters
and cameras at the hospi-
tal each day. The hospital
released a statement say-
ing that it “respected the
wishes and privacy of Mr.
Roethlisberger and his
