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City putting together
budget to ‘be proud of’

The Big Spring City Council wrapped
up day one of its annual budget work-
shop Monday night, having reviewed
the general fund portion of the fiscal
plan.

“It seems like we finished this up just
a couple of months ago,” City Manager
Gary Fuqua said with a laugh. “And
here we are again. This is one of the
most complicated budgets we've ever
put together because of all the variables

involved, including gasoline and mater-
ial prices.”

According to Fuqua, prices on materi-
als have skyrocketed over the past sev-
eral years, with pipe posting a 38 per-
cent cost increase, fuel up an estimated
69.5 percent and asphalt up approxi-
mately 150 percent.

“The cost increases are considerable,”
said Fuqua, “especially when you look
at our revenues. Property tax is up 7.4
percent, but it’s really sales tax that has
saved us. It's up 19.9 percent. That
should give you some idea of what a
challenge putting the budget together

has been this year.”

The council gave nods to several gen-
eral fund expenditures, including:

 $26,000 for playground equipment for
Birdwell Lane Park.

e $326,163 in cost of living and merit
pay scale raises.

« $200,000 for the city’s water line
replacement program.

Fuqua said one of the most lucrative
programs instituted by the council —
both from a monetary and labor stand-
point — has been the city’s water line

Commissioners hopeful they can give employees an across-the-board wage increase

Despite higher-than-expected
tax valuations, Howard County
commissioners may yet have
their hands full when it comes
to balancing a 2006-2007 budget.

During a special budget work-
shop Monday morning, com-
missioners got both good and
bad news concerning the bud-
get and subsequent tax rate.

“I'll be certifying these num-
bers July 26,” said Brett
McKibben, chief appraiser for
the Howard County Appraisal
District. “You’re going to be up

considerably frorh last year. I

can’'t give you a true number
until after that last board hear-
ing because we're still in the
equalization phase.

“Right now the housing mar-
ket is a seller’s market. The val-
ues of our houses are going up.
Apartments seem to be going
for more. We only have about
16 different apartment complex-
es, and one has sold twice with-
in the last year and a half;, we
had two sell last year and one is
in closing right now. We’'re
finally seeing our market start
to go up, and as long as that

Overcrowding and
understaffing at the coun-
ty jail were among the hot
topics discussed by the
Howard County
Commissioner’s Court
during a special Monday
morning budget work-
shop. .

While the court contin-
ues to struggle with the
two-pronged dilemma —

how to design, construct
and finance a new jail
facility while keeping the
Texas Commission on
Jail Standards from clos-
ing the existing jail —
Sheriff Dale Walker
pleaded with the court for
more jailers.:

“I'm asking for three
more full-time jailers.
This may sound famil-
iar,” said Walker, who
has brought similar
requests before the court
several times previously.
“The state jail commis-
sion is recommending
that we have a staff of

three on shift in the jail
24 hours a day and seven
days a week. We don’t
have a problem doing that
on days and evenings, but
during the night shift we
have two jailers.

“In the event of an
emergency that requires
an evacuation, we learned
through our drill it’s just
not going to happen
unless you have three
people. Your times for
evacuation are going to
g0 up and count against
times for smoke inhala-
tion ... Just to get the job
done it requires three
people.”

Walker also requested
funding for a transport
vehicle — approximately
$35,000 — to relay
inmates being housed out
of Howard County to var-
ious court proceedings
and other necessary
activities.

Of course, transporting
inmates is just one prob-
lem the jail faces in hous-
ing prisoners in places
such as Dickens County.

“It just can’t be predict-
ed. Dickens County is full
here and there; some-
times they are open and
sometimes they are
closed,” said Walker. “In
the last couple of weeks,
we've had several occa-
sions where they had no
beds for us.

“This weekend was one

~ of those times, and we

rose up to 47 inmates in
the jail, when we had it
down to about 34 or 36
when we left Friday. As a
reminder, we're only sup-
posed to hold 40, but
there’s no place to put
them.

“We’ve put out the word
that we need bed space,
especially for female
inmates,” he added. “We
have a contract that has
come in from Bailey
County (Muleshoe) ... and
that may be one option
for females. However,
they do not transport the
inmates.”

“I'd like to see if we can
get by with the one new

jailer,” said
Commissioner Jerry
Kilgore.

“Get by who?” asked
Commissioner Bill

Crooker. “Get by the jail
commission? How do you
expect to get by the jail
commission with this?”

Initially, commissioners
agreed to provide for a
single new jailer position
— expected to cost the
county $30 per year — in
the budget. However,
after discussion, the court
instead decided to add
$38,000 for overtime pay
for existing jailers.

Commissioners also
approved $30,000 for a
new transport vehicle

Also during the budget
workshop, Walker
addressed the nightmare
facing the jail and its
staff should the Texas
Commission on Jail
Standards decide to shut
the facility down.

“There are a lot of peo-
ple who think if our jail
closes — for whatever
reason — the jail staff can

- be cut,” said Walker. “I

beg to differ. The only dif-
ference we would see in
the county if the jail was
forced to close is the
inmates wouldn’t sleep in
Howard County. You
would still be booking
inmates, bonding
inmates, and transporting
them, including doctor
appointments. You would
still have to bring them
for court.

“If this happened, I
think the jail staff would
have to increase. You
scatter 47 inmates across
the state of Texas for
whatever available bed
space you can find, you're
going to require people to
go get them and take
them back and forth con-
stantly. And you can’t
safely do that with one
jailer if you're transport-

-

ing four or five inmates,
S0 you're dnubung your
staff.”

Walker said the facility
is already operating on a
“skeleton crew,” using a
particular _ employee’s
current duties to illus-
trate the havoc closing
the jail would have.

“Let me just give you an
example,” said Walker.
“My bonding clerk,
Amanda Hernandez,
maintains all inmate time
accrual. And it’s hard for
her to do it with them
here and in Dickens
County. You start scatter-
ing inmates all over and
she’ll have to keep up
with them, wherever they
are.

“She’s also the inmate
commissary, so she takes
money and puts it on the
books for these inmates
daily, and when they get
transferred she has to get
the money and transfer it
with them. She’s also in
charge of arranging all
transports and inmate
bonding. It’s a handful
right here with the jail
open, and if you start
spreading them around
it’s going to be a night-
mare.”

Earlier this year, follow-
ing a meeting between
commissioners and repre-
sentatives of the Texas
Commission on Jail
Standards, the county
was given a 90-day dead-
line to present the com-
mission with a detailed
plan for correcting the
items currently out of
compliance.

That deadline is expect-
ed to end when county
officials travel to Austin
to meet with the commis-
sion once again Aug. 4.

“It's going to beat us to
death if we have to close
this jail,” said Walker.

“That’s not going to be
an issue because we’re
going to build a new jail,”

Should allow county to be covered 24 hours a day, Walker tells court

Howard County com-
missioners approved a
$250,000-plus increase in
the budget for ;

office Monday.

special budget Walker
workshop
Monday morning —

included items for the
sheriff’s office and the
county jail, according to
County Auditor Jackie
Olson.

“We've been working
short handed — what we
call a skeleton crew — for
what seems like forever,”
said Walker, “which
greatly effects our comp
time build up and it has
gotten to the point where
if we have to have one
deputy off, we have to call

another one in, and when
that second deputy comes
in he’s automatically on
comp time.

“It's impossible to
decrease comp time when
you’re in a situation
where you have to rob
Peter to pay Paul. It's
impossible. And it has
been building and build-
ing over time. It's impos-
sible to cut down until we
start adding personnel
until we have the proper
number to handle our
job.”

Walker said the addi-
tion of the two new
deputy positions would
help him and his office
provide better coverage in
the county.

“We've been operating
shorthanded for so long
we can only offer two
shifts,” said Walker. “We
have 10 deputies, which
includes a civil deputy
that does full time civil
duties althcugh he’s
counted as a deputy, and
CID (criminal investiga-

tion division) does their
shift.

“That leaves you with
eight deputies to cover
the entire county on
patrol calls, and it's
killing us. We have eight
guys that are supposed to
be providing. the citizens
with 24-hour coverage,
and we can’'t even do
that.”

Walker said the short-
age of deputies leaves a
serious gap in coverage of
the county, one criminals
recognize and exploit.

“We’'re running two
shifts, from 7 a.m. until 4
p.m. or 5 p.m., and then 5
p.m. until 2 a.m.,” said
Walker.
try to overlap them so we
have coverage until 4 a.m.

getting called out. It takes
time to get dressed and to
wake themselves up from
a deep sleep, and that
starts comp time as well.”

Despite Walker’s pleas,
commissioners decided
not to approve the two
deputy positions.

However, commission-
ers approved four new
vehicles for the sheriff’s
office, estimated at
$70,000; $10,000 for new
crime scene cameras,
repairs to video recording
systems in HCSO vehicles
estimated at $3,000; comp
time pay of $13,000; over-
time pay of $10,000; and a
raise of $2,000 per year for
the county’s chief jailer.

The court also approved
$150,000 for the sheriff’s
office budget to fund
future repairs at the
county jail.

Please make most
of sheriff’s offer
of free gun locks

t's time to pay attention ... this is important. If
you own firearms of any type, the Howard
County Sheriff’s Office is willing to provide you
with free gun locks for those weapons.

Please...please...please take the HCSO up on this
offer.

As we noted on our front page the other day, for
most Americans the idea of having a front door with-
out a lock would seem insane and we certainly should
think the same way when it comes to our firearms..

That’s why, for a fifth consecutive year, the sher-
iff’s office is offering free gun locks to local firearm
owners as part of a nationwide firearm safety pro-
gram.

Sheriff Dale Walker says he and his deputies keep a
box of the free gun locks in their office, and over the
past year have handed out hundreds of them to gun
owners. They also give them out at community
events, such as the Howard County Fair and neigh-
borhood watch meetings.

We find that commendable, as we do Project
ChildSafe — a program the sheriff’s office in partici-
pating in this year.

Walker said although the program is annually spon-
sored by Project ChildSafe, his office keeps the locks
on hand throughout the year.

“The locks can go on any firearm, so no one
has the excuse that it won’t fit, and if a child gets
access to the gun somehow, you know it will be
unloaded and unusable. This can prevent a lot of acci-
dental shootings.” :

And while the locks are a definite step in the right
direction for gun owners, we agree with the sheriff
when he reminds gun owners that it’s important to
remember the law. It is a crime to leave a firearm
within the reach of a child.

Sorry, world, soccer needs more

ike sports, but I'm not a
“sports guy” — you knew,
the fellow who listens to so
many sports-talk programs

that he has opinions about the
commentators, never mind the
players. I generally keep it basic:
Give me the classic duels of base-
ball, the high-speed chess of bas-
ketball, or the perfect Sunday
afternoon of beer, pizza and foot-
ball. American football.

But I'm enough of a
fan that I'll give any
sport a chance, espe-
cially when the best
are competing.
Olympics, Tour de
France, Wimbledon,
boxing, golf, extreme
sports — I'm game.
I've even tuned in to

the occasional RoserT
NASCAR race in an STEINBACK
as-yet futile effort to

figure out why people
enjoy watching cars go around in
circles.

So I watched several matches of
the 2006 FIFA World Cup with
genuine enthusiasm. And my ver-
dict is: I think I'd rather watch
cars go in circles.

Football — soccer, to us clueless
Americans — definitely is not my
sport, for the usual clueless-
American reasons: Too little scor-
ing, too few legitimate threats to
score. x

But fear not — I can fix the
world’s most popular sport with
three simple suggestions. And I
think I can do it without ruining
it for the rest of the world.

Consider the statistics. Only 147
goals were scored in the 64 World
Cup matches this year. That’s an
average of 2.3 goals per game —
both teams combined. At least one
team was shut out in 41 games, in

seven of those, neither team
scored. Thirteen games were
decided by scores of 1-0. In only
five games did both teams score as
many as two goals; of the 44 teams
that scored at least two goals in a
game, only two lost. All the losing
teams combined scored only 17
goals — meaning that scoring at .
all meant a team had a 77 percent
chance of winning or tying the
match.

In only six of the 57 games that
featured any scoring at all did the
team that gave up the first goal to
its opponent bounce back to win
in regulation time (two teams that
gave up the first goal tied the
score in regulation, then won on
penalty kicks). That means, not
counting penalty-kick victories,
the team that scored first lost only
11 percent of the time. That ren-
ders a football match more like an
0Old West gunfight: the first contes-
tant to hit the opposing target
almost surely wins.

I'm sorry, world — for all the
sport’s artistry and athleticism,
that’s simply too little scoring. So
here are the three suggestions this
clueless American recommends to
make soccer — I mean, football —
more exciting.

Change the off-side rule. Football
needs something akin to the fast-
break in basketball. But the rules
prohibit an attacking player who
isn’t controlling the ball from
being closer to the opponent’s goal
than any opposition player (not
including the goalkeeper). This
prevents a player from simply
positioning himself near the goalie
and waiting until his team can
shoot him a long pass, creating an
easy shot at the net. But it also
bogs the game down mercilessly,
preventing swifter players from
gaining advantage over slower

ones.
The change: Place a fixed off-side

line or arc on the field to function
as does the blue line in ice hock-
ey. The line should be far enough
from the goal to make a shot on
goal from beyond it possible but
difficult. Teams will be tempted to
leave extra attackers on the oppo-
nents’ side of the field in hopes of
a “fast-break,” but at the rigk of
having fewer defenders on its own
side. Either way, more scoring
opportunities should open up.

Employ a penalty box, as 1n ice
hockey. For any foul that now .
results in a direct free kick for the
opposition, give the opponent the
choice of taking the free kick or
sending the offending player to a
penalty box for five minutes. .
Playing with a temporary numeri-
cal advantage would make for
more exciting attacks.

Instead of penalty kicks deciding
tied knockout games, use one-
minute, three-on-three showdowns.
One team will have a goalie and
two defenders, the other, three
attackers — but only two attackers
can be inside the off-side line (see
change No. 1) at any time. The
attackers fail if they haven’t
scored in one minute, kick the
ball beyond the end line, or if the
goalie gains control of the ball.
Each team gets five three-on-three
chances, best of five wins. This
would be far more challenging
than boring penalty kicks.

There you have it, world. Now, if
you’ll excuse me, the second half
of the baseball season is under
way.

Parenting more than just having kids

y 2-year-old, Joshua,
! has taken to screaming
" whenever he doesn’t

- W get his way. He
employs this charming tactic
whenever we deny him something
he wants (like perhaps a third
cookie) and for.rea-
sons that make sense
only to him. His over-
ly-developed internal
sense of outrage trig-
gers his screams so
often that usually the
noise becomes an
annoyance in the
background, sort of
in the way that you
get used to sleeping
with traffic sounds
when you live in a
big city.

Still, although we have gotten
somewhat used to the noise, my
wife, Celine, and I have taken
some steps to show our son the
consequences of his behavior.
Screaming results in the loss of
privileges, the removal of toys and
being sent to “timeout” (a sort of
phantom zone for children that
despite it merely being a corner in
our living room, he really doesn’t
want to go to).

Aside from his horrific wailing
when we tell him not to throw his
toys at the window or not to poke
the cat, Joshua is a generally
charming child with advanced lan-
guage skills and an amusing per-
sonality.

Still, I can’t help but wonder
how Celine and I managed to
become parents without any sort
of training or preparation.

Driving a car or piloting a boat
requires a license and proof that

the person who intends to do those
things possesses some basic com-
petence. The vast majority of
skilled operations in life require
some training before just anyone
can do them, but having a kid
takes little more than two willing
people and maybe a Barry White
CD.

Simply being out in the world
and watching how people parent
their kids suggests that the job
requires some level of training. Go
to any supermarket, department
store or mall and you're likely to
see young Kids acting inappropri-
ately while their parents do noth-
ing to correct the behavior.

While it’s easy to blame the
lousy parents, perhaps we should
look at the world that made them
that way. We no longer stress,
manners, courtesy and respect for
our fellow man in school or the
world at large. Instead, we make
excuses for the bad behavior,
blaming the breakdown of the tra-
ditional family, both parents hav-
ingto work and every other life
stress that has made actually car-
ing about our children’s behavior
a priority.

Life has gotten harder and that
has made raising children more
difficult. My wife and I are
towards the upper end of the mid-
dle class when it comes to income,
but if one of us didn’t work, then
we would be in dramatically poor-
er financial shape. Still, because
we grew up in homes where basic
standards of behavior had to be
met, we put significant effort into
making sure Joshua learns the
proper way to act.

We, however, were fortunate
enough to be the children of a gen-

eration that still considered man-
ners, courtesy and respect values
that must be taught. Today’s
young parents may not know that
it’s not appropriate for their 2-
year-old to talk through an R-rated
movie that the child should not be
at in the first place.

Clearly, parenting can’t be
licensed and there’s no way to
make prospective parents pass a
test to show their preparedness for
the task. The relative ease of con-
ceiving a child makes that illogi-
cal, but if parenting skills can’t be
mandated, they should still be .
taught.

As a society we spend billions
running commercials educating
people about not smoking, but
almost nothing helping parents
raise decent children. We have a
huge bureaucracy that sets stan-
dards for children’s education, but
very few people that worry about
whether our society will turn out
kids that anyone actually wants to
be around.

Raising respectful, courteous
kids who understand what man-
ners are may start at home, but
society must also place a value on
those ideals if even good parents
are to have a chance. We can't
raise our neighbor’s children, but
we can all commit to a world
where we place a priority on
behavior and hold children and
their parents responsible for meet-
ing those stanqards.

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Police: Teen admits to killing,

cites ‘morbid curiosity’

RICHMOND (AP) — A Sugar Land teenager accused
of killing a classmate and then attempting to flee to
Canada admitted to the slaying and said he shot the
girl out of “morbid curiosity,” police said.

Matthew R. McCombs, 18, was brought back to Texas
on Monday after being arrested last week trying to
enter Canada from Port Huron, Mich. A second sus-
pect, 18-year-old Sean H. Brown, of Sugar Land, has
asked for a formal extradition hearing and remains
jailed in Michigan on $5 million bail.

The two are accused of shooting 16-year-old Ashton
Glover more than a week ago and then burying her
body in a shallow grave at a remote construction site
west of Missouri City.

“We are not sure if it was premeditated,” Fort Bend
County Sheriff Milton Wright said, adding there was
not an argument between the suspects and the victim.

McCombs confessed to shooting Glover during a
lengthy interview with detectives on Sunday night in
Michigan, police said.

“When we asked why did you do that, his statement
was ‘morbid curiosity,”” Wright said.

_Wright said that McCombs expanded on the motive
to some degree, but the sheriff would not release fur-
ther details. -

Based on McCombs’ statement, police said they have
pieced together some of the events of Glover’s death.

Wright said McCombs and Brown arranged to meet
Glover, who would have been a senior this fall, outside
a Sugar Land coffee shop on the night of July 7. Their
plan was to go “mudding,” or driving pickups around
muddy fields. ' ’

The three went to the construction site in Brown’s
truck, where they walked around for a few minutes,
Wright said. Then McCombs suddenly pulled a pistol
and shot Glover in the head, Wright said.

Grayson Co. DA considering

filing complaint against judge

SHERMAN (AP) — Grayson County District
Attorney Joe Brown said Monday he plans to file a
complaint with the Texas Judicial Ethics Commission
against a visiting judge after a camera belonging to
KXII-TV was confiscated and footage of the judge
erased. .

“Destruction of the property of a news organization
in this circumstance is at best an abuse of office and
at worst criminal behavior,” Brown said in a story in
Tuesday’s editions of The Herald Democrat.

Andrew Kupper, the visiting judge, confiscated the
camera of a crew from KXII Friday afternoon at the
Grayson County Justice Center. Kupper had declined

a request for an interview after sentencing a local
attorney on a drinking and driving conviction:

KXII News Director Matt Brown said the problem
occurred when the judge left the courtroom and
entered a hallway where the television crew was
preparing to tape trial participants leaving the court-
room. The news crew said Kupper put his hand over
the camera and lens and told the crew not to tape him,
then seized the camera and camera stand and took it
to the district clerk’s office.

There, a bailiff looked over the tape and erased the
image of the judge.

Kupper said he was upset that the news crew con-
tinued to tape him afier he told them to stop.

“I probably did overreact,” Kupper said.

Matt Brown, no relation to the prosecutor, said
reporters have always been able to shoot footage and
conduct interviews in the hallway.

District Attorney Brown said judges are free to set
and enforce the rules of their courtrooms, but that
power ends in the hallway.

He said his office would review the case for possible
criminal charges.

More than 200 dogs rescued

from dirty, crowded cages

DECATUR (AP) — More than 200 neglected dogs
were rescued from the property of a Decatur animal
control officer Monday, the Texas Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals said.

“Ten of the dogs were in a house that was so filthy
that the property owners moved out of it,” SPCA
spokeswoman Maura Davies said. The agency took
temporary custody of the dogs, which included mostly
Jack Russell terriers.

The animals lived in crowded, filthy pens and in an
abandoned house without fresh food or water, Davies
said.

Sherri Berend, the owner of the property, admitted
in an interview Monday with WFAA-TV that she had
many dogs but insisted she could care for them all.

“I took in from people over the years, and when you
take care of them, they live a long life,” she said.

The Wise County District Attorney’s office said it
was working to determine whether charges would be
brought against Berend.

Bluesman Myers

dies at Dallas home

DALLAS (AP) — Legendary bluesman Sam Myers
died Monday of throat cancer at his Dallas home,
according to his sister, Eula Jones. He was 70.

Myers was diagnosed with cancer in February 2005,
and had been unable to perform with his band, Anson

Fuqua. “He said CRMWD
is looking at two different
options. The first is for
the rate increase to be
passed through to the city
in full, amounting to
$229,700.

“The second option,
which he said they are
leaning more toward, is a
partial rate increase that
would be in part paid for
through their Water Rate
Stabilization Fund, which
amounts to $133,400.”

Fuqua said Option 1
would translate into a 12-
cent per gallon increase
for city water customers,
totaling $2.59 per 1,000
gallons. Option II, howev-
er, would mean a 7-cent
per gallon water hike,
bringing the charge to
$2.54 per 1,000 gallons.

The council also
approved $36,000 in fund-
ing for the Spring City
Senior Citizen Center,
$10,000 more than the city
administration suggested
in the budget proposal.

“We agreed to fund an
extra $10,000 for two
years, which was up last
year,” said Fuqua.
“That’s why -we’ve listed

“I'd like to see it stay at

Conspicuously absent
from Monday night’'s pro-
ceedings were renova-
tions to the existing
police department build-
ing, a move McEwen said
is still at least a year
away.

“We can'’t get out of the
jail business and consider
these renovations until a

new county jail is built,”
said McEwen. “This item
could find its way onto
next year’s budget, but I
wouldn’t be surprised if it
was another two years.”

The city also failed to
discuss its $21 million
multi-project bond issue,
which was given a curso-
ry go-ahead June 13.

“I don’t expect to take
up that issue until after
the budget is completed,”
McEwen told a coun-
cilmember during the
workshop.

Fuqua said he felt the
first night of an expected
two-day budget workshop
went very well.

“I think it’s going very
well. The council seems
pleased with what we've
provided so far,” said
Fuqua. “They’ve made
some suggestions, and
some very good ones at
that. I think we’ll be able
to wrap things up
Tuesday night and things
are looking really good at
this point.”

Jones said Monday that she had not talked to her
brother in several months.

“He couldn’t talk, you know. He had friends who
stayed with him and took care of him,” Jones told The
Associated Press.

Jones said memorial services were being planned for
Dalias and Jackson, Miss. She said Myers would be
brought back to Mississippi for burial in a small fam-
ily cemetery, which she declined to identify.

Myers, best known as a blues vocalist and harmoni-
ca player, had been with The Rockets as their featured
vocalist since 1986. Myers, along with The Rockets,
collectively won nine W.C. Handy awards, the blues
community’s equivalent to the Grammy awards.

The Laurel, Miss., native had performed since his
late teens dating back to the early 1950s. He moved to
Dallas in the 1980s.

Myers was a former drummer with blues great
Elmore James from 1952 to 1963 and had performed
with countless others.

Myers got started in music while living in Jackson.
He became skilled enough at playing the trumpet and
drums that he received a non-degree scholarship from
the American Conservatory School of Music in
Chicago. Myers attended school by day and at night
frequented the nightclubs of Chicago’s South Side,
meeting and sitting in with Jimmy Rogers, Muddy

One does not have to do some-
thing brilliant n every deal to
acquire a reputation as a good player.
On the contrary, the best players
achieve their h:gh standing pnmanly
because they play right down the
middle and make very few errors.

It is true that what might seem
like a simple play to an expert may
appear to be bnlliant to a lesser
player. But most of the good plays
made, when examined closely, tum
out to be only well-reasoned actions
necessitated by the circumstances of
that particular deal.

In this hand, for example, declarer
made a somewhat unusual play that

enabled him to make five clubs. West
led a spade, on which declarer, hold-
ing a singleton jack opposite the ace,
played low from dummy, losing to
East’s queen! v

Of course, South could have
avoided the loss of a spade trick by
playing the ace, but he had a very
good reason for duckjnf. It did not
matter to him that he lost a spade
trick unnecessarily because he knew
he could later discard a diamond
loser on the ace of spades. He merely
swapped a nonexistent spade loser
for an otherwise certain diamond
loser.

The difference, however, was that
as a result of this play, South was
able to make the contract. East
returned a spade at trick two,
declarer discarding a diamond.

After leading a trump to the king,
South cashed the K-A of diamonds
and ruffed a diamond. A trump to the
nine allowed South to ruff another
diamond, establishing dummy's fifth
diamond as a trick. One of declarer’s
heart losers was later discarded on
the nine of diamonds, and South fin-
ished with 11 tricks.

Observe that if declarer had won
the opening lead with the ace of
spades, he would inevitably have
gone down, losing two hearts and a
diamond. By substituting one loser
for another, he found a virtually fool-
proof way of preventing West from
gaining the lead and returning a heart
through dummy’s king.

The bedrooms of Smoosh band
members Asy and Chloe don’t really
tell the whole story.

The sisters’ walls feature a few
mementos from
their rock-star life,
like dangling back-
stage passes from
music festivals
they’ve played, a
Styrofoam plate
signed by the band
Longwave and a
picture of the two
girls dancing on
stage with The Go!
Team.

But there isn’t
much about other bands Smoosh has
played with, like Pearl Jam, Sleater-
Kinney and even indie rock stars Death
Cab for Cutie.

Maybe the magazine articles featuring
this two-girl, indie-pop band are hidden
in the stacks of Spin, Elle Girl and Teen
Vogue in 14-year-old Asy’s room, but
they aren’t on display: Even the name
Smoosh makes only a brief appearance
on a handmade sign in Chloe’s window
and on the backstage passes.

Instead, the wall in drummer
Chloe’s room has a drawing she made
of her favorite things (apples, pink
candy, peace), two four-leaf clovers
she found at a park recently and some
paper flowers fans made for Smoosh.

The white walls in keyboardist and
singer Asy’s room are decorated with
pink Christmas lights and a ccuple of
posters. A large stuffed lion lords over
the room.

“My friends’ rooms are usually bet-
ter than mine,” said Chloe, 12.

But Asy (pronounced *‘Aussie,”
short for Asya) and Chloe’s unusual

They’ve have toured
nationally and abroad, and are adored
by those in the Seattle music scene.

But a peek into the sisters’ bed-
rooms reveals two girls who live a
home life that is not exactly glam-
orous.

‘NORMAL’ AT HOME

The girls roomed together until a
couple of years ago, living in a cezy
space with little sister Maia, now 9.
They painted the room pink and added
blue, purple and pink dots and swirls
on the white door.

But then Asy made a bid for free-
dom in the rambunctious three-bed-
room household. She moved in with
her 2-year-old sister — the fourth gir] -
in the family — who's hardly ever
there since she sleeps in Mom and
Dad’s room. Asy explained: “I'm really
neat, and Chloe’s really messy. I want-
ed to have a clean room.”

Chloe, who still rooms with Maia,
bemoaned the fact that she may never
have her own room now that Asy

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 claimed the last available space.

“She always gets everything,” Chloe

. said. Apparently, that includes the room

and its closet, her own cell phone and a
stereo Asy found in the basement.

To add more insult, “Asy got a mini
iPod,” Chloe said. “Thadto geta -
Shuffle.”

As the band Smoosh, they are on tour
regularly. Tours once were limited to
school breaks, but bands want them for
more than a few days at a time, said
mom Maria, so the girls stockpile home-
work to take with them on the road.

A FAMILY AFFAIR

At home, where life seems utterly
teenage and normal, the energetic girls
goof off together with their sisters and
friends. They both like to longboard,
though they say 9-year-old Maia is the
best skateboarder.

The girls’ framed artwork hangs on
the home's walls, and everyone pitched
in recently on an abstract background
for the next album’s cover art, though
it didn’t make it on, said mom Maria.
Maia did the artwork for the last cover
and took the photo for the new album,
“free to stay.” The family also did the
background artwork for the band’s
Web site, www.smoosh.com.

With shared rooms, privacy doesn’t
come easily in their household. But Asy
occasionally closes the door to hers,
sometimes to do homework on the
floor on a pink and purple flowered
area rug.

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Look it up! Drama
queen is added to
the dictionary

Have you ever called an attention-seeking friend a
drama queen? Maybe you asked to have your meal
supersized? Chances are, you Google at least a few
times a week.

Merriam-Webster has just revealed its list of 100
new words that will be added to
the dictionary this fall. Among
those words are unibrow (eye- )
brows growing together) and
manga (Japanese comic-books).

“We try to have a mix that addresses the wide range
of people’s information needs when adding new
words,” said John Morse, president of the dictionary
publisher. “It could be a technical term or some light-
hearted slang that sends people to a dictionary.”

FROM SLANG TO SCIENCE

How arc new words added to the dictionary?
Researchers search thousands of newspapers, maga-
zines and Web sites for new words and phrases that are
gaining popularity in the English language.

“We need evidence that the word is showing up in
publications that people are reading on an everyday
basis,” Morse said.

Not all the new words are slang. The newest science
words to be added to the dictionary include biodiesel
(fuel from vegetables) and avian influenza (bird flu).

Many of the dictionary’s new words have definitions
that are already well known. Most Internet users know that
Google is a popular search engine. Not convinced? Just
ask a mouse potato (a person who spends a great deal of
time using a computer). “Google is definitely a verb,” said
Dan Reynolds, a 35-year-old salesman at YES Computers
in Northampton, Mass. “Google has become like a sec-
ondary brain for a lot of people. If you want quick info on
something, that’s what you do. You Google it.”
