HOUSTON Bellaire
High School graduates
scores of national merit
finalists every year and
Newsweek ranks it
among the top half per-
cent of high schools in the
country. Kashmere High
School has been low-per-
forming four years
straight and the Houston
school district has threat-
ened to shut it down.

So which is doing the

" better job, at least in the

eyes of state and federal
education agencies that
rate school performance?

The answer isn’'t as
obvious as it might seem.

The federal government
gave the embattled
Kashmere its seal of
approval, but says the
much-lauded Bellaire
doesn’t meet standards.
The state of Texas, how-
ever, rates them the other
way around.

And those two schools
aren’t the only ones — in
Texas or elsewhere in the
United States — getting
mixed messages.

It's a phenomenon that
frustrates parents and
educators nationwide.

For the 2005-06 school
year, one out of every six
schools in the Houston
Independent School
District, the largest in
Texas and seventh largest
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in the nation, received
conflicting ratings.

“Most states in the
country have the same
problem and it's confus-
ing parents from coast to
coast,” said Mike Petrilli,
vice president for nation-
al programs and policy at
the Fordham Foundation,
a conservative education
think tank. He is the co-
author of a primer on the
federal No Child Left
Behind accountability
law, under which schools

and districts can lose
funding when students
fail to meet learning
benchmarks.

The law is based on the
Texas school accountabil-
ity model, which

Then she came across a
newspaper article that
said the school didn't
meet federal standards.
“It’s too confusing. I did-
n't know which one was
legit,” said Davis, a secre-
tary at the Houston
Federation of Teachers. "1
never really found out.”
Davis ultimately sent
her daughter to another

school, partly because of

availability and partly
because she didn't know
how to reconcile the
information.

Pilgrim Elementary was
penalized  because  too
many special education
students were assessed
using an alternative test
designed to measure their
progress. School districts
are not permitted to use
the test on more than 3
percent of their student
population. Each school,
in turn, is limited in the
number of special educa
tion tests it may adminis-
ter. If a school has more
special education stu
dents than its testing
quota, the additional stu-
dents are counted as hav
ing failed

Gayle “Fallon, president
of the tlouston Federation
of Teachers union,
believes this phenomenon
has prormpted some
schools to put some spe-
cial education students
into regular classrooms
and have them take stan-
dardized tests correspond
ing to their age, not to

their level of ability.

Fallon said she has
teachers calling her, say-
ing they have eight spe
cial education students in
a class of about two
dozen, all of whom have
different needs.

“It's creating major
problems,” said Fallon,
who favors using solely
the state accountability
system.

For Houston schools
Superintendent Abe
Saavedra, the disconnect
between the two account-
ability systems creates
another problem. “It's
frankly unreasonable to
expect schools to have
two targets to shoot for,”
he said

The district hopes to
convince the U.S.
Education Department to
resolve the issue. “There
ought to be some
changes,” Saavedra said.

Chad Colby, a
spokesman for the
Education Department,
doesn’'t see the two sys-
tems as  a  problem.
“They're measuring two
different things,” he said.
“If anything, they comple-
ment each other.”

Still, Colby said the
department is considering
taking features from state
models and incorporating
them into the No Child
Left Behind law when it's
up for reauthorization in
2009. For example, many
states draw more distinc-

tions between schools,
using a more detailed,
tiered rating system.

Under the federal system,
schools simply “meet” or
“missed” expectations.

Let’s make sure
Halloween's safe
time for children

ile minor stomach aches from eating too

much candy may be the most common

hazard on Halloween, we should all

remember that emergency physicians say

they treat way too many children for serious injuries
that could have been prevented.

The most common injuries on Halloween are eye
injuries rom sharp objects, burns frcm flammable
costumes and injuries from collisions with motor
vehicles, according to the American College of
Emergency Physicians (ACEP). :

To-ensure a safer Halloween, parents and caregivers
should follow important safety measures.

The list of things parents and children should follow
are mostly common sense measures, but bear remind-
ing: . .

« Make sure you see all the candy before your child
consumes it. Avoid candy not wrapped in its original
wrapper, as well as all fruit.

« Make sure your child stays on the sidewalks as
much as possible (off the streets) and obeys all traffic
signals.

* Discuss the importance of staying together in a
group. Require at least one adult to serve as chaper-
one during candy gathering and forbid children from
accepting rides from strangers.or visiting unfamiliar
homes.

¢ Avoid costumes that could cause children to trip,
such as baggy pants, long hems, high heels and over-
sized shoes.

* Avoid costume contact lenses.

« Avoid masks, but if your child must wear one,
make sure it is well ventilated and does not impair his
or her vision.

* Make sure that costume fabric, wigs and beards
are made of flame-resistant materials, such as nylon
or polyester.

* Make sure that costumes are visible at night; avoid
dark colors. Add reflective tape to the costume to help
make your child more visible to motor vehicles.

* Check that accessories such as swords, knives,
wands and other pointed objects are made from flexi-
ble materials and uave dulled edges.

That'’s the list offered by the ACEP. But don't forget
that children who “trick-or-treat” at houses of wor-
ship, shopping malls, schools, or other types of com-
munity sponsored events still need to do so with adult
supervision.

And most importantly, if you happen to be out dri-
ving Tuesday night, take extra caution. Make sure
any youngster wrapped up in the excitement of trick-
or-treating that does venture into your path doesn'’t
become a heart-breaking statistic.

Bureau. It shows
married couples,
declining in numbers in recent
decades, are now the in minority.
More Americans are choosing to
live their lives single or cohabi-
tating with a partner, as same- or
opposite-gender couples. If you're
married, you're in the minority,
and a dwindling one at that.

The declining marriage rates
are symptomatic of the deperson-
alization of our culture. We're not
getting together, and we're not
staying together. Rugged
American frontier individualism -
has morphed into a neo-isolation-

- ism. The Cleavers — Dad Ward

and Mom June, with sons Wally
and Beaver — the epitome of the
1950s, post-World War 11
American family, are dead. We
buried them and tore down their

white picket fence, and we’re not
rebuilding it any time soon. The -
heyday of small town America is
past, and suburban sprawl is the -
here and now. People live in
“developer-planned-subdivisions”
with cookie-cutter houses and
strip malls, not neighborhoods
with kids playing, weekend bar-
becues, and community schools.

The communication technology
possibilities are limitless today:
cell phones and multiple emails,
faxes and voicemails, at home
and at work. Ironically, though,
we're still a fragmented culture,
politically and personally.

More American families are liv-
ing apart. Maybe dad travels for
his job, climbing the corporate
ladder. Or perhaps a 40-something
mom moves to another city to
work on her graduate degree and
leaves her preschool children in
their dad’s care. Women are less
economically dependent on men.
“First comes love, then comes
marriage, then comes so-and-so
pushing the baby carriage,” the
nursery rhyme taunts. Not so
today, because of increased edu-
cation and opportunities for the
average American woman.
Professional achievements pro-
vide women with personal choic-
es, including the decision not to °
marry for sustenance. Lasting
relationships are a rare commodi-
ty. I spoke with a friend recently
on this very subject, about his
pervasive loneliness, how discon-
nected he feels in his small
Midwestern town.

My friend.is a university profes-
sor. He was born in Africa and
emigrated to the United States via
Switzerland. He teaches at a pri-
vate liberal arts college and trav-
els extensively across the world,
lecturing and presenting
research. My friend is divorced
and has no children. His family
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" The Internet isn’t real society

is scattered. My friend shared
with me how he has developed a
global network of friends, mostly
out of the necessity for human
interaction. He feels adrift, lost in
his small community, searching
for like-minded souls.

I have another friend whom I've
never met in person — a seem-
ingly peculiar connection but all
too familiar today. He and I have
never had coffee at the local cafe,
and we don't know one other’s
addresses, only the respective
cities where we live at opposite
ends of same state. We share
mutual friends in the East Texas
town where he grew up and
where I lived for many years. He
and I have corresponded via
email for nearly two years and
have exchanged our thoughts on
philosophy and politics. We talk
about our sons — his and mine
— and his previous career and
my future one in the legal profes-
sion. Our relationship consists of
his email address in my inbox

- and my words on his computer

screen a couple of times a week. I
wouldn't be able to identify him
in a crowd, yet I've had more in-
depth conversations with him
than people in my omnipresent
circle of acquaintances.

But is an ongoing email conver-
sation really a friendship?

Call me an idealist, but the
depersonalization of our culture
saddens me, and [ don’t want to
be an accomplice to it.

I think that I will go meet my
neighbor.

She can
be e-mailed at cynthiahall-
clements_mmm@@yahoo.com

New agenda for Texas education

uring the 1990s Texas

became a national

leader in education

reform when a biparti-
san group of Texans joined
together to establish academic
standards and accountability as
the framework for transforming
public schools.

The reforms began in 1993 when
the state adopted a new account-
ability system that linked school
accreditation with success in
meeting academic standards. At
the time it was a rad-
ical concept but over
the next few years
Texas adopted other
sweeping initiatives
that would place it at
the forefront of a
growing effort to
improve education.

Chief among the
changes was Senate Jim
Bill 1, legislation WINDHAM
that in 1995 began
the largest overhaul
of the Texas Education Code in
half a century. It increased local
control of schools, created the
State Board for Educator
Certification and established
charter school authority.

Over the next 10 years Texans
would adopt knowledge and skills
standards, statewide reading and
math initiatives and end social
promotion.

Tougher high school programs
and graduate exams would be
instituted and in 2006 more rigor-
ous math and science courses
were added as requirements for
high school graduation.

The reforms made a dramatic
change in the delivery of public
education in Texas. They resulted
inan increase in state assessment
pass rates from 45 percent in 1992
to 85 percent in 2002.

The percentage of students tak-
ing college prep curriculum
increased to 68 percent and the
number of AP scores acceptable
for college credit tripled. In addi-
tion, each ethnic group in K-8
outperformed the national aver-
age for their peers and began to
close achievement gaps on state
and national tests. ‘

The progress was remarkable
but problems remained. Gains
were largely at the elementary
level, and our students’ ability to
succeed in middle school and
beyond presents a huge challenge.
Even with the progress, K-8
Hispanic and African-American

students lag two years behind
their Anglo classmates. Eighth
grade reading proficiency is
below national average and 8th
grade reading (26 percent) and
math (31 percent) proficiency are

. too low to support success in

advanced studies.

Although more students are tak-
ing a more rigorous curriculum,
the fundamental skills of many of
our high school graduates have
not improved. Only 18 percent of
high school graduates acquire the
skills necessary for college and
the workplace and 52 percent of
high school graduates require
remediation to do college work.
There are major gaps in the pass
rates between the high school exit
exam and the college ready scale
score

The bottom line is that unless
we speed up performance many of
the positive trends set by the
reforms of the 1990s will be offset
by our failure to aggressively
bring reforms to the secondary
level.

We are already behind. Many of
our international competitors are
producing highly competitive
workforces and their students
often outperform us on tests.
They are rapidly increasing their
numbers of high school and col-
lege graduates. The results likely
mean that our children will be
the first generation of Americans
worse off economically than their
parents.

The Texas Center for
Demographic and Socioeconomic
Research predicts that, based on
the current rate of population
growth and pace of educational
improvement, Texans will experi-
ence a 12 percent decrease in
average household income and a
40 percent increase in poverty in
less than 40 years.

The urgency for action couldn’t
be more evident. We must not
allow this prediction to become a
reality. We must develop a long-
term plan for moving to the next
phase of public education reform
so that our students can begin to
immediately accelerate their
preparation for success.

Here is an immediate agenda:

* Enhance educator effective-
ness -

We need to have and support
the best teachers available. We
want to help teachers be more
effective by providing them clear
standards and expectations. Our
teachers must have the materials

they need to educate our students.

They need to have research based
professional development to help
make them more effective in the
classroom. And, they need to be
more carefully evaluated, reward-
ed for their successes and held
accountable for academic failure.
In addition, we need to develop
more avenues for qualified people
to become teachers.

* Raise standards

We want to know that our
youngsters are ready to graduate
from high school and are pre-
pared for college. Our current
standards are too vague, not
clearly measurable and not
aligned with our expectations. We
need to do better and we need to
do better quickly. We must have
strong academic standards on
each grade level and ensure that
we meet our education goals.

 Strengthen accountability

Currently our education system
deems some schools acceptable
even when a majority of certain
groups are failing tests necessary
for the accreditation of a campus.
This is wrong. We have become
too lenient by not holding our
schools fully accountable for the
progress of our students. We
should have a higher standard
and when we say acceptable, we
should mean acceptable. It is
unacceptable that significant
numbers of students still fail to
pass basic tests. We must raise
our expectations for all groups of
_students and be urgent about fix-
ing the problems when perfor-.
mance is low. And we must allow
new and better educational
options for students and parents
when thein schools are failing.

What Texans can dream, Texans
can do. Working together, par-
ents, teachers, administrators, *
civic and business leaders, can
set new standards and account-
ability needed to prepare our stu-
dents for higher education and
the 21st Century workforce. We
must energize our education sys-
tem so it can build the schools we
need to thrive in a highly compet-
itive knowledge-based economy
and once again lead the nation in
public school innovation.

Have you ever
considered how difficult
to get a 3- or 4-year-old to
sit still for an hour? Now
think about having to do
complex dental proce-
dures on that child, who
is awake and possibly
frightened. The following

are suggestions that help in my office
to routinely accomplish what seems

impossible.

Bring your child to the dentist for
easy exams and cleanings starting in
their 3rd or 4th year; hopefully before
any significant problems develop. A
dental emergency makes a very bad
way to start your child,s dental experi-

ence.

Do not try to prepare your child men-

the appointment. Parents often unin-
tentionally scare their child or transfer

; their own fears to the child when try-
ing to explain dental procedures.

Do not act like your child’s dental
visit it a “big deal.” If the child thinks
it is a big deal, due to parents talking
about bravery or promising special
treats, problems are more likely.

Schedule your young child’s appoint-
ment in the morning when they are
freshest. The worst times are nap time
or late afternoon.

Pat your child on the head and send
them back for treatment while you,

wait bravely in the lobby. It isn’t easy

on you, but your child will usually be
less afraid and cooperate better.

If you do accompany your child to the
treatment room, be prepared to leave if
your child doesn’t cooperate.
Remember that your goal and mine is

to successfully and gently accomplish

the treatment goals.

Young children (and nervous adults')
often benefit from sedation. Nitrous

oxide (laughing gas) provides safe, light
conscious sedation. This helps them

relax but does not put them to sleep
and does not make an uncooperative

child cooperate.

At my office, we have children watch
TV or DVD’s during treatment. This
provides excellent distraction. A
can be very

favorite DVD from home
helpful.

Children who cannot or will not coop-
erate will need to be referred to a pedi-
atric dentist for deep sedation or to be
put to'sleep in the hospital. both of
which involve more risk (and expense)

than nitrous oxide.

Parents really need to watch children
after the appointment. Kids will some-
times chew on a numb lip or tongue
and do significant damage.

With these suggestions, most
preschoolers can be successfully treat-

to sleep. Many kids can actually enjoy
their dental visits!

235 or e-malil
newsdesk@bigspringherald.com

African-American women and breast cancer

ecause October is

national breast

cancer awareness

month, let’s take
an opportunity to discuss
breast cancer among
African-
American
women.
Although
breast can-
cer is actu-
ally less
common
among
most
African-
American
women
than
among
white women, African-
American women are
more likely to die from
this cancer.

About 5,640 women in
the United States are
expected to die from
breast cancer this year.

Because of higher death
rates in African-
American women with
breast cancer, Texas
Cooperative Extension
has developed a Web site,
Hallelujah to Health, to .
explain the risk factors,
signs and symptoms of
breast and cervical can-
cer.

Experts are unsure
about the reasons for the
higher death rates in
African-American women
with breast cancer, but
one possible cause is that
African-American women
tend to not have mammo-
grams or clinical breast
exams, so the cancer is
not detected early enough

to be cured. Another pos-
sible reason is that
tumors generally grow
faster in African-
Americans than in other
groups of people.

So what can African-
Americans do to decrease
their risk of dying of

" breast cancer? An impor-

tant step is to have regu-
lar health screenings
such as mammograms.
Sc¢reening examinations
can detect breast cancers
early-before symptoms
occur-which may make it
easier to treat the dis-
ease.

Screening involves hav-
ing mammograms, clini-
cal breast exams and self
breast exams, which are
optional.

Many factors affect the

chances of survival of a
woman diagnosed with
breast cancer; however,
finding the cancer as
early as possible greatly
improves the likelihood
that treatment will be
effective.

A mammogram is an x-
ray of the breast that
usually involves two
views, or pictures, of
each breast.
Mammograms help tmd
lumps or growths that
are too small for you or

your health care provider

to feel when conducting

an exam.

When should women
starting screening for
breast cancer?

If you are over 40 years
old, you need a mammo-
gram every year, accord
ing to Courtney
Schoessow, Health
Program Specialist with
Texas Cooperative
Extension. Women
younger than 40 who
have had breast cancer
or breast problems or
have a family history of
breast cancer also need a
mammogram once a
year.

A clinical breast exami-

nation is an examination
of your breasts by a
health professional, such
as a doctor, nurse practi-
tioner, nurse or doctor’s
assistant.

Clinical breast exams
should be part of a peri
odic health exam at least
every three years for
women in their 20s and

TEXAS CITY (AP) — Safety experts for BP PLC/
warned their bosses of the potential for a “major site»
incident” 2 1/2 years before an explosion at the com-)
pany’s Texas City refinery killed 15 people, accordingd
to a broadcast report. X

CBS’ “60 Minutes” also reported Sunday that the
Texas City plant manager, Don Parus, told his bosses
in the company’s London headquarters that most
workers at the refinery felt the plant was unsafe.

According to CBS, one worker wrote, “This place is
set up for a catastrophic failure.”

Poll shows write-in candidate even with

Democrat in race for DeLay’s seat

HOUSTON (AP) — In the race for the congressional
seat once held by former Rep. Tom DeLay, support
among likely voters for a write-in candidate equals
support for the Democratic nominee, according to a
new poll.

Thirty-five percent of respondents said they would
vote for a write-in candidate, a statistical tie with the
36 percent support for Democrat Nick Lampson,
according to the poll of likely voters in the Houston
area’s 22nd Congressional District.

Of the respondents who said they’d choose a write-in
candidate, 79 percent said they planned to name
Shelley Sekula-Gibbs, a Houston city councilwoman
backed by the Republican Party.

Twenty-five percent of surveyed voters sald they
were still undecided.

The poll surveyed 504 likely voters last week and has
a margin of error of plus or minus 4.5 percentage
points.

Authorities did not publicly identify the boy.

“It was a freak accident,” neighbor Marlow Falwell
said. “These were just kids being typical kids and play-
ing in the sand.”

Falwell said her husband found the 10-year-old face-
down in the sand, pulled him out and performed CPR.
Efforts to resuscitate the boy were unsuccessful.

“They just couldn’t get enough oxygen inside him,”
she said.

But even those flying credentials won't allow Hoot to
keep operating commercial ‘planes for Southwest
Airlines.

That's because on Monday he turns 60, the mandato-
ry retirement age for commercial pilots in the United
States.

Gibson, commander of four of the five space shuttle
missions he flew, said the retirement policy is age dis-
crimination.

“I'm not ready,” he said.

The retirement rule, in effect since 1959, might soon
change.

WASHINGTON —
Consumers kept a pretty,
firm grip on their wallets
in September, boosting
spending by just 0.1 per-
cent, the smallest
increase in 10 months.

The Commerce
Department’s report,
released Monday, showed
that consumers had a
solid appetite for big-tick-
et goods such as cars and
appliances last month but
they cut spending on non-
durable goods such as
food and clothes.

The increase in spend-
ing in September, down
from a 0.2 percent rise
posted in August,
matched a 0.1 percent rise
in November of last year.
The last time spending
was weaker was in
August of last year, when
consumers trimmed pur-
chases by 0.1 percent.

Incomes, the fuel for
future spending, rose by a
brisk 0.5 percent in
September. That was up
from 0.4 percent in
August and marked the
biggest gain since June.

The income and spend-
ing figures aren’t adjust-
ed for inflation.

September’s spending
increase was less than the
0.3 percent gain that
economists were expect-
ing. Income growth, how-
ever, turned out to be
stronger than the 0.3 per-
cent increases that econo-

ing is adjusted for lnna
tion, which is now eas-
ing, the spending picture
looked better. Spending
rose by a 0.4 percent in
September, a turnaround
from a 0.1 percent dip in
August

Even though consumers
" ‘spent respectably during
the July-to-September
quarter as a whole, the

economy grew at a feeble
pace of 1.6 percent, the
slowest in more than
three years. The culprit
in the slowdown: the
slumping housing mar-
ket, which shaved just
over 1 percentage pointr
from overall economlc’
activity.

With the Nov. 7 elec-
tions around the corner?
the latest snapshot of
national economic health
fueled fresh  debate
between Republicans and
Democrats competing
with edch other to hold
sway at the ballot box.

Economists, meanwhile,
are hopeful the current
October-to-December
quarter will turn out to be
better and that the hous-
ing slump will not be a
significant drag on over-
all economic activity. In
addition, lower energy
prices should help out,
taking pressure off con-
sumers and businesses .

Goodyear to close tire plant

in Tyler, eliminating 1,100 jobs

AKRON, Ohio (AP) — Goodyear Tire & Rubber Co.
said on Monday that it plans to close a plant in Tyler
three weeks after workers at the plant and 15 others
went on strike in part because of the tire maker's plan
to shut down the plant.

_The move will eliminate about 1,100 jobs and is part
of its strategy to end some of its private label tire busi-
ness. v

The plant, which opened in 1962, has produced
approximately 25,000 passenger and light truck tires
per day.

United Steelworkers members in Tyler and else-
where in North America went on strike Oct. 5 after
months of talks with the world’'s third biggest tire
maker.

Akron-based Goodyear has said the union refused to
agree to help it remain competitive in a global econo-

my. The union said the company'’s last proposal would '

have included two plant closings _and other conces-
sions.

Goodyear said in June that it wanted to leave parts
of the private label tire business and that the decision
would mean a reduction in capacity.

Goodyear previously announced to investors an
aggressive strategy to reduce costs by more than $1 bil-
lion by 2008.

“We must take the steps necessary to reduce our
costs and improve our competitive position,” Jon
Rich, president o” North American Tire, said in a
statement.

“While this is an extremely difficult decision for
everyone involvea, it was required to help turn around
our North American business.”

He did not say when the plant will close.

Senate, but a humber of
other statewide offices
will be up for grabs when
Texans go to the polls
Nov. 7.

Here’s a brief look at the

Romo leads Cowboys’ to 35-14 win

CHARLOTTE, N.C. — Tony Romo waited
four years to get his first NFL start. It looks
as if he’ll have the job for some time.

Romo rallied Dallas from a 14-point first-
quarter dpﬁcit, throwing for‘270 yards and a
touchdown, and Julius Jones ran for 94
yards and a score to help the Cowboys beat
Carolina 35-14 Sunday night. Dallas set a
team record with 25 fourth-quarter points.

Romo, starting in place of the benched
Drew Bledsoe, showed poise in slowly lead-
ing the Cowboys (4-3) back, using a variety of
short passes to different receivers.

Early in the fourth quarter, facing a third-
and-12 from the Carolina 21, Romo side-
stepped pressure and fired a 16-yard pass to
Jason Witten. But the drive stalled when
Romo misfired to Witten in the end zone on
third down, and Mike Vanderjagt kicked a
24-yard field goal to cut the Panthers’ lead to
14-13.

On the ensuing kickoff, Sam Hurd ripped
the ball from Brad Hoover and recovered the
fumble at the Carolina 14.

HAMPTON, Ga. —
Don’t bother asking Tony
Stewart about what might
have been.

The two-time NASCAR
champion insists there’s
no frustration in winning
races that make no differ-
ence in the standings - at
least not to the defending
Nextel Cup champion.

500 at Atlanta Motor
Speedway again stole the
spotlight from the title
contenders.

At this point, Stewart,
who also wrapped up his
first IROC championship
here Saturday, is 11th in
the points and racing
only for pride and wins.
