Last-minute flurry helps boost Angel Tree count

A slew of last minute applica-

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Iraql prime minister
orders lifting of

checkpoints

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) —
Prime Minister Nouri al-
Maliki on Tuesday
ordered the lifting of joint
U.S.-Iraqi military check-
points around the Shiite
militant stronghold of
Sadr City and other parts
of Baghdad — another
apparent move to assert
his authority with the
Americans and appeal to
his Shiite support base.

U.S. officials apparently
did not have advance
warning of the order to
remove the around-the-
clock barriers by 5 p.m.
Tuesday. A military
spokesman, Lt. Col.
Christopher Garver, said
officers were meeting to
“formulate a response to
address the prime minis-
ter’s concerns.”

Witnesses said U.S
forces were seen disman-
tling checkpoints around
Sadr City made of sand-
bags and concrete blocks
Tuesday afternoon.

The tightened security
had been credited by
some for producing a tem-
porary decline in vio-
lence, possibly because
they curbed the activitics
of Shiite death squads
blamed for waves of sec-
tarian killings of Sunnis.

But a car bomb explod-

ed in the neighborhood on
Tuesday, Kkilling three
people and wounding five,
police said. On Monday, a
bombing there Killed at
least 33 people.

The extra checkpoints
were set up last week
around Sadr City as U.S.
troop$ launched an inten-
sive search for a missing
American soldier and
raided homes looking for
death squad leaders in the
sprawling slum that is
home to an overwhelm-
ingly'Shiite population of
2.5 million people.

Other checkpoints
manned by U.S. troops
were erected in the down-
town Karradah neighbor-
hood where the soldier
had been abducted.

Bush campalgns on
anti-terror platform

WASHINGTON (AP) —

Campaigning for
Republicans, President
Bush said Monday that
“terrorists win and
America loses” if oppo-
nents of his Iraq policy
triumph in next week’s
elections. Undeterred,
House Democrats coun-
tered with television ads
critical of the war in sev-
eral competitive races.

“There’s a big national
debate in this country
about the direction of this
war set by President
Bush, Defense Secretary
(Donald) Rumsfeld and
Vice President Cheney;,
and Democrats think we
need to change that poli-
cy,” said Illinois Rep.
Rahm Emanuel, who
heads the Democratic
campaign committee.

As the death toll for U.S.
troops in Iraq passed 100
for the month, officials
said ads criticizing
Republican candidates for
following the president’s
lead on the war would air
in the campaign’'s final
week in Connecticut, New
Mexico, Colorado,
Pennsylvania; lowa and
other areas they declined
to name.

Public opinion polls
show widespread public
dissatisfaction with the
war, helping give
Democrats their best
chance in more than a
decade at winning control
of at least one house of
Congress.

They must gain 15 seats
in the House or six in the
Senate to usher in a new
era of divided govern-
ment and complicate
Bush's final two years in
office. ¢

2 NATO soldiers killed

by roadside bomb
KABUL, - Afghanistan

(AP) — A roadside bomb

killed two NATO soldiers

and wounded two others
on patrol in eastern
Afghanistan on Tuesday,
the alliance said.

The roadside bomb
struck the soldiers’ vehi-
cle in the province of
Nuristan, NATO said.
The two wounded soldiers
were taken to a U.S. mili-
tary facility in Asadabad
in neighboring Kunar
province.

NATO did not release
the nationalities of the
soldiers, but U.S. troops
are the primary NATO
component in eastern
Afghanistan.

NATO troops on
Monday fought insur-
gents  in southern
Afghanistan for six hours
in a firefight that left 55
militants and one NATO
soldier dead. Another 20
militants were wounded
in the battle in Zabul
province, NATO said.

The nationality of the
soldier killed Monday was
not released, but many of
the Western troops in
Zabul are also American.

Thousands denounce

U.S., Pakistan

KHAR, Pakistan (AP)
Pakistan's army
spokesman said Tuesday
that the military used
intelligence from U.S.-led
coalition forces in a heli
copter attack that left 80
people dead. Thousands of
angry tribesmen decried
both governments over
the killings.

Maj. Gen. Shaukat
Sultan, the chief army
spokesman, told The
Associated Press that
American forces did not
take part in Monday's
attack on a religious
school, or.madrassa, that
Pakistan called a front for
an al-Qaida training

camp.
But he said his govern-
ment received intelli-

gence as part of long-
standing cooperation with
the U.S.-led coalition

to families

WASHINGTON (AP)
The families of seven sol
diers who died in Iraq or
Afghanistan
incorrect or misleading
information about the
deaths, the Army has con
cluded after a review of
war casualty reports.

The review, which
began last summer, cov-
ered hundreds of casualty
reports and marKed the
first step in a new process
ordered by Army
Secretary Francis Harvey
to ensure that families
receive accurate informa

Army spokesman,
L.t. Col. Kevin Arata, said
Monday the review found
seven cases in which fam
ilies  were given erro
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were given'

neous information. The
best-known was Cpl.
Patrick Tillman, the for
mer National Football
League player whose fam
ily initially was told he
had been killed by enemy
forces in Afghanistan.
After Tillman’'s memorial
service the family was
told the truth: He was
killed unintentionally by
gunfire from his fellow
soldiers. ,

The Tillman case trig
gered a series of highly
publicized Army investi
gations, leading to
Harvey's decision last
April to begin a unit-level
investigation of every sol
dier’'s death, rather than
only under certain cir
cumstances.

Let’s help kids
to avoid homes
of sex offenders

allow you to roam nearby neighbor-
hoods almost at will in the process of trick-or-
treating? Well, sadly those really were the good
old days. In today’s world, none of us should be
brave enough to let our children go trick-or-treat-
ing unaccompanied by an adult.

What's an even more troubling state of affairs
is the number of sex offenders who live in our
midst.

Most assuredly we don’t want our children step-
ping up to the front door of a convicted sex
offender during tonight’s march for treats. That’s
why the Herald printed in our weekend edition
and again in today’s paper a list of 55 addresses
— those of registered sex offenders in Howard
County.

There is no question that we applaud the
District Adult Probation Office which will once
again hold mandatory meetings for approxi-
mately 17 convicted sex offenders who will gath-
er for a probation meeting at the Howard County
Courthouse during traditional trick-or-treat
hours tonight.

The District Adult Probation Office won't be
the only local agency looking out for children
tonight. Officers from the street crimes division
of the Big Spring Police Department as well as
those out on patrol will be checking on the homes
of all convicted sex offenders throughout the
evening — not just those offenders still on pro-
bation, but the residences of all registered sex
offenders in our community.

But as Sgt. Tony Everett, public information
officer for the BSPD, notes, “Unfortunately, if
they (sex offenders) aren’t on probation anymore,
all we can really do is warn the children and
strongly discourage the offenders.”

Therefore, the best weapon parents and area
residents have against sexual predators, Everett
said, is information.

We couldn’t agree more. That's exactly why
we've provided readers with the list of addresses
to avoid tonight.

So, tonight be sure you accompany your chil-
dren on their trick-or-treating rounds and be sure
to check the list in today’s paper to make sure of
the addresses you need to avoid.

Concerned parents can also check out the list of
the sexual offenders in Big Spring on the BSPD
Web site, located at www.police.big-spring.tx.us.
There’s also a link to the DPS Web site, which
also has a list.

Make sure your children are safe while enjoy-
ing the holiday. That way they’ll have a chance
to look back on tonight’s Halloween activities in
the years to come and remember the “good old
days.”

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Raising the ante of negativity

n 1964, a nation was shocked
as a young girl counted down
to a nuclear explosion, pick-
ing the petals off a daisy. It
was an ad for Lyndon Johnson,
and it was only on for a day
before an uproar caused it to be
pulled. By the time of the election,
however, nearly everyone claimed
they’d seen it, which they proba-
bly had, on the news.
Today, there’s a
mushroom cloud in a
negative being'run
against Pennsylvania
Senate candidate Bob
Casey, and the only
reason it's on the
news is because there
is no uproar. -
In 1988, there were Susan
two ads about Willie ESIRICH
Horton, the murderer
who committed rape
while out on furlough -- one wide
ly considered to have racial over
tones, the other made carefully,
with an abundance of white “pris-
oners” going through a turnstile,
so as not to. Today, when [ show
both ads to my students, they
seem almost innocent compared to
the one that has been running
against Harold Ford Jr. in
Tennessee, featuring a white
Playboy bunny saving she met the
African-American candidate at the
Playboy mansion.
Every year. we say 1t's getting
worse
But is it really getting worse?
The truth is. politicians have
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been calling each other terrible
names since they’ve been running
against each other. But if the
medium is the message, as

" Marshall McLuhan so famously
said, then the message has defi-
nitely changed.

Today, they spend more money
doing it than ever before, they
have more media in which to do
it, they are more creative and
more unregulated about how to do
it, and the limits of taste, truth,
decency and decorum don't apply
where they used to.

There are network ads, cable ads
and Internet ads. There are ads
that you never expect to show on
television, but make for news con-
ferences, ads made to stir contro-
versy, ads that get more airtime
on the news than they ever get on
paid television, and virtually all of
them are negative.

Every year, I play dozens of ads
for my students, and the ones they
remember afterward are the “best”
negative ones. Best is toughest.
Voters are the same way. They'll
tell yvou how much they hate nega-
tive ads, but then you show them
a reel, and the spot that changes
their mind is the negative one.

In the old days, people used to at
least make a pretense of putting
on as many positive as negative
spots. Today, there isn't even any
pretense. Negative ads vastly out-
number positive ones. Because
they work, we get more of them.

But because we see them coming
and know we hate them, we pay

even less attention than we used
to, so we get even more. (Do you
really think the consultants would
suggest that the answer is to give
us fewer?) And the attacks can’t
help but be sharper: Since we are
inured to the attacks from last
time, this year's must be even
more creative, which usually
means more vicious.

The ante is continuously being
upped. There is no limit to what
will be done. ’

The Republican Congressional
Campaign Committee initially
stood behind the anti-Ford ad. The
chairman of the Republican
National Committee said he saw
nothing racist about it. It took a
good two days before its
Congressional Campaign
Committee sponsors took it off the
air.

By then, nearly everyone in the
country had seen it, if not as a
paid spot, then in the “free media”
(aka the news), \ hich, as the
Johnson campaign discovered, is
the ultimate placement for an
advertisement.

Whether the controversy helps
Ford or the people who placed the
ad remains to be seen. But the ad-
makers must surely figure that
the more times people see the ad,
the less likely they are to vore for
Ford.

Otherwise, why would thv\ have
made it?

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'Get serious about N. Korea’s nukes

ecently, North Korea con
ducted what appeared to
be a nuclear explosive
test,'spotlighting the
growing threat from its nuclear
weapons program to the United
States and its allies in Northeast
Asia. A viable diplomatic strategy
that would effectively stop, or at
least contain the
spread of nuclear
weapons and materi-
als is urgently needed
as our last viable line
of defense against
nuclear terrorism and
further proliferation.

First, North Korea's
success has now
increased the threat LEONOR
of nuclear terrorism. ToMERO
Last month, it threat- =
ened to transfer
nuclear material or weapons to
terrorists or U.S. enemies. A ter-
rorist group detonating such a
weapon in the United States could
kill hundreds of thousands of
Americans, and devastate our
economy, political system and way
of life. Bomb-grade material is
easy to hide and transport. If we
fail to dismantle North Korea's
weapons before it.enables a terror-
ist group to acquire a nuclear
device; stopping a nuclear attack
on the United States will be next
to impossible.

The recent test and North
Korea's growing nuclear arsenal
also directly threaten U.S. allies.
The South Korean capital, Seoul,
is just 20 miles from the North
Korean border and extremely vul-
nerable to attack. Furthermore,
the confirmation that North Korea
possesses nuclear weapons could

jeopardize long-term regional sta-
bility if it eventually leads Japan,
South Korea or Taiwan to get the
bomb. This turn of events could
create a domino effect, with China
reacting by increasing the sizé of
its nuclear arsenal, leading India
to expand its own nuclear weapon
capability, in turn causing
Pakistan to do the same.

With no viable option to elimi-
nate North Korea's nuclear
weapon program with military
force, our only effective option for
getting it to give up its nukes is
successful diplomacy.

As Graham Allison of Harvard
University has urged, we must
make North Korea an offer it can-
not refuse, combining carrots and
sticks, despite concerns about
rewarding bad behavior. The
United States must give North
Korea a stark choice. On one
hand, it would risk a sure end to
the Kim Jong Il regime and a
crushing war that would fatally
cripple the country if it enabled a
terrorist to detonate a nuclear
weapon in the United States. On
the other hand, it could reap the
benefits of economic and energy
incentives, the security of a non-
aggression pact, a pledge from the
United States not to destabilize
Kim Jong Il's regime, and the
prospect of eventually normalizing
relations if it abandons its nuclear
weapons. Any agreement would
require intrusive inspections.

We should not forget that North
Korea has negotiated in the past.
In 1992, the international nuclear
monitoring agency discovered that
North Korea was pursuing a path
to nuclear weapons by producing
and diverting plutonium. While

" ineffective U

imperfect, the negotiated 1994
Agreed Framework stopped this
plutonium production and signifi-
cantly slowed North Korea's

‘nuclear program. It later started

enriching uranium the second
way to mal e nuclear weapons.
When this program was discov-
ered in 2002 and North K rrea
threatened to withdraw f.om the
Nuclear Nonproliferation Treaty,
the Bush administration refused
to engage in direct talks.

In the intervening four years of
.S. diplomacy, North
Korea re-started its plutonium pro-
gram, produced enough bomb-
grade material for about 10
nuclear weapons, and said it plans
to resume construction of two
additional reactors that would pro-
duce material for 50 nuclear
weapons annually. This compares
to a current production level of
one bomb per year. In addition it
has tested missiles, threatened to
sell nuclear weapons, and now
seems to have conducted a nuclear
weapon test.

We do not have the luxury to
ignore North Korea or to compli-
cate negotiations aimed at disman-
tling its bomb program.

Tough and smart diplomacy is
all the more necessary as Iran
takes notes and ponders its own
options.

t far from the
Garden City
Highway
appeared in the
distance a grove of trees
in a fenced pasture.

It was
obvious that the hawk
had chosen this cover to
elude danger.

With exact directions
and mileage from the
rancher, we headed south
to see if we could find
the hawk in case it was
injured. Once at the edge
of this forested island, we
realized we faced the

Mirror test

WASHINGTON — If
you're Happy and you
know it, pat your head.

That, in a peanut shell,
is how a 34-year-old
female Asian elephant in
the Bronx Zoo showed
researchers that pachy-
derms can recognize
themselves in a mirror —
complex behavior
observed in only a few
other speécies.

The test results suggest
elephants — or at least
Happy — are self-aware.
The ability to distinguish
oneself from others had
been shown only in
humans, chimpanzees
and, to a limited extent,
dolphins.

That self-recognition
may underlie the social

.tion in the 1990s, when

introducing children
from rural schools or
urban centers to a sport
they may only have seen
onTV.

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NBA fan banned
for racist remarks

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP) —
The fan who allegedly
directed a racial slur at
Houston Rockets center
Dikembe Mutombo was
banned for the season
Monday by the NBA and

Orlando Magic.
'‘Season-ticket holder
Hooman Hamzehloui

allegedly called Mutombo
a “monkey” Thursday at
a preseason game
between the Rockets and
the Magic. Mutombo — a
native of Zaire, which is
now called the
Democratic Republic of
Congo - yelled back at
Hamzehloui and gestured
from the court.
Hamzehloui was ejected
from the game. The
league said Hamzehloui
is also barred from
attendin2 games at any
NBA arena this season.
Orlando said it will
refund his season-ticket
payment. «
Mutombo said after the
game he would go into

the stands if it ever hap-
pened again, but told
Houston television sta-
tion KRIV on Monday
that he has already for-
given Hamzehloui.

“I will not say that I am
happy about it,”
Mutombo said about the
NBA'’s decision to ban
Hamzehloui. “It is out of
my hands. I have done
my job. I have forgiven
him.

“Whatever the commis-
sioner and the league
does, that’s not my area.”

NBA spokesman Tim
Frank said no action was
taken against Mutombo
and the matter wis
closed.

Hamzehloui sent
Mutombo a letter of apol-
ogy obtained by The
Associated Press.

Test results:
basketball fails

NEW YORK — NBA players have
complained all month that the league’s
new synthetic ball feels and performs
differently from the old leather one.

According to results of a study
requested by Dallas Mavericks owner
Mark Cuban, they may be right.

Physicists at the University of Texas-
Arlington released results of prelimi-

‘nary tests they say proves the
microfiber composite ball doesn’t
behave like the old leather ball. A
number of players have griped about
it's grip and unpredictable bounce
since training camps opened.

Cuban contacted Dr. James L.
Horwitz, chairman of UT-Arlington’s

. physics department, to test both balls
— though the owner says he has no
intention of doing anything with the
results.

“Nothing,” he told ‘The Associated
Press in an e-mail. “Just try to support
the commissioner and the league to
the fullest of my ability with the data.”

According to the results released
Sunday, the ball bounces 5 to 8 percent
lower than typical leather balls when
dropped from 4 feet. It also found that
the new ball bounces 30 percent more
erratically.

The league has stressed that one of
the advantages of the composite mate-
rial is that it's easier to grip when it
starts to get damp. But the researchers
found that it's less absorbent than
leather, causing it to be more slippery
when moist.

The study recommends frequently
drying or changing the balls during
the game, which Cuban also does in
his blog. An NBA spokesman said it is
up to the officials’ discretion if the ball
should be changed during play.
