Court rules 
Nelson will 
get new trial
Howard County man was 
convicted of murder in 1991

The only Howard 
County man on Texas’ 
death row will get at least 
part of a new trial, thanks 
to a federal circuit court 
ruling this week.

The 5th Circuit Court of 
Appeals in New Orleans 
ruled by a vote of 9 to 7 
that Billy Ray Nelson, 
convicted of capital mur­
der in the February 1991 
death of 18-year-old 
Charla Wheat, must 
receive a new punish­
ment trial.

The court ruled that 
jurors in the original trial 
were not allowed to fully 
consider possible mitigat­
ing circumstances before 
they returned a death sen­
tence in the case in 118th 
District Court in Big 
Spring on Dec. 13, 1991.

“We conclude that, on 
the facts presented here, 
there is a reasonable like­
lihood that the Texas cap­

Sales tax rebates up for Big Spring, 
brushes $5 million mark for the year

Once again. Big Spring 
witnessed an increase in 
sales tax rebates — albeit 
a small one — comparing 
December 2005 to 
December 2006.

Big Spring received 
$376,254.38 this month 
compared to $352,262.51 a 
year ago, according to the 
State Comptroller’s 
Office. That’s an increase 
of 6.81 percent. With the 
12th month of the year, 
the city almost eclipsed

the $5 million mark in 
rebates, but not quite. Big 
Spring received
$4,993,329.60, up a healthy 
15.48 percent over 2005’s 
totals.

Coahoma continued to 
experience strong
increases — 50.80 percent 
this month. The commu­
nity took in $6,829.72 this 
month compared to 
$4,528.99 for December of 
2005. For the year, 
Coahoma received
$84,264.11, up 35.78 per­
cent when compared to

2005.
Forsan’s sales tax 

rebates were back up this 
month after being down 
10.5 percent in November.
Forsan took iri $7,782.75 
this month, compared to 
$6,385.08 in December of 
2005. For the year, Forsan 
received $85,499.79, a fig­
ure ahead of last year’s 
pace by 12.36 percent.

Abilene brought home 
$2,401,353.84 this month, 
up 10.85 percent com­
pared to the $2,166,189.97
that came in for See REBATES, Page 3A

December 2005. Abilene 
received $31,860,526.67 
this year, up 9.22 percent.

Andrews, which

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Polygamy sect leader back 
In court for hearing

ST. GEORGE, Utah (AP) -  
Prosecuting Warren Jeffs on charges of 
rape as an accomplice could enhance, 
not diminish, the way the polygamist 
sect leader is revered by faithful follow­
ers. historians say.

The case against Jeffs, head of the 
Fundamentalist Church of Jesus Christ 
of Latter Day Saints, was scheduled to 
resume with a hearing Thursday to 
determine whether the case should go to 
trial.

The outcome isn’t likely to lessen the 
50-year-old Jeffs’ popularity. The FLDS 
sect traces its roots to early Mormon 
theology, which promoted plural mar­
riage. The modern Church of Jesus 
Christ of Latter-day Saints disavows 
polygamy and renounced the practice in 
1890 as a condition of Utah’s statehood.

The FLDS, however, consider them­
selves “fundamentalist Mormons" who 
continue to believe polygamy will bring 
glory in heaven. "They also consider 
Jeffs a prophet of God with dominion 
over their salvation.

“Prosecution will actually strengthen

his position as a leader,” said Martha 
Bradley, a University of Utah professor 
and author of a history of government 
raids on the FLDS community. “You 
just can’t underestimate the power of 
becoming a martyr.”

Authorities rounded up and impris­
oned FLDS church members in the 1940s 
and 1950s, but the prosecuted returned 
home to the community on the Arizona- 
Utah state line as heroes, Bradley said. 
The persecution also strengthened the 
community’s resolve to continue its 
religious practices.

Technician’s wife found 
dead in Nacogdoches home '

NACOGDOCHES (AP) -  A radiology 
technician’s Wife was found dead 
Wednesday in the couple’s home and 
police are trying to locate her husband.

The death of Tina Marie Eubanks, 36, 
is being investigated as a homicide, 
police said.

An autopsy has been ordered to deter­
mine the cause of death.

Authorities said Timothy Thomas 
Eubanks, 37, called a friend to say his 
wife had died and that he was contem­

plating suicide. The ffiend contacted 
police, the Nacogdoches Daily Sentinel 
reported in its Wednesday online edi­
tions.

“Hopefully it’s just a matter of time, 
before we find Mr. Eubanks and learn 
what actually happened,” said Lt. Greg 
Johnson.

The couple’s five children, ages 7 to 16, 
were staying with friends in 
Nacogdoches until relatives could 
arrive.

Police say the two older children had 
gone to school, while the three youngest 
children were home when they arrived. 
Their mother’s body was found in a 
locked bedroom. i

The children were not hurt.
No sign of a struggle was found at the 

home, police said.
The family in 2005 moved from 

Tullahoma, Tenn. Eubanks serves as 
director of radiology services at 
Nacogdoches Medical Center.

Ex-boyfriend from Arizona,
East Texas woman die

TYLER (AP) — A woman wounded in 
an attack blamed on her ex-boyfriend

died one day after he fatally shot him­
self, authorities said Wedne^ay.

Wood County Sheriff Dwaine 
Daugherty said it appears Bernie 
Cochran shot Tina Martin in the chest 
and head before turning the gun on him­
self.

Martin, 42, a barrel racer from coke, 
died Wednesday at a Tyler hospital.

Friends said that Martin had moved 
back to Texas after  ̂ few months in 
Arizona to get away from Cochran, 
whom they say she met through the 
Internet.

Nancy Hopkins, a fellow barrel racer, 
said Martin had told her that Cochran 
was too jealous.

“I’m empty. I’m just empty about it,” 
barrel racer Melanie Covington, of East 
Mountain, said. “I’m praying, but I’m on 
autopilot.”

Martin had called law officers Tuesday 
afternoon to report a disturbance at her 
home in Wood County. Officers found 
Martin and Cochran, of Arizona, both 
shot.

Cochran, believed to be about 50, died 
hours later at a hospital in Quitman.

Police believe Martin recently ended 
their long-distance relationship.

Mitigating evidence 
Nelson pointed to in his 
appeal included an abu­
sive childhood, a history 
of drug and alcohol abuse, 
troubled relationships 
with women and a “bor­
derline” mental disorder.

Midland attorney J.K. 
“ Rusty” Wall, who has 
represented Nelson since 
1997, said that when 
Nelson was convicted in 
1991, the jury had to 
answer two “special 
issues” in the affirmative 
before handing down the 
death penalty.

Those special issues 
were whether the victim’s 
death was the result of 
deliberate action and if 
there was a probability 
the defendant would con­
stitute a future threat to

society.
Sinte that time, howev­

er, subsequent federal 
court rulings state that 
juries in death penalty 
cases must fully consider 
mitigating

said.

With the 
ruling, the 
case is now remanded 
back to District Court 
here in Howard County, 
but it is unlikely to be 
heard locally anytime 
soon. Wall said that, in all 
likelihood, the State of 
Texas will first appeal the 
circuit court ruling to the 
U.S. Supreme Court.

“The state has about 75 
other people on death row

who could be affected by 
this ruling,” Wall said. 
“Do you think the state is 
just going to throw in the 
towel? ... They’ve got to 
appeal it.”

The circuit court deci­
sion pertains only to 
retrying Nelson on pun­
ishment and has no bear­
ing on his established 
guilt, officials said.

Nelson, who was 22 at 
the time of the murder, 
was convicted of sexually 
assaulting and stabbing to 
death Wheat in her home 
in the 2500 block of 
Hunter early on the morn­
ing of Feb. 23, 1991. Her 
roommate, Carol
Maynard, also was sexual­
ly assaulted and stabbed, 
but survived to testify 
against Nelson in his 
trial.

In a pair of confessions 
he made to police at the 
time. Nelson said he was 
drunk and “schized” on

cocaine when he killed 
Wheat.

Nelson became the third 
man in history to be sen­
tenced to death by a 
Howard County jury. The 
men previously sentenced 
to die, in 1934 and 1948, 
were electrocuted in 
Huntsville within 15 
months of their convic­
tions. Nelson has been on 
death row for 15 years.

There are currently 390 
inmates on Texas’ death 
row.

Former Howard County 
District Attorney Rick 
Hamby, who represented 
the state in the trial, said 
Nelson was the beneficia­
ry of changes in the law 
and public opinion since 
1991.

“The only thing 1 can 
say is that, at that time, 
the court did everything 
the law provided,” said 
Hamby, who now has a 
private law practice in

Big Spring. “Any opinion 
now rendei td is based on 
an evolutionary pattern 
that the high court has 
undergone since that 
time. I think it will be 
much harder to get the 
death penalty now than 
when we originally tried 
the case.”

Don Richard, who repre­
sented Nelson in 1991, 
was unavailable for com­
ment this morning.

Current Howard County 
District Attorney Hardy 
L. Wilkerson said it will 
likely be quite some time 
before a new trial is held.

“ If the court’s ruling 
stands ... undoubtedly, 
this will not be something 
coming down in the next 
couple of weeks,” 
Wilkerson said.

If the circuit court rul­
ing stands, it would 
become the responsibility 
of 118th District Judge 
RoberLH- M<>we,lII .to sef

a date for a new trial to 
determine Nelson’s pun­
ishment.

The Nutcracker 
a holiday must 
Saturday night
T he Nutcracker, one of the world’s most 

famous and beloved ballets — not to men­
tion a Christmas season tradition — will 
take the stage Saturday night at the Big 

Spring Municipal Auditorium, as the Midland 
Festival Ballet arrives to help the Big Spring 
Symphony Orchestra bring to life the magical show 
featuring the music of Russian composer Peter 
Ilyich Tchaikovsky.

In 1892, Tchaikovsky composed The Nutcracker 
and the ballet has been thrilling audiences during 
the Christmas season ever since. __

The Nutcracker story, which will unfold for the 
audience at 8 p.m. Saturday, is well known for 
almost all of us.

It's Christmas at the Stahlbaum home. There's a 
huge tree, and many guests arrive to celebrate with 
the family. Clara's godfather, Herr Drosselmeyer, 
makes magical toys. He entertains the guests with 
two life-sized dolls that dance around the room. 
Then he gives gifts to the children, and gives Clara 
a very special gift of a nutcracker. Her brother, 
Fritz, is jealous, and grabs the nutcracker and it 
gets broken! Clara is very upset, so Herr 
Drosselmeyer repairs the doll before handing it 
back to her.. •

Soon after, all the guests leave and the children go 
to bed. Clara gets up in the night and goes down­
stairs to get her nutcracker from under the tree. She 
falls asleep there, and is transported into Christmas 
fantasy where her nutcracker has grown to the size 
of a human. When the Mouse King attacks, the 
Nutcracker Prince tries to valiantly defend young 
Clara, but is struck down in the battle. Clara in turn 
saves her Nutcracker Prince by throwing her shoe 
at the Mouse King and defeating him.

With the nasty Mouse King out of the way, Clara 
runs to the Nutcracker Prince. When she kisses 
him, he turns into a human! Then she and her 
Prince are whisked away through the Enchanted 
Forest, where they see dancing snowflakes and 
other wonders.

There’s no doubt in our minds that your holiday 
season will be enriched by the experience.

Jt’s painful to watch the Iraq 
Study Group (ISG) selectively 
invoking our Cold War poli­
cies to support their recom­

mendation that we negotiate with 
our enemies. We didn’t negotiate 
an end to the Cold War. We 
kicked the Soviets’ rear end. 
Indeed, the very type of “realists” 
in charge of the ISG largely 
opposed Ronald Reagan’s con­
frontational approach toward the 
Soviets that enabled us to gradu­
ate from stalemate to victory.

Here are some 
other thoughts and 
questions about the 
vaunted ISG report 
(ISGR):

• The ISG seems 
convinced we are 
“perilously” close to 
defeat in Iraq. With 
this method of war 
scorekeeping could David
America have ever Limbauch
won a war, or will it ___________
ever again? ^

• Did the ISG ever seriously con­
sider that we pursue outright vic­
tory over the terrorists, or did 
their initial bias preclude them 
from considering that option?

• Are the ISG’s recommendations 
based on their assumption that 
Iraq is not part of the overall war 
on terror? If so, and they are 
wrong — which they are — is 
their entire report flawed, having 
been primarily based on an erro­
neous assumption?

• The Framers understood that 
foreign policy must not be con­
ducted by committee, which is 
why they made the president — 
not Congress — the singular com­
mander in chief.

• If the ISGR serves no other 
purpose, it will provide excellent 
ammunition for Democrats and 
the mainstream media (MSM) to 
crucify President Bush to the 
extent he rejects its recommenda­
tions.

• In fact, if the left were primari­
ly about ideas rather than destroy­
ing President Bush, they would 
none too pleased with the ISGR for 
its refusal to endorse a Murthafled 
withdrawal. But they are willing 
to ignore the report’s contradic­
tions, generalities and absence of 
real solutions, because they view 
it as a vindication of their peren­
nial opposition to Bush.

• James Baker said, “This is the 
only bipartisan report for saie.” 
Whoop-dee-do. I agree with others 
that the ISG is promoting biparti­
sanship as an end in itself, even 
prioritizing it above pursuing the 
best policy. In a column in 2002,1 
attributed a similar attitude to 
Democrats, writing, “What 
[Cert îin Democrats] are essential­
ly advocating is that bipartisan­
ship be elevated to sacrosanct sta­
tus, as if it were an end in itself to 
be pursued even above the best 
interests of the nation.”

• While the MSM are heralding 
the ISGR as the Second Coming, 
we should remember that ISG 
members are unelected and will 
never be held accountable for 
their suggestions. Some of their 
recommendations reflect their lack 
of accountability, such as that we 
should increase the number of 
U.S. troops training Iraqi forces 
from 3,000 or 4,000 to 10,000 to 
20,000. On what hard facts are 
they basing a recommendation 
that has a 100 percent fudge fac­
tor? Plus, if we get those addition­
al troops from combat brigades in 
Iraq and we’re already “perilously 
close to defeat,” won’t the reduc­
tion in our combat forces draw us 
perilously closer to defeat?

• But nowhere is the ISG’s lack 
of accountability better demon­
strated than in its casual acknowl­
edgment that its own proposals 
may not work, but we must try 
them anyway. Lee Hamilton said, 
“No course of action in Iraq is 
guaranteed to stop a slide toward

chaos. Yet, in our view, not all 
options have been exhausted.” 
Where is it written that we must 
try every idea, no matter how fool­
ish, like negotiating with nations 
— Iran and Syria — that are dedi-1 
cated to our destruction and who 
are behind much of the violence 
and ethnic strife in Iraq?

• On that point, how can James 
Baker seriously argue that if Iran 
refuses to cooperate, we can 
expose it as an enemy of peace 
and turn the world against it? If 
the world — including the 
American left — isn’t already con­
vinced the Iranian regime is evil, 
then redundant evidence will not 
persuade it. Even if the appeasers 
were temporarily d isa b u ^  of 
their misplaced trust, all it would 
take to turn them back toward 
Ahmadinejad is another one of his 
“ thoughtful” love letters to the 
American people.

• But what might even be worse 
is if Iran were to accept our offer, 
agree to negotiate, then make false 
promises the ISG would doubtless­
ly recommend we rply on.

• Why is it that the ISG bends 
over backward to give the benefit 
of every doubt to the bad guys 
(Iran, Syria) and goes out of its 
way to undercut the good guys 
(Israel and the Iraqi voters)?

• The ISG says we should with­
draw most of our troops by early 
2008. Why then? What happens if 
our efforts to train Iraqi troops 
haven’t sufficiently succeeded by 
then? Are we bound to withdraw 
then anyway since tlie omniscient 
ISG chose that arbitrary date?

• Why did President Bush shoot 
himself in the foot by appointing 
committee member Robert Gates 
secretary of defense?

'Major Adjustment’ in Iraq”
Not a lot of good news there for 

a president who thinks we’re on 
the path to success in Iraq, but 
perhaps the hardest to take was 
Rumsfeld’s memo.

Brings new look to convertible 
with a fun and affordable car

The new Eos restores 
my faith in Volkswagen 
as a producer of fun, 
affordable cars. In fact, 
driving this new convert­
ible for a week brought 
back fond memories of 
when I first drove the 
New Beetle in rural 
Georgia in 1998.

The New Beetle was 
rather tartie on the road, 
but “ the magic of its 
shape,’’ as one executive 
termed it, made it an 
instant hit. The new Eos 
looks almost ordinary as 
a hardtop coupe, but pre­
dictably swell as a con­
vertible. It has plenty of 
get up and go. Combined 
with a starting price near 
$28,000, that should make 
it a strong seller for a 
brand that has begun to 
restore its reputation 
with buyers, too.

For too many years. I’ve 
driven cars like the VW 
Phaeton sedan, the 
Touareg sport-utility 
vehicle and even the V-8 
version of the Passat that 
simply reflected corporate 
hubris rather than buyer 
wants and needs.

These cars were techni­
cally adept, but grossly 
expensive and completely 
out of the realm of what 
VW means (and should 
mean) to U.S. buyers.

New versions of existing 
models have helped salve 
those wounds, as the 
redesigned Passat, Jetta 
and Rabbit (the former 
Golf) have been well- 
received.

But it takes all-new 
sheet-metal to get excited 
about an automaker,, and 
that brings us to the 200̂  
VW Eos. It’s a convert­
ible, but quite unlike any 
other on the market.

VW marketers have 
invented something 
called CSC to describe the 
Eos, with those letters 
standing for coupe, sun­
roof and convertible.

The coupe part is easy. 
With its roof up, the Eos 
looks like a small, sporty 
coupe. It might not be the 
prettiest car in the world, 
with a back-end treatment 
that resembles some sort 
of early ‘90s offering, but 
it’s by no means ugly. 
Our car was painted an 
alluring shade of light 
blue that VW calls 
Eismeer blue.

And the convertible part 
also is pretty self-explana­
tory. Take down the roof 
and — poof! — you have a 
convertible. The process 
is irresistible to watch, as 
young and old in my 
neighborhood and here at 
work gathered for the 
show. Motors — eight 
hydraulic cylinders — 
whir. Roof panels lift and 
separate. Body panels lift 
and fold. And, in the end, 
the complex structure 
ends up in the trunk after 
about 30 seconds. (A cargo 
shield in the trunk must 
be clicked into place for 
the roof to operate, and 
trunk room, which is a 
very adequate 9.3 cubic 
feet with roof fixed, drops 
to a much less useful 5.4 
cubic feet when the roof 
is stored.

Other automakers, 
including of high-priced 
Cadillac, Lexus and 
Mercedes-Benz models 
and more affordable ones 
from Volvo and Pontiac, 
are seeing the merit of 
retractable hardtops. The 
list includes all-weather 
use, better security and, 
not to be discount^, the 
gee-whiz factor.

FinaUy, it’s the “S” part, 
the sunroof, that makes 
the Eos more intriguing. 
A panoramic, tinted glass 
sunroof is part of the Eos’

roof. The roof can be 
opened to allow some air 
and some sun in, but 
without the full “hey, my 
hair looks crazy” effect.

Powering the Eos is a 
turbo-charged, 200-horse- 
power, 2.0-liter four-cylin­
der engine. It comes stan­
dard with a six-speed 
manual transmission. 
Buyers can opt for the 
250-horsepower, 3.2-liter 
V-6 engine. It comes stan­
dard with a six-speed 
automatic (which is an 
option on the 2.0 T).

City fuel economy, 
according to government 
figures, is 22 or 23 mpg, 
depending on engine and 
transmission choice. On 
the highway, the range is 
29 to 32 mpg.

Our test model had the 
turbo-charged four-cylin­
der and the optional six- 
speed automatic ($1,075). 
On the road, this proved a 
Vinning combination for 
a touring car. We took it 
on a typical Sunday drive 
and enjoyed it on the back 
road, city street and inter­
state. Along curving Niles 
Canyon Road near 
Fremont we enjoyed the 
autumn colors and the 
crisp smell of the air.

Handling was stable. 
Steering was well-bal­
anced. Acceleration was 
crisp, too, even with three 
people in this 3,686-pound 
car.

The interior is Euro- 
posh. Our test model 
came with the $3,490 lux­
ury package that added 
cornsilk beige leather 
seats. There was a bit of 
wood trim and a dash of 
bright metal to make the 
cabin stylish and qpmam- 
porary. Air vents,'ifiaped 
like ski goggles, were a- 
bit overdone though.

Getting in and out of the 
back seat was not a diffi­
cult chore. Its roominess 
was closer to adequate 
than comfortable for four 
adults.

Eos pricing rangesTrom 
just under $28,000 for the 
base version to $36,850 for 
a V-6, automatic model. 
Rivals include the $28,565 
Pontiac G6 and the $39,090 
Volvo CTO.

The Eos comes at an 
important time in VW’s 
U.S. history. In 1999 the 
brand sold more than 
315,000 cars and SUVs. It 
has a hip choice among 
trendy buyers. Last year, 
VW dealers sold only 
about 225,000 vehicles.

This year, through 
October, VW sales were 
up a healthy 9.9 percent. 
That reflects a return to 
normalcy for the afford-

able European brand. 
More new models such as

the Eos will keep 
turnaround on pace.

NO . 10: T E A M E D  UP  
O N AT TA LLA D E G A

Dale Earnhardt Jr. led the UAW-Ford 500 
at Talladega on the final lap, driving his No. 8 
Chevrolet o ff Turn 2 for the final time with 
Jimmie Johnson and Brian Vickers right 
behind him.

Johnson and Vickers both drove for 
Hendrick Motorspoits, but Vickers was leav­
ing the team at season’ s end. He was still 
Uxiking for his first canx'r victory, and he was 
dctcmiined not to just sit still and finish third.

As the cais steamed toward Turn 3, 
Johnson made a move to the inside.

Vickers followed, rapping Johnson’ s No. 
48 Chcvrt)let on the rear in an attempt to help 
push them bttth past Earnhardt Jr. Then, in the 
time it takes to take a deep breath, Johnson’ s 
car was sideways and turning into Eiamhardt 
Jr.’ s They skittered o ff the track into a patch 
o f grass at the bottom o f  the entrance to Turn 
3, kicking up a pluiiK* o f  du.st.

Vickers kept going and Ux>k the checkered 
llag. "It is what it is," he said later. "This is 
Talladega. If I would have not touched him 
we would have finished one-twivthnie.
Junior. Jimmie and me."

I:^nihardt Jr. finished 23rd. Johnson fin­
ished 24ih and languished in eighth in the 
Chase lor the Nextel Cup standings, 1.56 
points behind leader Jeff Burton.

Johnson tried hard not to savage Vickers 
through clenched teeth. If Eiamhardt Jr. had 
climhed from his car steaming, he easily 
could have incited a riot. But Earnhardt Jr. 
played it cixil. "He didn’t wreck anytxxly on 
purpose,”  liamhardt Jr. .said. “ He just got 
excited trying to push the No. 48. ... He was 
just racing hard there."

NO . 9: A H A LL O F A DEAL  
FO R N A SC A R

Right now, at least, the selection o f 
Charlotte. N.C.. as the host for a NASCAR 
hall o f  fame is a bigger story for the city than 
It is for NASCAR. Ground will be broken 
officially on the site early next year and it 
may be 2010 before the museum actually 
opens.

But the existence o f  an "official”  shrine for 
NASCAR’s greatest drivers aixl memorable 
inoitK’nLs is important for the sptxt. It’ s an 
opjvirtunity for the sport to successfully do 
something it’ s had tmnK'ndous difficulty 
doing in recent years, balancing its hisUiry 
with its desire to keep getting bigger.

NO. 8: H A R D SH IPS  
W ITH  RAYS O F HOPE

Kasey Kahne won six races in 2(K)6, more 
than any other driver in the sport. .Scott Riggs 
didn’ t qualify for the Daytona .5(X), but 
bounced back and finished a respectable 20th 
in the final standings.

And then, there was Jeremy Mayfield 
It was an eventful year for Ray lAemtiam. 

the owner o f those three l>xlge teams. While 
KahtK‘ was making the Chase for the Nextel 
Cup, giving Evemham a cur in the Chase in 
each o f iLs first three years. Mayfield's team 
was blowing up.

Mayfield, frustrated by his team’ s sagging 
performance, indirectly questioned 
Evemharn’s hx:us on his Cup operalions 
before qualifying at Chicagoland in July. 1 wo 
days later, a news conference nx'ani lo allay 
rumrrrs o f tension did anything but ihal.

The end came after Mayfield compleied 
just 82 laps and finished 41st at IndianafKilis. 
Evemham announced that Bill Elliott would 
drive the No. 19 Dtxlge at Watkins Cilen in 
Mayfield’s place, and Mayfield weni to court 
to bkx;k that move.

In di.K;umenLs filed in the case. Mayfield 
alleged that his team’s perfomiance had been 
hurt by Evemham’s relationship with Enn 
CriKker, the driver for an Evemhain-owneil 
team in the Truck .Series. Evemham s.iid his 
relationship with Crivker was noboily's busi­
ness, and himd Elliott Sadler Irom Rolx-n 
Yates Racing to drive the No. 19 beginning 
the next weekend at Michigan.

Despite the tumu>il. Kahne won at 
California and finished third at Richmond lo 
squeeze into the Chase in the Khh and final

spot, just 16 prrints ahead 
if / f  ' o f Tony .Slewart.

NO . 7: TH E  VERY  
TH O U G H T O F YO U

No Toyota has raced in a Nextel Cup 
cVent, but the manufacturer’s impending 
arrival in NASCAR’s top series still moved 
the needle.

Toyota’ s Tundra dominated tlie Craftsman 
Truck Series, winning 12 races and sweeping 
the top six spots in the final standings with' 
TtxJd Bodine winning the tide. Meanwhile, 
the manufacturer assembled its roster for 
2(X)7, with Michael Waltrip, Bill Davis and 
Team Red Bull lining up seven teams to 
begin Cup competition.

Rival team owners accused Toyota o f  sub­
sidizing these car owners, .V.Iowing them to 
offer exorbitant salaries to drivers, crew chiefs 
and riK-chanics to lute them to the new teams 
or to force existing teams to dramatically 
ramp up their pay scales. Toyota officials said 
they were simply helping their teams develop 
race cars and engines and providing support 
commensurate with other manufacturers.

Dale Jarrett. a former Cup champion, will 
drive one o f three cars o w n ^  by Waltrip, a 
two-time Daytona 500 champion who will 
drive a second himself and put David 
Reuiimann in the third. Jeremy Mayfield joins 
Dave Blaney on Bill Davis’ s team. Brian 
Vickers will team with A.J. Allmendinger at 
Team Red Bull.

NO. 6: O PEN SEA SO N  
ON OPEN W H EEL

Usually, the mmor gtx;s the other way. 
.Some NA.SCAR star, u.sually Jeff Gordon, is 
said to be toying with the idea o f going to 
Eomiula One. But at Chicagoland Speedway 
in July, when Chip Ganassi anmxinced that 
Juan Montoya would replace Casey Mears in 
the No. 42 I>xlges in 2(X)7, the racing world 
was stunned.

Montoya, who has won the Indianapolis 
.MX) as well as in FI, had fallen out o f favor 
ss itli his team in the world’ s most prestigious 
series. But his decision to turn to stock cars 
was a sharp bixiy-blow to Anxrrica’ s open- 
wlieel ranks, and it was not the last.

A.J. Allmendinger, the 
only American to win in 
the ChampCar World 
Series, later announced 
he was coming to Cup to 
drive Toyotas for Team 
Red Bull. Sam Homish, 
who won the Irxlianapolis 
5(X) this year, drove in 

Busch .Series races late in the 2(X)6 season aixl 
will mil several more in 2(X)7 with plans 
beyond that still to be determined.

Even Danica Patrick flirted with sUx;k 
cars, using the immediate interest that gencr- 
aicd as leverage for a new deal with Andretti 
tiiven Racing in the IndyCar Series.

Borland adjusts to new 
job at Waltrip Racing

Matt Borland will 
be the crew 
chief for veteran 
Nextel Cup dri­
ver Dale Jarrett 
next season.

Things have been quite different for Matt 
Borland the past couple o f  days, but in a way it 
has had a familiar feel to it

Borland staned work 
last Thursday at Michael 
Waltrip Racing, arxl on 
Friday the team 
announced that he will be 
crew chief for the No. 44 
Toyotas driven by Dale 
Jarrett beginning with the 
2(X)7 Daytona 5(X).

“ Starting with a new 
manufacturer and a new 
team is a big undertaking 
in NASCAR these days,’ ’ 
said Borland, who left 
Ryan Newman’s No. 12 
Dtxigc team Penske
Racing to join Waltrip’ s three-car Nextel Cup 
operation.

“ But it feels sort o f like when we started tlx; 
team at Penske in a truck bay in tire coruer o f 
the shop. There are a thousaix) things to do. but 
it feels gcxxJ to do that again. It’s going to be 
fun."

Borland, 35, helped Newman win rookie o f 
the year in 2002 and the team won 12 races 
and was in the top 10 in the final standings in 
each o f its first four seasons.

But Newman finished 18th this year with 
no victories and just two top-five finishes. 
Borlarxl took a leave for the final two races o f  
2006, with Mike Nelson working as crew 
chief. Nelson was otTicially named crew chief 
for Newman in 2007 earlier this week.

“ We definitely were not having the success 
we needed to have,’’ Borland said o f his final 
.season with Newman.

“ It was nobody’ s fault in particular, we just 
were ntx getting it done. We started o ff  the 
year and never got it to where we were running 
like we were u.scd to. W e never hit on a piack- 
age that worked for us.”

Borland said it was a tough decision to 
leave the team he’ s been with siiKe he came to 
stock-car racing as an engineer in 1999 after 
working in what is now the ChampCar series 
and for Pi Research and General Motors.

“ It is sad to leave those guys. They’ re a 
great group and I will really miss them,”  
Borland said.

Jarrett, who won the Cup championship in 
the year Borland came to stock cars, just ended 
a 12-year tenure at Robert Yates Racing. He 
won 29 o f  his 32 career victories with the 
Yates team, winning his championship driving 
the No. 88 Fords.

“ Dale expressed his ideal crew chief was 
someone like Matt Borland,”  Waltrip said.
“We were actually able to deliver Matt. His 
spirit and determination will permeate through­
out our shop.”

David Hyder will be crew chief for Waltrip 
and his No. 55 team in 2007, while Larry 
Carter will be on the No. 00 Toyotas driven by 
David Reutimann.

TTiat’ s Racin’ motorsports 
writer David Poole sat down 
with analysts Darrell Waltrip 
and I^arry McReynolds for a 
conversation about the state o f 
the sport. Waltrip, a three-time 
champion in the Cup series, 
and McReynolds. who worked with 
such drivers as Davey Allison and Dale 
Earnhardt as crew chief, had some 
pointed tilings to say.

Here are some highlights (an extent- 
cd version o f  this interview is available 
on www.thatiMWcln.com):

■ David Poola: NASCAR la axpact- 
ad to announca fakty minor “twaaka” 
to tha Chaaa for tha Naxtal Cup for­
mat naxt month. What do you think 
■bout tha formal?

DarraM WaNrip: The problem with

the Chase is it’ s tixi 
long. Ten races is tex) 
many. Ten drivers arc 
enough, you don’t need 
any kind o f fan vote or 
wild card or anything 
like that.

I think if you had 
some system where if 
you had 10 races and 
had sort o f a five-race 
playoff to get to the 
finals. Y(xi have 10 

guys going in, but after the fifth race 
the bottom five are kicked out. Then 
those five guys mn the final five races 
for the championship.

■  Poda: But thay’ve Mkf they’ra 
not looking at anything that dramatic.

Waltrip: NASCAR just opens the 
paper up and reads it and says, "The 
fans want a green-white-checkered rule, 
so we’ ll give them tliat. The fans don’ t 
want to race back to the caution, so we 
won’ t race back to the caution.”  They 
listen to the fans, up to a point, but then

when it comes to something they don’ t 
want to do, they don’t want to listen.

The Cha.se is their idea, and you 
know how they are about their ideas.

Larry McReynolds; And that’ s 
where the “car o f tomorrow”  fits in.
ttX).

■ Poole: Everywhere I go people 
talk about how we need to square off 
the cars and make them boxier. I’ve 
even had people tell me the trucks are 
like “flying bricks” and that’s s good 
thing. Now, Tony Stawart uses that 
same term to talk about tha “car of 
tomorrow and H’s a nagative thing. 
What am I misaing?

McReynolds: But the problem could 
have been fixed with what we’ ve got.

Waltrip: They say the new car is 
safer and is going to cost the teams less 
money. How can you argue with that? 
That’ s what they put on you to start 
with, like some kind o f  guilt trip.

But they said they were going to 
make a car that’s leM aeto-dependenL 
What are the two most aero-rkqiendent

things you can put on a race car?
McReynolds; A  splitter (on the front 

air dam) and a wing.
Waltrip: A splitter and a wing.

Those cars in t i^ ic  are going to be 
worse than they are now because those 
two things are aero driven. They don’ t 
work unless tliere is air on them, so 
when you’re riding around behind 
somebody, what’ s going to happen?

They will eventually get *hem better, 
I guess. Initially, thou^, they’ re going 
to have their hands full trying to make 
this package work.

■  Pools: Tfis tolavlaion ratings 
dippad In 2006 and thaia's talk about 
tha sport’s growth baginning to Stan 
out Tha s a :^  Is that “H It ain’t 
broka, don’t fix It"  My quaation, than, 
is whathar H’s brokan?

Waltrip: The races aren’t too long, 
they j i ^  take too long to tun. They’re 
being inlemipted, whether it’ s a 13-gal­
lon fuel cell or a debris caution every 
time you turn around, meet are being 
intemipied too often. A race has a f l^ .

It’s not different from watching any 
other sport and the referees are whistle- 
happy, stopping the action.

■  Poola: How doas that impact a 
craw chief when he’s calling the 
race?

McReynolds: I think it makes it 
more pre^ctable because you know 
you’ re going to get a debris cautiorL 
Chad iGiaus (Jimmie Johnson’ s crew 
chieO said, “ I had no problem putting 
four tires on at Atlanta because I knew 
there would be a caution to bunch us 
back up.”

Waltrip: That is out o f control. Every 
time a hot dog wrapper blows across 
the track, you have to have a caution.

McReynolda: And it just seems like 
so much o f  the emotion has been taken 
out o f  iu whether that’s because the 
Federal Communication Commission 
has cracked down or whatever, the fans 
are asking whether the guys aitk making 
so much money now that they’re not 
willing to race as hard as m a ^  they 
used to.

DALLAS — Lamar Hunt, the 
pro sports visionary who owned 
the Kansas City Chiefs and came 
up with the term “Super Bowl," 
died Wednesday night. He was 
74.

Hunt, a founder of the 
American Football League and 
one of the driving forces behind 
the AFL-NFL merger, died at 
Presbyterian Hospital of Dallas 
of complications from prostate 
cancer. Chiefs spokesman Bob 
Moore said.

Hunt battled cancer for several 
years and was hospitalized the 
day before Thanksgiving with a 
partially collapsed, lung. Doctors 
discovered that the cancer had 
spread, and Hunt had been under 
heavy sedation since last week.

“He was a founder. He was the 
energy, really, that put together 
half of the league, and then he 
was the key person in merging 
the two leagues together,” said 
Cowboys owner Jerry Jones, 
Hunt’s neighbor. “You’d be hard- 
pressed to find anybody that’s 
made a bigger contribution (to 
the NFL) than Lamar Hunt.”

The son of Texas oilman H.L. 
Hunt, Lamar Hunt grew up in 
Dallas and attended a private 
boys’ prep school in 
Pennsylvania, serving as captain 
of the football team in his senior 
year. His love of sports led to his 
nickname, “Games."

Hunt played football at SMU, 
but never rose above third 
string. His modest achievements 
on the field were dwarfed by his 
accomplishments as an owner 
and promoter of teams in profes­
sional football, basketball, base­
ball, tennis, soccer and bowling.

Owens remains upset 
that someone within the 
organization has been 
airing his dirty laundry.

Owens told ESPN in an

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Matt McCoy starting QB while Horns wait for Colt

AUSTIN — Matt McCoy, a senior 
walk-on who has never thrown a pass in 
college, is practicing as the No. 1 quar­
terback for Texas while the Longhorns 
wait to see if injured Colt McCoy will be 
able to play in the Alamo Bowl against 
Iowa.

“We still don’t know about Colt,” 
coach Mack Brown said Wednesday. 
“ It’s a long way till game time and they 
have not told us yet if he’ll play.”

Colt McCoy, who suffered a severely 
pinched nerve in his neck in the final 
minute of a 12-7 to Texas A&M, said he

expects to play when the Longhorns (9- 
3) and Hawkeyes (6-6) meet Dec. 30 in 
San Antonio.

“It’s coming along every day,” Colt 
McCoy said. “All of the pain is gone.” 

Colt McCoy set a school record with 27 
touchdown passes as a redshirt fresh­
man and had led the Longhorns to eight 
straight wins before he hurt his neck 
the first time on the first drive of a 45-42 
loss at Kansas State on Nov. 11.

He was able to return to the field 
against the Aggies, but got visibly weak­
er as the game went on and threw three 
interceptions. ,

Jevan Snead, the No. 2 QB all season, 
then decided to transfer.

That left the Longhorns with Matt 
McCoy, who has taken only a handful of 
snaps in mop-up duty the past two sea­
sons. A fourth-year walk-on, his high 
point in high school was leading private 
Episcopal School of Dallas to the 2002 
Division II title game of the 18-team 
Southwest Preparatory Conference.

On Wednesday, Matt McCoy said he 
doesn’t expect to start the bowl game.

“We know Colt’s going to be ready to 
play,” Ma McCoy said.

And if I ‘ gets injured again?
“Hopefully, Colt will be prepared and 

play the whole game,” he said.
If Matt McCoy had to play. Brown said 

he’s a fast runner who has shown ath­

leticism running the scout team in pre­
vious seasons. He ran a veer option 
olTense in high school.

Brown said he’ll also prepare sopho­
more wide receiver Quan Cosby as an 
emergency quarterback but with a very 
limited package of plays.

Cosby was a high school All-American 
quarterback at Mart before signing a 
minor-league baseball contract and tak­
ing off from football for a few years.

Cosby, the second-leading receiver on 
the team with 38 catches, said he has no 
desire to switch positions.

“I’m the emergency quarterback 
only,” Cosby said.

When NFL owners 
rebuffed Hunt’s attempt 
to buy a franchise and 
move^it to Dallas, Hunt — 
ignoring his father’s 
advice — founded the 
AFL. He owned one of the 
AFL’s eight original 
teams from the inaugural 
1960 season, the Dallas 
Texans.

“ I looked around and 
figured Kansas City could 
be a success,” he tbld The 
Associated Press. “By our 
fourth or fifth year, we 
started to succeed. The 
Cowboys of course did

very well too.”
In 1967, the Chiefs lost 

the first AFL-NFL cham­
pionship — it was then 
called the World 
Championship Game. 
Three years later, the 
Chiefs beat the Minnesota 
Vikings for the title.

By then, the champi­
onship game had been 
christened the Super 
Bowl. Hunt came up with 
the name while watching 
his children play with a 
SuperBall.

In 1972, Hunt became 
the first AFL figure to be 
inducted into the Pro 
Football Hall of P'ame, 
and each year the Lamar 
Hunt Trophy goes to the

winner of the NFL’s 
American conference.

Hunt long campaigned 
to let teams other than 
Dallas and Detroit play at 
home on Thanksgiving 
Day. To honor his effort, 
the NFL scheduled a third 
game on the holiday this 
year — in Kansas City. 
Hunt missed it, though, 
because he was in the 
hospital and couldn’t get 
the game on TV.

For several years. Hunt 
also owned the minor- 
league baseball Dallas- 
Fort Worth Spurs, but his 
1964 effort to bring major 
league baseball to the 
Dallas-area failed. Eight 
years later, the

Washirtgton franchise 
moved to suburban 
Arlington and became the 
Texas Rangers.

In 1967, Hunt was one of 
10 original founding part­
ners in the Chicago Bulls 
basketball franchise. He 
was the last remaining 
original owner.

Also in 1967, Hunt start­
ed the first organized 
effort at a pro tennis tour 
with World
Championship Tennis, 
and in 1968 he helped 
bring pro soccer to the 
United States with his 
Dallas Tornado of the old 
North American Soccer 
League.
