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WHEN WILL OUR criminal 
justice system's pendulum begin to 
swing back from granting the crim-
inals all of the rights and more to-
ward giving everyone, including 
crime victims, an equal share of 
justice? 

Last month, the Panhandle area 
was once again frustrated when a 
federal district judge ordered a stay 
of execution for Jimmy Paul Van-
derbilt, who had been convicted 
twice in the murder of Katina 
Moyer of Amarillo in 1975. 

We're not talking about just one 
expensive trial, but two--all due to 
the appeals system. In both cases, 
a jury of 12 people found Vander-
bilt guilty of murder, and sentenced 
him to death. 

Not only that, but the taxpayers 
of the state of Texas have had to 
provide Vanderbilt with room and 
board as an inmate at Huntsville, 
for most of the past 15 years. And 
lest you forget, it costs the state's 
taxpayers roughly $100,000 per 
year to house an inmate on death 
row in the state penitentiary. 

This week, another murderer had 
his execution put on hold for the 
1984 rape-slaying of an 80-year-old 
woman at Amherst. 

State District Judge Pat Boone, 
Jr., who is the former district judge 
for Parmer County, indicated that 
he had to grant a stay of execution 
because of time constraints (based 
on when the motion was filed). 

Parmer County District Attorney 
Johnny Actkinson says it makes 
him "mad and very frustrated" to see 
these types of legal action being 
taken. 

"Our only avenue is to vote 
those judges out of office," says 
Actkinson. However, federal dis-
trict judges, such as William 
Wayne Justice, are appointed, so 
the voters don't have any recourse 
on their decisions. 

Justice, whom many voters wish 
would occasionally make an at-
tempt to live up to his name impli-
cations, is the judge who ordered 
the stay of execution for Vanderbilt 
last month. 

Actkinson says that the U.S. 
Supreme Court, which once was ul-
tra-liberal, now has a conservative 
majority and its recent decisions 
have been in favor of the state and 
against the criminals, which is an 
encouraging sign. 

However, the Parmer County 
prosecutor says that at the present 
time, we have a very liberal Texas 
Supreme Court. In this case, vot-
ers could eventually make some 
changes, except that when it gets 
down to that spot on the general 
election ballot, these races draw 
very little interest. Voters need to 
keep themselves a scorecard on 
items of this nature, so that the 
next time an election comes around, 
they will know who they plan to 
vote for, and who they don't. 

This practice of overturning de-
cisions doesn't exempt Parmer 
County, either. 

A couple of years ago, Bovina 
City Marshall Gary Coleman was 
shot while attempting to make a 
late-night arrest. The perpetrator of 
the shooting was arrested, tried, 
pleaded guilty, and was sentenced. 

However, the Court of Criminal 
Appeals sent the case back to 
Parmer County. Again the court 
went through its proceedings, and 
again the suspect pleaded guilty. 
The case is still in question. 

In this situation, the state 
(which interpreted is the individual 
taxpayers) has to pay the court ex-
penses for bringing such criminals 
back to trial. 

"This guy just wanted to plead 
guilty and get it over with. This 
(overturning decisions by the state) 
doesn't make any sense at all," the 
district attorney said. 

And it makes even less sense to 
those of us who don't profess to 
know a lot about the law, but have 
to pay its bills.

TAAS Test 
Scheduled 

The Texas Assessment of Aca-
demic Skills (TAAS) will be ad-
ministered to Friona students in 
grades 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11, on October 
8,9 and 10. 

The T.A.A.S. test is a statewide 
assessment that measures math, 
reading and writing skills. Mastery 
at the eleventh grade level is a re-
quirement for graduation. The test 
date is useful in identifying in-
dividual strengths and weaknesses 
as well as targeting curriculum 
modifications. 

The Friona I.S.D. faculty has 
prepared the students for a positive 
experience; however, for students to 
perform at their maximum poten-
tial, they will need a good night's 
sleep and a nutritious breakfast. 
Attendance is crucial because this 
will be the only administration of 
the test. 

The Parmer County Commis-
sioners Court adopted a plan for re-
districting the County Commis-
sioners precincts, and made changes 
in the election precincts and Justice 
of the Peace and constable precincts 
at a called meeting of the court on 
September 23. 

The changes are spelled out in a 
legal notice being published on 
pages 2-3, section two of this is-
sue.

Old polling place 1, located at the 
Black Elevator or Hamilton resi-
dence, and polling place 8, located 
at the Dee Willard residence at 
Lakeview, have been eliminated in 
order to provide secrecy of balloting 
and for voter convenience. The new

How much 
counting do you need for three 
votes?" Mrs. Hamilton said. 

Bovina's old polling place num-
ber three has been renamed as 
polling place 201, to coincide with 
Commissioner Precinct 2. This 
polling place remains in the EMS 
Building, formerly called the Amer-
ican Legion Hall, on Third Street in 
Bovina. 

Polling place 202 was previ-
ously known as polling place 2-2. 
The new designation ties it into 
Commissioner's Precinct 2. This 
polling place remains in the Com-
munity Center in Friona. 

Polling place 203 was previ-
ously known as polling place #7 or 
Rhea. It, too, is a part of Com-
missioner Precinct 2, and the 
polling place is the Rhea Commu-
nity Center. 

Polling place 301 was previ-
ously known as polling place #4. 
The 301 is to coincide with Com-
missioner Precinct 3. Polling site 
is the Community Center in Far-
well. 

Polling place 302 was previ-
ously known as polling place #6, 

or Oklahoma Lane. A part of 
Commissioner Precinct 3, its vot-
ing place will be in the Methodist 
Church at Oklahoma Lane. 

Polling place 303 is a new 
polling place. It is a strip that in-
cludes part of the city of Bovina, 
and runs parallel with Highway 86 
to Hub, then south, and is about 
five miles wide. Voters in this new 
polling place will be served by 
County Commissioner, Precinct 3, 
and the polling place will be Ridge-
lea Elementary School, 1000 
Highway 86. 

Polling place 401 is the old elec-
tion precinct 5, or Lazbuddie. It 
was re-designated 401 to coincide 
with Commissioner Precinct 4. 
Polling place remains at the 
Lazbuddie School Building. 

Polling place 402 was previ-
ously known as polling place #2. 
Its new designation coincides with 
Commissioner's Precinct 4, polling 
place #2. The polling site remains 
at the Friona Fire Station. 

Additionally, the commissioner's 
court adopted the following changes 
in the Justice of the Peace and Con-
stable precincts: 

Justice of the Peace and Consta-
ble Precinct 1 is composed of Elec-
tion Precincts 101, 202, 203 and 
402; Justice of the Peace and Con-
stable Precinct 2 is made up of 
Election Precincts 201 and 303; and 
JP and Constable Precinct 3 is 
composed of Election Precincts 
301, 302 and 401.

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Back To Earth Day

On a recent Sunday past, a friend 

who likes to tune in to the police 
scanner tells me there was a report 
of some young people caught 
trespassing on riverfront property.

celebrating Earth Day, they told 
the officers. Lots of celebrations 
were going on that day: tree 
plantings, musical tributes, 
recycling demonstrations and 
discourses on the endangered snail 
darter. There was even a fashion 
show, featuring beach cover-ups 
made of clear plastic six-pack 
carriers, and for evening wear, a 
shimmery dress of plastic

appears to be an idea ahead of its 
time, the fact is that people were 
more sensitive then to the 
interrelatedness of things. This 
was before the scientific age, when 
man's ability to control, produce 
and consume had not begun to 
dominate our thinking. 

Of course, science and 
independent reasoning are not all 
bad; neither are they infallible. 
The times are changing, bringing 
very real danger signs and leading 
back to the idea that our planet is 
like a living organism, each part 
related to every other part. Even if 
a person can't get worked up over 
Blind Salamanders, it's hard not to 
be concerned over birth defects 
caused by careless toxic waste 
management, or beer cans found 
by divers exploring the ocean 
floor. 

recording tape. 
"Mother Earth, we are here to 

save you," proclaimed one 
eloquent orator. Well intentioned 
he may have been, but I suspected 
that Mother Earth, in answer, 
might say, "I'll be here when 
you're gone, son. Better take care 
of yourself." 

The jury is still out on Earth Day 
XX, billed as the largest organized 
demonstration in history. There 
are still a few who think it is much 
ado about nothing. It has been 
pointed out that not long ago we 
were told our oil supplies would be 
depleted by the year 2,000. That 
was just before the price of 
gasoline shot up, and long, long 
before the devastating Alaska oil 
spill. We have problems with oil, 
all right, but not the problems we 
were warned about. There are 
those who suspect that 
environmental concern is tied in 
with Madison Avenue's desires to 
constantly rearrange our buying 
habits. Or, it's the work of 
doomsayers telling us, again, that 
the world is fast coming to an end, 
or overzealous scientists who 
haven't got all their facts straight, 
or politicians, manipulating us for 
reasons which may or may not 
become clear sometime in the 
future. 

One of the principles of mental 
health is that ultimately people 
need be able to take responsibility 
for their own actions. We must try 
to recognize our parts in a given 
problem situation and be willing to 
change. Despite the hype and the 
extremists and the political and 
economic motivations behind the 
"Save the Earth" movement, it's 
time for each of us to assume 
responsibility for environmental 
problems. That was the message 
of Earth Day. 

Thinking about the environment 
is a sobering exercise. You can 
ignore it, if you choose. You can 
take a cynical approach. You can 
wait and see. You can argue that 
the earth is exceedingly adaptable 
and regenerative. You can decide 
that nothing you can do will make 
a difference. Or you can make 
some small beginning. It is better, 
says the proverb, to take out the 
trash than to wallow in garbage. 

It's hard to sort it all out, this 
environmental stuff. It will 
probably get harder. Some of my 
friends are being sued because 
their water wells draw from the 
aquifer, threatening to destroy the 
habitat of the Blind Salamander. 
Separating trash, using recycled 
paper products, making compost 
heaps, even going back to stick 
deodorant--these are things most 
of us can live with. But when our 
pocketbooks are threatened and 
our individual freedoms begin to 
be restricted for a creature we 
can't even see, then the questions 
become a little stickier. We need to 
get informed, to check our facts, to 
demand responsible evaluations, 
to negotiate, to compromise, to 
commit.

A $3 million federal grant from 
the Centers for Disease Control 
will help the Texas Department of 
Health (TDH) screen low-income 
women over 40 years old for 
breast and cervical cancer. This is 
the first time the federal govern-
ment has awarded funds to states 
for cancer screening. 

"Breast cancer is the most com-
mon cancer among women, and 
the mortality rates for this type of 
cancer in Texas are highest among 
black women," said Charlene 
Laramey, director of the Chronic 
Disease Prevention Program at 
TDH. "Cervical cancer is the 
second most common cancer in 
women between the ages of 15 
and 34 years old. Cervical cancer 

mortality rates are three times 
greater among black women and 
two times greater among Mexi-
can-American women than 
among Anglo women. 

We especially want to target 
those women over 40 who have 
ceased having children and prob-
ably aren't coming in for regular 
medical exams anymore." Women 
who are below 200 per cent of the 
federal poverty level and who do 
not have medical insurance or 
other third-party payment will 
qualify for the new services. 
The grant for the first year is $3 

million, with funding to be 
awarded year to year for five 
years depending on the availabil-
ity of funds. All four states, includ-
ing Texas, which were awarded 
funds are required to write a State 
Plan for Breast and Cervical Can-
cer Control. 
For the first year of the new pro-

gram, it is expected that 25-30 con-
tracts will be awarded and that 
15,000 women will be provided 
breast and/or cervical cancer 
screening services and appropri-
ate follow-up. "That appropriate 
follow-up can include diagnostic 
mammograms, biopsies and other 
diagnostic procedures," explained 
Donna Nichols of the Chronic Dis-
ease Prevention Program. 

"Mammograms and pap smears 
are state-of-the-art in detecting 
breast and cervical cancer, and the 
earlier the cancer is detected, the 
better the chance for a cure." 

When the screening becomes 
available this fall, TDH and the 
contractors will alert women 
about where they can find these 
services nearest to their home 
town.

Mammogram Clinic 
Is Set November 20 

How a community defines itself 
is determined in part by how it un-
derstands its history. 

Texas A&M University histori-
ans, Walter Buenger and Robert 
Calvert, tell us that the recording of 
a history is always a selective pro-
cess, and the story that is told func-
tions as a mythic text for a com-
munity. Historians are keepers of 
the culture, they argue, functioning 
much as the ancients used the spo-
ken word to pass the mythic story 
of their society from generation to 
generation. 

Contemporary scholars increas-
ingly understand the extent to 
which past historians have been 
bound by their own cultural biases. 
In Texas, those biases have been 
considerable, resulting in a history  

of the state that for far too long fo-
cused on the pre-dominant Anglo 
myth, devoid of adequate reference 
to women, minorities and average 
citizens of all races. 

C. Van Woodward estimates the 
shelf life of history to be about 
twenty years. After that time, new 
scholars have emerged to question 
the presumptions of previous histo-
rians. 

Yet here in Texas, the giants of 
a previous time--George Garrison. 
Eugene Baker, Walter Prescott 
Webb, for example, continue to 
cast long shadows limiting perspec-
tives on Texas history. 

Unfortunately, traditional Texas 
history has all too often had nega-
tive consequences on the formation 
of public policy and on the rela-
tionship between the civic and po- 

litical leadership of the state and the 
citizenry as a whole. A portrait of 
Texas shaped by 19th-century 
experience is hardly a guide to solve 
late 20th-century problems. 

But this is changing. Buenger 
and Calvert believe that the myths 
of Texas are overdue for thinning 
and replanting. New trends in his-
torical research and scholarship are 
helping us evaluate the past in new 
ways, such as those discussed in 
Texas Through Time, a collection 
of essays recently published by 
Texas A&M University Press and 
edited by Buenger and Calvert. The 
new social history has helped to re-
cover the lost history of women, 
minorities and the non-elite. It has 
led to more emphasis on labor and 
economic history and on the history 
of our cities. And never before  

have historians borrowed so much 
from other disciplines--sociology, 
for instance. Thus, a truer, fuller, 
more inclusive portrait of Texas is 
emerging. 

All this has raised expectations 
that we will be better prepared to 
address serious problems of the en-
vironment, to care for the disadvan-
taged, to improve public education, 
to make state government more ef-
ficient and effective, and to find new 
ways to help ensure sustained eco-
nomic development. 

This is the second in a series of 
eleven articles made available by 
the Texas Committee for the Hu-
manities as part of a three-year pro-
ject focusing on the future of 
Texas. James F. Veninga is execu-
tive director of the TCH.

Funding is available through the 
Texas Cancer Council for screening 
mammography for Texas residents 
qualifying for financial assistance. 

Early detection of breast cancer 
is the major goal of cancer control  

for each woman seen in the clinic. 
The clinic provides low cost screen-
ing which includes a breast exam 
by a Registered Nurse trained in 
breast cancer detection, teaching of 
breast self examination, and a 
mammogram. 

Currently, the most effective 
method known to win the battle 
against breast cancer is early detec-
tion. Early detection is best done 
by following the guidelines re-
commended by the American 
Cancer Society for breast cancer 
screening for women who have no 
signs or symptoms of breast cancer. 

The guidelines are: (1) Learn and 
perform breast self examination ev-
ery month; (2) Have a physical ex-
amination every year; (3) Have a 
mammogram according to the re-
commendations by age. Age 35-
40, one baseline mammogram; 40-
50, a mammogram every 1-2 years; 
over 50, yearly mammograms.

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Wolves Slaughter 
Chieftains, 44-7 

The Friona Chieftains' homecom-
ing game against Dalhart last Fri-
day was another frustrating experi-
ence for the team, which lost their 
fourth straight game, 44-7. 

After the Chieftains had rallied to 
trail the Wolves, 12-7 with 2:02 
left in the first half, they watched 
the game unravel before their eyes, 
as the visitors scored two quick 
touchdowns for a 24-7 halftime 
lead, then in a nightmarish third 
quarter, Dalhart added three more 
TDs in the first 4:48 of clock time, 
and quickly had a blow-out lead. 

Virtually all of Dalhart's scores 
came on quick strikes. Fans were 
just settling in their seats when 
speedy James Harris burst up the 
middle for 55 yards. Two kick tries 
failed, but Dalhart had the lead at 6-
0 with only 1:44 elapsed in the first 
quarter. 

Friona fans thought the Chieftains 
should have been awarded two 
points on the Wolves' second con-
version try, as the kick was blocked 
and Scott Houston scooped up the 
ball and ran it to the other end of 
the field. In most cases that would 
have been two points for the defen-
sive team, but an official across the 
field ruled that he had blown his 
whistle to stop the play. 

As if Dalhart's heads-up play 
would not be enough on this given 
night, that set the tone for plays in 
which the officials were involved, 
from Friona's standpoint. 
Early in the second quarter, Friona 

was backed up to its seven-yard line 
by a Dalhart punt. Brian Herring let 
a Blair Burney pass fall incomplete, 
and Friona faced a punting situa-
tion. The snap was high, and Julian 
Colunga, in his end zone, paused 
just a second, and Dalhart had cov-
ered the ball for a touchdown. That 
brought the score to 12-0. 

The Chieftains thought they had 
blocked a Dalhart punt a little later, 
but officials ruled roughing the 
kicker. So the Chiefs held on three 
more plays, and Brandon Renner 
burst through to get a definite block 
on the punt, picked up the ball and  

ran it in for a Friona touchdown. 
Britt Conklin came in to kick the 
point, and the score became 12-7 
with 2:02 left in the half. 

That gave the large Homecoming 
crowd renewed hope--but what hap-
pened in the next two minutes took 
some of the edge off their enthusi-
asm. 

A 57-yard pass play to Harris 
moved the ball to the Friona 20, 
and two plays later, the speedy Dal-
hart runningback charged around 
right end to make the score 18-7. 
The Wolves tried to run their 330-
pound lineman, John Medford, for a 
two-pointer, but the Chieftain de-
fense managed to stop the 
"refrigerator" short. 

Trying to get something on the 
board, Friona took to the air in the 
final minute, and it proved to be a 
mistake. Harris stepped in front of 
the would-be Chieftain receiver, in-
tercepted Burney's pass and loped 
into the end zone for his third 
touchdown of the half. Although 
the two-point try again was foiled, 
Dalhart had built a 24-7 halftime 
edge. 

And if the Chieftain faithful were 
hoping for a comeback in the sec-
ond half, their hopes were soon 
dashed by an unlikely turn of events 
in the third quarter. 

Dalhart received the second half 
kickoff, and nominated Harris to re-
turn it. It took the 170-pounder 13 
seconds to race 85 yards with the 
kick, and the score quickly was 30-
0, as again the Chieftains were able 
to block the PAT kick. 

What followed in the next few 
minutes could not have been pre-
dicted for Friona's "worst case sce-
nario." 
Dalhart raced downfield to recover 

the high kickoff, and five plays 
later were in the end zone for a 36-7 
lead. A high snap foiled this kick 
try. Only 2:41 had elapsed in the 
third quarter, but the nightmare 
wasn't over for Friona. 

Another high floating kickoff 
went near the sideline, and twice in 
a row the Wolves got to the ball 

H. 

before a Chieftain could recover it. 
Six plays later, Harris scored his 

fifth touchdown of the night--if not 
a record, a darned good average--and 
Dalhart had padded its lead to 44-7. 

Friona didn't complete its first 
pass until the fourth quarter and had 
only two completions for eight 
yards for what had been gaining as a 
potent passing attack. 

Ismael Rocha gained 86 yards in 
19 tries, and Curtis Brady 63 in 13 
rushes. Gavin Ellis had a pass in-
terception for the Chiefs in the first 
half, or else the score might have 
been even worse.

YOUtt  EYES 
TOGETHERNESS 

Good vision depends on both eyes work- 
ing together as a team. Each one must see 
clearly, of course, but it's equally necessary 
that both eyes be able to focus on the same 
object at the same time. For most of us, this 
togetherness is automatic. It happens quickly 
and easily. But if the eyes are not working 

well together, the result may be double vision. Sometimes the 
individual m ust overwork muscles trying to get the eyes to aim at the 
same object simultaneously, or conscious or unconsciously block out 
the image seen by one eye. When the eyes don't work together, the 
brain gets confused about what it sees. Corrective lenses and vision 
training can bring success in correcting this problem. Your optome-
trist may use either or both. After careful examination, lenses to 
correct nearsightedness or farsightedness may be prescribed. If 
indicated, a prism maybe used to alter the im age the eye sees. Vision 
training exercises will be taught in the optometrist's office so you'll 
be able to do them on your own at home.

Check Your Insurance 
Company For Financial 

Stability 

Insurance is typically purchased 
for financial protection, for exam-
ple, preserving family income in 
the event of death or guaranteeing 
life income after retirement. In ei-
ther case, insurance is a long-term 
commitment that demands a finan-
cially strong and stable insurance 
company. Your top priority, there-
fore, should be to select the proper 
insurance company. 

Insurance companies are rated by 
independent sources that report on 
financial strength and stability. 
These ratings can be very helpful as 
you make your insurance selection. 

One of the most well-known in-
dependent insurance raters is A.M, 
nest Company. The four factors 
.  u 	considers in its ratings 
are (1) capital and surplus, (2) con-
trol of expenses, (3) adequate re-
serves, and (4) sound investments. 
nest's highest rating is A+ 
(superior). Other ratings include: 
A, A- (excellent); B+, B (very 
good); B- (good); C+ (fairly good), 
and C, C- (fair). Cautious in-
vestors generally choose an insur-
ance company within the top two 
ratings. 

Standard & Poor's, another rat-
ing agency, relies heavily on a 
company's claims-paying ability 
when determining a rating. The 
S&P ratings reflect the insurance 
company's ability to meet its con-
tractual obligations as set forth un-
der the terms of its insurance and 
annuity contracts. S&P's highest  

ratings are AAA, AA+, AA, AA-. 
The AA ratings indicate a strong 
capacity to pay interest and repay 
principal. 

Like S&P. Moody's rates insur-
ance companies based on claims-
paying ability. Its top rating is 
Aaa. The slightly lower ratings of 
Aal, Aa2 and Aa3 indicate compa-
nies judged to be high-grade. Only 
a slim margin exists between the 
Aaa ratings. 

puff and Phelps  also analyzes 
the claims-paying ability of insur-
ance companies. Its highest rating, 
AAA, means risk factors are negli-
gible. Some of the key factors 
Duff and Phelps. considers include 
(1) the company's capital base, (2) a 
low operating leverage, (3) high-
quality investment portfolio, and 
(4) recovery of statutory profitabil-
ity. 

Although an insurance com-
pany's rating is a reliable way to 
judge its financial stability, it is 
subject to change. Ratings are 
evaluated periodically and are often 
adjusted. Knowing the current rat-
ing of your insurance company 
should be part of an annual finan-
cial review. 

Don't assume that because an in-
surance company is operating 
within the laws of your state that 
you are safe. Make sure you obtain 
the current rating of your insurance 
company. Understand what the rat-
ing means and how safe the insur-
ance company is. Insurance protec-
tion is too important to your finan-
cial security to ignore the stability 
of the company you are paying to 
protect you.
