ed to advUe their boarda o f th>- 
farta.

In the raae of aapi'ctant fathera, 
certlflrate from a llcenai'd phyai- 
clan muat be aecured atating that 
the child haa b«-en eonccived. 
probable dale of delivery, and ev i­
dence upon wt)lrh poaltlve dligno- 
ata ^ f  pregnancy la baaed
