There was a siseahle delegation 
from both Mexico City and the 
north Mexican statra, headed by 
Ing. Jesus I*atlno Navarette, the 
Mexican sub-aacretary of agricul. 
•ui .̂ and Ing. Esteban Uranga. 
the official mayor of the depart, 
ment. Besides our own officials 
from the Texas Department of Ag­
riculture, there was a strong rep- 
resenUtlon from the U. 8. Depart, 
ment of Agriculture.

Among items on the agenda for 
discusalon from both sides of the 
border were further and more ef- 
fee-Uve control measures for the 
pink bollworm, screw.wom Infes­
tation, the citrus blackfly, the 
Mexican fruit fly, and the Khapra 
beetle, a grain pest which recent­
ly prompted immediate and effec­
tive eradication measures by the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
in the El Paso area.

This 
Is being accompliahad through tha 
use of parasitic wasps to keep 
blackfly JnfeataUon at a low lev­
el aouth of catabllahcd buffer 
Bones, and by prompt Insecticidal 
treatment of new, small Infesta­
tions within tha buffer sones.

As a result of this cooperation, 
complned with constant inspection 
by the Texas department, the only 
blackfly infestatlona found on this 
aide of the Mexican border were 
In 1255-Sd when they were dla. 
covered in seven localities In the 
Valley. Prompt application of In. 
aecticldal sprays by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture and 
tha Texas citrus industry eradicat­
ed the infestation without further 
spread.

Those who attended the San An 
tonlo conference came away con. 
vinced that the Mexican officlala 
and aaaociallons represented ould 
be depended upon to carry out 
control agreements which will be 
of material benefit to agriculture 
In both countries.

Ing this difficulty by helping to 
keep the bacteria alive in the soils 
for as lung as two to three weeks. 
If rain Is not received In this 
period of time after planting, the 
soil should be Innoculated again.
