Elms said that since then the 
experience of many experts In 
nutrition had gone Into formu­
lating these few simple, basic 
food rules. These posters, which 
have been distributed by the 
Government for the benefit of 
everyone, will also serve as a 
constant reminder that nutrition 
is necessary for health and that 
eating the right food is a pat­
riotic duty In the war emerg­
ency. Here are the food rules 
on the Poster: ' Every Day, Eat 
This Way.’’
