The
original ranks came from beyond the
Rhine in the middle of the fifth century
and settled in Roman Gaul. It was they
who defeated the Huus under Attila in
the battle of the Catalaunian plains in
481, When the Roman FEmpire of the
West under Romulus Augustulus fell, in
476, the Popes, whose power had been
constantly growing since- 325. during the
reign of Constantine, made friendly alli
ances with the Franks, and the conversion
of Clovis marked the beginuings of the
French Kingdom. Clovis defeated the last
of the -Roman troops and eonquered a
large part of Northern Francé. But his
degeherate. descendants became gradually
more and more under the influence of
their chief stewards. majordomos or
mayors of the palace, who grew so accus
tomed to egercising royal power that when
fhé dynasty of Clovis hecame extinet, in
752, they maturally »u fo the
kingdom. -

Charles Martel, the great Major of the
Palace, bad divided his power between his
two sons. Of these Carloman became a
monk, and the otber, Pepin, assnmed the
royal title. Pepin's pon Charlemagne sne
ceeded to the threne in 768 and extended
his conguesta over the whole of Western
Europe and parts of Sonthern Kurope in
Italy and Rpain. Charlemagne's three
grandsons divided the realm between
them, Lothair taking Italy, Touis taking
the empire up to the right bank of the
Rhine and Charles hdving all the coun-

‘The Feudal System.

There were Dukes of Lorraine, Saxony.
Bavaria, Suabia and Francomia, who in
angurated the feudal sysiem by bestowing
graunts of land in return for military ser-
vice, while many large landholders volun-
tarily sought the protection of the dukes
Althongh practically indepeadent, the
commmon danger caused by inroads of the
Slavs and Magyars on the east and south
and of the Northmen, led them to arek
some central anthorrty for unity of mili-
tary action. This was the same problem
on & mach smaller scale as that which
caused the Allies to choose Marshal Foch
as generalissimo, for in those days the
rulers of states were warriors far more
than civil administrators
Thus Conrad. the Duke of Francomis,

Duke of Jorraine transferred his alle
giance to the King of France, foundiug
the first clnim of Franece to Lormajue. On
Conrad’'s death in 910 the mobles elacted
Heury, Duke of Saxony king and Lorraine
returned 1o German allegianee.
