When we see news reports, like
we have in the past year, about the
Kurdish people who had been forced
from their homes, and their only
possessions were basically the

* clothes they had on their backs,

then the fact that our unemploy-
ment is up by one-tenth of one per
cent isn't quite as drastic as it first
seemed.

We may run out of milk or bread
at our house, but just think: all we
have to do us is jump in our Amer-
ican-made car and within a very few
minutes, we'll have the problem
solved, usually without even too
much of a line at the checkout
stand. (That's one of the things we
can "talk up" about our small
towns!)

We thank God that we were born
in a country that has given us the
freedoms that we often take for
granted. Thanks to the anniversary
that our country observed this past
week, we were reminded once again
that these freedoms have not come
cheaply, nor without the loss of
lives.

So--while you're trying to decide
whether or not you should go ahead
and spend all that money on

Christmas, just remember that all"

WARNINGS GIVEN
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Friona In Midst
Of Flu Epidemic

According to an announcement
from the Friona Medical Clinic, the
Friona area is currently in the midst
of a flu epidemic.

"This particular type of flu has
been mostly seen in our children. It
is fairly sudden in onset, with fever,
sore throat, cough and sometimes
vomiting the first day or two. We
have also had many cases of strep
throat for the past several weeks. It
is very hard to tell the difference,
because the symptoms are much the
same," said Dr. Robert Alexander.

The hospital spokesman said one
way to tell the difference is to look
at your child's throat. If there are
spots of yellow mucous or pus, it
is likely to be a strep and not the
flu.

Strep throat needs to be treated
by a physician. If you feel there is a
possibility you are dealing with a
strep throat, take your patient to see
a doctor, it was advised.

Flu can be treated at home, the
spokesman said, with non-
prescription medications. Fever and
aching responds well to Tylenol,
but people should not use aspirin
for this.

For a cough or a stuffy nose,
Robitussin-PE is a good
medication. A humidifier or
vaporizer will help with cough and
cold symptoms. Try to drink plenty
of liquids, the doctor continued.

If a person has a chronic
condition, such as diabetes, high

blood pressure, heart disease, cancer
or emphysema, there is a
medication specifically for Type A
flu that they should take early-on.
Consult your doctor about this.

Additionally, the local
spokesman recommends:

*If your child has flu and vomits
for more than eight hours, take
them to your doctor.

*If your child has a sore throat
that lasts for more than 48
hours,take them to see a doctor.

*Likewise, if there is a rash,
abdominal pain, diarrhea, stiff neck
or headache that doesn't respond to
Tylenol, take them to your doctor.

*A cough that brings up any
colored mucous usually signals a
complication and should be
investigated. An earache is usually
not a flu symptom, but rather a
secondary infection and needs to be
treated.

"Last, if you have a question
about your child or yourself, call
your doctor for advice,” the local
spokesman said.

Mutual Fund Industry
Described As "Very Clean"

The problem of insolvency sur-
faced with S&L's in the 1980s,
spread to banks and is now plagu-
ing the insurance industry. An in-
vestor's next question might logi-
cally be, "How safe would my
money be if my mutual fund com-
pany were to collapse?"

Fortunately, mutual funds offer a
high degree of safety by virtue of
their structure. Specifically, the
value of your mutual fund shares is
determined by the market value of
the securities owned by the fund.
So, to lose your entire investment,
all companies whose shares are
owned by the fund would have to
become insolvent at about the same
time, a very unlikely situation.

The concemn, then, is not the un-
derlying securities but rather what
would happen to those securities if
the fund's sponsor were to fail. Ev-
ery mutual fund is a separate legal
entity, generally a corporation. The
fund company then enters into con-
tracts with other organizations to
perform specific duties, such as
portfolio management, research,
transfer and service functions.

For example, mutual funds are
required to store all securities and
other investments with qualified
banks or trust companies. All fund
assets are then segregated and not
considered part of the bank's assets.
Should the bank or trust company
fail, the mutual fund assets are pro-
tected.

For added safety, the creditors of
a failing fund sponsor or adviser
have no claim on the assets of the
mutual funds. In practice, a failing
fund sponsor can either merge or
sell all its mutual fund assets to a
healthy organization. If investors
are satisifed with the new sponsor,
they may continue as shareholders
on the same dollar-for-dollar basis.
If not, they can liquidate their
shares at net asset value.

Finally, there is the question of

outright fraud within a mutual fund.
This is possible, but the Securities
and Exchange Commission (SEC)
keeps a close watch on all funds to
ensure that they abide by the strict
statutes and regulations governing
them.

For example, funds are severely
restricted regarding insider transac-
tions. At least 40 percent of a
fund's directors can have no affilia-
tion with the fund's sponsor. Fur-
thermore, a majority of these inde-
pendent directors must agree on ma-
jor issues such as selecting the
fund's adviser and accountants.
Tom Harman, chief counsel of the
SEC's Division of Investment
Management, told Changing Times
that not only do the statutes work,
but also "...it (the mutual fund in-
dustry) has been a very clean indus-

The mutual fund industry and its
regulatory agency, the SEC, have
taken all possible precautions to in-
sulate mutual fund assets from any
problems of the sponsoring organi-
zations. It is still your responsibil-
ity, however, to select mutual fund
sponsors and advisers with solid,
long-term records of stability.
