Nations covenant sent to the foreign
telations committee today by Presi-
dent Wilson, contains several provi-
stons widely different from the league
covenant as adopted at Paris.

The much debated provisions of Ar-
ticle Ten of the present covenant for
Ruarantecing the territorial integrit

of Leagus members is almost jdenti-
cal with a clause In the American
draft.  The latter was as follows:
“The contracting powers undertake
to respect and to protect as against
external aggression the political inde-
pehdence and territorial integrity of
all state members of the League.”
Many of the arbitration provisions
are  virtually the same in the two
drafts. The American draft also con-

tained the plan finally adopted for a
coubictl and & larger assembly and
embodied a  disarmament program
imilar to that in the final covenant.
It also provided an economic boycott
of covenant breakers.

The American plan contained no
wovision for withdrawal from mem-
bership and made no reference to the
Monroe Doctrine- It also contained a
provision not finally accepted under
wliiich the lLeagues would “inquire intn
the feasibility of abolishing compule
sory military service.”

There also was a provision in the
American_plan, omitted from the final
draft, which would declaro it a “fufi-
damental covenant” that no power
should overstep iInternational agree-
ments for fights on the high seas,
