The squad has now been 
abolished Modern ordnance- small 
and heavy arms—is much more 
complicated Each man must be 
specially trained for a special task 
and frequently the responsibility 
formerly relegated to a group, fails 
on the individual

Greater skill to operate modern 
arms and equipment is necessary 
Also, the devastating effect of mech­
anization creates a greater mental 
•train. An example of this is the 
terrorizing effect of the noise of dive 
bombers When the French troope 
first heard the stukas they threw 
down their arms and fell flat on the 
earth

As Dr. Martin Cooley, consultant 
of the Veterans Bureau in Washing­
ton. puts it

"When one considers how the war­
fare of today has stepped up in in­
tensity and tempo with the stuka 
divers, the panzer divisions, the ele­
ments of deadly surprise and audac­
ity and the dropping of bombs of 
high explosives weighing as much as 
a ton. it become* evident that com

Starting Up the Heater.
/\ NY kind of a heater should be 

thoroughly cleaned Inside before 
starting it up in the fall. The inside 
flue passages should be scraped and 
gone over with u steel brush, of e 
kind made for the job The smoke- 
pipe should be cleuned out. for it is 
only too likely to catch ashes and 
soot. All of this work can best be 
done with a vacuum cleaner, of a 
kind intended for the purpose; coal 
dealers can do the job, or can supply 
the names of concerns specializing 
in it. The chimney flue should also 
be cleaned as often as is necessary

Doors of the heater should fit 
tightly; if rust has collected on 
them, this should be scraped off. 
Doors that are too greatly warped 
to make a tight fit should be re 
placed, for leakage of air around 
them will interfere with the draft. 
Tile smokepipe should make a tight 
fit in its hole in the chimney, which 
usually calls for a packing with as­
bestos or other fireproof cement. 
The same kind of cement can be 
used to close an open joint between 
the bottom of the heater and the 
floor.

If the water gauge of a steam 
boiler shows that the water is dirty, 
the boiler should be emptied and re­
filled to the proper level. If the 
water is clean, there is no need to 
replace it. This applies also to boil­
ers of hot water heating systems.

Cold Extension
Question: A two-story brick ex­

tension is exposed and very cold in 
winter. The upper part is a kitch­
en. The dish closet is as cold as the 
refrigerator. We have hot air heat, 
but heated air does not come into 
the kitchen until the kitchen air is 
heated by the stove. What can you 
advise?

Answer. In the first place, you 
should have an outlet by which the 
cold air can escape from the room 
and get back to the heater. This 
would set up a circulation that would 
bring the hot air into the kitchen. 
For insulation, the kitchen walls can 
be lined with stiff insulating boards, 
which are one-half inch thick and 
would occupy but little space: the 
boards could be nailed directly to 
the plaster. Cork-board might also 
be used.

Construction in Winter
Question: I am interested in a 

corner house, one of a row of houses 
to be built during the winter and 
completed about May. I am told 
that houses built in winter are not 
as strong and do not stand up as 
well as those built in warm weather. 
Is this true'.’

Answer: The durability and qual­
ity of construction arc entirely de­
pendent on the reliability of the 
contractor and the care he uses in 
his building operations during freez­
ing weather Of course, construc­
tion during warm weather elimi­
nates some of the hazards.

Kitchen Table Top
Question: I wish to finish a new 

wooden top on a kitchen tabic 
in a color, with a serviceable sur­
face. If this cannot be done in col­
or, what other method should I use’

Answer: A linseed oil treatment 
will be more satisfactory Give 
the table a soaking coat of raw lin­
seed oil. Wipe oft the excess oil 
on the surface after an hour or so. 
After three applications the table 
top will be resistant to stains and 
will not be liable to warp.

Covering Insulation
Question I have an unfinished at­

tic which is about four feet high in 
the middle. There is no flooring In 
it, but 1 have four inches of Insula­
tion between the beams. Would it 
be advisable to cover this insulation 
with some sort of material such as a 
rigid insulating board, making a 
floor of same"

Answer Insulating board la not 
hard enough for flooring, use ply­

LESSON TEXT—Galatians • 7. 8. I 
John I S i  t

GOLDEN TEXT—II »• confris our 
sins, he la faithful and Juit to forgive 
ue our sins, and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness—I John 1:9

Sin is an appalling reality, hideous 
and horrible in itself, and bearing 
with it the gravest consequences 
both in this life and in the life to 
come Man does not find it pleasant 
to face that fact, and so he makes 
light of sin and even may go so fur 
as to deny its existence. Obviously 
such an expedient does nothing to 
solve the difficulty or to meet the 
gnawing distress of a heart facing 
and fearing the judgment of O d

Far bettor to meet the reality of 
it, admit its awfulncss, and seek 
God's way of full deliverance. Sin. 
which came into the world when 
man listened to Satan and disobeyed 
God in the Garden of Eden, has 
gone on to mar and to mark all 
mankind. We note that

I. Sin Brings Corruption 'Gal 6 
7. 8).

Seedtime is followed by harvest 
This is the law of nature, the law 
of God. The farmer who sowed 
wheat in the spring looked for wheat 
when the harvest time came. The 
same principle holds in the spiritual 
realm Just as the one who sows 
to the Spirit reaps eternal life, the 
one who sows to the flesh reaps cor­
ruption, and death.

A life of self indulgence (which is 
sowing to the flesh) brings moral 
decay. The weakened will yields 
to desire, and it "bringeth forth sin 
and sin, when it is finished, bringeth 
forth death" (James 1:14, 15) Thu 
death is spiritual, bringing separa 
tlon from God. a loss of fellowshlj 
and communion with Him. Splritu 
ul death as well as physical deal! 
came upon mankind through Adam’ 
sin.

II. Sin Loves Darkness (I Johi 
1:5-7).

There is not a bit of darkness ii 
God. He is light When Jesu> 
came into the world. He came a- 
the Light of the World. But "mci 
loved darkness rather than light, be 
cause their deeds were evil. For 
every one that doeth evil hateth tin 
light, neither cometh to the light 
lest his deeds should be reproved" 
(John 3:17-21)

The corollary of that truth Is thai 
a man who says he has fellowshii 
with God. but continues to walk )i 
darkness, brands himself a liar (v 
6) Compare Revelation 21 27 28 for 
what God thinks of liars

The light still shines, and the om 
who is walking in darkness has only 
to step over into the light (v 7> 
where he will find fellowship with 
all God's people and know the 
cleansing of the blood of the Son of 
God.

III. Sin Is an Undeniable Fact
(I John 1 8-I0>

It seems impossible that b  man 
who knows himself and knows th' 
life he lives would ever deny sin. 
for it is one of the most evident of 
all facts Yet men have denied it. 
or sought to explain it away, calling 
it error, or a "fall upward." or a 
step in man'* development, or the 
evidence of man's self-conscious 
ness and desire to learn.

There Is no hope for a man ai 
long as he assumes such an alti 
tude. for he not only lies himself, 
but he makes God a liar He denies 
the truth of God * Word about am. 
makes meaningless or wicked God's 
dealings with sin. and reveals that 
God's Word is not in him Those 
who make such statements declare 
that they do not belong to God and 
do not accept His Word It ia evi 
dent that they ought never to be per 
mitted to teach such things in the 
church, or in the name of Chris­
tianity.

IV. Sin ('alls for a Saviour (1
John 2:1-8).

Christ the propitiation, the mercy 
seat covering for our sin*. Is the 
only Saviour He paid the price, 
and made It possible for God to be 
Just and at the same time a Juatl 
fler of the ungodly The sinner 
needs such a Saviour.

Sin tn the life of the believer also 
calls for a Saviour, one who will 
cleanse us (1:9) and who will tn 
His own bleated name plead our 
cause "if we sin ."  He la our Advo­
cate (2 1) pleading Hi* righteous 
ness in our behalf when we do fall

then become Indifferent or careless 
about tin. If we say we know Him 
and do not keep Hi* commandment*, 
we Ue about our profeaaed relation 
ship to Him The mark of a true 
child •* • aptrlt of obedience

God's children prove their love to Him by keeping Hia command 
menl*. Talking about our devo­
tion to Him. giving our service for 
Him. or sacrificing for Hi* cauae 
ms an nothing If we do not obey 
Him We only pile evidence upon 
evidence ot our untruthfulness by 
making claim* and doing things 
which are negated by our disobedi­
ence.

L'ALL is the season for frolic. 
1 Everyone likes a gay, in­
formal. colorful party. You'll 
hrve a glorious time setting up a 
buffet supper table in the sea­
son's cheerful fashion. Amuse 
yourself and your family by 
making favors and decorations 
for the affair.

To make the handles of the 
doughnut tray cut two No. 15 
wites 30 inches long. Wrap each 
wire separately several times 
with a one-half-inch strip of 
black -repc. Fasten the ends of 
the wire to the underside of a 
paper plate with gummed paper 
tape. ,

Cu: a pumpkin head and hat 
from orange mat stock Cover 
the hat section with black crepe 
paper. Add hat band and bow 
of yellow crepe. Features are 
cut from black crepe paper and 
pasted in place.

For trou>cr legs, paste tubes 
of double thickness of jade green 
crepe paper around the wire 
handles. Wrap the wires about 
the trousers with yellow crepe 
cut one-half-inch wide across 
the grain. Paste pumpkin faces 
in place.

For the pumpkin of the pump­
kin elves candleholders, cut a 
strip of orange crepe paper, 
across the grain, live inches wide 
and long enough to go twice 
around the candleholder base. 
Gather one long edge of the 
orange crepe around neck of 
candleholder. Tie in place with 
spool wire Paste short ends to­
gether. Turn inside out and 
paste to underside of the card­
board base

For the head of the elf. make 
a tube of double thickness of 
amber crepe paper about two 
inches deep and three inches in 
circumference. Stuff with cotton

or crepe paper Tie top and bot­
tom with spool wire Surplus 
crepe at top of head should be 
cut off Leave crepe at other end 
for the neck

For legs and arms, cut two 
pieces of No. 7 wire nine indies 
long. Wrap each separately with 
a one-half-inch strip of amber 
crepe Bend wires at right an­
gles three inches from end to 
form arms. Place surplus neck 
crepe between leg wires and tie 
all together with spool wtie. 
Wrap body to de sired thickness 
with the one-half-inth strip of 
ambet crepe.

For the trousers of the cos­
tume make tiny tubes of orange 
crepe paper. Slash the bottom 
edge into points. Slip tubes over 
legs and fasten

Your results will justify youi 
efforts, and you’ll have a beauti­
fully decorated table inexpen­
sively designed.

RUSSIA:
A Defense

Though the defenders of Moscow 
had been putting up a brilliant and 
tenacious battle, it had become 
evident that only a military miracle 
could save the city

Perhaps a weather miracle might, 
but though there was snow on the 
battleAelds. and more was falling 
from time to time, there seemed no 
diminution in the ferocity of the 
German assault, or the man and 
machine power with which it had 
been delivered

Of special interest to men inter­
ested in military maneuvering was 
the Nazi method, aided by tta mar­
velously mechanized forces. In shift­
ing the pressure suddenly from one 
front to another

Moscow was assailed from three— 
from the northwest, along the road 
from Leningrad; from the west, 
along the historic "Napoleonic high­
way." snd from the southwest fol­
lowing the route from Orel.

Discounting wild rumors (there 
even had been one report that the 
Russians had recaptured Orel snd 
Kalinin, two vital points lost at least 
s week before) It was apparent that 
the Germans had been able to make 
two lines out of the three—roughly 
called the right snd left wings of 
the assault

There could be little question that 
the cost to the Invaders In men and 
material was heavy, but also there 
was little doubt that the retreat 
of the Red armies had at necessity 
been swift and a heavy drain on 
the Soviet material

Grandiloquent Nazi claims of the 
smashing of Timoshenko's "eight 
armies" and the collapse of Russian 
resistance were perforce discounted 
at wishful thinking on the part of 
the Germans as dally gains dropped 
from a score of miles to a matter 
of hundreds of yards

Tne Russian defenders on one day 
would be calling on their reserves 
to battle smashing assaults on the 
right, and then just st suddenly, be 
compelled to meet the same tort of 
action from the left.

Diplomats moved out of the city,

SUPPLY RACE:
In \orth Africa

British and German armies faced 
each other on the relatively quiet 
desert front snd military corre­
spondents believed each was Bfraid 
to start a general attack unless the 
reserves of supplies guaranteed s 
fairly certain success 

Therefore, back of the front lines 
a race had developed, and trained 

! watchers believed it might be weeks 
or months before one side or the 
other would gain a sufficient lead 

General Auchinlerk commanded 
the British, while General Rommel 
was the German commander It had 
been four months since the last 
real battle on the desert front, wrote 
one correspondent 

The British are receiving enor­
mous quantities of goods via Amer­
ican ships calling at Suez Th^y 
were said to be arriving faster than 
they could be handled 

The British now have, it was said, 
thousands of motor trucks, and 
enough light, fast tanks to make sev­
eral motorized units There arc 
hundreds of new fighters and bomb­
ers of the latest types

These developments. It was felt, 
would, within a few weeks, or a 
couple of months, be reflected In s 
terrific British drive in North 
Africa

But the Germans and Italians are 
not idle, and the British Mediter­
ranean fleet, harassed constantly 
from the sir and by submarines, 
has been hard put to il to make a 
serious dent in the shipping Unes 
from Europe to Africa, constantly 
laden with military supplies for 
Rommel’s forces

PRICES:
/Vo Action Yet

While congress debated the set­
ting of ceilings on wages and prices 
and rents, without taking any defi­
nite action. Canada stepped into the 
breach snd moved to halt inflation

Prime Minister King said “ the gov­
ernment has decided to halt the rise 
in prices, to undertake the control 
of all prices, and where necessary, 
take any other steps to control civil­
ian consumption in fair and equita­
ble ways."

He said that ceilings would be set 
on prices He admitted it was going 
to interfere with business, would im­
pose irksome restrictions. Then he 
announced that all prices would be 
frozen after November 17 on the 
basis of prices charged for that mer­
chandise during the four weeks from 
September IS to October 11

He followed this with a system of 
controlling wages. Wages also were 
to be "frozen" at the same level, 
but employers would be required to 
pay bonuses in amounts that would 
vary from time to time according 
to nation-wide conditions.

The flrst step in prevention of in­
flation had been thus taken by our 
neighbor to the north.

W ILLKIE:
Annin to Fore

Though the isolationists and non- 
interventionists constantly were 
pointing to President Roosevelt as 
the "big. bad w o l f  that was leading 
this nation into actual warfare, it 
was Wendell Willkie, former Repub­
lican candidate, who "beat the 
gun," and in an address urged the 
country to "face war."

Willkie told his listeners:
"Let us stop deluding ourselves. 

Berlin, Tokyo and Rome are ir­
revocably linked by the dangerous 
dream of world conquest. Victory 
for one is victory for all Their aim 
is world domination, the destruction 
of Uberty and the end of democracy.

"Our ships will continue to be tor­
pedoed and sunk if we don't arm 
them fast. Axis victories will not 
end unless we deliver the goods.

"But even this is not enough We 
must remove the show and decep­
tion of hypocritical neutrality laws. 
We must abandon the hope of peace.

“ We can no more negotiate a 
peace with the war lords of Tokyo 
than with the conquering dictator of 
Berlin. On any continent. In every 
ocean, we ran only stop these part­
ners In piracy.

'They are winning now Unless 
we act soon it will be too late "

Archibald MacLeish. one of the 
M A  of contemporary American po­
ets, and librarian of congress, has 
been asked to accept the adminis­
tration of the new Washington agen­
cy called the Office of Facts and 
Figures He and his agency will 
try to get reason, If not rhyme, Into 
the daily outpouring of un-related 
and sometimes contradictory statis­
tics of national defense and foreign 
policies. In Juvenal's line, "That 
poet seems to be capable of walking 
a tight rope . . all with the power 
of a magician ”

There was quite a bun of op­
position throughout the country 
when Mr. MacLeish was made 
librarian of congress, three 
years ago. There was, how­
ever, some precedent for poet*
In government Jobs and in poli­
ties, as well as on the firing 
line. There was F.ugene Ware, 
topical versifier, who hrld down 
a good Job in the pension depart­
ment. about 30 years ago. and 
did it well. Then there was 
ahaggy old Walt Whitman, in the 
same department at a time when 
the government seemed to need 
tight-rope walkers and ma­
gicians, to say nothing of poets, 
even more than it does now.

,w». William Haines Lytle was a 
,-.04 and politician—the author of 
“ I Am Dying, Egypt, Dying,”  of 
school-boy recitation fame. He be­
came a colonel of the Tenth Ohio 
Volunteers and died leading a 
charge at Chiekamauga. As to po­
ets in general coming to the aid of 
their country, there may be cited 
John McRae, who wrote "Flanders 
Field” ; Joyce Kilmer and Rupert 
Brooke. Each gave his life.

Mr. MacLeish Is, like his prede­
cessor, Eugene Ware, somewhat of 
a topical versifier, but a much bet­
ter poet. He frankly teams up po­
etry and propaganda—always for de­
mocracy as a faith and not as an 
Institution.

On his graduation from Yale 
In 1915, hr was grooved into a 
business career by his parents, 
and was surprisingly good at 
that too. Disregarding his par­
ents’ warnings that there were 
” no gold mines on Parnassus,”  
he knocked off and made his 
career as a poet—on up to and 
beyond his winning of the $1,000 
Pulitzer prize for hi* poem 
“ Conquistador”  in 1933. During 
the current war years, hr has 
driven a sharp lance against our 
pre-war artificers of literary 

»  lace-work and their companion- 
ir wanderers in foggy intro­

spection. Ilr was born in Glrn- 
coe. 111.

"Therefore be it resolved To re­
solve every considerate, wlsh-evok 
ing central concept into a reason 
ably efficacious resistance, eltminat 
ing, inanimate device of time and 
contiguous service to time synchro­
nization. that may be factorable 
from possibility to probability, this 
intent to streamline man's competi­
tive volition unbeknown to him into 
a scientifically designed direction ol 
least resistance, upon the occasion 
of his each and every dislodgmenl 
ft An habit inertia ”

NEW YORK.—Baron J. van der 
Elst, counsellor to the Belgian em­
bassy in Washington, and the Bel­
gian commercial counsellor's office, 
at 630 Fifth avenue, made public 
the text of a cable from his gov­
ernment in London, charging acts of 
cruelty and injustice against the 
Nazis occupying Belgium.

The first case was that of a Bel­
gian family of three allegedly exe­
cuted because they sought to hide a 
British airman. The second was 
that of a 10-year-old Belgian boy 
who called a Nazi soldier a "dirty 
Hun" and was shot for it.

Family Tut to Death.
The text of Mr. Spaak's message 

follows:
"In a case that came before a 

German military court in Belgium 
recently, several Belgians were ac­
cused of having given refuge to an 
English airman, whose machine had 
been shot down near Maesyck. One 
evening toward the end of May, a 
Belgian named Meltior knocked on 
the door of the house of the Fraipont 
family, in a suburb of Liege The 
daughter of the family, Lucie Vis. 
opened the door. Meltior, telling her 
that he was an old friend of her 
mother, Constance Fraipont, asked 
her to give hospitality to an English 
airman who had made a forced land­
ing in the neighborhood and who 
was there with him. The airman 
was not injured and hoped that, 
with the help of Meltior, he could 
avoid being taken prisoner. Lucic 
Vis said she would take the airman 
in, and her parents helped her to 
frustrate the search for him made 
by the German authorities.

"Despite the secrecy which sur­
rounded the place where the British 
airman was lodged, the fact came 
to the knowledge of the German po­
lice, who, in the course of a search 
through the house, discovered him 
and arrested him, together with the 
members of the family: Lucie Vis, I 
her mother, Constance Fraipont, and . 
her father, Emile Fraipont, a manu­
facturer of Liege.

"These three persons and Mrs. 
Meltior. whose husband had mean­
while fled, were brought before the 
military court. The counsel for the 
defense pointed out that Lucie Vis 
and Mr and Mrs. Fraipont had 
been moved to act by human senti­
ments. The court reasoned that 
feelings of this kind could not be 
taken into account. Lucie Vis and 
her parents were condemned to 
death.

"At Mont-sur-Marchienne, near 
Charleroi, on April 10 a 10-year- 
old boy, Maurice Van de Caste), was 
playing with two little playmates on 
the slope of the railway, which was 
guarded by German soldiers. One 
of the German soldiers chased the 
children away in a rather rough way 
As the three children left the spot, 
one of them turned around and 
shouted at the German: 'A dirty 
Hun you are!'

“The soldier turned around and 
fired point blank at the little fellow, 
who fell dead This happened at 
only a hundred yards from the spot 
where, 24 years ago. Yvonne Vieslet, 
a little girl, was killed by the Ger­
mans because she gave bread to a 
French prisoner.”

areas the average farm can usually 
be enlarged the equivalent of 10 per ; 
cent, and sometimes as much as 50 , 
per cent, through intelligent soil ' 
treatment

"In combination with other sound 
farming practices the use of fer­
tilizer containing nitrogen, phos- 
phorus and potash is essential in i 
stepping up the soil's productive 
capacity. Such a practice not only 
has an immediate result in increas­
ing the per acre yield of crops need- !

FARMER PRICE VICTORY
Louis J. Taber, National Grange 

president and other farm leaders 
didn't come away empty-handod 
from their conference with the Pres­
ident on price control.

While he would not agree to their 
proposal that wages be included in 
the price control bill drafted by 
Price Administrator Leon Hender­
son, Roosevelt did make one impor­
tant concession. He said he would 
have no objection to a "parity aver­
ages formula" being put in the bill 
to limit the dumping of government- 
owned wheat and cotton when the 
prices of these commodities threaten 
to soar out of bounds.

Under this formula, to insure 
farmers an average parity price for 
the full crop year, restrictions would 
be placed on the amount of wheat 
and cotton that could be sold Also, 
the dumping could not begin until 
prices reach certain above-parity 
levels, to be worked out by Hender­
son and the department of agricul­
ture.

Taber and his colleagues had to 
do some fast talking to sell the Presi­
dent on this plan At first he seemed 
in no mood to accept any changes 
in the bill and told his callers (hat 
if they had come to debate the ques­
tion of controlling farm prices they 
were wasting their time.

"We have simply got to head off 
inflationary trends." the President 
declared grimly, "or face the worst 
depression the country has ever 
known after this emergency is over "  j 

The farm leaders finally won him | 
over to their plan with the assurance 
that they would not oppose Hender- j 
son's system of selective price con-j 
trols, providing the parity gains won 
at this session were not lost 

Taber pointed out that though the 
prices of wheat and cotton are now 
only slightly below parity, and live­
stock above it, farmers get only 43 
per cent of the consumer's dollar 
spent for farm products, as against 
60 per cent In 1917, when defense 
production was geared to the peak 
it has reached today

NEW LABOR HEADACHE

Strikes are still a serious problem, i 
but the big labor headache currently 
harrying defense chiefs is the com-j 
plex and mounting difficulty of cm - J 
ployment dislocations 

Almost every day brings new re- j 
ports of workers let out due to lack 
of materials, forced curtailment of 
production or other defense causes. 
Official estimates of such dismissals 
put the number at between one and 
two million.

And the end is not in sight. Some 
experts anticipate that in the auto1 
industry alone 200,000 workers will, 
lose their Jobs

Aware of the serious economic 
consequences of such dislocations. 
OPM heads are making strenuous 
efforts to overcome them. So far 
only partial answers have been 
found

Originally. OPM tried to handle 
such dismissals by local absorption 
This worked all right in towns with 
industries engaged in defense work 
They could use the displaced hands 
and gladly took them on. But in 
communities where this condition 
did not exist, other solutions bad to 
be found.

Various methods have been used 
In some instances defense orders 
have been granted to reopen shut- ' 
down plants.

In still 
other instances, workers have been 
given "retraining" instruction and 
moved to placet where labor was 
needed.

Odium originally estimated It 
would take two months to set up

is a bass for buoyant health.

Milk qualifies as jirotective 
ch iefly  because o f Us calcium , 
h igh-quality  protein, vitam in A. 
and riboflavin  Ecveryone needs 
to get calcium  in his meals and 
miik is one o f the best and easiest 
ways to supply t. Because ch ild ­
ren are growing, form ing teeth 
and building bones, they need 
m ore calcium  than adults. That's 
the biggest reason they need 
more milk than grow n-ups.

Wise m others know that the 
m ilk -every-m eal habit will be 
one that is a health asset to 
their children through life. B e­
sides the already m entioned val­
ues milk has som e vitam in B1 
and a lttle vitam in D. both n ec­
essary to good nutrition.

In working out a low -cost diet 
to meet the new national yard ­
stick for good nutrition, the Bu­
reau o f Home Econom ics o f  the 
U. S D epartm ent o f Agriculture 
em phasizes milk. For every child, 
3 to 4 cups of milk are recom -

[ mended and for every grow n-up, 
2 to 3 cups If there Ls m ore m on ­
ey to spend, som e may be used 
to advantage for m ore milk both 
for children and adults E xpect­
ant m others need about 1 quart 
a day and nursing m others 1 1-2 
quarts.

For convenience, these recom ­
m endations are expressed in 
terms o f whole fresh milk JftlA 
smart hom em akers make u .4eof 

I other form s for variety and ec- 
' onom y. They serve it as cheese, 
i skim milk, evaporated, or dry 
1 milk

Cheese made from  whole milk
contains m ost o f the food v a l­
ues of whole milk in a more c o n ­
centrated form . One third o f a 
pound o f Am erican chees has 
about the same food  value as a 

i quart o f whole milk.
