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'l‘ of the distant past comes a
whispered greeting that warms
the heart of humanity. Merry
Christmas! It echoes and re-
echoes back across the long
ages. It throbs through the
generations of life, while king-
doms rise and fall, while rhen
and natlons move llke checkers on a checkerboard

Merry Christmas! It stirs the heart llke some
beautiful old memory. It quickens the pulse like
a passionate violin., We forget to play at grownup,
and In a moment we are all children again,

“Of all the old festivals,” says Washington
Irving, “that of Christmas awakens the strongest
and most heartfelt assoclations, There Is a tone
of solemn and sacred feeling that blends with
our conviviality, and lifts the spirit to a state
of hallowed and elevated enjoyment.”

From the early centuries of Christianity the
anniversary of the birth of Christ has been cele-
brated. It is called “Christmas” because In early
England the festival was called “Christesmesse,”
which means “Chrisi s mass.” At first the time
of the festlval varfe« In different places, Some
churches observed It In December, others In Jan-
uary, April, May. There Is no historical record
s to the exact birth date of Christ. It seems pos-
sible, says Lilllan Eilchler In her “Customs of
Mankind,” that December 25 was established as
the festivul day because it marked the beginning
of the great winter festival when Britons, Ger-
mans, and Gauls made merry in pagan fashlon.
$hristmas replaced these old pagan festivities,
the customs of the old blending Into the customs
and symbols of the other,

The celebration of December as Christmas,
spread to various parts of the Christlan world.
Later, as the festival spread, differences In date
occurred owing to differences in calendar. But
the general bellef prevalled that Christ was born
“at the hour of midnight on Christinas eve.”

Many of our popular holldays sppear to have
been nature festivals at one time. Easter and
May day were very llkely spring festivals; Hal-
loween, an autumn festival,

Christmas was originally a festival of the win.
ter solstice. At this period of the year It was
customary to hold great feasts in honor of the
heathen gods, to dance and make merry. But the
early teachers of Christlanity prohibited these
primitive festlvities as unsulted to the character
of Christ

Yet thq old festiva®' was not discarded entirely
Its symbols and customs were adapted to the new
festival In celebration of the anniversary of
Christ's nativity. And so we find Christmas pat-
terned with many curfous customs that. are ot
pagan origin, The Yule log, the holly, and the
mistletoe go much farther back into antiquity
than we suspect,

It is sald that the first Christmas day festival
held in Britaln was celebrated by King Arthur In
the city of York, A. D, . It lasted several days
‘The new customs were fled upon the old, and
the new symbols were adaptation of old ones. The
jestivals appealed Instantly to the masses; a tiny
spark was fanned Into flame and It has burned
brightly throughout all these generations

By the early Middie ages, Christmus had become
the greatest of popular festivals, Beggar and king
ohserved the day. Churches were decorated and
quaint plays concerning the nativity were enacted
Carols were sung In the streets apd Images of
tte Virgin and of Christ were carrisd about from
house to house. And, of course, there were feast.
ing and merrymaking, as there aiways are at a
featival time.

In Shakespeare's time the Christmas festivities
were extremely eluborate, Sometimes they lasted
mntil Twelfth day, or Epiphany - twelve days after
Christmas. During this perlod there was no work
* any kind The people gave themselves over to

Christmas festivities, and prevalled upon parlia-
ment to prohibit them. Christmas was declared
a day of fast, and festivities were prohibited by

law, After the Restoration, however, the old
observances came back-—somewhat subdued, but
gay and festival as ever

The observance of the Christmas festival spread
all over the Christlan world, The date is not
everywhere the same, nor are the custoins lden-
tical. January 6 is the date observed In the
Armenian church. The Dutech watch for St
Nicholas on the eve of December 6. The French
have thelr own particuiar Christmas obseryances ;
the Germans have thelrs. But wherever and when-
ever Christmas is celebrated, It Is a day of rejole-
Iing and good cheer,

At one time the customs and observances that
we associate with Christmas had a very definlte
significance. Today they survive as part of ous
soclal scheme

In America we have made of Christmas a per!
od of great moclal activity, The old customs of
other lands, combined with tender memories bf
the first Christmases In this country, make of the
holiday a rare Interval of jJoy and cheer which
find expression In a semisoclal, semireligious cele
bration. Everybody wishes everybody else a merry
Christmas, and even the echoes are giad!

The first Clhristmases In America were not the
gay festivities to which we are accustomed. They
were days like all the rest, devoted to work and

prayer. Governor Bradford wrote, “Ye 20th day
begane to erect ye first house for comone use
to recelve them and thelr goods,”™ A few years

Yet our Chreistmas festivities are Individual,
Ameriean. They are like those of no one country,
but like a tapestry that has been patterned with

Jolly old Santa Claus with his tinkling sleigh
bells and pack of toys Is very closely assoclnted
with the American Christmas. Our children hang
up thelr stockings In high glee, fully belleving
that Fanta will come down the chimney and il
them with good things, untll, of course, they are
old enough to separate fuct from Infancy, or until
some cruel person shatters the beautiful bellef

Ranta came to Ameriea by way of Holland. The
old Duteh settlers of New York brought with
them nll the joyous and hospitable observances of
thelr fatheriand. They Introduced to thelr nelgh-
bors In the New world 8t. Nicholas, or San
Nicolaas, patron saint of children. And  San
Nicolans promptly grew a long white beard, belted
his jovial stoutness In a red coat, and made his
bow to America as Santa Claus!

England, too, has Its Santa Claus. The name
appears to be derived In slurred interpretation
from San Nicolaas, the English for which weuld
be St Nicholas. According to the popular myth,
both here and in England, Santa Claus is supposed
to sweep down the chimuney, and il the stockings
hanging before the fireplace with gifts,

St. Nicholas became everywhere the child's
saint. though his personality underwent some

striking changes as he traveled from country to
conntry. In Holland he remained St

but his personality was modified by memories of
Woden, god of the elements and the harvest. He
became the patron saint of the children of France,
although It Is Bonhomme Noel (Father Christmas,
sometimes called Pere Noel) who brings the good
things for the children.

In many rural homes
lamps are still a necessity
the Inescapable dally duties
homemaker Is to see that the lamps
are filled, clean, and ready for use,
one at least for each room In the
house. It Is a good plan to have a
few extra lamps on hand In case the
work of filling those In use has for
any reason been postponed.

The actual handling of the kero
sene 1s best done out of doors or In
some outside bullding that will not
be marred by the chance spllling of
oll, nor affected by Its odor. The
large kerosene can, funnel, clean
rags, and scissors for trimming wicks,
as well as pllers for handling them
easily, should be kept toretter In tnis
place In & tray or box. Owing to the
danger of fire from olly rags, It is
best to discard those which have been
used or keep them In tightly closed
metal containers,

Care of Lamps.

The reservolr of each lamp should
be filled to within an Inch of the top
and wiped clean. The charred por
tion of the wick should be rubbed off,
the char removed from the wick tube
and the burner, and the wick turned
down Just below the top of the tube
