nor BIckett said he hoped th e  Ten­
nessee legislature would m eet )n spe­
cial session and ratify the am endm ent 
and thereby relieve North Carolina of 
doing It.

“We have n e ith e r , th e  tim e nor 
tha m o n ^  and such action on the 
p art of Tennessee would save th is 
a ta ta  tha feeling of b itterness th a t 
would surely be engendered by debate 
on the subject th a t would come up In 
o 'jr legislature." said Governor. BIck­
ett.

"I have said all I Intend aaying on 
the subject ot ratification." Governor 
BIckett stated  to newspaperm en last 
night. "W hile j  will taka my medi­
cine. I will never sw ear tha t It tas tes 
good, for It does not.”
