They are  at present milking eight 
raw s and have a flock o f Jt75 pure 
bred W hite leghorn  pullets and 
17.1 bens o f the same breed, the 
Kaacem eler strain  Only the pul­
lets are laying at present

During the mouth of December 
alone Mrs. Schclhsgen sold from 
her eight raw s cresm  and butter to 
ihe amount of $12C..*t9 sun from 
the flock o f pullets eggs to the 
amount o f H I  It* making a total 
of $177.58.

They believe that the only way 
to play absolutely safe In the farm ­
ing buslnesa with the prevailing 
low price grains ami feed crops 
is to keep some milk cows and a 
good sited flock of laying hens. 
They also believe in letting tbelr 
neighbors know what they have for 
sale and to this end are carrying 
an advertisem ent in the S ta r ’s c la s­
sified columns offering eggs for 
sale from their flock o f pure bred 
pullets.

Machinet Employed in
Competition o f Knott

Rucceaaful machines for tying knots 
In cords, threads and the like have 
been Introduced In considerable num­
ber. Knotting and tying devices for 
self hinder harvesting machines were 
brought Into extenslre  and successful 
use a good many years ago. Machines 
for tying a species of knot In the man­
ufacture of flah nets have long been 
used.

second warp, preparatory to proceed 
Ing with th * weaving operations with 
the second warp.

and form Into two loug rolls and let 
stand In the Ice chest. S lice very thin 
with a sharp knife and hake live min­
ute* In a moderate oven. P lace half 
un almond on each before baking. 
Thla makes twelve doxen cookie*.

W hite Cookies.— T ake one cupful of 
sugar, one cupful of butter, cream  
well and add two beaten eggs, one half 
cupful of milk, nutmeg to flavor and 
three teaspoonfuls o f baking powder 
well mixed with the flour to roll. 
Chill and roll very thin, cut with a 
large cutter, sprinkle with sugar and 
bake In u hot oven.

Molasses Drop Cooklaa.—T ake on> 
half cupful each of butter, augur, 
molasses, and sour milk, one egg. one 
teuspoonful of soda, clnnamou, gin­
ger, nutmeg and cloves to tnste. Add 
two cupfuls of flour, one-half cupful 
of raisins. Let stand until the next 
day In a cold place then drop and 
bake.

Jum bles.—T ake one cupful of molas­
ses and one-fourth teuspoonful of 
soda, beat well to mix, add three eggs, 
one cupful each of brown sugar and 
shortening, one-half tnhlespoonful each 
of ginger and cinnamon, four cupfuls 
of flour, scant. Drop with a teaspoon 
on baking sheets.

Almond Macaroons.—T ake one cup­
ful each o f coconut, corn flakes and 
sugar. Rent two egg whites until 
stiff, add the augur, a little  suit and 
vanilla to flavor, then stir  tn carefully 
(he coconut and flukes. Drop with 
a teaspoon on baklug sheet. B ak e  In 
a moderately hot oven. M ake* two 
doxen.

Ginger Cookie*.—T his Is the time of 
the year when the cooky Ja r should t>« 
full to the top. T ake one cupful each 
of molasses, lard and sugar, one egg, 
one cupful of sour cream , a quarter of 
a teaa|KMinful of soda (In the cream ), 
one teaspoonful each of cinnamon, gin­
ger and soda, mix all together and add 
flour to roll. Some of these cookie* 
niuy be Iced with powdered sugar 
mixed with n little  butter and cold 
coffee to make o f the consistency to 
spread. Sprinkle with nuts and they 
will be most festive In appearance.

Good T h in g s  to Eat.
For a pie that Is dainty and some­

what out o fd h e  ordlnnry try :
Pineapple Pie. 

—T ak e one cup­
ful of powdered 
s u g a r ,  one-half 
cupful of butter, 
two eggs, one cup­
ful o f shredded 
pineapple. M I x 
t h e  s u g a r  and 
butter to a cream, 

add the beaten yolks o f the eggs and 
the pineapple, a pinch o f salt, then tha 
stiffly beaten w hites are folded In. 
B ake until firm and serve with 
whipped cream.

W hits Cake.—T ak e one and onto 
h a lf cupful* of sugar, one-half cupful 
of butter, one cupful o f milk, the 
whites o f four eggs Hnd two cupfuls 
of flour, with two tenepoonfuls o f bak­
ing powder, ('ream  the butter and 
sugar and the flour alternately  with 
the milk, using one and three-fourths 
cup fu ls; to the one-fourth left add the 
baking powder and sift It well, add 
last, then heat well to thoroughly mix 
the baking powder through the cake 
mixture. Now fold In lightly the egg 
whites beaten stiff and hake lu layers 
or loaf.

Good Salad Dressing.—To one ten- 
spoonful of salt add one-half teaspoon­
ful of mustnrd and one teaspoonful of 
flour. Melt two and one half table- 
spoonful* of butter and add the dry 
ingredients; when bubbling add three- 
fourths of a cupful of milk and cook 
uutll smooth, then add one-fourth nf 
a cupful nf vinegar which haa been 
beaten with the yolks of four eggs or 
two whole egg*. Cook over hot wa­
ter until the egg la cooked, stirring 
constantly, l.emon Juice may be used 
Instead of vinegar If preferred, eape 
d a lly  when using fruit.

Brtadvd Fork Chops.— Fry pork 
chops until brown, a fter breading 
them, then place In • roaster with 
water undeniralh and steam  until 
thoroughly rooked.

Roquefort Cbeeee San d w ich ** — 
Cream one-half cupful of Sutter, add 
no# fourth cuptal o f Roquefort cheese 
and atlr until the m ixture le well- 
hlended; season with paprika and 
finely minced chive*, lo flavor deli­
cately, Reason with salt and moisten 
with a hit nf orange Juice. Rpread 
en thinly sliced rye er graham broad. 
Serve with green salad.

GIRLS LEARNING ART OF TABLE SETTING
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Girls Learn Table 8ettlng In 4-H Club Work.

o f A g r lo u lt u ra  )

Among the m an ; activities of 4-H 
club glrle meal planning ami food 
preparation are always popular, be- 
rauae the knowledge gained can I *  
directly applied In their own home* 
Tonne gtrla uauallv like to know how 
to cook certain thlnga, like Unking M i 
culta or cake, or helping their mother* 
with the canning. Frequently they be­
come akllled in preparing one or two 
apeclal foods, but the art of getting 
•11 the parta of a meal together at 
the aarue time la one that muat be 
learned, and. In many ranee, *•» le the 
alater art o f earring a meal that It la 
dainty and attractive. There la all 
the difference In the world between 
Just putting food on the table, and 
eervtng It In the correct wny. which 
ta alao the almpleat, eaaleat, moat 
graceful way, calculated to g lre  a 
feeling o f pleasant reatfulnexe to those 
who eat It.

Plan Suitable Balance.
In club work, therefore, It haa been 

found advisable to show these glrle not 
only how to cook each part of a meal 
properly, hut how to plan It so thut 
there will be a suitable balance lu the 
diet and also so that the various 
dishes will be done at the hour set 
for the meal.

T able setting Is part o f the Instruc­
tion in meal planning. The girls In 
the photograph, which was taken In 
Albem arle county, Virginia, by the 
United States Departm ent of Agrlcul 
ture, are being shown the right wny 
to sat the table. The club agent ap­
pears to be calling attention to some

detail of the coffee service. It Is ob­
vious that aha haa demonstrated the 
use of a low llower centerpiece, placed 
on a round embroidered white linen 
dolly. Perhaps she haa shown how 
much better It Is to place platters and 
serving dishes squarely at right angles 
to the tea!:; lines of the table. Instead 
of diagonally or In a nondescript |h>s ! 
tlon as one often sees them. The Indi­
vidual “covers" or places can scarcely 
be distinguished In the photograph, hut 
close scrutiny shows the fork on the 
left with the folded napkin, the knife 
and spoon on the right, with the water 
glass. I f  Individual suits and peppers 
are used. they. too. will he put beside 
the glasses, while the bread and but­
ter plates, with butter spreaders, will 
go on the left above the napkins.

No doubt the demonstration will 
conclude with a warning not to forget 
serving spoons for each vegetable dish, 
carving knife and fork for the meat, 
and some Instruction about graceful, 
unobtrusive crumbing and clearing 
away.

Losson In Simplicity.
The room In which this dem onstra­

tion la being given Is In Itself s lesson 
In charm ing simplicity of furnishing, 
curtaining and arrungement. Club 
girls, who live on farms, fur uwuy 
from neighbors, do not have us many 
opportunities ns city girls to go Inte 
other |>eople'a homes and get Ideas on 
how to make their own surroundings 
more attractive. Club work performs 
a special kind of service when It thus 
broadens the outlook o f the members 
and gives them a chance to compare 
their own homes with others.

BY SOIL EXPERTS

Knowledge of the properties, constit­
uents. and behavior of different type* 
of aotl has not only tin agricultural 
bearing but Is of grout liiiportun'-*  to 
the highway engineer. Hence It often 
becomes necessary for the specialist" 
of the bureuu of soil* of the United 
Su ite" Departm ent of Agriculture to 
co-operate with those of the bureau of 
public roads lu Investigations In locnll 
tics  having peculiar noil conditions to 
throw light on problems in highway 
engineering.

It has been shown, for Instance, that 
the day soils In the eustern purt of 
Texus and lu the Piedmont region po* 
•ess the properties Indicated by a low 
rutio of silica to Irou plus alumina, 
and are probably the loot to meet the 
requirements of good highway euh 
grad, m aterial, lu southeastern Ohio 
again, It was found (hut hillside slip 
ping of m asses of soli and subsoil nut 
terlnl lu the extensive area of Upshur 
soils of that region had completely do 
mollshed sections of recently laid con 
Crete roads. Sim ilar destructive slid 
lug connected with this type of soil 
has occurred lu southwestern I'enn 
sylvunlu. T he program seems to he 
one that will require serious attention 
from highway engineers. Another ex 
ample of the co-opera I ion between 
and road experts is the B lack Wax} 
belt of T exas, where, In the opinion ol 
the soil expert, the bluck clay of ihr 
region Is not the best luateriul Upon 
which to luy hurd surfacing. It teml» 
to swell and shrink according to ex 
treuies of moisture. Other availably 
road m aterial Is advised fur use lu tin 
subgrade.

SALAD DRESSINGS

Recipes to Suit Many Differ­
ent Tastes.

(P r e p a r e d  by  t b s  U n i ts *  S t a te s  D s p s r t m s s t  
o f  A g r ic u l tu r e .)

People differ very widely In the 
kind of salad dressings they like. 
Some want their dressings boiled and 
some want to make them at the ta ­
b le ; many people do not like the taste 
of oil, while others put mayonnaise 
on all sorts of combinations from fruit 
m ixtures to cold meat sandwiches. 
H ere are some good dressings to suit 
several of these tastes, all supplied by 
the United States Department o f Ag­
riculture.

F o r French, or oil and vinegar dress­
ing, uho these proportions uml make 
any amount you n eed ; Vi teuspoouful 
of salt, a few grains of cayenne, pap­
rika if  desired, 2 tubleapooufuls of 
vinegar, tl tshlespooufuls of olh Au 
old cook book used to say that French 
dressing required “« spendthrift for 
oil, • miser for vinegar, and a mad­
man to atlr It up.” At any rate, add 
vinegar sparingly and beat the Ingre 
dleiits together until they are well 
blended. If you hare a cruet or other 
bottle with a tight stopper, you cau 
keep French dressing on band all the 
time, simply shaking the bottle vigor­
ously when ready to use the dressing

T here  Is little  difficulty in making 
a good mayonnaise that doea not sep 
■rate If the Ingredients and bowl are 
cold and the oil la added very slowly 
at itrst, only a few drops at • time 
Begin by measuring out the oil and 
vinegar In cupfuls or better still small 
p itchers from which you con pour 
them easily and carefully. You will 
need 1 cupful of oil and 2 tablespoon­
fuls of vinegar, or lemon Juice, or both 
mixed together. Put an egg yolk in a 
cold bowl and beat It with a dover or 
rotary egg beater until It Is slightly 
thick. Add 1 tablespoonful of sugar, 
Vt teaapoouful o f mustard, a few 
gralus of cayenne, and 1 teaspoouful 
of «nlL Home people add the salt Iasi, 
believing that thta prevents curdling 
or separating Mix theae dry Ingredi­
ents well and start addlug the oil drop 
by drop, beating It In, then adding In­
creasingly larger amounts, but always 
with care not to add too much at s 
time. When the m ixture Is quite stiff 
and thick, and about a third o f the oil 
has been added, thin with a little  of 
the vinegar and lemon, but do not add 
much at a time. Continue adding oil 
end vinegar alternately until all o f 
each has been used. A single egg yolk 
rsn  be used as a starter for double 
these amounts of oil snd add, but the 
oeesoiilngs must t>e Increased pmpor 
tloostely keep  the dreaelug In a cov­

ered Ja r  tn a cold place hut do not 
allow It to freeze. I f  the dressing 
should separate while you are making 
It, you can start with another egg yolk 
In a fresh howl and add the unsuccess 
ful dressing little by little  as at flrst 
until It Is all worked In. Fresh oil 
and vinegar can then he added to 
make a large amount o f dressing. 
M ayonnaise soon llqultles when put on 
meat, fru it or vegetables, so It should 
not be added to the salad until serving 
time.

If  you h are  on hand some sour 
creant, you may prefer to make a 
cooked dressing. A good method Is 
as follow s: B eat an egg very light, 
and add to It Vi tcaspoonful of mtu-

CURRENT EVENTS

Doings of Congress Prior to 
Adjournment for Christ­

mas Holidays.

•y COWARD W. RICKARD

C O N G RESS adjourned Wednesday 
night for the holidays, and will not 

reassem ble until Janu ary  3. Though 
the house was quite buay In the week 
preceding the recesa, moat of the In- 
tereet centered In the senate. Tues­
day night the house river and harbor 
bill was put to a vote, and despite the 
b itter attack that had been made on 
parts of It, the measure passed by the 
overwhelming vole o f S7 to 0. Those 
noting In the negative were Couzeus 
•f Michigan. Frazier of North I*a 
kota, Howell and Norris of Nebraska. 
Lenroot o f W isconsin. W illis of Ohio. 
Repu blicans; and HI ease o f South 
Carolina, Kerris of Michigan and King 
o f Utah. Dem ocrat*. Aa passed by the 
Senate the measure carries approprla 
Ileus at $75,000,000. almost $10,000,000 
to aew pro jects and surveys being 
added In the closing hours o f debate. 
(Therefore It went to conference, but 
with a certain ty  that the differences 
Mould be adjusted.

For the Middle Weet the Item of 
great Interest la that providing for 
completion of the Illlnete river link of 
the lakes-to-the-gulf waterway by the 
construction o f a channel In the river 
nine feet deep and 3U0 feet w.de from 
U tica to It^znouth. A clause was in- 
•eriri! Which specifies that the mesa 
ore shall not be construed aa author 
Icing w ater diversion from Lake Mich­
igan.

•'This gives m tnols a gateway lo the 
ecean ." Senator Deneeti asserted "W e 
will be on the longest waterway Is the 
world, running from the Gulf of Met 
Ice to the St. Ihw rence river The 
Illinois provision satisfied the senate 
and I nra aure It will satisfy the 
house."

Aside from the Rllnola Improvement, 
the most Important Item s to the mesa 
ure Include an authorization of $12,- 
000,000 for beginning the Improvement 
o f the Missouri river between Kansas 
City and Sioux City , an agreement for 
the purchase of the Cape Cod canal 
for $11,500,000. and $4.000 000 anthorl 
nation for the construction of the la 
tracoaatal waterway from Jacksonville. 
F la., to Miami.

Senators Gooding of Idaho and P itt­
man o f Nevada attempted to tack on 
a loag and short haul rider but were 
defeated and said they would bring 
np that measure at a later date.

SENATOR H A R RIS e f  Georgia on 
Monday Introduced a resolution 

(or investigation of rbarges that fed 
tra l appointments la the South are 
commonly bartered and sold by R e 
publican national cemmltteeraen T his 
went te the judiciary committee, and 
Senator Ernst of Kentucky moved 
that the resolution be breadened to In­
clude sim ilar charges against Dem e 
erattc leaders and to taqulre Into the 
ex’ ent of the disfranchisem ent o f Ne­
groes In the South with a view to the 
enforcement o f the Fourteenth amend 
ment to the Constitution. This n a t­
urally didn’t please the dem ocrats at 
all. and the m atter waa referred te  a 
Subcommittee

T HE case of Frank I, Smith o f Illi­
nois, appointed by O evem or Small 

te  111! out M cKinley's uaexptred term, 
kept the senate en tiptoe. Smith waa 
presumed te have accepted the ap­
pointment. though he did not appear 
to present his credentials, and IV iw  
erats and Republicans alike, with 
some exceptions, were ready to throw 
him oat when he should shew up 
W alaen of Indiana, ssolstant Repub 
Hens leader of tbo senate, said 
"Sm ith  can coma down here If he 
Itkea. but In my opinion the senate 
arfll taka summary s r t la s  Is bln rase 
and without daisy * MeNary of Ore­
gon said : 'T hera are teo many votes 
against seating Mm ever to permit 
him  te  take the oath." and this waa 
ggknad by various others. Aahnrut of 
A riso n s declared he would rail np Ms 
resolution disqualifying Smith as soon 
aa hie certificate  at appointment 

» the senate.

It la to avoid the possibility of an 
extra  session o f congress that the Re­
publican leaders are lining up agalust 
Smith and In favor o f an immediate 
vote on the Ashurst resolution without 
too much debate. Adoption of the res 
olutiou would aend the whole m atter 
to the Heed committee, taking It off 
the floor until supply bills and other 
Important legislation can be d is­
posed of.

S ENATOR H E F L IN  of Alabama 
broke loose Monday with a speech 

In which be repeated the old story that 
Je ss  W. Sm ith, confidant of H arry 
Daugherty when the latter was a t­
torney general, did not commit suicide 
but was murdered. Ue ass* J  that 
$mlth was slain to prevent exposure 
of a plan whereby Secretary of the 
Treasury Mellon was to be reimbursed 
for a loan of $5,000,000 to the Harding 
Coolldge campaign fund by contribu­
tions forced from bootleggers and 
brewers. “Je ss  Smith knew so much 
that It was desired to get rid of him,'' 
declared Heflin. "W e were conduct­
ing a general Investigation of the 
whole thing. It was rumored, also, 
that Je ss  Sm ith grew exceedingly 
nervous over It and that he had made 
up his mind to make a clean breast 
of It all. but Je ss  never lived to make 
that clean b re a s t II# died, l ie  was 
murdered."

"Sounds like delirium to m e." was 
Secretary Mellon's only comment when 
told of 8enatur Heflin's attack .

r  R E SID E N T  OOO UD QE let ft be 
koewn that ha will not approve 

appropriations fot-U>« construction of 
additional cruisers for the navy at 
this session of congress. T his followed 
on the action o f the house naval a f ­
fa irs  com m ittee in submitting form al­
ly the Butler bill authorizing the build 
Ing o f ten light cruisers with the 
unanimous recommendation th a j an 
appropriation be made at once for the 
completion of the three rru lsers a l­
ready authorized In the 1024 building 
program. It was stated at the White 
House that while acknowledging the 
ueed e f more cruisers If the fleet la to 
be rounded out as a balanced unit In 
comparison with other m ajor powers, 
the President faela the present uaval 
construction bill la heavy enough for 
the Amerirau public to stand at thla 
time. He la Insistent that the present 
airplane carriers, the Lexington and 
the Saratoga, together with fleet sub­
marines now building, should be com ­
pleted before cruiser building la begun

F' l V E  bill# revising postal rates were 
passed by the house One la for 

restoration of the one cent rate  for 
private post c a rd s ; another author­
ises transmlastoa of haslnesa reply 
cards, the return postage of not more 
than two cents to be paid by the 
original mailer when the card la re­
turned. A third bill ameodlng the 
postal act would fix at one cent an 
ounce the rate on publications when 
mailed aa second-class m atter by others 
than the publisher or his agent. An­
other would provide for an additional 
charge on flrst-clasa m atter mailed 
with Insufficient postage.

Small Towns Lacking
in Public Utilities

W hile 93 per cent o f the small towns 
of America have public libraries, and 
while radios, automobiles, movies and 

I other elem ent* of enjoyment and edu­
cation are alm ost universal, more than 
4n per cent of the sm aller towns are 
without public water, newer systems 
and running w ater In the homes, said 
Mrs. John D. Sherm an, president of 
the General Federation o f Women's 
Cluha.

Thla situation was revealed as tbs 
result of a snrvey recently completed 
under the direction of th« federation, 
covering the urban population of the 
entire country and accounting for 
more than one-fourth o f the urban 
homes.

The total number o f towns, some of 
which have population as great as 
10,000, which larked all or some of 
the elem ents regarded as modern san­
itary essentials, was more than 8,500. 
More than 4,000 towns with popula­
tions less than 5,000, aa'd Mrs. Sher­
man. have no public w ater supply.

These towns, she said, contain more 
than a million homes, and the house­
wives In them must carry annually 
more than 20.000,000 ton# o f w ater ( 
from well* to the house.

Agreements establishing a live poul­
try Inspection service In New York 
city have been signed by the New 
York Live Boultry Commission Mer­
chants association, the U reuter New 
Y-nrU Live Poultry Cloftuher of 
inert e, and the Lulled S la tes™ ] 
purl ment of Agriculture, It was au 
bounced today. T he service goes Into 
effect November 15.

T he agreem ent la the outcome of 
efforts hy New York poultry Interests 
to establish better business methods 
lu the industry. The department was 
asked by the trade to make a survey 
of conditions In the New York market, 
with a view to putting Into effect un 
Inspection service under government 
supervision.

The survey, made last August, In­
dicated the practicability  of the work 
to be II a M ined by tbe (lade, and to 
conjunction with compulsory Inspec­
tion of all live poultry arriving at New 
York, under board of health regula­
tions, the department worked out an 
Inspection system which has been ap­
proved by tbe trade.

Inspectors ars to be licensed by the 
Departm ent of Agriculture, the poultry 
to be Inspected for coudltlon, and later 
for class, grade, and quality. Inspec­
tion certlflcatea under th * agreement 
are to be Joint certificates of the De­
partm ent of Agriculture and tha two 
co-oparatlng organizations.

Inspection fees are to be fixed by 
the secretary of agriculture, sad th* 
Inspection work conducted In line with 
tbe ssu ltsry  code of th# New York 
city board of health, as well as with 
the laws and regulations of the states 
of New York and New Jersey . The 
agreem ent is to run until Ju n e  30, 
1027, unless term inated at on earlier 
date by mutual con sent It may be 
renewed, however, at expiration.

Beside* the monetary saving, the 
owners feel they have carried  out bet­
ter the characteristic* of th# type of 
house they were building, which was 
modeled on th * old English cottage 
plan.

Green Feed Important
for Layers in Winter

Green feed la Important In the ra ­
tion of hens In winter. A California 
bulletin tells o f a request from some 
of their breeder* for help In com bat­
ing a disease which resembles roup In 
many respects. The station found that 
It was not roup for It could not be 
transm itted from one hen to another. 
Fu rther Investigation showed that the 
flocks were affected with a nutritional 
disease on account of lack of green 
feed In the ration.

A good manv people supply this 
green feed by sprouting oats or by 
having a supply o f root crops. Some 
could Improve their ration and over­
come a good deal of their trouble hy 
making use o f the shattering leaves 
from clover or a lfa lfa  hay. I f  the 
shattering*, which In th * m ajority of 
cases are mostly leaves, are picked up 
and given to tbe hens In the morning 
they will eat a lot of the leaves and 
stnnller stems. T he coarser m aterial 
will make excellent scratch m aterial 
In which te  feed th# grain portion of 
the ration. These shattering* make 
a good substitute for other green feed.

K och’s Brilliant Use
o f Gift “Plaything”

T h e birthday gift o f a microscope to 
R obert Koch and hts wife, was th * 
first step In the transform ation of a 
struggling country doctor Into a bril­
lian t scientist, one o f the world's 
great microbe hunters.

W ith his new plaything, as Mrs 
Koch had called It, he discovered the 
germ o f anthrax and began an exhaus­
tive series of experim ents that proved 
the theory that had been voiced hy 
Louis Basteur, that there were such 
things as terrible man-killing microbes, 
any* Paul D eK ru lf In “M icrobe H unt­
ers .”

He also Identified the white plague 
bacillus and the tnlcrobd of cholera. 
Then he learned how to grow disease 
germs and hy Infecting healthy ani­
mals, proved that maladies w ere 
caused hy the rapid m ultiplication o f 
the tiny orgunlsniB.

Thousands are being built every 
year, many o f them on th * supposl 
tlon that the art of small house arch i­
tecture Is Independent of Its material.

In turn, has an tm 
port ant hearing upon the design Since 
lumber will continue to be the favorite 
m aterial for amall house construction 
those who build amall houses should 
be fam iliar with the beat practices In 
planning and designing.

Put End to Slavery
Under British Flag

Serfdom  In England was flnully 
abolished In 1000. For a century a f­
terw ard colonists and others on u v isit 
to England w ere allowed to bring 
$helr slaves w ith th e m ; but by n 
Judgnmn* o f the queen’s bench, In 
1772, when an attem pt was made to  
regain possession o f a fugitive slave. 
It was decided that no man In G reat 
B rita in  could be held us a slave. An 
a ct for the abolition of slavery 
throughout the B ritish  colonies w h s  

passed by the B ritish  parliam ent, ch ief­
ly through the exertions of W illiam  
V 'llberforce, In 1833, and becam e e f­
fectiv e  on August 1, 1834. T heir own­
ers  were com pensated by the B ritish  
government to the extent of £20,000,- 
000 (about $97,000,000) sterling. 
Slavery was abolished In the E ast In­
dies, then under control o f the E a st 
Indian company. In 1838. Great B rita in  
had nothing to do with slavery In 
South America or the United S ta te*.

IF T Y  years ago the Modoc 
Indians, Insignificant In 
numbers and living In a 
remote and com paratively 
unknown part of the 
country, were very much 
In the newa o f the day, 
us the above facsim ile of 
a newspaper story of that 
time shows. In one brief 
hour they stamped their 
numes on the puges of 

history, then slipped back Into ob­
scurity te  he forgotten for more than 
half a century.

The other day they appeared in the 
news again when press dispatches 
chronicled the fact that oil but six 
o f the original OS allotm ents o f land 
In northeastern Oklahoma to Modocs 
who had been sent there as prison­
ers of wur, had been removed from 
governmental supervision. T h is fed­
era l order, which ineana that 62 In­
diana are held fully competent to 
manage their own affairs and which 
brought the name "M odoc” Into the 
headlines again, also served to re­
call Ibe story of what one w riter has 
called  "an  epic w ritten In blood and 
flam e."

The tragic history o f these red men 
and the gallant American general 
whose brilliant m ilitary career was 
cut abort by a Modoc bullet In the 
UVa beda of Oregon on April 11. 1873. 
w as also revived several weeks ago 
when a monument to tha memory of 
Oen. K. R. 8. f'anby and others who 
perished In the Modoc war waa un 
vailed In Modoc county, Calif. The 
monument waa dedicated by A ltorai 
parlor, k . D. G. W., and among the 
notable persona present were Cel W il­
liam  Thompson and Oapt O. O. Apple 
gate, both veterans of that war. (In 
the picture above (V>lonel Thompson 
stands at the le ft o f the mooumerit 
and Captain Applegat# at the righ t).

The story of the Modoc war of 18T2- 
TS la a sad page In American history. 
Stripped of minor details, tha s itu a­
tion leading up lo tha "tragedy o f the 
lava  beds," waa th is :

Klam ath Indiana, had le ft Uie reser­
vation which they and the Klam nths
occnpled nud gone back to their an­
cestral homes. When the army was 
called In to bring them buck by force, 
they tied to the lava beds of southern 
Oregon and northern California, where 
they not only defied capture hut In­
flicted heavy losses upou the soldiers 
sent against them.

In fact, the war with this little  In­
significant tribe o f the Pacific North­
west was one o f the costliest. In pro­
portion to the number o f the eneuiy. 
which the United S tates  ever waged. 
There were never a* any time more 
than .V) of the Modocs under arm s, 
but It took more than  1.200 soldiers 
to subdue them. The total loss o f the 
white settlers and soldiers was 108, of 
whom 83 were killed. The coat of the 
WHr was more than h a lf a million dol­
lars. Each Modoc accounted for 
three men and cost the government 
of the United S ta tes  more than 
SI0,000 before he him self was killed 
or captured.

Then Gen. Edward Richard Sprtgg 
Canby, a veteran of the Seminole, 
Mexican, N avajo and Civil, wara, who 
was In command of the mtlllary de­
partm ent of the Columbia, took com­
mand In person. He was fam iliar 
with Indian affairs, well-disposed to­
ward the red man. and. believing that 
the Modoca had been unjustly treated, 
substituted negotiation for armed 
force. A pence commission, com 
posed o f the general himself, Itev. 
Eleazer Thom as, a Methodist minis 
ter, A. It. Meacham, a form er Indlun 
agent, and I.. S. Dyar, agent on the 
Klam ath - Modoc reservation, was 
formed to treat with the recalcitrant 
Indiana.

After several conferences a peare- 
ful settlem ent o f the difficulty seemed 
hopeless. The commission, restricted 
In power by W ashington, could prom­
ise nothing definite In regard to a 
permanent home for the Indiana. The 
Modocs stood pat on their Insistence 
that they be allowed to return to their 
old home on the Lost river. Captain 
Ja ck  waa willing to end the war If 
this waa promised; otherwise he 
would fight to the death.

r in a l l j  a conference wea arranged 
for April 11, 187*. to be held In the 
Modoc stronghold near Tnle lake. 
The commissioners, accompanied by 
Frank Riddle, a Kentucky frontiers­
man. end his wife, s Modoc woman 
usmed Wtnems, "Women C h ie f"  bet 
ter known es Tobey Kiddle, as Inter­
preters, were to airet the Modoc Isad­
ora under e flag <>f truce. Meanwhile 
a plot bed been belched among the 
Modoca to murder the com mission tm . 
At first Captain Jack  refused to have 
a part In this plot, but when hla war­
riors put a woman's hat on hla head 
and taunted him for being a coward, 
he finally consented. No sooner wee 
the plot laid than II was betrayed to 
the cAmmloelooera by Tobey Riddle.

1 b *  feet of the betrayal of tbolr 
piano waa unwisely revealed lo the 
Indian* by lo r lo r  Thomas, and the

Modoca Immediately demanded that
Tobey come Into their camp and name 
her Informer. At the risk o f her life  
the hem ic Indian woman went, admit­
ted that she had told the white men 
of the plot but defied the Modocs when 
they tried to make her give the name 
o f the Indlun who hud revealed their 
plans. Although she wus a cousin of 
Cuptaln Ja ck , who stood ready to de 
fend her with hla life, It was her cool 
courage which so won the admiration 
o f the savages that they allowed her 
to return to the army camp unmo­
lested.

Arriving there she told the commis­
sioners Hint not even the betrayal of 
their plans could change the Indians' 
determination to kill them. She 
pleaded with them not to attend the 
council, and her husband who knew 
the Modocs, Joined In her entreaties. 
Canby'* reply was that of a soldier: 
“It la my duty lo go.” l ie  did not be­
lieve the Modocs would dure treach­
ery with so many soldiers near and 
reinforcem ents coming. Other mem­
bers of the commission were thorough­
ly convinced o f the purpose of the 
Indians, and Meacham proposed that 
each ijiould carry a concealed weapon 
to  defend himself In case of attack.

To this both Canby and Thomas re 
fused to assent. They had given their 
word of honor to come unarmed and 
they would keep It. Then Meacham 
proposed that If affair* became threat­
ening, they should agree to any terms 
made by the Indians In order to es­
cape. "I  have never deceived an In 
dlan and I will never.consent to any 
promise that cannot he fu lfilled" So 
he went to Uie council unarmed.

From the ta-glunlng of the council 
the Commissioners realized that Tobey 
Riddle's warning had been a true one. 
The Modoca Intended to murder them ! 
Aa the council progressed, the Indians' 
niatmer beeaiue more Insolent and 
hostile. The clim ax came wheu 
Hchouehln John made a |>crcmptory 
demand for the Immediate removal of 
the soldiers from the country Gen­
eral Canby spoke for the commission­
ers, and he knew that tie was sealing 
hla death w arrant when he said ‘T h e  
soldiers a r *  her* and here they will 
atay uMII this thlug la M i l l e d  ou* 
way or another."

Captain Ja c k  who had withdrawn 
from Ih# council fir* a few minutes 
previously, reappeared at this moment 
with a pistol In his hand

"U t wlh b u tt" (All ready ) he ex­
claimed.

As the words came from the llpa of 
the Modoc leader, he pointed hla 
weapon at the general's heed and 
l>ulled the trigger The cap snapped 
but failed to explode. Canby started 
toward the Indian. The Modoc drew 
the hammer back and. with the pistol 
almost touching the white man's face, 
fired The shot struck Chnby under 
the right eye. A* he staggered away, 
K llen 't Men, e n d  her Modoc, shot him 
again and again, sod a second later 
lingua Charley tripped, threw him, end 
drew a keaa knife screes hie th re a t

The bloody scene did not last long
T h o m a s  and Meacham were abut 
down. |)yar and ltlddle fled with the 
nunels whistling about them. Tobey 
ltlddle, allhough struck down with the 
butt of a rille, sprang to the defenae 
of Mearhuin. He hud been very kind I 
to ber and she was devoted to him j 
Her life was threulened by the men 
who were trying to finish Meacham. | 
who had lieen seriously wounded hut | 
not killed at the first fire. Captain 
Ja ck  Interposed nud declared he j 

!#kill the first man who harmed 
the woman.

A moment Inter a red fiend named j 
Boston Charley attempted to *>aip j 
Mt-aiimln. Tobey sprang lo his side 
and tried to stuy the mnrderous knife. ! 
Despite her desperate efforts the blade | 
slashed across the com missioner's 
head. Then the quick wit of the ( 
woman cume to her aid. "Soldiers 
com ing ! "  she exclaimed. The luiir- j 

derers Immediately lied. The tragedy 
of the lava beds Waa over.

When the soldiers did arrive they \ 
found three of the four commission 
era stretched upon the ground. Canby I 
iind Thom as were dead. Meacham, 
although suffering from three bullet 
wounds nnd a knife alash. was still ' 
breathing faintly. Eventually he was 
nursed hack to health by Tobey Rid­
dle, hla friend, and restored to bLs 
family at Salem , Ore. “T he I’oca- 
hontas of the Lava Reds," despite the 
brutal blows she had received at the 
hands of her tribesmen, was not seri­
ously Injured and lived to an old 
age until February 20, 1020, when the 
Influenza epidemic swept the rem­
nants of her people ou the Klam ath 
reservation In Oregon.

The Modoc treachery which scored 
such a terrib le success at the time 
was also a terrible defeat for them. 
The bullet which struck down General 

! Canby kllbsl their best friend. All 
over the country a cry for vengeance 
went up and a demand for the exter­
mination o f the Modocs was u ttered  
Driven from hiding plnce to hiding 
place by the soldiers under Gen. Je ff  
('. Davis, who succeeded General Dau­
by. Captain Ja c k  and his w arriors fled 
through the lava beds like hunted 
animals.

Then some of his men turned tra i­
tor. S car-Face  Charley, who had 
fired the openlug gun of the Modoc 
war and who had been one of those 
who had called Captain Ja c k  a cow­
ard, became a scout for the sold ier* 
Finally they ran the Modoc leader to 
earth. ^He and three others were 
placed on trial for the murder of the 
commissioners and on October 3, 1873, 
Klntpuash, Schonchln John. Hlark 

! Jim  and Boston Charley paid the pen­
alty for their crim e on the scaffold at 

; Fort Klamath.
A fter their capture General Davl* 

prepared to hang Captain Ja ck  and 
the other murderers of the commla- 

i sinner* Immediately. But an order
fm m  W ashington stopped him end
finally they were placed on triul be­
fore a m ilitary commission, charged 
with violation of the laws of war, In 
their attack upon a peace commission 
under a flag of truce. Although the 
prisoners were not represented by 
conusel, they were given a fa ir  trial.

When the sentence o f death was 
pronounced the Modoc leader made a 
speech, pitiful In Its futility . In whlrb 
he declared that the soldiers had 
inude the first hostile move when they 
attacked Hear F ace  Charley's camp. 
He also pointed out that the Modoc* 
who had bet rayed him to the soldiers 
nnd then turned state 's  evidence to 
save their own necks were the very 
ones who had forced him Into the wur 
when he had tried to hold out for a 
peaceful settlement o f their difficul­
ties.

On the scaffold there waa a dra- 
m allc scene In which the natural dig­
nity of the Modoc leader asserted 
Itself und the manner of hi* dying 
atoned somewhat for whatever short­
comings there had lieen In the manner 
o f his living. There was a harsh 
clanking of Iron as he rose to speak 
for the IhsI tim e for himself and Ills 
people. “Let me die like a man, not 
like a dog." he exclaimed. "1 am not 
afraid  to die, hut I am ashamed to gn 

| this wuy, with my hands lied behind 
j m e."

There was also an Incident which 
! added a touch o f grim humor to the 

scene. A Zeiiloiix minister, who stood 
: beside Captain Ja ck , tried to comfort 
j him. “Von must not l»e nfrsld  to die." 
j he sabl. "Von are going to n heautl- 
! ful land where you will never want 
j for anything." "I 'rea i her." replied the 
I Indian, " th e  country rig.Ht here Is good 
i enough for me. You say the other Is 
I a tint- place and I suppose you want 
i to go there. I l l  give you 23 ponlee 
: If you will take my place. 1 don't 
I want to go right now "  The minister 
! h: tlly declined.

Soon after the execution 140 Modocs 
were removed to Indian territory as 
prisoners of war. About 20 years ago 
all hut 40 o f them had died. The 
white men's doctors will tell you that 
they died of various diseases, but the 
Modoc* say that tnnny o f their kins 
men died because their hearts were 
breaking with longing for their old 
home In Oregon. Finally these 40 
were allowed to return to the Klamath 
reservation where other rem nant* of 
the tribe still lived. O f the original 
prisoners of war In Oklahoma non* 
survive. T he Indians whom the re­
cent federal order held competent to 
manage their own affairs ere  tha chil­
dren of the men who fought under 
Captain Ja ck  "In the land of the 
burnt out fires" half a century ago 
They dress and live Ilk* the whites, 
end thla recent federal order which 
gives them the status of American 
cttliena, breaks tb s last link with the 
pest when the name "M odoc" In the 
news wea a won! o f horror and of 
hut* to th« w hit* mao.
