Thsra nay bs soma disacrcsmrnt 
about tbs soundness of tbs poller of 
a protective tariff on fuel oil and tbs 
ronsequences of sueb action but it It 
Is wanted there It no qusstlon that 
the present Is the time to get It. A 
general tariff measure Is soon to bo 
made. This tariff will be one of tbe 
highest ever levied In this country. Its 
rhisf beneficiaries, of conrso, w ill be 
the manufacturers of tbe north and 
east. Republican leaders In tbe bouse 
and senate will be glad to get tbls 
measure through witb as little oppo­
sition as iKwsIble. They will be quite 
willing to obligate the southweet, 
through giving It a tariff on crude oil 
and wool and other products, to sup­
port tbs general tariff measure. Tar­
if f  making Is a matter o f trade and 
barter between representatives of the 
various seettons of tbe country In 
which local Interests are placed above 
all other Interests. I f  we are going la 
for this kind of business we can prob­
ably make a good trade. But It must 
not be forgotten that we will be e i- 
pccied to deliver tbe goods later on 
wbea tbe general tariff measure 
comae up.

WE'RE FOR IT. TOM.

Tom Burnett of Iowa Park, who last 
week staged ooe o f tbe most saccees- 
ful round-up programs the southwest 
has ever seen, has It la mind to build 
a stadium In Wichita Palls, where Ike 
future programs can be staged. It 
seems to us that this Is a move la 
which, at the proper time, WIehItana 
should co-ope.-ats m o s t  aetivelyv 
Tbars la at present only one place for 
outdoor contests, the baseball park, 
and It Is not available at all times: 
a stadium such as Mr. Burnett sug­
gests. with a seating capacity of 1S.0M 
to IS.OOO, woald enable WlehliA Palls 

,to  have some of the premier athletle 
'events of the south held here, such 
as tbe annual football classics be­
tween leading nniversitlea. and It 
would be useful for many other oc­
casions. Mr. Bumsit would use It for 
only a few  days out o f the year, and 
it la hardly probable that he would be 
willing to make the large InveutmOBl 
requlmd. when the benetlla to himself 
would be so limited. He hasn't sub­
mitted WIchllA Palls any deftnlta 
proposition yet. but The Times nn- 
dersiaads hs aapecta to do so later; 
when be does, H ought to have the 
city's whole-hearted support.

ELECTRIC POWER PROM THE 
WIND.

After yean  o f labor and eaperlnMnl 
apparatus has now been perfected 
whereby electricity may be guaerated 
from wind power and stored for lights 
and to operate light machinery. The 
apparatus has bean perfected by en­
gineers o f the Westlngbouse B l^ r lc  
company, tbe Perkins eorporatloa and 
the Hyatt Roller Hearings company. 
Boveral plants have been erected arid 
afu In practical operation, it Is said. 
Prom these plants It has been learned 
that e le c t rh ^  may be stomsd from 
winds of as low velocity as seven 
miles per hour. An apparatns that 
woald generate electricity from the 
wind and store It for future use has 
long been a dream of mechanics and 
electricians. It has been a matter of 
practical mechanics rather than of 
eclentlflc principle. Th* new nsefbod 
Is expected to ^ In g  In a new era to 
the farm power and light field, put­
ting electricity within th* reach of 
many who are now denied It.

THE GOOD NAME OP MICHIGAN.

"I  am thankful that tb* good name 
o f the slate of Michigan has been sb- 
solately cleared,”  Colled State* Sena­
tor Truman II. Newberry Is reported 
In have said when he learned that th* 
United States.euprem* court had set 
aside the verdict In which he had been 
convicted of violating tbe federal cor­
rupt practices act. Senator Newberry 
Is not to be blamed for being highly 
pleased with the findings o f the court, 
but Its Hading Is a long ways from ab- 
solately clearing the good name of 
the state of Michigan. The supreme 
court held that the law under^whicb 
Senator Newberry was convicted was 
unconstltaiional. That's how the sena­
tor gets off. Testimony Introduced at 
the trial of Senator Newberry showed 
practlcea In the Michigan primary and 
alertlon that ought to cauie shame In 
that slate.
