» f  these rlulw. It la madn lim ply to 
call aiteintiun lo the greater work of 
the rhurehns. Not every community 
haa clubn like Wichita Falls. In moat 
comiiiunIHe.v all this work la left tô  
the rhurchei.. Without them charltlee' 
would languish and (bare would ba a 
rttrocrcsiiou that would carry a t tar 
bam.
