BELFAST, Feb, §.—A large num-
ber of the Jleading wunionists of
Counties ¥ermangh and Tyrone, in
the Ulster area, were kidnaped from
their homes early today and taken
to unknown destimations Fifteen
arrests have been made in conneec-
tion with lhg kidnaping.

The ralders are belleved to have
come from Counties Cavan and
Longford, near the border. The
forces known as the “B specials”
were mobilized today in Tyrone and
Fermangh, and rushed to the scene
of the kidnaping. The Ulster gov-
eerment announced its . intention of
taking drastic measures.

SEVERAL NORTH COUNTIES
OF IRELAND ARE RAIDED

By Associated Press,

BELFAST, Feb. 8.—Armed bands
raided several of the nerthern
countles of Ireland last night and
early today, kidnaping prominent
unionists and ambushing Ulster spe-
olal constables on an extensive
scale,

The Ulster government announced
it would take drastic measures to
deal with the railders. It immedi-
ately mobilized in Belfast hundreds
of the Ulster specials and dispatched
them In lorries to the scenes of the
kidnapings and attacks. Up to this
afternoon the capture and spiriting
away of at least 20 constables had
been reported.

The counties where the raids oc-
curred were Fermanagh, Tyrone,
Dono.al and Sligo. In several cases
unfonists attacked put up a desper-
ate resistance and were wounded
One constable was killed in a figh
with his assailants. Consternation
ruled in the affected districts and
elsewhere in Ireland where news of
the sensational happenings was re-
ceived

Quarters friendly to the provis-
fonal government fear that the
events of the day would further
complicate its difficult task,

Hugo Stinnes steps out from the atmosphere of
rumors and announces that he has 15000 tons of
steel rails, ready on the docks at Hamburg, which he
is offering for delivery in America at lower than the
American prioe. ’

To make 1,000 tons of steel rails in our country
requires the labor of 5,000 men for one day.

If-Stinnes, instead of an American mill, gets the
order for 15,000 tons of ralls, it will mean that 5,000
American steel warkmen will be idle for 15 days.

On a larger or amaller scale, that is the effect
when any of us buys abroad at a cheaper price some-
thing that could be made in America.

Charles M. Schwab, chairman of the Bethlehem
Bteel Corporations, say an ounce of gold today buys
the labor of an American workman for 17 hours.

The same ounce of gold buys 60 hours of labor in
England, 96 hours in Japan, 117 hours in France and
2032 hours in Germany.

The labor cost in manufacturing is, according to
these figures, 12 times as high in America as in Ger
many.

This is largely due to difference in foreign ex-
change, based on the gold standsrd of money,

As Congressman Parrish declared in his speech
before the University Club Tuesday, exchange must
be stabilized before American busines can go for
ward. There cannot be the free commerce between
America and Europe when Europe has to pay ten or
twelve times the value of its own money for Amert
can products owing to the unfavorable exchange.
Neither can American industry compete in the mar
ket of the w when the exchange situation makes
it pay ten or twelve times as much for labor as is
paid in European money values,

This situation presents a big problem but it must
be worked out before business can revive in America
and the commerce of the world flow as freely as it
ought.

In nearly, If not practically all instances of mobd
vengeance, officers have found or have professed to
find extreme difficulty in identifying those part-
cipating In the outrage. It would be ludicrous were it
not such a serious matter to listen to and read state-
ments of officlals and of private citizens who were In
position to know of their ignorance of the guilty
parties and their {nability to dipcover them, when in
numerous instances the mobdb hag worked in the open
and with faces unmasked. Grand juries have spent
fruitiess days In investigations of such occurrences
and in the cnd reported to the court thelir Inability to
identify the culprits.

But the tables were turned Iin Oklahoma City. The
governor of the state ordered a rigid Investigation
made and the result bas vindicated the law and re-
stored the good name of the state. The incident fur-
ther proves that the law as it is written has mot
