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We disagree with the slant 
taken by the Associated Press 
last week when the prellml- 
narv population figures were 
announced for the state of 1 ex- 
as.

When the state’ s preliminary 
total of 10,986,293 was an­
nounced by the census people, 
the AP slanted Its entire story 
about how the state’ s "growth 
rate’ ’ had decreased during the 
past ten years, and quotes from 
various officials as to how dis­
appointed they were that the tot­
al was not more.

W hat the story never did point 
out-and It ran for 25 Inches 
In length-was that the prelim­
inary figure shows an Increase 
In Texas’ population of 1,406, 
616 over the i960 total.

• • • •
It would seem to us that as 

a news-gathering agency. If the 
Associated f’ ress had to slant 
the story or give reactions, they 
could have at least given the 
positive side of the news-also- 
the fact that our state has grown 
by 1,406,616 people during the 
past 10 years.

In fact, we wonder if It Isn’ t 
a sign of progress that our 
state's growth rate slipped 
downward, rather than a sharp 
upturn during the past ten years.

Ecologists have been preach­
ing birth control and controlled 
population for a number of 
years. Perhaps we In Texas 
are doing a better Job at this 
than state Chamber officials 
realized.

At least we’ re not spawning 
the over-crowded cities such 
as the New Yorks and the Chl- 
cagos. We’ ve grown nicely, 
and still have room to grow. 

• • • •
We would think that the state 

Chamber of Commerce leaders 
could find solace in the fact 
that Texas continues to gain 
newcomers at the rate of ap - 
proxlmately 400 per day-- 
somethlng the AP didn’ t take 
time to figure out, being too busy 
crying crocodile tears over the 
fact that the total didn’ t match 
what Chamber officials across 
the state thought It should have.

Texas will be one of the few 
states In the Southwest to show 
a sizeable growth, a fact that 
the AP story did finally bring 
out In the I9th paragraph--for 
those hardy souls who waded 
through all the gloom to that 
point.

It seems to us that state Cha­
mber of Commerce leaders, 
who apparently have outdone 
themselves in convincing ev­
eryone that we’ re larger than 
we In fact are, did the state a 
dis-servlce In their defeatist 
quotes, which were carried ac­
ross a wide section of the coun­
try, and naturally were spot­
lighted.

In a time when they should 
have had something good to say,
none of them did.

• • • •
About the only good comment 

about the population total came 
from Governor Preston Smith, 
and we do commend the .Asso­
ciated Press for including It.

Smith said, "Many will be un­
happy with the preliminary fi­
gures, but we have reached a 
point In our state where sheer 
numbers alone do not always 
mean progress.

"W e must continue to go for­
ward with programs and plana 
to make Texas a better place 
In which to live,”  the governor 
said.

Looks like our number one 
Chamber of Commerce man Is 
occupying the governor’ s man­
sion. Power to him. We’ re 
glad to see someone with the 
good sense to reflect optimism 
over achievements which need 
not be belittled because they 
missed the plateaus set by the 
professional goal-makers.

• • • •
The same thing Is true for 

the totals announced for the city 
of Frlona. While many of ua 
would like to have seen the fi­
gure higher, we’ re quick to point 
out that a 50 per cent gain In 
population Is one heck of a lot 
better than a decrease.

Frlona’ s preliminary census 
total for 1970 was divulged last 
week, and the total showed a 
50.5 per cent growth from 1960 
to 1970.

The preliminary total, which 
was given to Star publisher BUI 
Fills by Percy Millard, regional 
census director, stood at 3,064. 
This Is an Increase of 1,029 over 
the corresponding figure In 
1960, which was 2,035.

The preliminary total does 
not Include the residents In the 
two recently-annexed areas of 
the city which had not been 
included as city residents, nor 
the 36 persons forwarded to 
census officials as "m issed”  
by enumerators.

When the revised totals are 
announced, Frlona’ s population 
should top the 3,200 mark.

All of the state figures have 
been forwarded to national cen­
sus headquarters In Jefferson­
ville, Indiana, where they will 
be checked for such things as 
addition errors.

In the meantime, local lead­
ers have been given an addi­
tional week to find still other 
persons who believe they were

missed by census enumerators. 
These persons should contact 
the Friona Star, Friona Cham­
ber of Commerce, or City Hall 
by Thursday, July 2, and fill 
out a special form.

All area residents, whether 
In the city or outside, who be­
lieve they were missed, are 
urged to make themseb rs 
known to one of the above 
places.

Electric Company Head 

Promises No Blackouts
"Don’ t hold back. Use all 

the electric power you want 
whenever and wherever you 
want in the 45,000 square miles 
that we serve. There Is no 
electric power shortage In this 
part of the country," Roy Tolk, 
president of the Southwestern 
Public Service Company, said 
today.

The statement of the elec­
tric company president was 
made as a result of frequent 
articles In national magazines 
and other media which leave the 
Implication that the whole na­
tion faces a power shortage 
not only this year but "in  the 
decade ahead", as one publi­
cation put It.

"A t the end of last year, 
when we announced our plans 
to invest $25,000,000 In new 
plant and equipment this year, 
I said, 'there’ ll be no black­
outs In our service area In 
1970.’ That still goes. I’ ll 
add at this time that there 
won’ t be any in the future, ei­
ther, as long as we have the 
right to plan our own future 
without outside Interference. 
We have a responsibility to 
meet the electric service needs 
of this area and we have done

the planning required to carry 
out that responsibility," Tolk 
continued.

Southwestern Public Ser­
vice Company has generating 
capability reserves that are 
I89? greater than the peak load 
which has been predicted for 
1970.

“ That’ s like saying you have 
$118 put aside to pay a $100 
bill that you owe," Tolk pointed 
out.

Adequate reserves are nor­
mally considered to be gen­
erating capability that is equal 
to the largest single operating 
unit on your system. South­
western’ s reserve capability 
for 1970 exceeds that margin 
of safety by nearly 100,000 kilo­
watts.

Southwestern Is already look­
ing down the line at Its next 
500,000 kilowatts of electric 
generating capability. At the 
present time, a 210,000 kilo­
watt unit, the first in a new 
facility southeast of Lubbock, 
Is under construction and is 
scheduled to go Into service 
In mid-1971. Projected units 
of 289,000 kilowatts of capa 
bility are In the planning stage 
for 1973 and beyond.

who live adjacent to the dry 
but are not annexed to the city. 
Alio, college students and mili­
tary personnel were not counted 
in their home towns this year, 
•n<1 this could account for 
another 200 persons locally.

But the preliminary 1970cen­
sus figure means that for the 
first time In history, Parmer 
County has a city In the ••ur­
ban" category, which means 
those of over 2,500 population. 
Never before has the county 
had any of its total listed In this 
column, but for 1970, the final 
total for Frlona will be listed as 
"url>an.”

The 1970 census actually puts 
Frlona Into the "c ity '’ class for 
the first time officially, as a city 
Is considered by the Census 
Bureau as those places with 
more than 2,500 population.

The three incorporated 
places In Parmer County 
showed a preliminary count of 
5,659 m 1970, a gain of 1,589 
and 39 per cent over the I960 
count of 4,070 for the tlirec 
places.

This left a total of 4,715 re ­
sidents of the county living ot­
her than In one of the Incor­
porated places, and also 
marks the first time for the 
•'town" population to be more 
than that In the "country" In 
Parmer County.

Using the preliminary figures 
54.6 per cent of the county's 
residents live in town, and 45.4 
per cent live In the country.

Leading the list is home 
machinery, such as power saws, 
electric drills and the like.

Heating 
ievices such as furnace grates 
and space heaters are also re­
sponsible for approximately 
125,000 Injuries.

Power mowers, cooking sto 
ves and clothes wringers are 
each responsible for 80,000 In­
juries.

Others In the "flirty  Dozen”  
list Include Incinerators, 50, 
000 Injuries: glass doors, 40. 
000 Injuries; appliance cords, 
15,000: sockets and extensions, 
10,000" gas burners, 10,000 and

sun lamps causing another 10, 
000 Injuries a year.
